THE DESTITUTEJ
The perennial question, how to admin-
" ggter relief to the destitute without over-
lapping and witheut being imposed upon
by the undeserving, was discusged this
week by the Associated Charities. That
organization, which is non-sectarian, is
better adapted than any ‘other to deal
with this problefi. It has a secretary
who is a trained soclal worker with
years of experience. It is only necessary
dn mapy" cases to consult her about a
family to learn the history of that family
and whether or not the case is a deserv-
ing one. Week after week, month after,
month and year after year she goes
abont investigating cases, making a
record of them, and in the most urgent
cases giving temporary relief, which is
followed up by putting the-individual or
family_ in touch with the church or
society which might be expected to deal
more fully with the case. It is obvious
that such a system widely extended
would cover the whole city and ensure a
;much more wise administration of relief.
1t would involve a darger expenditure,
«and the labors of more than one trained
social worker. In the city of Winnipeg,
where it is e¢laimed relief was adminis-
,! tered last winter much more successfully
than 5 most other cjties, there was a
large corps of trained workers constantly
busy. There are many social workers
in St. John, but they are connected with
this or that church or organization, and
the work is not co‘ordimated. This
work is very.valuable and necessary, and
would no doubt still be carried on to
some extent, but there would be less
danger of overlapping or of being de-
frauded if the system for the whole city
were headed up in such an organlzation
as the Associated Charities.

Of course the distress ‘gmong the
needy is greatest and most widespread in
such a time as the present when work is
scarce, but there is never a time when
urgent cases are not to be found in
various parts of the city. It may be a
woman with children who has been de-
sertéd by her husband. It may be a case
where unavoidable misfortune has re-
dpced a family to extreme destitution.
Then there are always the misfits and
the shiftless, where the suffering falls
upon little children. The coming winter
will undoubtedly make exceptional de-
mands upon the generosity of wel-to-do
people, and in ‘order that their contribu-

_-tions may be used to the best advantage
it is desirable that the work be co-
ordinated to as full an extent as possible.
The Associated Charities will make a
discussion of this matter the feature of
§ts annual  meeting next month, and
representatives of all churches and ben-
evolent institutions should make an
eftort to attend and give the benefit of
their views and their experience.

material in the Republic.”

RECIPROCITY AND PREFERENCE.

: (Toronto Globe.)

The story that Sir John Macdonald |
had always opposed reciprocity with the |
United States has been exploded by the
best of witnesses, Sir John himself. He
declared in a speech at the Albany Club
in 1891, a few months before his death,
that every measure of reciprocity with
the United States had been obtained by
his party, and by governments of which
he was a member. He even claimed
credit for the Reciprocity treaty of 1854, |
on the ground that it was negotiated
while he was in office. The fact is that
until 1911 both parties were in favor of
reciprocity, and when the agreement of |
1911 was announced Conservatives were |
dismayed because it was so good that it !
would bring credit to their opponents.
|’I'heir opposition to it was an after-
thought. !

A much better case could be made out |
for the contention that the Conservatives |
have always opposed giving a tariff pref- |
crence to Great Britain. It is true that |
before 1897 they declared that such a
preference should be granted if Great |
Britain would give an equivalent prefer- |
ence to Canada.  But, this would have
nécessitated Great Britain abandoning
free trade, and so nothing was done. The
Laurter government acted instead of
merely talking. It gave a voluntary and
unconditional preference which eventu-
|ally became one-third of the regular
duties. Tt was opposed by the Conserva-
tives on two eontradictory grounds: that
it was of no use to Great Britain, and
that it gave something for nothing. In
1900, when the preference was increased
to one-third instead of one-quarter, the
following resolution was moved by Dr.
Russell, then a Liberal member of par-
liament, now a judge of the Supreme
Court of Nova Scdtia:
 “That this house regards the principle
of British preference in the Canadian
Customs Tariff as one which in its anpli-
cation has already resulted, and will; in
an increasing measure, continue to re-
sult, in material benefit to the Mother
Counitry and to Canada, and which has
already aided in welding, and must still
more firmly weld together the ties which
now bind them, and desires to express
its emphatic approval of such British
preference having been granted by the
parliament of Canada.”

The motion was carried on a party
vote, the Liberals speaking and voting
in its favor, the Conservatives speaking
and voting against it. Why was it'op-
posed by men who made a boast of mon-
lopolizing British sentiment?

Twin Falls, Idaho, Oct. T—A poison-
ous substance, used as an insect exterm-
fnator, figired prominently in the stor-
fes of the first two witnesses to testify
for the state in the trial of ‘Lyda Meyer
Southard, charged with the murder of
Pdward F. Meyer, her fourth hus and.
The state asserts it has evidence that
poison obtained from the exterminator
was put by Mrs. Southard into her hus-

d’s food.

The opening statement by Frank L.

ephen, prosecuting attorney, delivered

mediately following the seating of a
Jury, did not go' outside the case of the
death of Meyer, although he has stated
that he is prepared to submit evidence |
showing the woman to be responsible for
the death of three husbands and a broth-
er of one of them. The alleged crime in
each instance, the state charges, invol-
ved the use of poison derived from the
exterminator.

The first witness, Mrs. Carrie Howe
of Muscatine, Iowa, boarding house
keeper at the Blue Lakes ranch at/the
time of the death of Meyer, related how
the defendant had brought packages of
the exterminator to the ranch and sct
it about the house in saucers of water.
She described in detail the illness of
Meyer and of conversations in which the
defendant said, “She would call a doc-
tor and then no one would have any—l
thing to say.” The witness testified that, |
following the removal of Meyer from
the ranch to a hospitgl, she found two
packages of the poison in a drawer un-
derneath sotne papers in the room oc-
cupied by the Meyers.

That the defendant also told the wit-
ness that she did not love her husband
as a wife should was asserted by Mrs.
Howe. ° |

Granville Haight, manager of the!
sanch on which Meéyer was employed as
a foregan, told of being present when
the poison was found and testified re-
garding his endorsement of a purchase
note on an automobile previously ac-
quired by Mrs. Meyer, which note was
signed by her as Mrs. McHaffle. °

The defendant sat between her hus-
band, Paul Vincent Southard, and her
father, W. U. Trueblood. An order was
fssued today by attorneys for the de-
fense directing the sheriff to permit no
further interviews between the defend-
ant and local officers of the Salvation
Army. A second order was served on
the sheriff by the proseciition directing |
that in future interviews between Mrs.

The Prime Minister’s Dress.

Men of the type
of Clynes and Barnes really did confi-
dently hope and believe that within the
period at least of their own lifetime
they would witness the creation, if not
of a labor government, at least the crea-
tion of a regular labor opposition. A
few month sago there seemed every like-
lihood that their dream would be real-
ized. But they recognize that recent
events have set back the clock indefin-
itely. !

‘Thousands of people who were telling
you quietly, not very long ago, that they
intended to “votelabor” at the next gen-
eral election, are now scandalized at the
extreme demands put forward by the
English Bolshevists and Communists:
The unemployment pay that is being
handed out in some London boroughs
is regarded as not only intolerable in
itself but as constituting a very *scrious
menace to society as we know it at
present. One thing is certain—the rate- |
payers will rise in their millions and go
to the polls when the next borough elec-
tions take place. :

So serious is the view taken by moder-
ate labor that great efforts are being made
to settle up the Poplar incident as speed-
ily as may be. And do not be surprised
if the cabinet committee which has been
appointed to deal with the unemploy-
ment question has an early conference
with, some of the more responsible of
the labor leaders, And do not be sur-
prised, further, if, as a result of this
conference, there is an:early introduc-
tion of a bill in parliameat for the equal- |
ization of rates. It may even be pro-
ceeded with as soon as parliament re-
assembles next menth, and if there is no
Irish question, the autumn sittings con-
vened for the Irish bill may even be
utilized for the passing of a rates bill.

Some system of equalization seems
urgently called for. It certainly is
anomalous that in Poplar or White-
chapel, where everyone is poor, the levy
in respect of unemployment should be
overwhelmingly heavy, whilst in May-
fair and Belgravia, where everyone is
rich and where there is virtually-no un-
‘| employment excepting among “the idle
rich,” the poor rate is infinitesimally
small. This is not socialism; it is mere-
ly common-sense.

Talking of labor, by the way, I hear
that Mr. Smillie has just been offered a
very big sum to induce him to write his
reminiscences. John Burns is also un-
derstood to be engaged on literary labor
of a similar nature.

Ministers Speak in City

Prime Minister Mentions Port Development, Rail-
roads, Tariff and Other Matters at Largely At-
tended Meeting in the Armory—Hon. Mr. Mc-

Curdy and Hon. Mr.
Schofield Presiding.

Baxter Also Talk, Mayor

Right Hon. Arthur Meighen, premier
of Canada, addressed an audience of
about 3,000 people in the armory last
evening, at which His Worship Mayor
Schofield presided. Hon. J. B. M. Baxter
and Hon. F. B. McCurdy also addressed
the meeting. The premier’s speech was
devoted chicfly to a defence of his gov-
erninent against the charges of extrava-
.gance and autocracy which had been
laid against his administration and also
to a declaration of his tariff policy which
he said stood for the protection of Gana-
dian industries, and -which he declared
to be the chief issue of the campaign.
The tariff policies of both the United
Farmers and the Liberals come in for
criticism from the prime minister. ¢

Mayor Schofield extended a Xearty
welcome to the prime minister on behalf
of the city and assured him that the
citizens of St. John felt proud to be part
of the great Canadian country over
which he presided. He reminded the
speakers that if they needed any text
for  their speeches St. John had a
harbor that was the front door of Can-
and and that it needed further develop-
ment at the hands of the government.
He also called the attention of the minis-
ter of public works to the Negropoint

breakwater,

Hon. Dr, Baxter.

Hon. J. B. M. Baxter was given an
ovation when he arose. He said he had
kept in close touch with the harbor
problems of St. John and if he went
back to' Ottawa part of his work would
be to make plain to those in authority
the needs of the port. If it had not been
for the war there would have ‘been
money enough to carry out schemes of
development here. He said that the city
would have no-better friends in the cab-
fget than Mr. McCurdy and Mr. Mei-
,ghen as both were in favor of Canadian

' trafic going through Canadian ports.
Other provinces must be educated to the
needs of the port and 'there should not
be petty rivalries. The speaker said
that if the middle west could impose a
selfish, narrow fiscal policy on the do-
minion New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
must stand together for the develop-
ment of the ports.

The present government, he said, was:

not one for any special section, class, race
or creed, but for all sections, classes,
races and all creeds. The country was
facing a crisis and the people were to de-
termine if it was to be split up into
,groups or retain the Canadianism of Sir
John A. Macdonald and Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, The trade policy of these men
was one of protection for industries and
it had lifted the country from the gloom
that prevailed previous to 1878. Only
by a continuation of such policy could
the ports of the maritime provinces be
looked after. -

He spoke of millions spent in soldier
settlement work; the pension system of
Canada, which, he said, was better than
that of any country that had partici-
pated in the war; the building up of the
merchant marine, which, he said, was
to the advantage and prestige of Canada,
and he said that the men who had ac-
complished these things were the ones

:hnt could be trusted-to pilot the coun-
Ty.

Transportation was all that St. John
had. It had not progressed enough tg
|dominate any wholesale line in Canada.
The city must do this for itself and get
predominance in some line. The govern-
ment_could only aid in transportation.

Dr. Baxter berated the former Liberal
government, saying it built the Grand
Trunk Pacific through New Brunswick
without it reaching any port, and this
in the face of a strong protest from the
late Hon. Andrew G. Blair. The Laur-
ier government, the speaker said, sank
tens of millions in this road and in sub-
sidies to the Canadian National. If the
interest on this money that he said was
wasted had to be met today the blame
should be put on the shoulders of those
who did it and not on the present gov-
ernment.

The speaker made an attack on sev-
eral of Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King’s
policies and said Mr. King had misquot-
ed facts in regard to government expen-
ditures. The speaker contended that if
the people could afford to import lux-
uries they could afford to pay to make
Canada an honest country and able to
pay her bills. :

In conclusion he said that the formers
of New Brunswick had nothing in com-
mon with the western grain growers
and they would not commit economic
suicide to please one privileged class.

The Prime Minister.

When Mayor Schofield imtroduced the
Prime Minister Mr. Meighen was greet-
ed with applause that lasted for balf a
minute. The Premier said that on his
two previous visits to St. John he had
not been greeted with audiences so large
nor with a welcome so warm as was ac-
corded him last evening. He hoped he
would be able to say something worthy
of the tribute paid him.

The record of the government’s rela-
tions with the port of St. John had been
such as to demonstrate the sincerity of
the government’s interest in the port.
Expenditures had had to be confined to
repairs and maintenance, the . premier
said. He could not say that he was
hopeful that new work would go for-
ward with great rapidity jn the imme-
diate future but would say .that . the
needs of the port of St. John were the
needs of Canada, and just as soon as the
needs of the dominion could be met the
aspirations of the people of St. John
with regard to their harbor would be
met also. The governmenf was doing
all it could because it was a national re-
quirement, but expenditures had to be
curtailed. He counted the voice of that
man , who protested against public ex-
penditures as not worth five cents unless
he would go to the place where the
money was spent and then condemn the
outlay.

The Premier said he had been read-
ing the Liberal press of St. John to get
a line on the thought of the community.
He had found that people were being
asked by the opposition press to believe
that he was misrepresenting the Liberal
tariff policy, in order to frighten the
people and to get the public mind divert-

His government had been in office be-
fore, through and after the war when
the great lines of reconstruction policy
were laid down. The candidates and
lnewwapers of the opposition which were
now criticising the government had
spoken, voted and written in support of
every isue of importance since 1917, in-
cluding the railway and mercantile mar-
ine policies and in fact the whole course
and direction of government throughout
the war.

The Mercantile Marine.

His government had been -accused of
defying the principle of representative
government by starting the mercantile
marine without the authority of parlia-
ment. Both Hon Mr. McLean and Hon.
Mr. Crerar were members of the gov-
ernment when the mercantile marine
policy was presented, laid before parlia-
ment and ratified by that body. The
Premier ridiculed the charge and said
that by the terms of a Supply Bill in

11915 parliament had voted $50,000,000

with which the government might do
whatever was necessary to maintain the
trade connections of Canada. For about
three years the opposition had support-
ed and commended the government’s
policy with regard to the mercantile
marine, bat in 1921 when the ships had
all been built the opposition switched
and denounced the mercantile marine.
The mercantile marine was needed to
bring business to the more than 20,000
miles of government railways; it had
carried' Canadian trade where it other-
wise would not have reached; it had fed
the railways and even though it had
been built at war prices it had paid in
profits about 2 2-3 per cent of its cost
during the last year.

| He bad been accused of being extra-
ivagant by those who were promising
! public works of every kind wherev;r
they went. What were the articles in
this indictment of extravagance, the pre-
mier asked. It was not pensions or civil
re-establishment or public works. They
had been charged with the railway de-
ficit.’

What was Mackenzie King’s railway
policy? The Liberal leader had hinted at
placing the railways back - under the
management of the department of rail-
ways and canals. Such a policy would
make of them a political football and the
government that would do that would be
beading this country straight for bank-
ruptcy. It might be possible to operate
1,800 miles of railway on such a basis
but not'a mileage of 22,000. Regarding
the criticism that members of the rail-
way directorate were selling goods to the
road, he said that it would be almost |
impossible to get big business men to
manage the railways who were not di-
rectors of other companies. He believed
that the railways were being well man-
aged at present but if every action of
the management in buying a ton of coal
or hiring or firing a man was to be sub-
ject to a debate in parliament then the

sooner the C. P. R. swallowed it up and |
got a railway monopely in the country
the better.

The Transcontinental.

The G. T. P. and Transcontinental
had been built at a capital cost of $500,-
000,000. Interest had to be paid en this.
The deficit was the result of the folly
into which the country had been led by
the construction of these railways in
1903, 1904 and 1911 before they were
needed. Those who had laid that prob-
lem on the doorstep of the present gov-
ernment were now standing off and
mocking. The C. N. R. and G. T. P.
had been built by a government of which
the present leader of the opposition was
a member. Feeders had to be obtained
for that system or the country would
have been staggered. There was, how-
ever, a prospect that the railways would

He was charged with being an auto-
crat, Premier Meighen said. He ridi-
culed the charge of seizing the reins of
office. He had only done what Mr. Em-
merson had done in succeeding Mr. Blair
in New Brunswick and what Mr, Mur-
ray had done in taking over the leader-
ship of the government from Mr. Field-
ing in Nova Scotia and carrying on the
administration until the regular time for
an appeal to the country had arrived.
Others both in Canada and England had
done the same thing. Such talk of usur-
pation was, humbug. Leave trifles to
triflers, the"premier declared, and let us
get down to real business.

The premier then launched out on the
teriff iesue, which he declared was the
chief issue of the campaign. The tariff
issue should be discussed and decided, he
averred.  He had not forced the issue but
it had been forced upon him. He ‘had
not changed the tariff policy of the coun-
try. He had not even changed the tariff.

The Premier then outlined the grow-
ing political movement of the United
Farmers of the West.

The Liberal party had specific fixed
tariff proposals which the premier had
quoted in his manifesto. He could not
therefore be accused of misrepresenting
the Liberal tariff platform. He read in
The Telegraph an article intimating
| that this platform had been repudiated
by the Liberals. He invited the\ people
of St. John and The Daily Telegraph
to -ask Mackenzie King when he came to
this city whether he had repudiated this
platform, which was contained in the
tariff resolution adopted by the Liberal
convention in Ottawa in 1919.

The Liberals in this resolution, the
premier declared, had declared for the
free entry into Canada of the instru-
ments of production and the raw mater-
ials entering into them.

They had also declared for the free
entry of foodstuffs and all raw materials
entering into them as well as for the free
entry of about fifteen other classes of
articles. They had also declared for an
increase of fifty per cent in the British
preference to be effective immediately.
The Liberal party had pledged itself to
fmplement by legislation this platform
when returned to power.

If the Liberals had repudiated this
platform he invited Mackenzie King te
tell him where he stood. The premier him-
self stood for a protective tariff, for a dity
on goods which were made' in Canada.

Dropped 6c. Fare — Present
Rate Profitable, Despite the
Business Depression and
Prevalené¢e of Automobiles,
Which Have Cut Down Car

. Riding Considerably.

(By Mary Dawson Snider.)
Detroit, Mich, Sept. 28—(Staff spec-
jal to Toronto Telegram)—Detroit's
citizens ride on a five cent car fare
Whether they emjoy it er not depends
largely upon the time of day they travel
and the class of car they happen to

catch.

In rush hours they thimk they are
crowded but they are not as badly
packed as in Toronto. Service is always
as frequent as ours, and, during the day
seats mere easily, ebtained.

Cars are goud, bad and indifferent, but
not as indifferent nor as bad as frawss
and trailers we have known.

Transfers, exeept on about forty miles
of modern civic railway, cost one cent
extra. : . :

Five cent fares om the municipality
owned “Day.”

Five fares and ome cent transfers
on the Detroit United, the privately
owned lines, “pay” this better. ;

If the proof of the puddink is' the
eating the privately owned street rail-
way company in Detroit finds a five
cent street car fare with an additional
one ecent for transfers profitable. With
beak and talons and with wiles and
wealth they are fighting to remew their
franchise.

The D. U. R. is assuredly not fighting
to lose money. Even the fragments of
e five cent franchise they retain, are re-
garded as a gold mine.

Let City Pay the Shot.

«Lines in the city give the Detroit
United Railway a good profit at a five
cent fare, though we can’t get p_roof
from the company’s books” explained
an idvestigator, who had access to the
recqrds. “They’ve a lot of unprofifable
linfi out through the state of Michigan
on which they are paying 8 per cent d'lv-
jdend. That’s what they’re worrying
about. This handicaps them, so the com-
pany bulks the cost of maintenance on
these with thaf of the city service.
They’re making us pay their outside
deficits and they don’t want to lose
the goose that lays the golden egg.”

Starting with Safeties.

" The city’s long battle for publie own-
" ership of its street railway system is in
the last stages. Already it has thirt:-
seven miles in operation with one-in. i
ears. Ten more miles will be in opera-
tion within a fortnight and twenty-nine
miles of track now in operation by the
Detroit United Railway will be added
to the municipal lines in a few weeks.

Seventy-six miles of civic railway
within the first year of operation is a
good beginning. A five cent fare, with
free transfers, is charged, and from 25,
000 to 30,000 people a day avail them-
selves of it. Receipts are increasing
steadily.

The G. W. V. A. has issued invi-
tations to all soldier organizations to
have fraternal delegates present, and
this invitation has been accepted by a
majority of the other organizations.
Discussion of the  probability ,of the
formation of a league
'soldier organizations of the Allied na-
tions will be enhanced by the presence
of delegates from the American Legion.

It s indicated that resolutions on dis-
armament will call for adequate defence’
of the empire, but with the understand-
ing that semaments will not be built up
for offensive purposes.

It is interesting to notesthat one of
the documents prepared for the con-
vention contains the following affirma-
tion 'of loyalty:—

“We desire to reaffirm our unswerving
loyalty to king and country, and, while
we deplore the existence of many condi-
tions ‘political, religious, racial and so-
cial which are harmful and pernicious
we also realize that lasting betterment
can only be obtained by the free ex-
pression of the people’s will, given in a
constitutional way, therefore we dedi-
cate ourselves to the elimination of such
unjust conditions and pledge ourselves
to lawful and orderly procedure.”

Dealing with political affiliations the
document says:—

“While, as an association, we recognize
no political affiliations of any kind, we
yet urge upon our membership an intel-
ligent interest in all political > matters
and commend to their support such of
our comrades a8 may from time to time

Provisions of Interest as Can-
i adians are to Vote for Fed-
eral Representatives,

| Ottawa, Oct. 10—(By Canadian Press)
:‘—There are many things in connection
with the conduct of and procedure in
elections which are changed consider-
ably under the present Dominion Elec-
tion Act from what they were formerly.
One of the amendments is that referring
to campaign fund contributions. Clause
Ten has been made to read:
. “No unincorporated company or as-
sociation and no incorporated company
or association other than one incorpor-
ated for political purposes alone, shall
' directly or. indirectly, contribute. loan,
' advance, pay-or promise or offer to pay
any money or its equivalent to, or for
lor'in ald of, any candidate at an elec-
1 tion, or to, or for, or in aid of any polit-
ical party, committee or association, or
to, or for, or in aid of any company .in-
corporated. for pilitical purposes, or to, or
for, on in furthance of any political
purpose whatever, or for the indemni-
' fication or reimbursement of any person
for moneys so used.”
Another clause makes it an offence for
| any person, not being elector or a candi-
ate, and who resides outside of Can-
| ada, to canvass for votes or in any way
! endeavor to induce voters to vote for any
. of the' cardidates at an election.
The conveyance of electors to polls,
ete,, is.also forbidden by the act. This
{is not a new amendment but is one
| which was strengthened somewhat in
; the amending of ‘the former act. It is
1not .an offence under the act, however,
| for anyone being an elector, to pay his
i own fare to or from the polling station.
! By another clause it is made an of-
| fence to pay or promise to pay the ex-
penses, wages or other costs of an elector
going to or from a polling station. Un-
i der the act provision is made that “Every
| employer shall, on polling day, allow to

| every elector in his employ at least two

| additional ' hours other than. the noon
| hour, for voting, and no employer shall
!make any reduction from the pay of
| such elector nor impose upon or exact
| from him any penalty by reason of his
; absence during such hours.”
= For the protection of camdidates in
ie,lectiom; Jt is ‘also made‘an indictabJe
| offence for any person during, or befare
any election to make -or publish any
false statement of fact in relation to, the
personal character or conduct of any
| candidate for the purpose of affecting
the return of that candidate to office.
For the keeping of order in and about
polling stations, election officers are
given powers as peace officers to arrest
or order the arrest of any person com-
mitting an offence under the act. The
returning officer or his deputy may, dur-
ing nomination day and polling day, re-
| quire any person within half a mile of
the place of nomination or polling “to
deliver to him any firearm, sword, stave,
i bludgeon, or other offensive weapon in
| the hands or personal possession of such
person,/and the person so required shall
| forthwith so deliver.” Nor may
! a stranger come armed jnto a polling
| division nor a resident arm himself.
| Other prohibitions In the act are
;against the use.of banners, ribbons,
favors, badges or labels to distinguish
the political leanings of the wearer on
election day or within eight days of that
date. There are also provisions agalinst
the selling or giving away of liquor on
the day of voting, and also provisions
against the treating of electors to meals,
drink or amusements, and stringent pro-
visions against bribery, giving or promis-
ing employment and the demanding or
receiving of bribes in any form.

Persons guilty of indictable offences
under the act are liable on indictment or
summary conviction of fines not exceed-
‘ing two thousand dollars or to imprison-
ment for a téfm to two years, with or
without hard labor, or to both fine and
imprisonment. Non-indictable offences
under the act are punishable by a fine
not exceeding $500 or one year in prison
or both fine and imprisonment. Persons
found guilty of illegal or corrupt prac-
tices are also disqualified from voting
or candidature for a period of five years
for an illegal practice and seven years
for a corrupt practice.

THIRTY CENTS AN HOUR

Says Fair Wage for Labor on Rural
Highways.

Toronto, Oct. 14—Thirty cents an hour
is regarded as a fair standard wage for
workers on highways in the rural parts
of the province, according to a statement
made by Frank C. Biggs, minister of
public works, in commenting upon the
charge made by George G. Halcrow,
labor member for East Hamilton, who
claimed that the rate was “a starvation
wage.

Mr. Biggs was quite frank in stat-
ing that the rate had been set at this
figure in order that the government
wage would not enter into unfair com-
petition with that paid by farmers to
their help. He added, however, that
thirty cents an hour was more than was
being paid in many sections of the cou”
try. o

“We are not building streets in th
city, but roads in the country,” said Mr.
Biggs, “and wherever we go we try to
set a fair standard wage that will aver-
age up with the money being paid locally
by private individuals. It doesn’t
seem to matter much what we do, how-
ever, for one set of people say we are
paying starvation wages and the other
that we are squandering money in ex-
travagant wages.”

George Williams, Born 100
~ Years Ago on Oct. 11

Association 'was Organized in
London in 1844 — He is
Buried in St. Paul’s, Close
to Little Room Where In-
stitution Came Into Being.

On October 11, one hundred years ago,
the founder of the Young Men’s Chris-
tian Association, Sir George Williams,
was born. Both by this great organiza-
tion and by the Christian church the
centennial is being observed in these
October days in formal services and in
closer study of the processes and resulls
of a life which has spread its influences
over the whole world. o

Within the span of his own life, George
Williams saw the Young Men’s Christian
Association, both as an organization and
as a spiritual force, encircle the earth.
When its founder died in 1905, sixty-
one years after its beginning, the Y. M.
C. A. had 7,773 associations, with 722,
000 members, totals which have since
grown to more than 9,000 associations
and more than 1,500,000 members.

George Williams was born near Dul-
verton, in Somersetshire, England, the
y of eight sons of Amos and
Elizabeth Williams. The family came
of.generations of man farmers. Dur-
ing Mis boyhood days Williams lived the

rather monotonous and unexciting life

of the farm and school. Leaving sehool
at thirteen and showing no aptitude
thereafter for farm work, he was appren-
. ticed two years later to a draper at

Bridgewater. He was at that time, to

uwse his own description, a “careless,

fhioughtless, Godless, swearing fellow.”

But, coming under the influence of the

Rev. Evan James, minister of the local

Congregational Chapel, who had estab-

lished a great hold on the young people

of the town, he made a determined de-
cision to alter his life, and make its key-
note “to live not unto himself but to
the glory of God and in the service of
men” 4He became a member of the

church at Bridgewater in 1888.

At nineteen, his apprenticeship hav-
ing been completed, Williams entered the
employment of Hitchcock & Rogers, a
drapers’ firm on Ludgate Hill, in St.
Paul’s Churchyard, London, at a salary
of £40 a year. Of this firm, under its
later name of Hitcheok, William & Co.,
bhe eventually became the chief partner.

. Under him it expanded as both a whole-
sale and retail business into a foremost
position in the trade, as well known
throughout the British Isles as some of
four great merchandising establishments
are known throughout America.

When William went to London, his
first concern was to single out one after
another from among the young men in
the dra establishiyent and seek to
.win each to a life of Christian service.
He  established regular prayer-meeting
services in his small bedroom on the
third floor of the building. His religious
efforts followed several other well-de-
fined lines, but these prayer meetings
were at the very centre of his pro-
gramme of service, and they were the
foundations upon which the * Young
Men’s Christian Association was built.
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By 1848, Williams, and' two or three
Iother young men who had stood with
him from the outset, found themselves
\the leaders of a movement which had
'affected the whole mercantile establish-
.ment with which they were connected,
{from the head of the firm down to the

The Start.
One day, while crossing Blackfriars
Bridge, which then more than today
focussed the life and struggle of the
city, Williams expressed to a friend,
Edward Beaumont, his desir¢ that the
young men’s society which had been
organized among the clerks at Hitchcock
& Rogers be expanded to every drapery
establishment in London. A meeting
was called to meet June 6, 1844, to con-
sider the importance and practicability
of - establishing such an association.
Twelve young men attended. Three
were Episcoplaians, three Congregation-
alists, three Baptists and three Metho-
dists.
