Reports from the hospital at half-past
fwo this afternoon were to the effect
that Frank E, O'Leary, who was shot
by John Braman yesterday morning,
was growing weaker, and that Zﬁry little
hope could be held out for recov-
ery, A little after noon today he took
a turn for the worse and has since been
growing weaker,

Rev. Miles’' P, Howland, Commission-
er H. R, McLellan and O’Leary’s father
and mother were in to see the injured
man this morning, O'Leary was still
conscious, but is gradually growing

er,

Dr, H. McGowan, one of the resident
doctors at the hospital, gave out the fol-
lowing announcement at twenty minutes
to three o’clock this afternoon:

“Mt, O'Leary’s condition is no better
and still remains very serious. There
s, however, no great change.”

* Another phase of the case today is the
bringing to light of another burglary and
the fact that the police are trying to
locate two more suspects.

It is learned that requests have gone
out from police headquarters here for
a lookout for Cambridge Goldsworth’and
John Leggett, aged 16 and 17, in connec-
tion with a suspicion of breaking and
entering a St. John store.

The fact that Police Sergeant Baxter
resided in the lowe}-‘ at of the same
house, did not d-E’ the miscreant, or
perhaps miscreapig, from breaking and
entering the sfpre of J. Major Howell
at the corner qof St. James and Carmar-
then strets:on. Sunday night. When the
proprietor of the shop returned to his
place on Monday morning he found that
the padlock outside the door had been
broken away and the lock in the door
forced and a quantity of" pipes, gum,
candy and tobacco -taken from the
shelves. \

It is generally believed both by the
police and by the residents of this dis-
trict that boys were responsible. A
woman who resides near Mr., Howell’s
store says that on Sunday night she
heard some boys or young men in the
alley beside her house and there evident-
ly had been a fear among them that
there was a “squealer” in the crowd, for
she heard one of the boys threaten an-
- other with some punishment if he told.

The shop has its entrance in Carmar-
then street, while Sergeant Baxter’s
rooms flank it on two sides, with en-
trance from St. James street. The door
of the store was doubly secured by an
ordinary lock in the door and a small
padlock through’ rings on the outside,
but these were not sufficient to keep the
malefactors out. They left no clue to
their identity.

Braman’s Case,

John Braman, the %ﬁsoner charged
with shooting Frank E. O’Leary with
fntent to kill, eats heartily and accord-
ing to reports from the jail, he slept
soundly ‘during the night. His step-
mother was at the sheriff’s office this
morning but did not see the prisoner.

Charlottetown, P. E. I, July 7—John
Coughlan, aged eighty, of the provincial
government infirmary, met his death in
endeavoring to escape from the institu-
tion. He tore a sheet into strips and
fastening them to the window, proceeded
to lower himself to the ground. He
slipped and fell fifteen feet dislocating
both hips. He died an hour later.

The coroner’s jury in the inquest into
the drowning of Mrs. Harold Croucher
at Georgetown on Sunday returned a
verdict that she came to her death by
falling over the wharf. :

“Rouse Outselves,” Says Magistrate

The tragedy of yesterday was the
cause of comment from the magistrate in
the pelice court this morning. He said,
“I know a little about this town. Thirty
years ago if five ‘persons were together
and one of them went into a store to
rob, the others would be indicted for
aiding and abetting together by acting
together. We used to prosecute them
all and while we may have got the name
of being a “terror,” still the law was
enforced. I don’t like to say what I
think this town is coming to. 'I have
instructed the police time and again to
arrest all suspicious looking characters
who have been out late at night. Any
policeman who does not report all mis-
demeanors is liable to a penalty and any
policeman who is fined by me may be
fired by the chief. Let us call a spade
a spade and rouse ourselves.”

Petrie in Court

Thomas Petrie was brought into the
police court this morning among a num-
ber of other prisoners. He was called
and the charge of breaking and entering
Mowatt’s drug store, Carleton’s dry
goods store and W. H. Thorne’s hard-
ware store was read over to him. He was
not asked to plead and was remanded
for witnesses in the case. Lester J. Smith
appeared for the prisoner.

Petrie appears to be a bright youth
about eighteen years of age. He went
to a cabin at Long Lake, back of Rock-
wook Park, yesterday after Braman was
arrested, but his brother later went to
the camp and induced him to return and
give himself up to the police.. When
Petrie was searched at the station only
81.25 was taken from him. He was
formerly employed as a clerk with H. J.
Mowatt in the drug store and there he
worked for about seven months and left
last May for no apparent reason. Mr.
Mowatt says that while the boy was
with him he found him to be reliable and
trustworthy. He also seemed to be am-
bitious. While he was in the drug store,
Mr. Mowatt said, he knew the boy was
taking a correspondence course in sur-
veying and engineering. When the boy
gave himself up to the police he told
Chief Clark he had been going to the
log cabin quite frequently of late and
while there was studying and his idea
was to go to Chicago to complete his en-
gineeting course and with that end in
view he fell in with a gang of young
fellows who went about burglarizing
stores.

“] don’t know what made him do it,

Mr. Braman cried after sitting silent for
some moments, “It would be different if
he had been turned out of his home,
but he never was. Anything he asked
for he always got it. He had been
working in T. S. Simms’ brush factory
until a fortnight ago, and since then he
has been loafing. He asked me last
Tuesday to give him a couple of dollars
and I handed it to him. Last Saturday
he asked me for ten cents and I gave it
to him. It’s that gang he fell in with
that is responsible,” he added harshly,
“and I hope the police will round them
all up. He was to have gone back to
work this morning but I.think he
changed his mind, for it must have been
8 oclock when he left home and that
was too late for work.”

“Neither his step-mother nor I was at
home this morning when the awful thing
happened. As I said, he was standing
in the yard when I got here, and his
mother “did not get home till later. I
didn’t know he had a revolver, and in
fact I couldn’t tell what he has in his
room.”

When O’Leary entered the house with
his prisoner they were alone and the
policeman did not think it necessary to
handcuff him. The prisoner walked into
a closet and O’Leary walked over to the
door to see that he did not escape. It
was then that the awful threat was made
and as O’Leary sprang to snatch the
gun away from him, he received a bul-
let in his side but in spite of his wound
managed to handeuff the prisoner.

The
houcemaids ran out in their caps and
aprons to look at him, and say what a
fine upstanding man he was. Believe me,
it will take some quick marching on the
art of his successor to keep up with His
{)uzhm'm of Connaught.

As to democracy! Like Bart Ken-
nedy, we once believed intensely in it—
and do in a measure still—but this gov-
ernment for the people by the people—
as practised in the great republic to the
south of us—is distinctly humorous. In-
dividnal liberty and democr-~-

dn

not make a good team. Democracy
will tell you that such things as hunger
and poverty exist not where it rules. In
democratic lands the capitalist is a phil-
anthropic gentleman who would lose his
sleep if he thought there was such a
thing as sweating the worker. What
some of our good politicians in Canada
apparently fear is snobocracy, in other
words that royal governorships will
breed cads. As though we have not al-
ways had the snob and the cad—poor
paltry beings—with us! As if they were
not in every community! As if they did
not fatten and flourish in democratic
countries most of all!

close the gri)und this evening, because
there would be no supervision.

SOME RE'LECTIONS'

The tragic event which caused a thrill
of horror throughout this city: yesterday
very forcibly reminds us~ that the life
of a police officer is oti€ bf danger. A
fearless and capahlé officer was shot
down in the performgance of his duty.
We are gontetimesra-disposed to speak
lightlyvof‘ﬁh'é': police and their duties,
and.p@;,hgjs tg’gmmble at the tax bill
when thre: quegion of an increase in pay
wotunde¥ consideration. No doubt there
are reasons for the fact that the police
departiént of St. John is not now held
in as high estimation ..as’ the people
might desire; but it is nevertheless true
that when serious work is to be done
the officers do mot shirk their duty.

There is; however, another phase of
this tragedy which -deserves very seri-
ous consideration. That & mere youth
should have developed in our midst who
could deliberately commil a burglary
and then attempt to murder a police-
man gives a rude shock to our self-com-
placency; and those other and smaller
boys who have been breaking iqto
shops, stealing goods and apparently en-
joying & career of petty crime, are an-
other reminder that there is something
very bad in social conditions in St. John
when such developments are possible.

In the presence of a little group of
earnest people who were discussing so-
cia] problems, a city clergyman said a
few evenings ago that however much he
might dislike to say it we may as well
recognize the fact that there is work to
be done which the churches cannot do,
and that therefore all of them should
give their earnest support to every
movement designed for the betterment
of social conditions in St. John.

Should not recent occurrences empha-
size the importance of forming a strong
Community Council, and developing
civic centres in different sections of the
city, in which representatives of all
churches and other organizations might
meet together, to devise ways and
means to interest old and young in such
questions as the proper use of leisure
time and the establishment of a health-

fer local environment for all the boys
and girls?

THE MEDICAL MEN

St. John extends a cordial welcome to
the members of the Canadian Medical
Association, whose sessions begin in the
fine new armory today. While much of
the proceedings will be of a character
chiefly interesting to medical men, and
not very well understood by the layman,
the meeting on Thursday evening, at
which Dr. Hodgetts will speak on Health
Problems in Canada, will be of universal
interest. Necessarily in his treatment
of this subject he must discuss the
housing question, and this is one of very
special interest in St. John at the present
time. The newly organized Community
Council was to have met on Thursday
evening to discuss the housing question,
but postponed its meeting for a week
in order that it might not conflict with
that to be addressed hy Dr. Hodgetts,

whose ‘exposition of his subject 50 many
citizens will desire to hear.

The despatches this morning announce
that the Commission of Conservation has
added to its labors the conservation of
public health and the education of the
general public on health matters. This
is a very important announcement, and
the effective manner in which the com-
mission has carried on its work along
many other lines is a guarantee that in
the performance of ity new task it will
produce results of vast benefit to the
country. We are told that out of 100,-
000 deaths in Canada last year 40,000
were caused by ‘diseases which could
have been prevented by a proper regard
for sanitation. The statement of this
fact alone shows how imperative is the
need for the work to be taken up by
the Commission of Conservation,

Canada is greatly indebted to the
Medical Association for more than the
mere practice of medicine. In every
community the physicians are foremost
in urging for better health laws, better
sanitation and better housing. Their
work and their influence along these
lines alone are of incalculable benefit.
Let us hope that those members of the
profession who come from parts of the
country where the heat is more intense
will carry away with them a vivid im-
pression that New Brunswick as a
summer health resort possesses peculiar
virtues, and that as a convention city St.
John is all that can be desired.

PRODUCE THE WITNESSES

The Standard appears to be seeking
to convey the impression that the Times
is concealing a witness who ought to
give testimony before the Royal Com-
mission. The name of the witness is not
Mr. W. H. Berry, Mr. James H. Corbett
of Mr. F. J. Iisman. The Times, in
common with everybody outside of the
small circle of the Standard, is anxious
to have these witnesses produced. Mr.
A. R. Gould was also a much desired
witness and thanks to the action taken
by Mr. F. B. Carvell he will appear.
The Times has no objection whatever to
the summoning of any witness who can
throw any further light upon the affair
of the timber leases or that of the St.
John Valley Railway. ® The Standard is
perfectly well aware of this fact, but its
game is to prevent if possible the revela-
tions which the people at large ifisist
should be made. The Standatd abuses
the Times and Telegraph and Mr. F. B.
Carvell. The counsel for Mr. Flemming
protest against the admission of material
evidence. Their conduct s in striking
contrast to the loud professions made
some time ago that all Mr. Flemming
and the government asked was a
thorough investigation and the bringing
out of all the facts.

If the editor of the Standard were the
trustee of an estate, and one of those
materially interested in the estate should
ask for the production of the books and
of all the facts regarding the trusteeship,
and the editor flatly refused, or put every
obstruction in the way, what would be
the natural inference in the mind of the
other party ? Would it not be that there
was something which the trustee greatly
desired to conceal, and that he had not
been faithful to his trusteeship ? A man
who had nothing to fear would open the
books and give the fullest information.
That is what the people of New Bruns-
wick are now asking Mr. Flemming and
his colleagues to do, and they have a
right to demand that it be done.

TIME-MAKING MYSTERY
Clocks With No Apparent Mechanism
Puzzled Obsetrvers

_Two mysterious clocks, with apparent-
ly no works, have been placed in the
front windows of, and keep time in,
down town business establishments. One
is a drugstore. The other is in a piano
and music store.

Hundreds of Washingtonians are busy
figuring out the mystery of their move-
ments. The clocks are hung next to the
glass of the windows. Apparently in-
visible forces move their hands as the
minutes pass. >

Every now and then one of the at-
taches of the stores turns the hands of
the clocks away from the regular hours
they are noting. The hands then grad-
ually settle like a needle to a powerful
magnet, the correct time. The clocks are
guaranteed to keep perfect time for one
year.

The clocks have dials 86 inches in dia-
meter. The figures and divisions of the
faces are placed directly on the glass
and in the center the two hands are fas-
tened by means of an ordinary suction
rubber. The hands are made to move
casily and if whirled around will invar-
iably come back to the exact minute.
The clocks have proved so attractive
that probably three-fourths of those who
pass the store ‘windows stop to watch
them.—Washington Star.

WANDERINGS OF A WATCH

Strange Story Which Rivals Best Record
in Fiction,

No writer of fiction could have in-
vented a stranger story than that of
the curious adventures of a watch, which
Captain George Nichols, an old-time
Salem shipmaster and merchant, used to
tell as the literal truth.

At Manila in 1882, says Captain
Nichols, I employed a Mr. Kerr to assist
me in my business, He took a great
fancy to my watch, and proposed to give
his own watch with some indigo to boot
in exchange for it.

“I ‘know the: whole story of that
watch,” replied Mr. Lander. “I was in
Manila after. you left, whewr Mr. Kerr
told me that he had sold your watch to
a sea captain from New York or Phila-
delphia, and that in passing Agulhas
Bank, near the Cape of Good Hope, the
captain accidentally lost it overboard.
Two or three days after, as another
vessel was passing the bank, one of the
crew caught a fish, and on opening it
found a gold watch. - He carried the
watch to Caleutta and sold it to Captain
Blackler of Marblehead, from whom I
got it.”

This was Captain Lander’s story, and
T have no doubt that the watch taken
from the fish was the same that Mr.
Kerr had from me.—Youth’s Companion.

GERMAN COUNT PUTS
'PHONE NOISES- WITHIN
SCOPE OF INSURANCE

Berlin, July 7—Buszzing, rattling and
other unusual noises in a telephone may
so effect one’s nerves as to make him an
invalid, and such cases are covered by
accident insurance policies, according to
a ruling by the imperial supreme court.
A case came on appeal from a judg-
ment against an insurance company. The
defendant contended that the plaintiff
was of neurasthenic pre-disposition and
that the effect of wunusual telephonic
noises upon him was a “psychic effect,”
which was not covered by an accident
insurance policy.

It could not be denied, said the court,
that many objections could be urged to
the plaintifi’s claim. It might be ques-
tioned whether his invalidism was not
due to imagination, following disturb-
ances which, as he asserted, had the ef-
feet upon him of a severe electric shock.
Nevertheless, it could be assumed that
there was a great probability that the
noises complained of had such a shat-
tering effect upon the plaintiff’s nerves
that his :subsequent maladies could
properly .be considered as due to an ac-
cident, within the terms of his accident
policy.

GOING 300 MILES AN HOUR

Passengers Would Find Little Pleasure
in Long Trips

It is reasonable to believe that the
speed possibilities of human invention
have not yet been reached. In his power
to transport himself swiftly by artifi-
cial means man has excelled the magical
carpet of the Arabian Nights and has
done nearly as well as Puck in his ser-
vices of Oberon; but there is no satis-
fying the instinct to excel.

A French scientist has exhibited the
model of a railway whereby a vehicle
travels 800 miles an hour. As might be
expected, the car does not touch the
tarck at all, by the effect of the
magnetic electricity on aluminum—
which we don‘t understand and surmise
few of our readers will—is immediately
raised and Meld suspended in the air
clear of the tracks, the only connection
between the car and the rails being
brushes uséd for eontact purposes.

It is only with the prospect of going
800 miles an hour that we ‘are imagin-
atively concerned, leaving scientists and
mechanicians to their substantial work
of providing the means.

They invent, we ride; that is, we ride
when it is demonstrated that we do not
at once proceed to the heart of Kingdom
Come on the very first trip. Most trav-
elers protest that while they enjoy visit-
ing distant and attractive places, the
hardship of getting there is a discour-
aging feature of journeying.

At 800 miles an hour, however, one
might go to. Chicago, Kansas City, In-
dianapolis or Cincinnati as speedily as
to Belleville or Alton. A long irksome
“chug, chug” through miles of corn-
fields, wheatfields and clover would give
way to the breathless skyrocket sort of
whizzing trance, and there you are
without a chance of becoming hungry,
thirsty or bored. One might not even
need a book to read, but would be am-
ply occupied in holding on to his seat
with both hands and keeping his eye
off the landscape to avoid wholly wreck-
ing his eyesight.—St. Louis Globe-Dem-
ocrat.

His Litde Gift of Today Will Be
Millions When Time Comes

Berlin, July 7—Herr Seiferth, mayor
of the little Saxe-Weimar city of Weida,
has made a donation to the city which!
has set mathematicians to figuring com-

pound interest probiems of an unusual
sort. The donation consists of $50, and
it is to be invested and‘® the interest
compounded regularly for 340 years, or
until 2254. In May of that year 70 per
cent of the accumulated interest is to be
at the untrammeled disposal of the
municipality. The remaining 80 per cent
is to be similarly compounded for a fur-
ther 100 years, when the total shall
vest as an absolute gift in the city.

Estimates of the sum that will" be
available in 225% vary from $1,250,000
to $15,000,000, always assuming that
financial conditions do’ not vary great-
ly from what they are today.

LIFE IN A SNOW IGLOO

Ensign Green, in Letter from Arctic,
Writes Glowingly of Joy in Living in
Land of Ice.

“This is the life !” 2

Summed up in four words, this is the
stamp of approval placed on life in the
Arctic regons by Fitzhugh Lee Green,
ensign, U. S. N, a member of the
Crocker Land Expedition of the Ameri-
can Museum of Natural History.

If there is any doubt about it a glance
at a letter from Green to his father, who
lives in Missourl, will dispel skepticism.
The ensign may have realized that 'his
Missouri parent had to be “shown,” so
in almost every line he tries to remove
any belief that there is a “bugaboo”
about life so far north of St. Jo, his
native town. He even expresses the
hope that the ship which goes for them
two years hence will be wrecked.

Green’s letter was one of a number
brought to Copenhagen from Greenland
by Knud Rasmussen, an explorer. Dr.
Edmund O. Hovey of the museum,
director of the expedition, has asked
relatives to send in copies of all letters
received where possible. Green’s father
sent his epistle to the institution. It
reads:

“Dear Father—I have just written
mother telling her we are happy and
well. Oour house in a howling success.
It is electric lighted, and weghave hot
and cold water on tap. We eat two
meals a day, at 9 a. m. and 4 p. m. We
haven’t seen the sun since October (letter
was. written on Jan: 11), but the horrors
of the Arctic night are all rot. Simply
because you are having such a cracking
good time at other occupations that you
have no time to think of home except
now and then.

“l am having a lot of new clothes
made for the spring trip. It will be a
hard pull (dash to Crocker Land), but I
do not think that we will fail. Do not
think that I am careless. The cold is
different than the cold at home. It is
not to be feared so much as other things.
Wind at forty degrees below zero—real
wind that .roars like an express train
coming through a tunnel—is—! It
doesn’t pierce the skin clothes that we
have, but it seems to get in under them
in a flendish way that cannot be
imagined. |

“We work in the mornings. I usually
walk in the afternoon. After dinner we
study, play chess or read. It is a happy
life. The nights and days are all alike,
and sometimes it is hard to keep
straight, ag it is always night.

“I sleep in a snow igloo that has been
built for me outside the house. Mac
does the same. The bunk is pretty
stuffy compared to the outside air.

“I could write all night about things,
but will tell you some day. All I have
to say is that I hope the ship gets
wrecked on her way up to take us back,
so that we can stay another year. 1!
guess the Lord made me an Esquimaux
and then forgot and 'sent me to you in-
stead of to Pan-ik-pah or the like.

“The FEskimos are an ideal crowd.

They are good-natured, unselfish and
everlastingly good fun. The children|
kave white children beaten a mile. I!
love every one in the place almost. In}
fact, I have a regular nursery in my

‘room, and never feel at home unless I!

stumble over two or three when I am
trying to find my clothes or writing ma-
terial. They are simply great !

“Don’t expect me home until you see
me. This place is too fine.

If a postman s®als a letter with a
dollar bill in it, he goes to the peniten-
tiary and his life is ruined. If the pro-
moter of a wild-cat oil company, or fox-
raising company steals a hundred thous-
and dollars from ignorant investors, he
is accounted a great man, gets his picture
in the newspapers, and becomes a “lead-
ing citizen.”

If Canada is to be the great nation
that most of us hope to see it, we must
distinguish between the essential and
the non-essential. We must tackle the
big evils, mot the little evils. We must
punish the big criminals and let the
petty ones off with a reprimand. At
present our criminal law and our com-
mercial statutes fail to mention the
worst crimes committed in the name
of business.

Old Land, Present and Past

London, June 26—Most travelers rave
over Venice, but at least one British
novelist of fame does not. William J.
Locke, whom one would have expected
to revel in the city of the Doges actu-
ally denounces it as “a fraud of a city.”
As was reported in this correspondence
Mr. and Mrs. Locke sojournel in Venice
on theip way back from Egypt to Eng-
land. hile he was thére.he wrote to
a friend that it was a pandemonium of
a place, the 'noisiest of cities, with its
insensate and maddening bells, its yell-
ing pogu]ace;'its'.noisy echoing alleys
and its'idle scum- of squalling singers. “I
could write you reams about this nerve-
racking, sleep-destroying fraud of a
city,” he added. ' - G

Meanwhile it seems that no further
books by Locke will be published until
July, 1915. In the interim he will be en-
gaged on five serials which an. American
syndicate has commissioned from him
at truly thumping rates.

E. W. Hornung is reported to be half
way through with the first long novel
he has written for seyeral years, and the
serial rights of it are already sold to one
of the most enterprising of the American
magazines, His latest series of connected
short stories dealing with “The Crime
Doctor” is to appear in July in book
form in England and the United States,
and Charles Frohman has captured the
dramatic rights of them. Furthermore,
his “Raffles” is to be revived here in the
autumn by Gerald du Maurier. *

The Spruce Bud Worm ‘
Referring again_to the ravages of
worm among the sprucé trees, the fol-
lowing extract from g letter from George
Scott, formerly engaged in newspaper
work in this city, to a friend is not only
interesting but o gmat importance. Mr,

Scott writes:

“You remember, that about two years
ago or so William Mclntosh of St. John
published something on the appearance
of the spruce bud worm in this prov-
fnce. At that time it appeared to be
confined to a . very small territory
around Nerepis, but he showed how the
ravages of the pest had killed the spruce
in some parts of the States. I am not
aware that anything can be done to
check the scourge. At least nothing
seems to have béen attempted, and the
natural result is the worm is now mak-
ing its appearance almost everywhere, I
have driven from Markhamville through

along the Shepody road in another direc-
tion. Most of this land is covered with
spruce, some of which is very heavy,
but everywhere the worm has made its
appearance in hordes. The ends of the
tender branches are ail eaten off, and it
is the exception to see a tree without
the webs on it. Lumbermen with whom
I have talked are . getting discouraged
over the situation, and look for nothing
else than the destruction of the spruce.
They fee] helpless, and altogether the
situation is serious, as a very large num-
ber of men here depend for their entire
livelihood on the spruce. If it is possible
to do anything the matter has not yet
gone too far for the remedy, but if not
the whole province may suffer a serious
blow in the near future. No one man or
private company could do anything only
the government could adopt remedial
measures.”
