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REPORT, 1883.
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As last ygar our report of annual proceedings was late
in coming before the public, so we find ourselves in a corres-
ponding position this year. . A change of officers connected
with the House of Industry and the absence of our newly
appointed Honorary Secretary,” Mr. John H. Symons, who

‘has kindly undertaken the work, having, to some extent,
at least, caused the delay.

L
It is, however, our pleasant position, under God’s blessing,

‘ to be enabled to furnish to _all who are interested in the

Institution a very favorable account of our affairs during
the last twelve months. ‘

The health of the children who have been in the Home
has been all that could be desired, and under the judicious
manacement of the excellent matron, who combines firmness
with kindness, great improvement coutinues to be manifest-
od in their moral, intellectual and physical condition. The
building is in very good order—the interior being the per-
fection of cleanliness from cellar to roof, and the exterior
thoroughly proof, for the present, and, we hLope, some time
to come, against any stress of weather.

The number of children admitted to the institution during
the year (from June, 1882, to June, 1883,) was nine; the
number sent out to the country four ; the number at present
under training is seventeen, a number, indeed, far less than
could be expected when the advantages to be derived by both
parents and children are taken into consideration. There
mighit as well be forty or fifty as seventeen. The accom-
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modation is ample, the means sufficient, and we are sute
that Halifax abounds with just such children as thiz Home
of Industry was formed to take in and instruct.

If all the parishioners wete cognizant of its aiins and
eperations the committee feel confident that a large accession
would be made to the number of gitls now enjoying its
privileges. ,

We again earnestly appeal to all who ate applied to by
children for relief to discover where they live and to repre-
sent to those in charge of them that there is such an
instithtion, and fully explain to them what great advanta-
ges it offers. The conmittee are fully conscious that such
a course involves considerae trouble, and that frequently
the most urgent pleading will be unsuceessful.

These children whom we would like to bring into the
House of Industry are often the chief, if not the sole, pur-
veyors of food for the family. Idle and intemperate people
atilise them in their tender years for the purpose of obtain-
ing food from the houses of the gemerous, the best portimT
of which is selected for & meal and the remainder sold as
food for cows, the proceeds being, as & matter of course,
spent in the purchase of liquor, Burely the people of Hali-
fax might agree to refuse any longer to give indiscriminately,
especiallybwhen it is known that ample provision is here
made for the support and training of girls whose lep in life
is one of great danger, both to body and soul.

It may scems unnecessary to repeat that which has been
so often published, and yet the committee are under the im-
pression that shany persons have an indefinite idea of the
purport and wtility of the Institution ; hence, we consider it
desirable to saysbriefly that the ;»ject of establishing the
House of Il\dus;ry was that of /endeavouring to prevent

young girls, who were badly cared for by their relatives or
/
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nominal guardians, from going astray by giving them a home,
where they would bo at once free from the strong tempta-
tions to which the circumstances surroynding expose them,
and receive a practical training in those various kinds of
work which would fit them to become useful servants in a
household, The committee earnestly request that all who
are interested in the welfare of young girls, but especially
their fellow parishioners, would use some effort to make an

already excellent and useful institution better known and

appreciated than it now is.

The committee are desirous, once more, - to gratefully ac-
knowledge tie liberal subscriptions and donations of the
friends of the institution, and now offer their warm thanks
to the ladies who have aided in giving instruction to the
children on the Lord’s day and throagh the week ; to the
medical gentleman for his valuable fessional services ;
and to all others who have in any way contributed in fur-
thering the interests of the House of Industry ; and, above
all, they desire: publicly to put on record their feeling of
gratitude to God that they have been enabled for a few
years to do some work for Him in the field, to which in His

Providence, they have been called to labor.

The Matron will, at all reasonable hours, be glad to show
visitors over the building and explain the nature of the work
performed and the lessons to be learned by those children

who are placed in our charge.
