THE CARLETON BRANCH PURCHASE.

Yesterday at the Common Council
meeting a resolution was passed author-
izing the committee of the council who
have had the matter in hand to negoti-
ate with the government of Canada on
the basis of their offer to sell the Carle-
ton Branch to the city for $50,000 and to
confer with the Canadian Pacific railway
and the government of Canada as to the
conditions upon which the road will be
transferred to the Canadian Pacific rail-
way. Two members of the council, Alds
Blackadar and Morrison, were ab-

terminal facilities as are needed for the
due deyelopment of our trade. Public
opinion will sustain the Common Council
in what they have done.

SAVED BY THE ASSOCIATED PRESS.

It has been telegraphed all over the
country that a few evenings since
Chauncey M. Depew attended a Broad-
way theatre wearing an ordinary frock
coat. Cornelius and William K. Van-
derbilt and John Jacob Astor jr., were
also present and they wore what we all
know as cut-aways, with black derbys
to protect therr ponderous think-
ing apparatus. It is no won-
der that ' the Associated Press
made haste to give this matter the lar-
gest possible publicity. Had it not done
so, the ommission could never have
been forgiven for we should have con-
tinued to wear our swallow tails and
silk hats, and might have been pointed
at by our better posted acquaintances as
having grown careless of the usages of
good society and not in touch even with
its most important  require-
ments. We have ::sometimes felt
disposed to blame the associated press
for giving too much attention to matters
of trivial import while some of the more
engrossing happenings of the day were
passed over in silence, but its alacrity in
this matter is a strong plea in its favor.
It is especially so, now that the silk hat
and dress coat are considered distinct~
ive features in the attire of the black-
guard and the ruffian. What dreadful
mistakes we might have committed and
what odium we might*thave brought
upon ourselves but for this late piece of
society intelligence it is shocking to
contemplate. *

IT IS WORRY THAT KILLS.

‘We read that Justin 8. Morrill, of Ver-
mont, regently elected to the United
States Senate by the Legislature of that
state, is vigorous and strong at some-
thing more than four score years. It is
much more rare that a man in public
life reaches such an age in the United
States than in England, France or
Germany, and it is a question if we have
not in Canada a much larger proportion
of hale old men than can be counted in
the states. Public cares, professional or
business activities, are far less harassing
than the little annoyances of life, the
struggles for preferment, to make a show,
to shine, which in the United States
engross so largely the attention of those
who would be leaders in politics, or in
professional or social life. We read
how an elephant that had despatched a
score of hunters, was tortured and killed
by a musquito. Men die more fre-
quently of disappointed ambition and
of groundless worry than of old age.

It will thus be
seen that the members of the Council
present were unanimously in favor of
the purchase of the Carleton Branch and
that no person suggested it should be a
condition of the purchase that the bridge
should be made free. The committee
have to report back to the Council, but
considering the vote yesterday and the
yerfarks made by the various aldermen

L *who spoke, we regard it as already set-

tled that the Carleton Branch will be
bought from the government for $50,000
or some smaller sum.

The matter of purchasing the road be-
ing settled the next point for considera~
tion is with regard to how it shall be
dealt with or disposed of by the city. In
our opinion it would not be wise for the
city to go into the work of wharf build-
ing and creating terminal facilities on
an extensive scale, because such work is
not properly the business of a city cor-
poration and if done by such a body is
apt to be more costly and less efficient
than if done by a railway company
which knows precisely what it needs in
the way of terminal facilities. Hence
the obvious wisdom of placing this pro-
perty in the hands of the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway Company, if that corpora-
tion will utilize it properly. From what
has passed between members of the
common council and Mr. VanHorne there
can be no donbt that the Canadian Pa-
cific Company desire to possess the
Carleton Branchand use it for their busi-
ness. Mr. VanHorn told Mr. B. Lester
Peters that if the Canadian Pacific Com-
pany had the Carleton Branch they
would at once put it in thorough repair
and make the necessary improvements
to the Sand Point pier in order that they
might be able to handle the export and
import trade, and carry on the business
now available. The C. P. R. company, he
said, would also, looking to the future,
make ex i and impro ts 8o
as to encourage and develop trade.
Mr. Van Horne coul'l not say just what
these improvements would be. Their ex-
tent will be regulated by the requirements
of the trade, but he suggested that con-
sidering the large amount they had ex-
pended on railways in New Brunswick
the C. P. R. Co. were as much interested
in the development of the trade of St.
John, as the city itself was. This is a
view of the matter which the Gazerre
has frequently pressed upon its readers.
‘We have always maintained that the
C. P. R. Co. did not build a costly road
through the Maine wilderness to reach
the port of St. John merely for fun, and
that they might be relied on to bring as
much trade this way as psssible.

. The objection of Ald. McGoldrick to
the transfer of the Carleton Branch by
the city to the C. P. R. Co., although it
looks reasonable and was no doubt offer-
ed in all sincerity, is not a valid one. If
the Grand Trunk people are coming here,
as is probably the case, they will most
likely come by way of the Central rail-
way, on the east side of the river, and
will reach tide water at Courtenay Bay,
where as the late Mr. C. J. Brydges said
to Senator Boyd, on one occasion, there
is the finest chance in the world for the
construction of docks both wet and dry.
Or should the Grand Trunk come to St.
John by the west side of the river it will
be in connexion with the Shore line
which now has a railway running down
South Rodney wharf to a point so near
deep water that the creation of terminal
facilities there would be quite an easy
matter. We think therefore that the
action of the Common Council with re-
spect to the Carleton Branch has been
wise and that if their ideas are carried
out, this city will speedily have such

A REMARKABLE CAREER.

COL. FORRESTER, ONCE COMMAND-
ER IN A CHINESE NRHIP.

Formally an American Sailor, Then a

Trader and Speculator Now a Tavern
Keeper in the Wilderness—A Ro-
i from by

Fire.

There is an obscure hamlet in British
Columbia called Sicamous. It stands be-
side the Great Bhuswap Lake, in the
heart of the Gold Range, at the entrance
to the Spallumsheen mining district,
amid tall mountains and heavy forest.
Game is abundant there, and fish are
alleged to climb into the boats in their
.anxiety togetout of the wet. To accom-
modate the infrequent hunter, angler,
trader, or prospector a little board house
one and a half stories high has been
built in Sicamous. Its landlord is a
tall, weather-worn man whose grave
face and long white beard make him an
object of remark whenever he appears
outside of his bailiwick. The little com-
pany of hunters, Indians,and Chinamen,
vho form the populace of this village,
probably do not know that “the Colon-
el,” as they call him, was once a man of
wealth and consequence, and that he has
gone through the pleasures and perils of
half a dosen ordinary experiences in his
three-score yea:s and five, for he seldom
speaks of himself, and it requires tact
and persisience to draw him out. Ed-
ward Forrester, for that is his name,
v.as one of the predecessors of Chinese
Gordon in commsnd of the imperial
Chinese armies, and, had he chosen, the
honors that fell to Gordon might have
been his.

In the capacity of second mate of
a whaler, Col. Forrester, then a young
man who had recently left his home in
Maine, found himself offthe Japanese
coast one morning and later in the
same day, on shore, alone; for a trouble
that had been growing for months ripen-
ed at last into mutiny, and he was left a
stranger in a foreign land, with few be-
longings, ignorant of the ways and lang-
uage of the people, certain only that
they were ill disposed towards fore-
igners.. At the first village he entered
he was arrested and flang into prison
where he had to stay for some time, but
as no conspiracy or evil intent could be
proved against him, and asthe Perr
treaty had meanwhile been ratified,
he was allowed hisliberty and even to
engage intrade. He drifted about from
place to place, established a' little com-
merce, retutned to America, speculated
successfully, and made a fortune; but
the roving disposition in him was too
strong to allow him to sit down and en-
joy it. So, after the lapse of a few years

e was on the seas again. He went back
to Japan, and succeeded in lossing all his
money.

Sailing for China in 1859, he landed
there in time to get into a fresh assort-
ment of troubles and snccesses, for the
Tai-Ping rebellion was just breaking out
when he reached Shanghai. Gen. Ward
and Major Burgevine, also Americans
were in that city at the time, and these
three men gathered a Falstaff army of
pative and foreign rifraff about them—
sailors, idlers, runaways, ne‘er-do-wells,
and Malays—and offered their services
to the wealthy Shanghai merchants
who were in terror at the prospect o
being plundered by the revolutionists.
The offer was gladly accepted, the mer-
chants arming and equipping this little
band with the understanding that they
should share, equally with the Ameri-
cans, the gains of war. This regiment
was the nucleus of the imperial force
that loyal Chinamen named “the ever-
Victorious Army” and that the Tai-
Pings called “the Eoreign Devils.” For
a year or two there were some pretty
hard fighting, and the Ever Victorious
did not always have the best of it.

After the capture of Sing-Poo by Ward
he wished tofollow up his advantage, so
he left Forrester in its entrenchments to
hold the place while he pursued the en-
emy. Thegarrison wasinsufficient, and
when another wing of the rebel army
appeared before the town Forrester was
in sore distress. He could establish no

NOT SEPARATISTS.

Mr. Gladstone Objects to the Term Ap-
plied to His Party by its Oppon-
ents. '

Loxpox, Oct. 27.—Mr. Gladstone de-
livered a lenﬁhy speech at West Calder
yesterday. He spoke of the result of
the Eccles election as a forecast of the
triumph of the Liberals in the coming
general election, which if the present
ratio of gains continued would give
them a majority of 90. Recurring to the
Irish question he objected to the
name “Separatists,” as applied to the
Home Rulers. The an;;pellation, he said,
was untrue and unfair. There was
now no question among Liberals about
removing the Irish representation from
Westminister, nor do they propose to re-
peal the act of union. But they did pro-
pose to delegate to Ireland the control
of local affairs. He advocated the prin-
ciple of one man, one vote, and shorter
parli ts. C ting upon the
enormous gower workingmen now poss-
ess, he said it would prove beneficial, as
the judgment of great questions by the
masses was more enlightened than that
of the educated classes. He would
not venture a decisive  opinion
upon a general eight hour bil
until he saw a definite measure.
In spite of the recent vote of
trade unions, Mr. Gladstone did
not see his way to consider a gene-
ral legislative proposal. A special eight
hours miners’ bill was on a different
footing. He was inclined to think eignt
hours a day was quite enough for min-
ers. Referring to strikes, Mr. Gladstone
said that down to the present time,
when the contest between labor and
capital had gone to the sharp issues of
strikes and lockouts, the laboring man
had in the main been right. Among the
means workingmen ought to select in or-
der to strengthen their position legal
combination was the most valuable. It
was a sound system, and with only rare
exoegtion was it harshupon individuals.
The bulk of what workingmen had gained
in the contest with capitalists had been
through the judicious use of combina-
tion. Workingmen ought not to con-
tract the habit of appealing to parlia-
ment to help them out of difficulty by a
special act. Freedom of action, reliance
upon themselves and unity of policy
would lift them to a higner position as
individuals and as a class.

A CONSUMMATE RASCAL.
Stockbroker Robinson’s Forgeries will
Amount to 8150,000.

BrockroxN, Mass, Oct. 27.—The check-
ered career of C. W. Robinson, the miss-
ing stock hroker of this city, who forged
notes to upwards of $100,000, is the gen-
eral topic of discussion among all classes.
It is known that Robinson went to Bos-
ton on Friday p. m., since which time
his doings and whereabouts are un-
known. As matters come tg light
it is shown he is the most
consummate rascal who has ever held
any standing among business men here.

Messrs. Howard and Goldthwaite ad-
mit tonight that the notes held by the
Home National bank amounting to near-
ly $30,000 bear their endcrsements and
will be met, yet the names of the makers
of the notes are forgeries.

It is stated that the Brockton Nation-
al bank holds forged notes amounting to
about $14,000.

Goldthwaite admits losing about $35,~
000 by these transactions and Howard
has lost fully as much. Several who
have been quite intimate with the ab-
sconder think the losses will amount to
more than $150,000.

'hey were; but only enough to make
their own plans the more carefully, for
after a brief delay the town was besieg-
ed. The slenderness of his commissar-
iat, and the fear that a revolt of his pris-
oners might be attempted, induced Col.
Forrester to violate the rules of civilized
warfare—if warfare deserves to be call-
ed civilized. He shot some of his capti-
ves.

At this juncture Ward s{x(feared with
a releiving force, but he could not get in-
to the city, and the only service he could
render was to protect the retreat of
the garrison. The rebels, who
were over - the walls before the
evacuation was complete, captured sev-
eral men including Forrester, and chased
the releiving force to the British ships
that were approaching the scene of
strife. The discovery of bullet marks on
the inside of the works led to a surmise
of the massacre, and Forrester was
thrown into a wretched prison, confined
in a small room without bedding or even
clothes, his wrists tied with cord, his
ankles encircled by gyves that were
chained to the floor.

The son of a Tai-Ping General visited
the prison one day attended by his tu-
tor, ' He was only thirteen or fourteen
years old, and it was boyish thoughtless-
ness rather than malice that prompted
him to take from his mouth the metal
pipe he was smoking and press the bowl
of it to the naked chest of the prisoner.
Stung by the scorch and the insult, For-
rester drove his clenched fist into the
face of his tormentor, hurling him into
a corner of the room. The boy scramb-
to his foeet, and picking a rusty cannon
ball out of some rubbish he flung it with
all his strength at the chained man, fell-
ing him to the floor and inflicting injnr-
ies that affected him for months. At
this point the tutor interfered and led
away the Dboy, who at once
reported the affair to his father,
and without form of trial Forrester
was doomed todie; the manner of his
death was the device of a fiend. He
was to be coated with oil, papers were
to be pinned to his bare flesh, the papers
were to be set on fire,and as the flames
enveloped him boys armed with old
horse pistols were to be allowed to shoot
at him.,

Next day he was led out to suffer this
horrible execution, but after he had been
bound to a post, the lad who had caused
the trouble sprang forward and flung his
arms around Forrester's neck. Every-
body supposed this to be the prelude to
some new ouirage, when, to the amaze-
ment alike of captive and captors, the
boy broke into ajpassionate speech declar-
ing that he alone was at fault,that he had
insulted and tortured the prisoner, dis-
respecting his helpl that his tutor
had brought him to a sense os his wrong-
doing, and that if Forrester was to die,
he would die with hira. The immediate
effect of this Pocahonntas-like episode
was to enrage the Tai-Ping leader. He
had seated himself near the stake
that he might enjoy with better
relish the screams, and writhings
of the hapless American and mean-
time he was regaling himself
with hot tea. As soon as the purport of
his son’s interference became manifest-
he lowered the cup from his lips as he
was about to drink it and flung its con-
tents in the boys face; but the lad did not
qnit his embrace of his captive, and still
appealed against the perpetration of this
act of cruelty.

By gaining delay the boy gained sym-
pathy, and at last Forrester was return-
ed to his prison with a promise that his
execution would be deferred for a day or
two. Before the time for his death had
been fixed, emissaries from the imperial
forces arrived and offered large ransoms
in muskets and powder for his release.
It was several weeks before these over-
tures were accepted. Cupidity outweigh-
ed'revenge atlast, however,and Forrester
was liberated after he had been starved
almost to a skeleton and had been forced
to march naked to Chapu, loaded with
supplies for his enemies as & pack animal.
He made his way to the port where the
British squadron was lying—for England
had found that “British interest required

her to assist the Emperior, and Forrester

was welcomed by Admiral Hope with
the news that Forrester had been chosen
leader of the imperial forces. He declin-
ed the honor, and after Major Burgevine
was ousted from the place it was again
offered Forrester, an§ again he refused.
His friend Ward had been killed, he was
was tired and war worn, he had had
enough of peril and suffering. Major
Burgevine a solder of fortune, transferred
his allegiance to the Tai-Pings, was cap-
tured, released on parole, and drowned—
purposely, it is thought—and the place
that Forrester refused passed to the
hands of Gen. Gordon, who accomplish-
ed for the Ever Victorious Army a real
succes,

The next heard of Forrester was that
he was atrack hand on one of the rail-
roads in the Western States. The man
who might have commanded the army
of an empire, was living in tents and
“shacks” and faring on pork and hard
tack. He saved enough out of his meagre
wages tobuy a gun and an outfit and
set out for the Northern Wilderness, for
reports of gold ‘discoveries there had
been noised about and he brought up at
Sicamous. There he “anchored” and
there, in the enjoyment of nature’s beau-
ties, of many things that minister to
his tastes, of a sure though modest in-
come, he has fonnd peace and rest after
the buffetings of a stormy life.

WAS IN THE TICINO REVOLT.

A British Magistrate Orders the Extras
dition of Angelo Castioni.

Loxboy, Oct. 24.—The case of Angelo
Castioni, charged with the murder of
Councillor Rossi during the revolt at
Ticino, came up again today in the ex-
tradition court. A great many Swiss
were present and the prisoner showed
signs of anxiety.

Pretio Reshigna, a government em-
ploye, deposed that, in the fight at the
municipal palace of Bellihzona, a man’s
arm, in the hand of which was a pistol,
was thrown across his shoulder and a
shot was fired, °

Out of 8 number of prisoners in New-
gate he identified Castioni as the man
who had fired the fatal shot. :

.. Another gov t employe, C

de Francisco Andorino, deposed that he
saw Rossi shot, and the man who did
the deed was now in the dock.

This closed the prosecution.

Sig. Germani Bruni, an advocate prac-
tising at Ticmo, examined for the de-
fence, said he had led the peeple who
went to the government palace to obtain
entrance. They had already taken mani'
firearms, mainly rifles, from the arsenal,
and most of the men had their own re-
volvers. The palace gates were closed,
and Rossi and Gianella came to the
front, and being asked, in the name of
the people, to open them, and refusing,
the gates were forced.

While the demolition was in progress
he heard a pistol shot in the interior, on
which two shots were fired from guns
outside by the crowd, which included
Castioni. He did not see Castioni in
the building, but he saw the dying coun-
cillor.

The witness said that the rising was
undoubtedly for political ends, and the
death of Rossi was a misfortune, but a
political necessity.

The magistrate exhaustively reviewed
the evidence, decided against Castioni
and committed him to prison to be sur-
rendered to the Swiss government. He
has 16 days in which to appeal to a high-
er court.

TRANSFERRED TO THE ASSIZES.

Harrison and Others Charged With
Assaunlting Fipperary Police.

TIPPERARY, Oct. 24.—Summonses have
been served upon Mr. Harrison, M. P,
and Michael O’Brien Dalton, one of the
defendants in the conspiracy case, and
u?on several other persons, on the charge
of assulting the police at the time of the
opening of the conspiracy trial

The trial will take place before the
assizes, but the preliminary bearing will
be heid before an ordinary court of petty
session.

The crown’s action in transferring the
case from the magistrates’ court, from
which the summonses were originally
issued, to the assizes, has cansed renew-
ed excitement in Tipperary.

before this court if they would make
their statements in open court, before
the public and in the -hearing of the
opposite party, rather than by nddrem—

communications to me privatel
will be readily seen that by the L
method the judge might be induced w
do sowmething, the reason for which
would not be apparent to the publicor
even to the otherside and therefore gen-
erally such communications are wrong
and as every person who knows Mr.
Lawrence knows that he would bethe
last person likely to wish to do wrong
himself or put a judgeina position.
However, 1 find that I am receiving such
communications from time to time most
of which like the present are perfectly
honest, fair and open yet others are not
so. And though after the most careful
consideration as to what is my duty un-
der the circumstsnces, I have decided
that I shall immediately on receipt of
such communications bring the matter
to the notice of all the parties interest-
ed in the question and to file the com-
munication itself in court. This I will
do in this case and treatit as thoughit
was a representation made fo me in
open court.

It appears to me that Mr. Lawrence
has made out a case if what he says is
correc tof which I have no doubt although
tu.ere is no proof, in which the parties
inter-sted wouid be only dealing fairly
with kim to allow him to retain what he
claims if the maiter was in such a state
thai this could be done.

r. Lawrence’s counsel must be aware
as it appears Mr. Lawrence is not, that
I am entirely powerless to do anything
in this matter. The suit was comprom-
ised and setuied by the ag and
consent,as ex pressed throngh their coun-
sel of all the parties to the suit,of which

Mr. Lawrence was one, therefure 1 can
gwe no party any:hmg except that which
such agree aent provides shall be given
to him. The court could not with-hold
from Mr, Lawrence anything that he
was to have by that agreement no mat-
ter how wrong the court might think
the giving of it would be under other
vircumstances: On the other hand the
court is entirely powerless to give Mr.
Lawrence and consequenily take from
the others anything except what that
agreement provides for.

While this is so this cnght not pre-
vent all the parties to the agreement
domng Lawrei.ce justice in case 1t
has been overlooked or omitted in mak-
irg the agreement This is a matter for
the parties themselves or the connsel
engaged in the case. I am extremely
sorry if anything is wrong in the
agreement but if so I am powerless to
rectify it unless some proceeding is
taken to set it aside but I will gladly
assist the connsel and parties in doing
tEi)r Lawrence justice if they will consent

it.

Mr. Weldon explained that when
agreement was reached between the
counsel, a8 a matter of fact there were
some points on which connsel did not
agree, but there was a clause in the writ-
ten agreement to the effect that if any
dispute arosethe matter should be re-
ferred to His Honor for settlement, not
in His Honor’s capacity as a judge, but
as a sort of arbitrator and that His Hon-
or’s decision would be final. It appears
as explained that Mr. Bedell objected to
Mr. McLeod, his counsel, consenting to
the question of commission and it was
understood that Mr. Lawrence should
be permitted to state his own case in
writing to the judge.

It was at length decided by His Hon-
or that he wouid hear all the parties in
this matter on 18th November.
