(b) _on entering or leaving any foreign port and

(c) if of fifty tons gross tonnage or upwards, on eatering ot
leaving any British Port.

(2) If default is made on board any ship in complying with -
this section the master of the ship shall for each offence be liable to
a fine not exceeding one hundred pounds.
At time of war it is necessary for every British Ship to hotst
the colours and heave to if signalled by a British Warship; if a
vessel hoists no colours and runs away, it is liable to be fired upon.

WASHING CUT GLASS

Cut-glass toilet artigles should be
cleaned one pnece at a time, to pre-
vent chipping, in a basin of warm
water into which have been put a
few drops of ammonia, or a pinch of
washing soda. Rub with a soft brush
and bury temporarily in jewellers’
white-wood sawdust. Put the silver
htoilét articles in a basin, and <cover
them with boiling water into which
has been poured a little ammonia.

They often allow pre-
judice or feelings to contrél and
guide them when nothing but]|
knowledge and judgment should pre
In a country like ours where
: the pcople are the basis of govern-
ment every true and patriotic citizen
should endeavor to keep himself well
informed, and then be anxious to
pass this information on to others.:
We admit that the one who. does
this will not get much encourage-
ment, but the path of duty is not al-
ways the road strewn with roses.
The citizen who does his duty in
this respect, who puts country first
on all occasions, will very often be
called, as the writer has been call-
ed, political freak,” or be consid-
ered ‘“politically unreliable.” ~ But
never mind, the future will reveal
the true and the false, and we are
prepared to stand or fall by our past
stand on public questions. To be
“politically reliable” means nothing
more or less than this, that a man
has got to sell himself and his con-

Party expediency and political lead-
ers personal interests. This is what
leaves Newfoundland in the condi-
tion she is today, certain politicians
have not played fair with the people
and the country. And unfortunately
many people have not been able to
see . this. Cosequently they have
given their support and vote to men
who never intended seriously to
stand up for the interests of the
people and the country at all times.

* This leads us to say that the se-
lection of candidates by the people
themselves in districts such as Har-
bor Grace is one important factor in
connection with good government.
We do not meant say that every man
selected by a leader alone has “not
got good intentions and honest pur-
poses. But the people run the risk
of not getting honest representation
in a government when they at all
times leave the matter of selection
of candidates entirely to political
leaders. For often behind political
leaders are the persons who finanee
by big donations of money party
cimpaxgn funds. And these, in some
cases, become the real bosses and
dictators.

We have had evidences of this
time and time again in Newfound-
land.

The wonder is how
anything can be RIGHT with the
country when there are so many
things impeding our progress.

We are inclined to believe that
the enquiry now being held will have
a very salutary effect on our politi-
cal life, but the main benefits will
not come to us unless we go in for
a genuine cleansing of the public life
