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PRINCE RUPERT . INN AT TERMINUS OF NEW TRANSCONTINENTAL.

The accompanying cut gives the first 
elevation of the new hotel projected for 
Prince Rupert, the terminus of the G. 
T. P., on the Pacific Coast. It will be 
known as the Prince Rupert Inn, and 
preparations are already made for be­
ginning construction which will be 
pushed forward as rapidly as possible.

The site for the hotel is a very pic­
turesque one. It will be placed on an 
elevation close to the waterfront. From 
its position a beautiful view will be 
obtained over the charming harbor of

the new city. Metlakahtla, the his­
toric Indian village, can be seen over 
the intervening water stretches and 
islands. The low lying Digby Island, 
near the entrance to the harbor, is in 
full view, as wall as the upper 
stretches of the waters which form this 
excellent harbor. Mount Hays and the 
lower elevations surrounding it are 
almost directly opposite the front en­
trance to the hotel, making a delightful 
scene.

The hotel, as planned by F. M. Rat- 
tenbury and accepted by the company, 
is specially designed to give a wide appointments. An immense lounging

frontage on the harbor. The main part 
shown in the centre of the cut looks 
directly over the harbor. The wings on 
either side extend back at an angle 
from the main part, allowing a splen­
did view respectively of the entrance 
and the upper parts of the harbor.

The structure will be of wood, and 
will, as previously mentioned in the 
Times, have 60 bedrooms. It is so de­

M. The Grand Trunk Pacific Company’s 
proposed route across Northern Brit­
ish Columbia from Yellowhead Pass in 
the Rockies to Prince Rupert on the 
Pacific coast is set forth in a map filed 
a day Or two aço with the local 
ernment.

The route follows the northwestern 
shore of the south fork of the Fraser 
river very closely, passing through Tete 
Jeune Cache, leaving the river about 
due east of Fort George, and proceed­
ing by a somewhat devious route to 
avoid steep grades, the route of the 
line comes out near the mouth of the 
Salmon river.

Without touching Fort George, the 
line avoids the big bend in the water­
way near that point and by a short line 
reaches the Nechaco river on the north­
ern shore and proceeds to Fraser lake, 
which is skirted.

The line proceeds on past the Bums 
and Decker lake, and crossing the 
Bulkiey river proceeds north on the 
eastern side of that river, tapping the 
rich agricultural lands of the valley. 
Morricetown is on the route, and before 
the Bulkiey enters the Skeena the line 
again crosses that river and proceeds 
to the Skeena a few miles below Hazel- 
ton, where the river is bridged.

The remainder of the route is along 
the northern bank of the Skeena to 
Inverness, from which point the route 
takes a course to the townslte of Prince 
Rupert.

The route is, of course, subject to 
such changes as may be found neces­
sary as the work proceeds. The route

outlined, however, is that which the 
engineers of the company have in-view 
after a very careful survey of the 
northern interior. It will be seen that 
the route is
taken in conjunction with the 
eastern sections, will give the G. T. P. 
a short route from Winnipeg to the 
Pacific.

The grades along the entire route are 
very easy and the engineers claim for 
the route easily the best of all the lines 
across the continent. As a competitive 
road, therefore, it will have a decided 
advantage in carrying capacity, and 
when from Prince Rupert lines of 
steamers operate to the Orient there 
Will be a vast advantage in distance.

The country to be opened up in Brit­
ish Columbia by the route is a 
rich one. From Tete Jeune Cache 
era! lines are projected to the southern 
parts of the province. The G. T. P. 
will open up vast farming and ranch­
ing areas in the Bulkiey and Nechaco 
valleys, and short branch lines will also 
tap other rich sections adjacent to it. 
It will also afford a much 
peditlous and cheap means of trans­
portation for supplies into many of the 
rich mining districts of Cassiar. In 
many instances mineral claims are be­
ing delayed in development simply 
awaiting the advent of the railway, the 
rates for transportaion ai present being 
prohibitive. The route of the G. T. P. 
comes into connection with vast water 
stretches which may also be utilized as 
feeders to a considerable extent and 
supplement short railway branches.

Famine Relief Officials Guilty of Pe­
culation-Stringent Measures to 

be Taken.OPENING 0E EMPRESS

The Yangtze provinces of China 
which have been stricken by famine 
owing to the failure of the rice crops 
there this year are akso the scene of a 
brisk revolutionary propaganda, ac­
cording to advices received per the 
steamer Pleiades yesterday.

The agents of the secret organiza­
tions are smuggling arms and ammuni- 
nitton into the Yangtze provinces from 
foreign countries by concealing them 
in pieces of cloth and putting them 
into big boxes which are labelled as 
containing books and other educational 
requirements, for deceiving the cus­
toms officials. The latter have now 
been instructed T. E. to open such 
trunks or boxes, and examine them 
carefully hereafter, so as to frustrate 
the plane of these evildoers who can 
do nothing if they have no modern 
arms.

Viceroy Tuan Fong has wired the 
Pekin government requesting permis­
sion to arrest and decapitate any offi­
cials whether civil or military engaged 
in the distribution of money or rice to 
the poor men, women and children at 
Yangchow, Tsingkiangpu and other 
places, in case they be discovered 
guilty of dishonesty, or extorting money 
or bribes from others, or cutting down 
the food of the sufferers for their own 
benefit.

A list, of officials guilty of this is pub­
lished in the Shanghai Mercury.

Plans for Composition of Ground 
floor Undecided—Contractors 

Await Instructions. PRAISES RULE which by the way is enormous—Is all 
on a sound basis. Agricultural de­
velopment is keeping pace with the 
growth of the country, 
however, hamner*d by lack of coal and 
petroleum, and consequently, motive 
power. There are few large streams 
there, hence there can be no great 
electrical development, as is possible 
in Eastern Canada and in British Col­
umbia. Such being the case Canadian, 
coal and coal oil find a ready market 
there.

OF DIAZIndications show tïtat in all probabil­
ity the new Empress hotel which the 
C. P. R. Is building on the James Bay 
waterfrontage, will not be opened until 
next fall.

DEATH OF FAMOUS 
CHANCELLOR

VISCOUNT GOSQIEN
DIED SUDDENLY

Passed Away from Heart failure— 
Had a Long and Distinguished 

Career.

London, Fh 7 -Right Hon. George 
Joachim GTosci?eV (X lscouiit 
died suddenly this morning at his resi­
dence Seacox Heatti, Hawkhurst, of 
heart failure. His death was quite un­
expected.

Viscount Goschen had a distinguish­
ed public career.

Goshen)

Viscount Goschen was born in 1831 
and was educated at Rugby and Oriel 
College, Oxford. He was formerly a 
member of the firm of Fruhling & 
Goschen, a commissioner of lieuten- 
acy of London, and was appointed an 
Ecclesiastical commissioner in 1882. He 
acted as paymaster-general from No­
vember, 1865 to January, 1866, and was 
chancellor of the Duchy of Lancaster 
from the latter date till July, 1866; 
president of the poor law board, 1868- 
70, and First Lord of the Admiralty 
from 1871 to 1874. From May, 1880 till 
1881 he was engaged on a special mis­
sion to Constantinople. He accepted 
the office of chancellor of the ex­
chequer in Lord Salisbury’s second ad­
ministration, January, 1887; became 
First Lord of the Admiralty, June, 
1895. He sat In the House of Commons 
for London from 1863-80, and for Ripon, 
1880-85, when he was elected for East 
Edinburgh. He was Lord Rector of 
Aberdeen University, 1887, Lord Rector 
of Edinburgh University, 1890; M. P. 
(C.), St. George’s, 1887-1900. He was 
created Viscount in the latter year. 
He was at one time a supporter of the 
late Mr. Gladstone, but at the time of 
the Introduction of the Home Rule 
Bill joined the Unionist party. He was 
the author of the Theory of the For­
eign Exchange; Life and Times of 
George Joachim Goschen .publisher, 
and many addresses on social and 
educational subjects.

RACING THE CITY
TOR WATER RECORDS

Through Newly Chartered Company the B. 
Electric Company Will Keep Up the 

Struggle.

Up to to-day the city officials were 
not aware of the Vancouver Island 
Power Company making application. 
It was brought to their attention for 
the first time by a Times reporter.

Nothing definite has yet been decid­
ed upon with respect to the course the 
city will take in this matter. Undoubt­
edly the city will take steps to be rep­
resented when the application is made 
before the water commissioner.

The history of the Vancouver Island 
Power Company and this application 
for a water record is intimately con­
nected with the fight in the courts put 
up by the city.

It will be remembered that a corpor­
ation known as the Victoria Power 
Company applied for a record below 
the power house at Goldstream at the 
same time that the city sought to 
record.

An application for an injunction was 
taken by the Esquimalt Water Works 
Company against both the city and the 
Victoria Power Company, which was 
to all intents and purposes the B. C. 
Electric Company. In the trial before 
Mr. Justice Duff the Esquimalt Water 
Works Company succeeded and the in­
junction was granted.

The city appealed to the Full court 
when the appeal was sustained, Mr. 
Justice Irving and Mr. Justice Morri­
son dbciditng "ht favor of the city and 
Chief Justice ^Hunter dissenting. The 
Victoria Power Company took no ap­
peal, and therefore have no standing 
in applying for a record. It became 
necessary for a new corporation to be 
organized for the purpose of seeking a 
record in view of the judgment given 
by the Court of Appeal, and accord­
ingly the Vancouver Island Power 
Company has made application.

The progress of events 
watched with interest and gives the 
city a new duty in the water case.

The B. C. Electric Railway Company, 

according to all the indications, are de­
termined to get a record of water at 
Goldstream if that is possible. There 
can be no doubt that that corporation 
is racing the city in the attempt to get 
its record there.

The notice, which is dated January 
16th, is to the effect that on February 
20th the application will be made to 
• be vvT*-er commissioner in Victoria for 
a record of 15,000 inches to be taken 
from Goldstream river, below or near 
the power house of the B. C. Electric 
Company.

The water is applied for industrial 
and manufacturing purposes under 
part iv. of the Water Clauses Consoli­
dated Act 1897.

The place of diversion, as previously 
mentioned, is below or near the power 
house, and the water is to be returned 
again at 400 feet lower level, at or near 
the outlet of Golstream into Finlayson 
arm.

FOR BUSY SEASON

Ambassador Instructed to Make De­
claration of the Pacific Inten­

tions of Japan.

Excursion Rates to Coast Will Be 
Lower Than in former 

Years.

Tokio, Feb. 5.—The press up to this 
afternoon continues silent on the war 
cry In some American papers. Not the 
slightest excitement was apparent here 
at noon to-day. It is believed that the 
anti-Japanese agitation by a portion 
of the American press will afford proof 
of the futility of any effort to shake 
the profound confidence which Japan 
reposes ln President Roosevelt and in 
the American people generally.

Official Statement.
Tokio, Feb. 5.—The view taken here 

of the American-Japanese situation, 
arising from the San Francisco school 
incident, is illustrated by the following 
official statement,, which was issued to­
day: “Since the talk of war was first 
transmitted from America we have 
-carefully watched the development of 
feeling here. There has^not been the 
slightest excitement anywhere in the 
country.”

The statement concludes with 
words: “The talk of war is completely j 
Ignored here, and implicit confidence is 
reposed in President Roosevelt and his | 
government. The ebullitions of the 
anti-Japanese press of America are 
powerless to shake Japan’s cordiality 
towards the United States".

Message From Minister.
Newhaven, Conn., Feb. 5.—The Times 

yesterday received this dispatch from 
Japan:

“Viscount Hayashi directs me to re­
fer you to the Japanese ambassador at 
Washington, who is instructed to give 
you information refuting absolutely the 
false rumors.”

The dispatch is signed by the private 
secretary of the minister of foreign af­
fairs.

The Times correspondent at Wash- j 
ington says that yesterday the Japan­
ese embassy received the following 
cablegram from Viscount Hayashi:

“Tokio, Feb. 4.—To Aoki, Washing­
ton: The New York Times, having ad­
dressed a telegram directly to the im­
perial government to ascertain the at-' 
titude of Japan with regard to the San 
Francisco school incident, you are au­
thorized to make a categorical declara­
tion of the absolutely pacific intentions 
of Japan.

“(Signed)
Neither Ambassador Aoki nor any of 

the embassy staff had taken seriously 
any of the war talk that has gone on 
at intervals since the San Francisco 
school question became an internation­
al incident. So little weight is given 
by the embassy to this phase of the 
controversy that no report of it was 
telegraphed to the Japanese govern­
ment, but from other sources it seems 
a great deal has been sent to Japan and 
the newspapers of Tokio, and other 
cities have had more or less extended 
reports of alleged war feeling In the 
United States. In this way the talk 
has come to the attention of the im­
perial government, and it was said at 
the embassy yesterday that evidently 
the government regarded such talk 
with serious concern, not as being 
a truthful index of the situation, but 
as indicating the possibility of a be­
lief in the United States that Japan 
might really be entertaining unfriendly 
intentions toward the United States.

Vancouver, Feb. 6.—Lumbermen de­
clare that unless logs drop in price an 
increase in the selling rates of lumber 
will occur. Rough lumber is now $17 
per thousand. Logs are now selling at 
$15 and are so scarce that some mills 
are unable to run full time. Along the 
northern coast logs are so scarce that 
practically all the tugs usually engaged 
in towing are now lying in Vancouver 
harbor awaiting the placing of more 
logs in the water. A number of new 
log outfits are being put in and it seems 
likely that in two months logs will be 
more plentiful.

Boston, Mass., Feb. 6.—One man was 
killed and at least 13 other persons 
were injured in a fire that destroyed 
the block occupied by Hunt Bros., de­
partment store, ‘and several tenements 
in Tremont street, in the Roxbury 
crossing district early to-day, causing 
a monetary loss of upwards of $100,000.

The dead man is Jacob Gold, who 
was overcome by the smoke. Two of 
the Injured were taken to the city hos­
pital In a critical condition. They are 
Mrs. Kate Glass and her baby, only 
two days’ old. The mother’s condition 
was serious, and it was thought the 
shock might result fatally, while fears 
were felt that the little one could not 
recover from the effects of Inhaling 
smoke.

The Are department was hampered 
by huge snow drifts. Many thrilling 
rescues were made by the police, fire­
men and members of the Shamut Ath­
letic Club, which was holding a meet­
ing in the block at the time.

The blaze started in the department 
store which occupied the first floor of 
the brick and wooden block which runs 
from Tremdftt street back to Columbus. 
On the Tremont street side of the build­
ing the tenements were occupied by 20 
families, totalling about 120 persons, 
and many of these were taken down 
ladders and from the stairs. Gold was 
overcome while attempting to make his 
way down the stairway.

St. John’s Episcopal church and near­
by houses were thrown open to the 
homeless people, but many suffered 
severely from the cold. Four ladder- 
men were hurt by being thrown from 
their ladders by a hot air explosion.

NARROW ESCAPE.

The red lantern was energetically 
waved and the engineer pulled up 
scarcely six inches from the break. The 
train crew aided by the millmen, turn­
ed to and made temporary repairs in 
the break, which allowed the train to 
proceed over It slowly and reach Van­
couver. A repair crew was immediate­
ly sent out to fix up the track. A cul­
vert has been provided against a 
repetition of the washout.

upon his actions on the night of the 
tragedy, as described to him ln a hypo­
thetical question propounded by the 
defence, and upon an incident which 
he witnessed on a Pittsburg street car 
during the summer of 1905. Thaw, said 
the doctor, acted irrationally on the 
car, coming in suddenly and jerking up 
one of the window blinds, slamming it 
down and then lifting it again, the 
while engaging in a wordy war with 
the conductor.

“Have you ever examined the de­
fendant with any of the recognized 
tests of insanity?” asked Mr. Jerome.

“No,” replied the witness.
“Have you ever conversed with 

him ”
“No.”
The district attorney then drew from 

the alienist the opinion that Thaw’s 
acts on the Madison Square roof gar­
den when he killed Stanford White 
were not acts of insanity when taken 
singly, but constituted evidence of in­
sanity when considered collectively.

At times Dr. Wiley seemed entirely 
Baffled by the Questions.

He hesitated at each, and before he 
could answer Mr. Jerome had framed 
another query, replete with impressive 
sounding technical terms of medicine 
and apparently offering a problem 
less difficult than its predecessors. The 
witness admitted that many of the 
tests to which the district attorney re­
ferred in discussing insanity were un­
known to him, and when he was asked 
to quote from any accepted work on 
insanity, declared that he could not de­
liver the exact language of any book.

Mr. Jerome's well of knowledge, 
however, seemed never to run dry. He 
carried his cross-examination through 
practically the entire morning, and for 
an hour and twenty minutes after 
luncheon continued to ply the alienist 
with all manner of questions. It was 
necessary for the bailiffs several times 
to rap down the outbreaks of laughter. 
Thaw’s counsel sat silent and without 
protest as Mr. Jerome grilled the first 
witness for the defence. Thaw him­
self seemed to take but little interest 
in the cross-examination at the out­
set, but later began to take notice, and 
was often tn earnest conversation with 
those of his counsel who sat nearest 
him. At times Thaw could not alto­
gether suppress the suggestion of a 
grin at the keenness of some of Mr. 
Jerome's questions and the subtle 
humor they so thinly concealed. But 
before the close of the day

Thaw Seemed to Worry.
He bit.his finger nails and seemed 
anxious for the doctor’s ordeal to end. 
His attorneys appeared a bit puzzled 
at first, but evidently determined to 
give the district attorney the widest 
libercy.

It was at the close of Mr. Jerome’s 
cross-examination of Dr. Wiley that 
the attempt was made to introduce 
testimony tending to show the strain 
of insanity said to have existed In cer­
tain branches of the Thaw family. Am­
ong the witnesses called to the stand 
was Albert Lee Thaw of Richmond, 
Va., who said that his father and 
Harry Tiiaw’s father were first cousins. 
The defence stated its purpose to draw 
from the witness the fact that his 
father died ii> an asylum for the in­
sane, when Mr. Jerome objected. He 
declared the relationship of both the 
witness and his father too far remoxr- 
ed for the defendant to be competent.

ON THE PRAIRIES
Nearly Two Hundred Members of 

Reichstag Will Support Govern­
ment on Question.

Passengers Were All Well and Re­
ported No Serious Inconveni­

ence on Journey.
Miners on Strike.

Sydney, N. S., Feb. 5.—There Is no 
change in the strike situation among 
the Nova Scotia Coal Company’s 
miners, who, to the number of a thous­
and, quit work late yesterday after­
noon because non-union miners refused 
to join the union.

Berlin, Feb. 6.—Emperor William to­
day is described as being in good hu­
mor over the result oJL yesterday’s bal­
loting in the relchstag elections which 
emphasized the government’s victory 
of January 25th.

His Majesty had never witnessed 
such spontaneous enthusiasm for him­
self as he did last night when a proces­
sion was formed 40,000 or 60,000 strong 
whteh marched through the streets to 
the palace singing “The Watch on the 
Rhine” and other songs, nor had he 
felt such unity between him and the 
people.

The Emperor was returning to the 
palace shortly before midnight, after 
hearing a lecture on turbine engines, 
when he first met the enormous crowd 
spreading toward the palace. His Ma­
jesty’s automobile was surrounded and 
he was scarcely able to advance. The 
people followed the Emperor to the 
palace, where thousands were waiting 
for the Emperor to address them. He 
did, ând his remarks were received 
with prolonged applause. The govern­
ment now counts upon 187 to 200 mem­
bers of the relchstag to support the 
colonial policy upon which the house 
was dissolved.

The present position of the parties is 
as follows: Centre, 105; Conservatives, 
80; Agrarian and Anti-Semitic group, 
29; National Liberals, 55; Radicals, 46; 
Socialists, 43; Poles, 20; Alsace-Lor- 
rainers, 7; Independents, 10; Guelph 
party.

The defeat of the Socialists in the 
Kingdom of Saxony, where they lost 
thirteen sepals, caused astonishment.

Montreal, Feb. 6.—Four Canadian Pa­
cific transcontinental trains pulled Into 
Montreal last night within a few hours 
of each other. They were the first 
trains from the Far West to reach the 
city since Saturday. They had been 
.snowed up at no less than five separ­
ate points on the way across the prair­
ies, and gradually approached eact^ 
other, though the first and last start­
ed over 48 hours apart.

The passengers were all well and re­
ported no serious inconvenlencô on 
their rather trying journey.

THE PRESIDENT 0E 
VENEZUELA IS DYING

New York, Feb. 6.—A cable dispatch 
was received in this city yesterday from 
a high government official in Saracas 
saying that the condition of President 
Castro, of Venezuela, had assumed 
more alarming condition, and that he 
was expected to die within 24 hours.

The message came by way of Car- 
acao, and ifras dated February 4th.

It is probable that the dispatch was 
taken there from Caracas for trans­
mission to New York.

President Castro is at Naculo, a sea­
side resort near Guara, where he has 
been under treatment of his pfiysicians 
since December. His affliction is known 
to be of a serious nature, and several 
times he has been close to death.

KILLED BY DYNAMITE.

Cheney, Feb. 6.—Charles Peterson, a 
native of Sweden, about 40 years of 
age, met sudden death about 8 o’clock 
this morning while thawing out dyna­
mite at a blacksmith’s forge.

PHILANTHROPIST DEAD.WATERWAYS
IMPROVEMENTS

EXTENSIVE AIDSGreek Who Presented Malmaison to 
French Nation Passes Away.

(Associated Press.)
Paris, Feb. 5.—Daniel Osiris, the phil­

anthropist who presented Malmaison 
to the French nation, is dead. He be­
queathed five million dollars to the 
Pasteur institute.

Daniel Osiris was a wealthy Greek 
who purchased Malmaison, the chateau 
a few miles from Paris, which was the 
residence of Empress Josephine from 
1798 to 1815, renovated it and in Decem­
ber 1900 presented it to the French peo­
ple for use of a Napoleonic museum. 
He replaced some of the former fittings 
and furniture and employed artists to 
obliterate the traces of pillage left by 
the Ruslsans. In 1899 he presented to 
the Institute of France a sum repre­
senting an annual Income for a prize 
of $20,000, open to all countries, for the 
most remarkable work of discovery of 
general interest, especially in the fields 
of surgery and medicine.

TO NAVIGATION
VICTORIA HARBOR

J. Obed Smith, Dominion Government Commis­
sioner of Immigration at Winnipeg Has 

Secured Site Here.

Details of Appropriations Eor Pacific Coast Ear in 
Excess of Those Eor Other Provinces 

Combined.

MAY BE DEEPENED

C. P. R. is Interested in Develop­

ment of Port, and Will Build 

New Coasting Steamers.
J. Obed Smith, commissioner of im­

migration at Winnipeg, who has been 
in Victoria for a few weeks, returned 
recently to Winnipeg. In an interview 
vith the Times before his departure he 

scussed his reason for visiting Vic- 
•oria at the present moment.

He pointed out that the business of 
the department with which he is asso­
ciated is not only to secure immigrants 
for this country but to look after them 
and to help them to a successful condi­
tion after their arrival. They do not 
confine themselves to the agricultural 
class of Immigrants but also take an 
interest in those preparing to settle in 
towns, both new and old.

“That accounts for why I am here 
at present,” he remarked.

One hundred and eighty-six thousand 
settlers, bona fide immigrants, came to 
Canada during the last fiscal year, ex­
clusive of 37,000 land seekers, who may 
or may not have returned to the States 
but who are not included in the first 
figures. The comparative increase for 
the past six months over the corres-

departments under the control of Dr. 
Milne are housed in three or four dif­
ferent parts of the city. The govern­
ment have secured six lots on the cor­
ner of Ontario street and Dallas road 
Immediately adjacent to the outer 
wharf, containing a frontage of 180 to 
240 feet. It is proposed to erect there 
a suitable building to contain offices, 
inspection rooms, and full accommo­
dation for immigrants such as the Do­
minion government provides elsewhere. 
Here also will be established a suitable 
detention place for any undesirables 
that may have to be deported. The 
accompanying plan is to be presented 
to the government and it is expected 
they will immediately approve it, when 
work upon the new building will be im­
mediately rushed.

The exceptional care displayed by 
the government to prevent the entry 
of any diseased or undesirable persons 
is not generally understood except by 
those having direct dealings with the 
department. The government requires 
the ship’s surgeon to examine and cer-

The lighthouse board of Canada has 
passed a list of appropriations for aids 
to navigation on the Canadian Pacific 
coast, which are not alone of supreme 
interest to mariners, but which will, 
when completed, render the British 
Columbian seaboard the best equipped 
along the entire western Pacific coast 
line. To the recommendation of Cap­
tain Troup these appropriations are 
entirely due.

It will be seen from the following 
figures that 'British Columbia has 
secured the lion's share of these ap­
propriations for this year, 
umbia, $166,820;y New Brunswick/ $7:600; 
Ontario, $6,300; and Prince Edward 
Island, $6,680.

Hugh A. Allen, who looks after the 
shipping interests on the Atlantic coast 
of Canada objected strongly to the pro­
posed expenditure on the Pacific sea­
board. Captain Troup, however, held 
firmly to his original recommendations, 
and put the matter in such a light that 
the appropriations xvere passed.

When these extra aids to navigation 
are completed the dangers incurred by 
ship masters will be greatly mitigated. 
Already tho lighthouse work is in 
course of progress at Pachena Point, 
and Captain Townshend of the Queen 
City reports that the temporary light 
which has been erected is an extreme­
ly good one.

In addition to the list of aids pub­
lished below, three gas buoys are being 
placed at the entrance to Prince Rup­
ert. One is also now being placed at 
Sands Head at the mouth of the Fraser 
river. This is of a temporary nature 
until the lighthouse is moved; and is 
the first of the extra aids which is be­
ing placed.

Captain Troup has made an exhaus­
tive survey of the coast line and the 
points of danger will be covered in a 
very thorough fashion. The exhaus­
tive report and its accompanying re­
commendations furnished by him to 
the light house board of Canada 
entirely approved of by this depart­
ment of the Dominion government and 
the appropriations passed as follows:

The C. P. R. is now interesting itself 

In the proposed improvements to Vic­
toria harbor. This is in view of the fact 
that this corporatioh intends construct­
ing several new coasting steamers dur­
ing this year. These steamers will be 
built at Esquimalt, and will have their 
headquarters here.

At present the mouth of Victoria har­
bor is only 12 feet in depth at low tide. 
This makes it impossible for even 
coasting vessels to pass in and out 
when the tide is low. Capt. Troup, 
general superintendent of the C. P. R. 
steamship service on the Pacific, con­
siders that the dredging of the harbor 
mouth is of urgent importance, and 
ought to be commenced as soon as pos­
sible.

“The present harbor dredge Mud­
lark,” said Capt. Troup, “is well nigh 
useless. More money is spent on it, 
and more labor is employed in connec­
tion with it, than would comfortably 
equip a new and improved dredge 
which would do all the work that Is 
necessary. Not only will the mouth of 
the harbor have to be dredged so that 
steamers may pass in and out at low 
tide, but deepening operations are 
necessary at other points.”

The question of harbor improvements 
has been agitating local shipping men 
and merchants for some time past. It 
is thought that if these were carried 
out transportation facilities would be 
largely promoted, and as a consequence 
trade would receive a general impetus. 
All owners of property abutting on the 
waterfront are deeply interested in the 
matter, and it is more than probable 
that in the near future strenuous rep­
resentations will be made to the board 
of trade with a view to inducing that 
body to again interest itself in this 
question which is of such vital import­
ance.

During the preseiit year the Northern 
Pacific Railway Company has mapped 
out for itself a gigantic programme of 
work. For operations extending over the 
years 1907 and 1908 a sum of $75,000,000 has 
been appropriated.

Much of the work in hand, and in view, 
consists of double tracking. At present 
about ten per cent, of the entire route is 
double tracked. By the 1st October the 
Spokane-Portland line, 300 miles in 
length, will be completed. There are at 
present general grade reductions being 
made through the Mullan Pass in the 
Rockies. ..ew terminals will be built at 
Tacoma. The new bridge which is being 
thrown across the Columbia near Van­
couver, Washington, will be finished by 
the end of the year and will have cost 
$2,000,000.

Among the new equipment which has 
been ordered are 6,700 steel-framed box 
freight cars, 210 passenger and freight 
locomotives, 300 passenger coaches of dif­
ferent kinds, 1,000 flat cars each of 50 
tons capacity, and 1,000 steel coal cars. 
With the completion of the double track­
ing work, the general improvements, and 
when the new equipment is In operation, 
it is considered that the road will be able 
to fully cope with all the business that 
offers.

On the Pacific and Seattle divisions of 
the Northern Pacific Railway Company 
there are 776 lumber and shingle mills 
that are constantly shipping their pro­
ducts to the Orient.

Away After Attack of 

Pneumonia.

Another of the pioneers of the pro­

vince passed away on Sunday in the 
death of William Ferris Harrison, of 
Saanich, who succumbed to an attack 
of pneumonia, 
reached the advanced age of 77 years, 
and had resided in the province since 
1858, when he was attracted to the gold 
discoveries on the Fraser river. After 
Lpending some years in the Cariboo in 
search of gold he returned to the city 
of Victoria and took up farming in 
Saanich.

After a life spent for the most part 
among the exciting scenes of mining 
camps in various parts of the world, 
Mr. Harrison did not settle down to 
the uneventful life on the farm ex­
clusively for some years. At different 
times he made prospecting trips 
throughout Vancouver Island, and 
located coal, copper and timber In the 
northern parts of Vancouver Island. 
For the past twenty years or more, 
however, he had lived on the farm.

The deceased came to the Pacific in 
’49 at the time of the gold excitement 

>in California. After spending a few 
years there he was attracted to the 
Australian diggings in 1852. After min­
ing in Ballarat he returned to Cali­
fornia, and not long afterwards decid­
ed that he would seek his fortune in 
the Fraser river goldfields.

In 1858 he reached Victoria on his 
way to the new fields. After some 
years spent on the Fraser and in the 
Cârrboo he finally decided to return to 
this city and take up farming.

Body Will Be Sent to England For In­
terment.

Ottawa, Feb. 5.—The body of Lady 
Grenfell, eldest daughter of Lord and 
Lady Grey, who died at Rideau hall at 
midnight on Sunday, will be sent to 
England on the steamer Empress of 
Britain. on Friday.

Lady GrenfelL was in her twenty- 
ninth year. She married Arthur Gren­
fell, of London, England, four years 
ago. While travelling In Mexico she 
contracted typhoid fever. Her husband 
was with her when she died as well as 
their Excellencies.

This is the first time that a member 
of the Governor-General’s family has 
died at Rideau hall, which has been 
the home of Canada’s governor-gen­
erals since confederation. All social 
engagements on the part of ministers 
and others have been for the present 
cancelled.

Street Fatality.
Montreal, Feb. 4.—Michael Thomas 

McGrail, aged eighty-nine, died in the 
hospital as the result of an accident in 
the morning, when he was knocked 
down by a milkman’s sleigh in front of 
Ms own door. McGrail had attended 
holy communion in the Franciscan 
chapel, and was crossing Dorcester 
street after coming from service when 
he was knocked down. Before the 
driver could stop the horse the animal 
stepped on the prostrate man’s face.

A score or more of persons were
then ejected before Archbishop Vilatte 
proceeded with the celebration of pon­
tifical mass, in which he observed the 
Catholic rites. During the elevation of 
the host the militant Catholics, instead 
of kneeling, climbed into their chairs. 
In the meantime the police had clear­
ed the streets outside the church and 
there were no demonstrations as the 
congregation left.

Rome, Feb. 5.—The Vatican authori­
ties are understood to consider the
circular sent by M. Briand, French

It 
is supposed that after they retired Thurs­
day night, they became partially as­
phyxiated by coal gas and, the fire dying

UNFAIR TO MR. GREEN.

If it be true that Mr. Green was only 
guilty of errors of judgment in his ad­
ministration of the Lands and Works 
Department, surely his punishment has 
been out of all proportion to his of­
fence.

To the Officers and Members of the Vic­
toria Trades and Labor Council:

Gentlemen In compliance with the In­
structions contained in your letter dated 
February 4th, 1907, I Visited the office of 
the British Columbia Marine Railway 
Company and had an interview with the 
managprr, F. Bullen, regarding his con­
tract with the Dominion government for 
the building of the new hydrographic 
steamer. He says that the contract calls 
for all work on the ship to be done here, 
as far as the capacity of his shipyard 
will permit, and he requested me to as­
sure the council that he intended to carry 
out the contract to the letter. A special 
make of boiler and engine were demanded, 
and these would be imported from Eng­
land; but the work of fitting both engines 
and boilers would be done here by local 
labor, and would of itself be a work of 
considerable extent. The plates, frames 
and other parts would arrive here in the 
raw state, and every particle of work on 
them would be done in their yard and 
shops, notwithstanding all reports to the 
contrary, as the company is about to add 
to its plant in order to enable it to carry 
out the work on this particular contract. 
He further stated that his company built 
the engines for the new quarantine steam­
er, and that they would build the en­
gines for the new C. P. R. tug, which 
were twice as large, and by continually 
adding to its plant the company hoped 
that before long It would be in a position 
to entirely construct any size steamer 
that may be called for.

“Mon Dieu! are you that little Fa­
tima that I remember seeing the first 
year I came to this disgusting place? 
But how the sun has browned you! You 
are indeed changed! You were a pret­
ty child, but have become a perfect 
horror!”

“It is dye, not sunburn, Madame.” 
And, in spite of her deadly fatigue, Fa­
tima smiled.

A few minutes later, Madame Dupont 
had installed the brown-faced girl in a 
darkened bedroom, where she instantly 
fell asleep and never woke for four- 
and-twenty hours.

During vhe time that Fatima stayed 
in Massowah, the good-natured 
Frenchwoman considered it her duty 
not only to Europeanize but to Christ­
ianize her guest as much as possible. 
Madame Dupont came of a French 
Protestant family from the south of 
France, and, in spite of a Frenchwo­
man’s innate love of dress and finery, 
had inherited strong religous views 
from her persecuted Huguenot ances­
tors.

ASSOCIATION SEEKSPROSECUTION HAS SYSTEM CRITICISED JUDGING CONTEST
GRANT FROM CITY BY CITY SOLICITORSCOMPLETED CASE Exclusion Demanded.

San Francisco, Feb. 4.—The Japan 
and Korean exclusion league yester­
day adopted resolutions demanding 
that the United States and the state of 
California maintain the right to ex­
clude Japanese from schools used by 
white children. In the resolutions, 
which declared that the yielding of the 
United States to Japan on the school 
question was tantamount to taking 
vassalage, President Roosevelt was 
severely criticised.

Received With Regret.
Tokio, Japan, Feb. 4.—The war talk 

of the American press has been re­
ceived here with great surprise and 
with sincere regret. The correspond­
ent of the Associated Press has talked 
with several leading men, both in and 
cut of the government. They concur; 
in the opinion that the United States 
is the last country with which Japan 
would go to war. Besides both nations 
are unaggressive in their trade rival­
ries .which seldom lead to war" unless 
territorial acquisition is Interested by 
either rival. In some quarters the be­
lief is expressed that the misrepresen­
tation that Japan is suffering from on 
account of the San Francisco school 
question is the outcome of immunity 
shown disaffected war correspondents 
in the late Russian war. It is be­
lieved these correspondents are ever 
watching for occasion to victimize 
Japan. Even those inclined to be 
caustic ridicule the idea of war with 
the United States. The Japanese press 
has been silent so far, apparently con­
sidering the matter unworthy of com­
ment.

Guelph Fat Stock Show and 

Gathered Imformation.

Point Out to Council Divergence 

Between Method Practised and 
Terms of Statute.

Opening Address of Assistant Dis­

trict Attorney Occupied Less 
Than Ten Minutes.

Counci iTransacted Much Business at 

its Regular Weekly Session 
Last Evening.

LEAVING TO-NIGHT.
The folowing letter from the city so­

licitor with regard to the mode of col­
lecting water rates provoked consider­
able discussion at Monday night’s ses­
sion of the city council:

Gentlemen -The city barrister has on 
more than one occasion suggested that 
the attention of the council should be 
directed to the divergence between the 
mode in which payment for water supply 
in the city is collected under the existing 
by-law, and the mode in which the sta­
tute directs the water rates to be levied 
and collected, and it is necessary that the 
council should give serious attention to 
the question, and to enable this to be 
done we propose to ask that considera­
tion be given to the following remarks:

Under section IS of the act of 1873. as 
added to by section 4 of the act of 1892, 
the commissioner, subject to the approval 
of the corporation (i. e., the council) has 
power and authority, and It is made 
directory upon him (I. e.. the council) by 
the following words : “And it shall be his 
duty from time to time to fix":

(a) The rate which any owner or occu­
pant (or both) of any house, tenement, 
lot, or part of lot, In, through, or past 
which the water pipes run, shall pay as 
water rate, whether using the water or 
not, “having due regard in the assess­
ment to any special benefit and' ad van- the corporation limits of Des Moines 
tage derived by such owner or occupant this evening.
or conferred upon his or their property 
by the waterworks, and the locality in 
which the same Is situate.’’

(b) To fix the rent for hydrants, fire 
plugs and public buildings.

(c) “And in addition thereto the rent or 
price which any owner or occupant of a 
house who shall use such water shall pay 
for the use thereof."

Later on in the section it is made im­
perative that each vacant lot of land 
fronting on the water pipes shall be rated 
and taxed, due regard being had in the 
assessment to the advantage which the 
said lot shall derive from the water- ' 
works, and fn 189S a further imperative 
direction is given that in all cases where 
a main pipe of four Inches or over is laid 
in any street the council shall have power 
to pass a by-law and thereby to assess 
and levy a special rate per foot frontage 
upon the lots on each side of the portion 
of the street In which the pipes are laid— 
corner lots being assessed at half rates.

With or without legal advice, for many 
years past, the council have entirely over­
looked the statutory duty cast upon them 
under (a) and (b) to assess and levy rates 
for the water supply, and the main in­
come relied upon has been for the actual 
use of water, and the charge imposed is 
collectable only from the owner or occu­
pant of the house actually using It, and 
the only remedy for non-payment has 
been refusal to continue supply or an ac­
tion at law; whereas the statute declares 
that the rates which are directed to be 
assessed and levied are a charge upon 
both owner and occupier and their in­
terest in the land.

New- York, Feb. 4.—The state laid 
its case against Harry K. Thaw 

to-day. A bald, unemotional story of 
the shooting in the Madison Square 
Garden roof was told, leaving the mo­
tive to be inferred from the act; and 
the defence replied with a plea of her­
editary insanity. It is asserted that 
Thaw, in slaying Stanford White, be­
lieved he was acting as an agent of 
Providence, that real or fancied wrongs 
committed against him by the archi­
tect and former friend of his wife 
seethed in his brain until at last there 
came the explosive impulse to kill. 
When the act was accomplished Thaw 
made no move to escape its conse­
quences, but, holding the fatal re­
volver aloft, he stood as if mutely pro­
claiming to the world: “The deed is 
dene; it was right."

Thus Thaw’s counsel outlined his 
case to the jury this afternoon, after 
the prosecution had occupied less than 
two hours of the morning sitting of the 
court giving, through bye-witnesses, 
the narrative of the tragedy. When

F. M. Logan, secretary of the Live 
Stock Association, who has been in the 
East, returned to the city on Sunday 
night.

While absent Mr. Logan attended 
the great fat stock show at Chicago, 
the fat stock fair at Guelph, Ont., and 
also attended the convention of the 
Dairymen's Association.

At the fat stock fairs he was enabled 
to gather information which will be of 
value in the approaching spring fair at 
New Westminster, which opens on 
February 20th. This will be the first 
show of its kind in British Columbia. 
There will be fat stock, including cat­
tle, sheep and hogs on exhibition. In 
addition there will be an exhibit of 
horses.

Introducing a department which has 
proved very popular at the Guelph fat 
stock fair, prizes will be offered for 
judging contests. The fatted animals 
will later be slaughtered, and advan­
tage will be taken to give popular lec­
tures, using the animals as subjects.

City Clerk Dowler then read a letter 
from the Inner Harbor Association 
asking the council to bear its share of 
the expense incidental to the improve­
ment of the port. The association had 
for its object the development of trade, 
the fostering and creation of local in­
dustries, and increasing the facilities 
for transportation of the raw material 
and manufactured products. The board 
of trade, the city council and the har­
bor association had unitedly laid these 
matters before the royal commission 
on transportation and these had been 
most favorably reported on. A place 
was left on the hoard of management 
for a representative of the city in order 
that the board might be representative 
of the city as a whole.

As at present constituted, the board 
consisted of G. A. Kirk, chairman;
Messrs. Sayward, Betchel. Capt. Grant,
Capt. Cox, and Capt. Troup, and the 
secretary, Thomas C. Sorby.

The city owned considerable property 
abutting on the harbor, and it was 
hoped they would bear their fair share 
of the expense. One-ninth of the as­
sessable value of the city was situate 
along the waterfront, and one-third of 
the commercial value of the city was 
directly concerned in the trade of this 
port. It was therefore of the utmost 
importance to the city that all possible 
facilities should be secured for its wa­
terways.

A grant was asked from the council 
in aid of work already done and to be 
done.

The councillors considered that the 
object sought was for the city’s best 
interests. The letter was referred to 
the finance committee for report.

A communication from Justice Mar­
tin urging increase of salary for the 
city employees was read. Justice Mar­
tin considered that the city should re­
cognize the integrity, faithfulness and 
efficiency of its employees as did busi­
ness men.

A letter from Pemberton & Son, call­
ing attention to the necessity of letter­
ing the streets raised a considerable 
discussion.

Mayor Morley said that Mr. North- 
cott now had the matter under consid­
eration. Aid. Fell, however, thought 
the matter should be referred to the 
proper committee for a report both as 
to the numbering of houses and the 
lettering of the streets.

VACANCIES IN A SILVER THAW.

ANOTHER DISASTER 
IN COAL MINE

Victoria Experiences Peculiar Weather 
Conditions, and Tramway Traffic 

is Much Disorganized.THE CABINET (From Tuesday’s Daily.)
From 8 o’clock last night and 

throughout the early hours of this 
morning Victoria experienced what is, 
in meterological circles, known as a 
“silver thaw.” It took the form of a 
continuous downpour of sleet and hail 
during which time a slight frost was ltr 
operation.

Traffic along the tram lines wa® 
greatly retarded owing to the Ice which 
formed on the wires. At times the 
icicles, which took the shape of corda 
along the wires, rendered the current 
ineffective and a car would come to a 
stop. This was especially so in going 
up hills, and in many cases the vehicle 
would slide down hill again, as the 
brakes were useless on the slippery; 
tracks.

The friction along the wire w-as pro­
ductive of startling electrical effects. 
This in conjunction with the light 
emitted by the wheels of the cars pass­
ing along the ice covered tracks threw 
lights skyward over the city and 
caused many to think that a lightning 
storm was in progress.

Much discomfiture w'as caused td 
theatre-goers, who in many instances 
did not get home until after one a.m. 
The last car did not return to the shed 
in Store street until nearly 2 p.m.

The “silver thaw’’ brought with It a 
beautiful spectacular effect. This 
morning every tree and shrub and 
branch of foliage were hung with glis­
tening icicles. These shimmering 1rs 
the light breeze that prevailed pro* 
duced a wonderful silvery result.

PERSIA’S DESTINY. A brief disucssion followed the read­

ing of this communication. Aid. Fell 
said that the present method of levy­
ing water rates was unfair. Formerly 
those having a flat rate paid less than 
those having meters, 
with a meter installed paid less than 
those to whom a flat rate was given. 
Both owner and occupant should be 
assessed. Further, all those 
property abutted the water 
should be assessed at a certain rate, 
whether they used the water or not.

Aid. Vincent said as the law 
stood anyone desirous of a water sup­
ply could pay two-thirds of the cost of 
installation and afterwards, if possible, 
collect from property owners inter­
vening between himself and the city 
main. He had done this and failed to 
collect anything. The matter was then 
referred back to the solicitor for fur­
ther advice.

In this connection Mr. Raymur’s re­
port regarding proposed water main 
extensions was considered.

As to the first of these, the proposed 
extension of the main on the Foul Bay 
road, Mr. Raymur reported that from 
the school house, which is as far as 
the main now reaches, to Runnymede 
avenue, to which street an extension 
is asked, is a distance of 1,663 feet. The 
soil through which the pipe would have 
to run was rock the whole distance. 
The cost for a four-inch pipe would be 
$3,000. As to the request of J. J. Shall- 
cross and others for an extension of 
the pipe beyond the city limits, Mr. 
Raymur stated that the property in 
question was a distance of 664 feet 
from the city boundaries and that for 
this distance the whole cost of the pipe 
line would have to be borne by the 
applicants. The necessary pipe would 
not arrive until the latter enr of May 
and consequently it could not be laid 
until that time.

As to the proposed main to the agri­
cultural grounds, Mr. Raymur report­
ed that the distance from the corner 
of Cadboro Bay road and Richmond 
avenue to the grounds was 4,700 feet, 
and that the estimated cost of a four- 
inch main would be $2.750. Should 
wooden pipe be used instead of iron 
the cost could be reduced by $1,000, but 
of this the council was not in favor.

A recommendation for the laying of 
a four-inch wooden pipe on Grahame 
street at a cost of $275 was accepted.

Finally Mr. Raymur asked for a fur­
ther vote of $750 for the completion of 
the work on the Highlands watershed 
survey, and an additional grant of 
$1,000 for the expenses involved in the 
thawing out of the frozen mains. Both 
recommendations were adopted.

Elkins, W. Va., Feb. 4.—The third 
mine explosion in West Virginia with­
in two weeks occurred to-day at the 
Davis Coal & Coke Company's mine, 
No. 25, near here, and twenty-five or 
thirty miners are said to have been 
killed.

thoroughly imbued with the fanatical 
spirit of the sect, the children are in­
clined to mingle with the English set­
tlers and are quick to acquire our senti­
ment as well as the general subjects of 
their school education. If the training 
of the children is carefully conducted 
and the Doukhobor immigrants are 
separated from each other it is only a 
matter of a few years before their 
peculiarities and their general un­
sociability will begin to disappear.
When they have adapted themselves 
to our ways they will no longer be a 
source of perplexity to the government 
and the people.”

Although very little is known of the 
actual faith, if such it can be called, 
of the Doukhobors, the researches of 
Mr. Maude and a few other writers 
have thrown some light on the subject.
As far as can be learned, they hold 
the doctrine that human souls existed 
before the creation of the world and 
fell during that former existence. From 
this prehistoric time, according to their 
beliefs, man has continued to fall, lower 
and lower in prestige and -worthiness, 
the fall of Adam being ascribed to the back to the days when they were in 
early sins of humanity before it took opposition together, 
upon itself an earthly shape. The 
Doukhobors are extreme mystics and 
to whatever they teach in connection 
with the scriptures, they assign hidden 
meanings, for the knowledge of which 
they claim an inward light, or under-' 
standing, is necessary. They do noJL 
believe in the ceremonies of the Chris­
tian churches and will not accept as 
part of their services either the sacra­
ment of the Lord's Supper or the rite 
of baptism. According to the best au­
thorities their chief religious exercises 
consist of the singing of psalms, bow­
ing, and kissing, -with much enthusiasm 
and exhortation.

The history of the sect is one of 
oppression and transgression. It was 
founded in the early part of the eigh­
teenth century by Procope Loupkln, 
who claimed to make known the true 
spirit of Christianity, which was then 
regarded as lost. After coming into 
conflict with the Russian government 
on account of their refusal to serve in 
the army, they became the victims of 
persistent persecution which continued 
until Alexandra the First ascended the' 
throne. The Doukhobors were then 
given complete tolerance and allowed 
to settle on the bank of the Molochna 
in southern Russia. Shortly after this 
a fanatical impostor,' named Kapustin, 
prevailed upon them to accept him as 
a prophet and taught them the doc­
trine of the transmigration of souls.
He also led them to believe that he was 
animated by the soul of Christ. His 
teachings had a demoralizing effect 
upon the people and disputes and dis­
orders followed. Great numbers of 
Doukhobors were-buried alive and mur­
der and crime made its appearance.
Although the spirit of the community 
was one of universal brotherhood the 
internal troubles which followed the ad­
vent of the impostor completely dis­
rupted the setlement, and, in 1841, the 
Doukhobors were driven from their 
settlement near the Molochna and af­
terwards settled in the Caucasus. There 
they established seven villages in close 
proximity to each other, the whole set­
tlement making a commune to which 
all the followers of Doukhoborsi, as 
their religion or faith is known, have 
gravitated. It is from these villages 
that Ihe contingents for the Dominion 
are recruited.

Vessels of the Canadian Mexican 
Company on Their Way Here- 

Trade Possibilities.

Verigin Seeks to Influence Canadian 
Government to Relax its 

Regulations.

W. J. Bowser and W. R. Ross After 

Cabinet Honors—Offical Count 

of Ballots.

The Canadian Mexican
Steamship Company which will be in­
augurated at the end of March has de­
cided on Its first few trips between Bri­
tish Columbia and Mexican porté and 
vice versa to carry free samples of all 
kinds of general merchandise. It will 
also bring in its vessel business and

The visit of Peter Verigin, leader of 
the Canadian Dukhobors, to Russia, and 
his petition to Premier Stolypin to al­
low the members of the sect to return 
to their home country, is explained by 
Aylmer Maude as a stroke of diplomacy 
on the part of Verigin by which the 
latter hopes to gain greater prestige. 
Mr. Maude is .the author of “A Peculiar 
People,” the most modern and exhaus­
tive work dealing with the strange in­
habitants of the Dukhobor 
in the Caucasus. He was instrumental 
in bringing the first batch of Dukho­
bors to the Dominion and is looked 
upon as one of the best living authori­
ties on thei** ways and beliefs.

In a recent «srticie Mr. Maude 
To tboee who know how 
the colony of 8,000 Dukhobors 
established in Northwest Canada is 
this news must come as a surprise call­
ing for some explanation. The study I 
made of the Dukhobors when helping 
to organize their migration to Canada, 
and subsequently when writing “A 
Peculiar People,” enables me to con­
jecture with considerable certainty 
what the motives behind Verigin’s 
present action really are.

Verigin holds among the Dukhobors 
the place both of a Pope and a King, 
though (trained by generations of per­
secution) the Dukhobors never give 
their leader away, and usually declare 
that among Dukhobors “all are equal.”

In Canada they have had some fric­
tion with the government, because it 
grants land only oh condition that they 
become British subjécts. To this they 
object, feeling their allegiance due to 
Verigin, and not to King Edward VII.; 
but, from prudential considerations al­
ready alluded to, they allege quite 
other reasons for not accepting citizen­
ship. They use their religion to mask 
their politics.

Virigin is an able politician, and is 
quite aware that in negotiation with 
the Canadian government it will be a 
strong card if he can show that he has 
an invitation to return to Russia, on 
terms which the Canadian government 
refuse, viz., on terms of semi-independ- 
ance for the Dukhoborian community. 
It will, however, be a ca^e of pure 
bluff; for the DukhoBot» are far too 
well off in Canada to wish to leave it; 
and are well aware that any promises 
Stolypin may make them are quite 
likely to be disregarded by his succes­
sors.”

Rev. George W. Dean, who is con­
nected with the firm of Parsons, Love 
& Co., in conversation with a Times re­
porter, gave some interesting sidelights 
on the Canadian Dukhobor settlements. 
Mr. Dean was pastor of the Methodist 
church at Portage la Prairie from 
1896 to 1899, and had considerable ex­
perience of the people while in Mani­
toba. Speaking of their general suita­
bility as settlers, he said: “I was very 
much impressed with the people. They 
are clean, physically and morally, and 
they are both willing and able to do 
hard work of any kind. More than 
this, they are adaptable and are quick 
to pick up the English language. The 
children are eager to learn, and when 
the people of Portage la Prairie, where 
some three hundred Dukhobors were 
quartered during the -winter of 1896-97, 
organized night classes for the younger 
members of the immigrant party, the 
avidity of the children to pick up the 
subjects taught astonished many and 
surprised all connected with the move­
ment. I remember asking a party of 
these immigrants, through an inter­
preter, what they thought of the new 
land which they had come to. They 
stood at the door of an old court house, 
in which the government had accom­
modated them during the cold weather, 
and watched the snow melting under 
the warmth of the bright spring sun­
shine. When the interpreter had made 
my question clear one of them smiled 
and replied, through him, “We have 
not yet thought of all this country has 
to offer us. We know that it offers us 
freedom and this makes us so happy 
that we are content to wait until we 
have settled on the land to find out 
what our new home is like.”

voyages.

This is being done with a view to

which the new enterprise opens up and 
the reciprocal advantages which both 
British Columbia and Mexico will reap 
from an interchange of commodities. 
Enquiries are flowing in to the local 
office of the company, and these come 
not only from merchants and shipping 
men along the Pacific seaboard, but 
also from interested parties in the in­
terior of the Dominion.

It is fully anticipated that the new 
steamship company will do a large 
trade with the new Tehuantepec Na­
tional railroad, which is now in oper­
ation between the Atlantic and Pa­
cific coasts. Negotiations are pending 
between these two companies, and the 
result will greatly facilitate the tran­
sportation of goods.

Already this great intercontinental 
route has prospects of freight in sight 
for this year of 600,000 tons, which is 33 
per cent, more than the Panama rail­
road ever carried in a year. To meet 
the shipping traffic in connection with 
this route open roadsteads along the 
Mexican seaboard have been converted 
into safe harbors. The line runs from 
Salina Cruz on the Pacific Coast to a 
place called Pureto de Mexico, hither­
to known as Coatzacoalcos, on ihe At­
lantic.

The Georgia, one of the vessels which 
will operate for the Canadian-Mexico 
Pacific Steamship Company, has reach­
ed Guayaquil, In Central Africa, on her 
way out here from Liverpool. There 
she is discharging a cargo of fuel, and 
in a few days will sail for Salina Cruz. 
The Sailing in connection with the new 
enterprise will be made from that port 
to Victoria and Vancouver. The Lons­
dale, the other vessel which will oper­
ate with the Georgia, sailed from Lon­
don on the 1st inst.

In connection with the company 
there will be one sailing a month, and 
it is thought that the round trip will 
take about 35 days. If the two vessels 
are not sufficient to cope with either 
the passenger or freight traffic, another 
will be brought out from England im­
mediately.

To-night Capt. Worsnop, general 
manager of the company, leaves for 
Mexican ports to make final arrange­
ments. F. E. Dixon, of the firm of 
Harris & Dixon, of London, who came 
with Capt. Worsnop to Victoria In the 
interests of the company, has left for 
Northern British Columbia ports to in­
vestigate the prospects of business 
along the coast line.

Victoria Development and Tourist 

Association Discuss Various 
Questions.

The newly-elected executive of the 
Victoria Development & Tourist Asso­
ciation met yesterday afternoon with 
Mayor Morley presiding. John Arbuth- 
not, ex-mayor of Winnipeg, who has 
recently become a resident of Victoria, 
took his place as a new member of the 
executive and gave the board the ad­
vantage of his advice.

It was decided to ask the corpora­
tion for a grant of $7,500 for the work 
of the association during the year. Ac­
cording to the programme for the year 
there would be $9,500 required by the 
association this year.

The secretary recommended that an­
other edition of 10,000 copies of “An 
Outpost of the Empire” should be 
printed, and also that 25,000 of “Im­
pressions” should be printed. It was 
recommended to get a new s»t of pic­
tures to be used in advertising, and to 
get out new books on fruit growing, 
dairying and poultry raising.

It was recommended also by the sec­
retary that newspaper advertising in 
Manitoba should be discontinued, and 
that instead fruit exhibits from Vic­
toria should be arranged for the differ­
ent fairs in the Northwest.

This was referred to the printing 
committee.

Secretary Cuthbert recommended 
further that an endeavor should be 
made to attract visitors from the Da­
kotas in view of the severity of the 
winters there, and the success which 
attended the campaign in Manitoba 
and the Northwest.

The question of providing amuse­
ments for visitors was discussed, and 
the matter referred to the civic affairs 
committee.

DISCUSS GRANT 
TO INSTITUTION

COUNCIL DirfER AS
10 SUM FOR TOURISTS

■
The Aldermen Considered the Salary 

Question in Secret Session- 
Can Curtail Nuisance.

The special meeting of the city coun­
cil last night, spent its public session 
in considering the application of the 
Tourist Association foi* an increaed 
grant and in discussing the question 
raised the preceding night by the pro­
posal to build a stable on North Park 
street.

Regarding the latter the city solic­
itors were of the opinion that the by­
law required to cover the present case 
could be passed by the city council. 
But in doing this it was necessary to 
define: (a) What the term “closely set­
tled district” meant; (b) the number of 
horses to be permitted in such a dis­
trict; (c) the number of horses neces­
sary to constitute a livery stable.

“A stable containing a large number 
of stalls for horses and occupied would 
in a closely settled residential district 
constitute a nuisance both as regards 
Interference with the material com­
fort of the inhabitants as -well from 
the health point of view, and It is 
within the powers of the city to pass 
a by-law prohibiting the erection of a 
stable In such parts of the city.”

The aldermen having received the 
city solicitor’s opinion as to their pow­
ers to prevent the erection of buildings 
likely to be a nuisance, then proceeded 
to the discussion of the application of 
the Tourist Association for a grant of 
$7,500.

This provoked a long discussion, in 
which all the aldermen took part. 
There seemed to be no possibility of 
getting together on the proposition. 
Aid. Fell, Hall, Fullerton and Gleason 
opposed the grant, while Aid. Vincent, 
Hanna, Henderson, Verrinder, Meston 
and Ross favored It.

The Mayor said that last year the 
association was at a disadvantage in 
starting its work through lack of funds. 
He had no wish to dictate to them, but 
if the association was to do good work 
it must have funds. Moreover, its main 
work was done in the early part of the 
year. The council should announce its 
policy so as to allow the association to 
outline the scope and character of the 
work it would undertake. Personally 
he favored the granting of the amount 
asked.

Aid. Vincent moved that the amount 
as-ked be set aside.

Aid. Fullerton moved in amendment 
that It be laid over.

Mayor Morley suggested that, that 
which was for the benefit of all should 
be provided for by all.

Aid. Fell opposed the motion. The 
association had been of great benefit, 
but to finance it out of the city revenue 
would kill the spirit of independence in 
our citizens. The Agricultural Asocl- 
ation was going to ask a similar grant. 
Let a referendum be submitted to the 
people.

Aid. Hall thought it was very ques­
tionable if the association were taken 
over by the city, whether the same 
benefit would arise. Some classes bene­
fited more than others. We might 
spend $7,000 or $9,000 on advertising and 
visitors when they came would say it 
had been better spent on street im­
provement. Our finances were limited. 
Care should therefore be exercised or 
there would be as great a deficit this 
year as in former years. They would 
have a large deficit and nothing left 
for needed improvements.

Aid. Vincent said those who had sup­
ported it in the past would not put up 
any more subscriptions.

Aid. Henderson said all benefited and 
all should pay. He had been five years 
1n the asociatlon. There was no one 
but said it should be taken out of the 
city revenue. The amount asked was 
as little as could be worked on effec­
tively.

Aid. Vincent thought the citizens 
would be willing to pay a special tax if 
need be.

Aid. Verrinder wanted it referred by 
referendum to the people. It benefited 
all. It had done more good than any 
other institution in the city.

Aid. Gleason said all had only words 
of praise for the association, and he 
didn’t feel justified in voting the 
amount asked. He favored voting four 
or five thousand. They should give 
them $1,000 with which to start work.

Aid. Meston did not feel like voting 
$7,500 without the sanction of the rate­
payers.

Aid. Hall said there was a divergence 
of opinion as to whether the council 
could submit a referendum to the peo­
ple as to whether they wrere in favor 
of raising money. The Mayor thought it 
could not be done, w-hile the city 
solicitor and several of the aldermen 
thought this could be done.

Mayor Morley said the people were 
determined not to support any asocia- 
tion out of their private pockets. He 
was sure the people did not want a 
cheese-paring policy, and if it was ne­
cessary to put on an additional tax the 
people would support it. There was not 
a penny spent last year that did not 
bring back a hundred-fold. They were 
elected for this purpose. If they could 
not be trusted to deal with this mat­
ter they should go back for re-election.

At this point City Clerk Dowier en­
deavored to pour oil upon the troubled 
waters by suggesting that they vote 
on the following instead of the original 
motion and amendment: “The council 
Is of the opinion that $7,500 should be 
set aside for the association.”

The objection to this was very 
strenuous, and so it was dropped.

The vote was then taken and resulted 
as stated above.

Several requests for repairs to side­
walks and minor street improvements 
from various parts of the city were 
referred to the streets, bridges and 
sewers committee to report.

The annual loan by-law- providing 
for the borrowing of $250,000 for the 
carrying - of the work of the city

until the taxes begin to come in, was 
reconsidered and finally passed. Sev­
eral small local improvement by-laws 
completed the order of business for 
the first part of the evening.

His Worship then ordered the coun­
cil chamber to be cleared much to 
the disappointment of divers of the 
city employees who had courageously 
hung on throughout the dry details of 
civic business, hoping to find out how 
they stood for an increase, and the 
council proceeded to the consideration 
of the civic wage problem.

The business of this latter session 
was conducted strictly in secret, and 
although the session was late, it is un­
derstood that the whole matter wras 
by no means finally disposed of, and 
that a further conference will be neces­
sary. Petitions were dealt with from 
every branch of the civic service—from 
the policemen, the firemen, the day 
laborers, and the officials of the civic 
departments.

THE PUBLIC LIBRARY.

Greater Number of Rooks Issued Than 
Formerly—Popular Books of the 

Month.

During January, 2,G67 books were is­
sued by the public library. The great­
est number issued in any one day w-as
166.

Of these the great majority are fic­
tion, according to Dr. Hans, the li- 
librarian. Two hundred new books of 
this class were secured some time ago, 
and they are constantly in demand.

Myers’ “Human Personality,” Sir 
Henry Hawkins’ Reminiscences and 
Morley’s “Life of Gladstone,” In the 
order mentioned, have proved the most 
popular of more standand works.

Greater use is now being made of 
w-orks of a technical nature, and the 
reference library is utilized more wide­
ly than formerly.

HORTICULTURALISTS

members of the Victoria Horticultural 
Society was held in the room of the 
Young Men’s Christian Association last 
night, when the following officers for 
the current year were elected: Honor­
ary presdent, His Honor the Lieuten­
ant-Governor; president, Walter F.

Pearse, Major C. T. Dupont, W. Fer- 
nie, F. H. Wollaston and F. B. Pember­
ton; honorary treasurer, E. H. Billing- 
hurst; secretary, James A. Bland; 
board of directors, C. H. Arundell, L. 
Russell, James Manton, P. T. James, 
John Sherburn, His Honor Judge 
Lampman, W. B. Gage, Miss L. Angus, 
E. A. Wallace and Dr. E. Hasell.

The report of the board of directors 
is as follows:

It is again the duty and pleasure of the 
officers and board of directors to present 
to the members of the society their re­
port for another year.

As will be remembered, it was decided, 
in view of the increased general interest 
being manifested in floriculture, to hold 
a rose show in addition to the annual 
flower show. This show was held on the 
premises known as the Royal Cafe, on 
Fort street, and while they proved too 
small to accommodate the numerous ex­
hibits, the show was, nevertheless, from 
a floral, if not from a financial point of 
view, a success, and augurs well for a 
larger and better show this year.

The annual flower show (through the 
kindness of Colonel Holmes, D. O. C.,) 
was again held in the drill hall, on the 
1st and 2nd of August, dates which seem­
ed to be too early for some and which, 
unfortunately, conflicted with the annual 
tournament of the Victoria Lawn Tennis 
Club. While there was a noted falling off 
of exhibits In class C, the exhibits in 
class B were largely increased, and so 
also in the professional and open amateur 
classes, w-hile in the quality of the ex­
hibits themselves there was a very mark­
ed improvement, over those of previous 
y^ars. The dinner table decoration com­
petition again proved an attractive and 
interesting feature, as did also the floral 
basket competition for the special prize 
donated by Mrs. F. S. Barnard. In con­
nection with this show, in order to create 
a deeper interest in the cultivation of the 
sweet pea, the National Sweet Pea So­
ciety donated one of its handsome silver 
medals for competition, but on account of 
the donation not being made at an 
earlier date no mention was made of It 
in the prize list. The directors, however, 
are pleased to state that the National 
Sweet Pea Society have very kindly do­
nated another medal for our next show, 
when it is hoped there will be a large 
number of competitors.

While the attendance at the show did 
not come up to that of last year, owing, 
no doubt, to the counter attraction at 
the Gorge and that of the tennis tourna­
ment, your directors do not feel that 
they have any cause to complain. In or­
der that the show in future will not con­
flict with the ternis tournament, in which 
a large number of our members take a 
prominent part, your directors have fixed 
on the second Wednesday and Thursday 
of August in each and every year for the 
holding of the annual show, and beg to 
lay the matter before you to-night for 
your ratification.

The society, financially, is in a sound 
condition as will be seen from the state­
ment to be presented by the treasurer, 
there being a neat balance on hand.

The membership of the society remains 
about the same as last year, there having 
been no decrease, but your directors hope 
to have a large increase for 1907, and urge 
upon the members the importance of 
using their influence in securing addi­
tional members.

In conclusion yoiir directors desire to 
thank all those who by their kind ser­
vices to the society made the shows the 
success they were.

The following is the trustees* report: 

To the Shareholders of the James Bay 
Athletic Association :

Gentlemen :—Your trustees have very 
much pleasure in sending herewith a 
statement of their accounts for the year 
ending 1906.

The total receipts for last year were 
to defray the cost of sending crews to the 
N. P. A. A. O. regatta.

On the recommendation of the manag­
ing committee, your trustees have auth­
orized the engagement of Mr. Judges as 
physical instructor in the hope that this 
will lead to an increased interest being 
taken in gymnastic work by the members 
during the winter months, and your trus­
tees would strongly urge all members to 
give a portion of their time to the oppor­
tunities provided for physical instruction.

Your trustees hope that the>m 
committee for 190Ï will at an early date ( 
consider what is necessary in order to 
further increase the membership of the 
association and to induce members to take 
a continual interest in all that is going on 
during the year.

The managing committee’s report 
reads as follows:

To the President and Members of the 
James Bay Athletic Association, Ltd.:

Gentlemen :—The managing committee 
of the James Bay Athletic Association 
have much pleasure in herewith submit­
ting the sixteenth annual report and fin­
ancial statement.

Your committee again state with every 
satisfaction that the financial affairs of 
the club are in a Very good condition, and 
that the membership has been well main­
tained. The committee would again take 
the opportunity of urging that the youth 
of the city take an active interest in the 
affairs of this association by becoming 
members, and greatly encourage those in 
charge of the association, and always 
have at command members who can. be 
selected to worthily uphold the associa­
tion in all branches of sport.
It will be observed that the association 

since we made our last annual report has 
$3,341.15, including a balance carried for­
ward of $826, and the total expenditures 
have been $3,464.61, leaving a balance in 
the bank of $202.54 to be carried forward, 
but showing that our expenditures have 
exceeded the receipts by over $100.

Included in the receipts are $368 specially 
collected for the Nelson regatta and sub­
scriptions for a new shell, amounting to

$60.
The dues paid during 1906 amounted to 

$2,086.50, anc* the arrears on the 31st De­
cember, 1906, were $277, but dues for 1907, 
amounting to $236.90, were paid in ad­
vance during 1906.

Your trustees regret to report that the 
tennis section shows a deficiency in ex­
penditures over receipts amounting to 
nearly $100.

In this connection your trustees would 
call your attention to the total expendi­
tures made by the club in excess of re­
ceipts since the tennis courts were first 
established, amounting to $530.10, which of 
course includes the cost of making the 
courts.

Your trustees would urge the sharehold­
ers to consider whether it is advisable to 
carry on the tennis courts in future, 
more especially as there is a possibility 
that the association may not be able to 
obtain a renewal of the lease of their 
present courts.

Your trustees, however, do not desire to 
lay too much stress upon the cost of 
carrying on the tennis because they quite 
recognize that it is desirable to find as 
many attractions as possible for the 
mepibers in connection with the work of 
the association.

Your trustees are very much pleased to 
report that, owing to the efforts of your 
managing committee and thos§„ members 
of the club who gave their assistance, 
there has been a considerable increase in 
the membership, which, on the 1st of May 
last year, was only 161 members, whereas 
now we have 217.

During the past year your trustees have 
authorized the purchase of two billiard 
tables at the total cost of $579.07. The pro­
ceeds arising from the use of the tables 
amount to $319.65, and your trustees hope 
that the interest in jthe billiard tables will 
be maintained during the, coming year, 
so that the balance of the expenditure 
may be wiped out. •

Your trustees would point out that the 
current receipts are barely sufficient to 
meet necessary expenditures in carrying 
on the association, and it will therefore 
again be necessary to make special efforts 
installed two billiard tables, which have 
been greatly appreciated by the members.
