CUBA’S EXPORTS DECREASE.The, attitude which the international 
forces will observe toward the Emperor 
and Empress Dowager is understood to 
have received official consideration among 
the powers, resulting from a request 
from the southern viceroys that nd per­
sonal indignity be shown to China’s 
rulers. In response to this it is quite 
generally understood there will be ho 
personal indignity to the Emperor and 
Empress Dowager,’not’-because it is felt 
that there is any special. consideration 
due them, but because China would be 
precipitated into â ' chaptic state if the 
responsible heads of the Empire lost their 
functions.

In view of the general, desire of ., this 
government and the others concerned, to 
keep China intact and speedily restore 
quiet, there is a disposition among Offi­
cials to refrain from any personal indig­
nities to the Chinese rulers. It develops 
in this connection that all of the powers 
recently rejected the proposition. of the 
consuls at Tien Thin to destroy the 
tombs of the Ming dynasty. The pro­
posed destruction was a'threat held out 
to the Chinese in tbe hope of bringing 
them to terms. But the powers rejected 
this proposal and thus gave significant 
evidence that anything calculated to give

STORM C-AUSES A PANIC. With sixty odd passengers aboard from 
Dawson, the C.P.N. steamer Tees ar­
rived this morning, having left Skagway 
on Saturday last. A call was made at 
Ketchican on the way south and Dr. and 
Mrs. Bell-Irving were received aboard 
as passengers.

(Associated Press.)
Twyfelaar, Aug. 20.—Through the se­

cret intelligence agents of the British the

London, Aug. 23.—A dispatch to the 
Morning Post, dated Pekin, Aug. 15th, 
says: “To-day 1,500 Americans at­
tacked the imperial palace and captured 
four of the courts. The United States 
flag is flying over the imperial granary, 
and the imperial bank has been looted.”

Describing events prior to the relief, 
the Morning Post correspondent cables:
“On August 12th the Tsung Li Yamen 
requested a conference with a view to 
peace. No armistice was granted, how­
ever, and that night we endured the 
longest fusilade of the whole siege. It 
lasted twelve hours. On Aug. 13th the 
Tsung Li Yamen begged to be excused 
from any conference, saying that the 
members were too busy. Later they 
wrote that they had forbidden firing on 
us arid would court-martial any who. 
disobéyed. During the evening many 
shells fell in the legation compound."

The Daily Chropicle published an in­
terview with the Japanese minister in 
London, Kato Kallaki, which represents 
him as having said: “The Empress is 
the heart and soul of China, Whether 
the supreme power is taken from her or 
not, she will always be the greatest 
force, the one above all others to be 
reckoned with. The difficulty will be to 
get any one who can speak for her. 1 
fear that the influence of Li Hung 
Chang is now of extremely little weight.
The powers must come to a final un­
derstanding quickly. Anarchy, bloodshed 
and misery throughout China would be 
inevitable if a policy does not immedi­
ately disclose itself. The government 
must be re-established."

The Japanese envoy expressed his ap­
proval regarding a conference of the 
powers and said he believed that satis­
factory pecuniary compensation would 
be secured if the forces in China were 
properly developed, despite the fact that 
her present revenues are pledged.

Three hundred and seventy-five thous­
and Russian troops are already in the 
Far East or on the way by land and 
sea, or under orders to embark. This 
statement is made by the Moscow cor­
respondent of the Daily Graphic, who 
adds that mobilization is in progress all 
over Euronean Russia, and that there 
are now at Odessa fourteen steamers 
chartered to take troops. According to 
a St. Petersburg special, a telegram has 
been received at the Russian capital 
.from Shanghai announcing tite departure 
of Li Hung Chang for Pekin.

United States Reply.
Washington, Aug. 22.—After a long 

conference at the White House to-day, 
the reply of the United tSates to the ap­
plication of Li Hung CKang for the ap­
pointment of a peace commissioner was 
completed, and a copy of the reply sent 
to the Chinese minister, Mr. Wu, to be 
forwarded to Earl Li. The state depart­
ment made definite announcement that 
the reply had been conveyed to Mr. Wu, 
but added to its official utterance that 
the correspondence would not be made 
public until to-morrow morning.

The reply of the United States gov­
ernment to Li Hung Chang is, in brief, 
that the government cannot enter upon 
negotiations until there is a government 

- in China which can prevent the hostilities 
of Chinese troops and citizens against 
the forces of the powers. The text of 
the reply has been communicated to the 
other governments.

“The output of ore hauled by the Koot­
enay Railway & Navigation Company, 
it is said, amounts to many thousand 
tons per day. In the past a goodly por­
tion of this has been diverted to the smel­
ters along the Canadian Pacific lines in 
that vicinity and the neighboring Ross- 

’ land country.
“The first effort of the Great Northern

nday appended amendments suggested by the 
legislative committee of the Victoria City 
Council. These are of a very important 
character, and a careful perusal will 
show that some of the amendments 
sought for in particular deal very forci­
bly with matters now almost diurnally 
before the consideration of the muni­
cipal authorities. Among these will be 
noticed the clause empowering the 
health officer with more exteilded au­
thority than he at present holds in tak­
ing action to prevent the outbreak of any 
contagious disease. It is proposed to 
amend:

2. Section 50 of chapter 144 of the re­
vised statutes of 1887, by adding thereto 
the following sub-section:

“(170.) For imposing a special rate, 
not exceeding three cents per foot front­
age per month, upon the occupiers of all 
stores and premises of every kind front­
ing upon any street within the munici­
pality, for the purpose of defraying the 
cost of watering such streets, the council 
to be at liberty to make any such rate 
payable by monthly payment or instal­
ments, and payable whether or not any 
such watering shall, in the opinion of 
the council, rendered unnecessary by wet 
weather, and the council shall be at 
liberty to add any amount to the said

Some of the kinds enumerated may be 
shipped safely at almost all times, such 
as the Northern Spies, Spitzenburg, 
Baldwin, Ben Davis, Roxbury and the 
Golden Russets, but the apples of the 
famouse type, such as the Famouse, the 
McIntosh Red, the Scarlet Pippin, the 
Princess Louise, etc., should only be 
shipped as soon as gathered, and dis­
posed of at once for immediate use, as, 
except under exceptionally favorable con­
ditions, they would not keep only for a 
short time, and might disappoint the 
handler.

The question of the size iand shape of 
the packages for export has been pretty 
well thrashed out. The ordinary apple 
barrel, holding about two and a half 
bushels and weighing, barrel and all, 
about one hundred and fifty pounds, is 
the favorite package, though a large num­
ber of eases have been shipped of late 
years holding about 60 lbs. weight of 
fruit. In these cases the fruit is in sep­
arate compartments and is landed gen­
erally in the best condition. This is a 
specially useful package for early fruit 
and for the fine soft fresh kinds of the 
Famouse type.

An extensive display of fruit in the
natural state, the exhibit comprising a 
lage number of varieties all in fine con­
dition; and at so late a date, is to those 
who are not accustomed to it à cause of 
astonishment. How have so many kinds 
of apples been kept till the middle of 
July, in such fine condition? And how 
have they been brought so far without 
injury? These are some of the questions 
that are put daily, and that required to 
be honestly answered. It was expected 
these questions would be put, and it 
was intended that the fruit itself would 
stimulate questions.

Nearly a hundred varieties of apples 
in the natural state were collected by 
the government of • Canada last season 
and stored away for the exhibit to be 
made this year in Paris.
