The weather man was kind toïïay, and 

provided a nice cool, clear day for the 
hundreds of citizens who are busy elec­
tioneering, and for the citizens who visit­
ed the polling booths to deposit their 
ballots.

Constantinople, April 20—No less than 
6,000 persons lost their lives itt the mas­
sacres that have been going on the Vil­
ayet of dana. for the last eight flays as a 
result of the outbreak of Moslem fanati­
cism. Of this total 2,000 were killed in 
the city of Adana, and of the number 
more than 2,000 were Moslems.

This information was received in Con­
stantinople this morning.

Beirut, Syria,' April 20—a ne Moslem 
fanaticism has broken out in the imme­
diate vicinity of Alexanretta. and great 
excitement prevails in that district, 
jkouses in flames can be seen from the 
streets of Alexandretta.

Fredericton, N. B., April 20—(Special)— 
The Medical Society have distributed a 
circular among the members explaining 
the new medical act, which, among other 
things they say is:—

‘"To rearrange and simply the old act; 
cutting out unnecessary sections and set­
ting out its provisions under appropriate, 
headings.

“To provide that all members of the 
council shall be elected by the Medical 
Society, as is done generally in the other 
provinces of the Dmoinion.

“ To vest the right of appealing in mat­
ters coming before the council in a jus­
tice of the supreme court instead of the
lieutenant-governor-in-council.

“To provide for the perpetual registra­
tion as if physician on payment of a fee 
of $20.00 . .

“To permit non-residents to practice in 
this province, if otherwise duly qualified 
under the act.

'‘To provide for reciprocal registration 
with the United Kingdom, so that regist­
ered physicians from the/ United King­
dom may be admitted to practice m this 
province if similar privileges are accorded 
to our physicians.

“To provide for the publication of the 
medical register in a pamphlet similar to 
that issued by the medical councils in the 
other prorinces of the Dominion.

“To provide that no optician or fi^Tr 
of spectacles shall use or apply any pow­
erful or paralyzing drug unless under the 
direction of a duly qualified practitioner.

“Strong opposition has been raised to 
section 40 of the bill, providing that no 
one who is not registered as a physician 
shall practice or profess to practice medi­
cine, or treat or attempt to cure or allevi­
ate any ailment or infirmity for hire, gain 
or hope of reward unless under the advice 
or by the direction of a duly qualified

“This bill does mot prevent the practice 
of osteopathy, it does not demand the 
acceptance of any special theories of medi­
cine or any special system of healing, 
and, this is so stated in section 20. Pro­
vision is made in section 158 that a man 
trained in the special theories of any 
system may be examined in these theories 
by practitioners who follow the 
system.

“When a man has once passed the gén­
éral requirements he may practice osteo­
pathy, homeapathy, or otherwise, as he 
pleases to.

“Finally, while the regular physicians 
of this province stand solidiiy in favor of 
section 40 of the bill now before the House 
of Assembly, as they believe it is in the 
best interests of the public, they recog­
nize the strong opposition that has been 
aroused to it. ahd they are willing, if 
necessary, in order to pass the remainder 
of the hill, to withdraw section 40 and 
re-enact section 32 of the old act thereby 
leaving the law unchanged in this res-

! ' "'“Section 32 in t he old art reads : —‘If

Norton, then fatigued and nearly helpless* 
after his short but strenuous battle for 
life. The transfer of the rescued man on 
a solid position on shore t°°k some time, 
and when Mr. Merritt had reached the 
bank, although exhausted, he scanned the 
water for the other - persons.

Within a few' days of t.hc keel being 
bolted together, the task of affixing the 
nbs begins, and at this period in h<*r 
growth the battleship looks strikingly like 
the skeleton of a huge whale, tor the bare 
ribs arch over just beneath the protection 
deck.

The ribs, however, do not long remain 
exposed. By means of derricks plates are 
swung up one after the other and fixed 
along the vessel’s side. Roughly bolted 
into position at first, they are quickly 

together by thousands of steel riv­
ets punched in by a pneumatic machine.

Water-tight compartments, coal-bunk­
ers, magazine flats, and the many other 
apartments into which the interior of a 
warship is divided come quickly into be­
ing, and within about oifc months the hull 
is completed ae far an the upper deck.

By the time about 6.000 tons of mater­
ial have been built into the ship she is 
ready for launching, but when that cere­
mony has been accomplished the 
warship is far from being completed.

Her armour-platibg has now to be put 
on, and this is an impiense task, as the 
platee weigh many tons each, and are, 
'by the way,- eo hard that ordinary tools 
will have no impression on them.

They are put in strakee (i. e., tiers) 
by one set of men, while others are busy 
fitting the engines and boilers.

The eternal clang, clang, clang of ham­
mers, the roar ç>f forges, and the rumble 
of moving machinery goes on month after 
month.

A warship is bom amid thunder-
To place the boilers and engines into 

position a huge pair of ; ‘4sheer*legs ’ is 
used, and truckload after truckload of en­
gine parts, tubes, and steel shafts are 
swung high up into the air and lowered 
into the engine rooms and stokeholds.

Anyone who has not seen it would bare­
ly credit the enormous quantity of mater­
ial that goes into the propelling and other 
machinery of a warship. Besides all this, 
there are the miles and miles of wires to 
be installed for electric lighting and tele­
phones. Then the huge funnels, through 
which a coach and four might easily drive, 
are hoisted aboard, the masts are stepped, 
the guns are put in, and the new Dread­
nought is ready to go to sea for her gun 
and machinery trials.

(In the concluding paragraphs pounds 
have been reduced to dollars for the sake 
of convenience.

There arc many who cannot conceive 
how a Dreadnought can cost as much as 
ten millions of dollars, but when one
figures out the cost of the component 

parts of the leviathan, the mystery fades 
away.

The cost of the hull proper amounts to 
approximately $4,030,000- and the armor 
used to protect the hull costs in the neigh­
borhood of $2,500,000. The 18 boilers, pro­
ducing 23,000" horse-power, and machinery, 
developing a speed of between 19 and 20 
knots an hour, cost $1,517,000. Four 12- 
inch guns and ibarbettes, for the forward 
and aft decks, cost $1,000,000. The coat of 
the 13 search-lights and the necessary elec­
trical fittings totals $250,000. The numer­
ous small 12-pound guns cost $1,800 each, 
while- the cost of the small motor and 
steam boats is $40,000. Five submerged 
torpedo tubes cost $15,000 each.

But it is not'only the cost of construc­
tion which is stupendous. The cost of 
maintaining this floating fortress is almost 
appalling. Each torpedo coats $3,000. The 
cost of firing one shell from the 12-inch 
guns ' is $750. The prodigious furnaces 
consume every hour 17 1-2 tons of coal. 
The cost of every shell fired from the 12- 
poung guns is $30.

Truly a Dreadnought is a very consider­
able bill of expense, for the very wealth­
iest of nations.

BATCHE & CO. ON STOCK MARKET
London, April 14—It is computed that 

about 60,000 children in the schools suf­
fer from defective vision.

Thi« was only one of the many startling 
statements contained in a report of the 
Education Committee, presented to the 
London County Council last night, lire re­
report was the work of a sub-committee 
appointed to inquire into the ailments of 
children.

Of the cases of defective vision the hos­
pitals could only deal with a small por­
tion, and the number of cases involved 
a serious strain on them.

In addition, it was stated, the bulk of 
the children affected did not apparently 
obtain advice.

The teeth of the London school children 
are also in an extremely unsatisfactory 
condition.

An examination has been made of the 
children at the Michael 1 araday School, 
Walworth, and at the open air school at 
Bostal Woods, which disclosed the fact 
that at least 90 per cent of them urgent­
ly needed dental treatment, and other 
aminations gave similar results.

26,766 LOST. ATTENDANCES

Another disease very prevalent in 
schools is ringworm, which was “common 
all over London,” and kept the pupils 
affected ftom school for months, and, in 
some cases, even for years.

Twelve schools, taken at __
various parts of London had lost 26,766 
attendants from this cause in twelve 
months. This number represented an av­
erage annual loss of 2,950 pupila-or a 
loss of grant amounting to £6,654 a year.

NEW METHOD/ SUCCESSFUL

One encouraging feature was the suc­
cess of the new method of treatment by 
means of the Rontgen rays, which 
found to be effective in all ordinary cases.

This treatment (an exposure to the 
rays lasting from an hour to an hour and 
a half, and costing from 5s. to 7s. 6d. a 
head) proved sufficient to deal with the 
cases and reduce the period of absence 
from school to about four months.

After these experiments the drawings 
arc made, which are equivalent to an ar­
ch iteet's plans. The preparaton of these 
drawings alone is an immense, task.

The next scene is laid in an enormous 
building known as the 44mould loft.” Here 
wooden models of various portions of the 
ship are put together.

If you could get a glimpse into one oi 
the great mould lofts of a royal dockyard 
you would. see. the floor of the building 
marked out with sections of the new 
ship for the guidance of the shipwrights 
who will actually put the vessel together.

Of the new law for the protection of 
children in England a London cable says:

“The new children’s act, which came 
into force recently, is one of the most, im­
portant measures of recent years, inasmuch 
as it is aimed at preserving the health 
and life of the children, and regulating 
their moral conduct. It is a motherly piece 
of legislation and helps parents who are, 
through no fault of their own unable vo 
supervise the conduct of their children. 
The new law provides that any boy under 
the age of sixteen found smoking shall 
be stopped by the police, whose duty it 
will be to search the email boy and con­
fiscate the remainder of his cigarettes. 
Hereafter no child will be admitted as 
an onlooker to the morbid cases that 
are heard in police courts. Another im­
portant enactment is that, no child shall 
be left alone in a room' with an unguarded 
fire. Hundreds of poor children have been 
burned to death annually owing to the 
carelessness of parents and guardians. In 
the case, of neglect or ill-treatment of an 
insured child, the person in charge may 
be sent to penal servitude for five vei^rs. 
or fined £200, whether the child die or 
not. Under Section 14 of the new act 
there is a fine or imprisonment for three 
months for any person who causes a child 
to beg or to induce the giving of alms. 
eA-en though there be a pretence of ring­
ing, performing, or offering anything for 
sale- Neither will old iron mongers be al­
lowed to purchase from children. Pawn­
brokers also have been forbidden to take 
pledges from children/’

ELIMINATING THEGOT NEW VITALITY 
INCREASED APPETITE DIPHTHERIA RASH

(Collier's Weekly.)
Recently an unannounced discovery has 

been made by Dr. Banzhaf of the Labor­
atory of the Department of Health in New 
York City that will result in an alteration 
in diptheria treatment. The discovery is 
a notable gain in the elimination of the 
non-antitoxic substances in diphtheria an­
titoxic solution. This unsightly and 
painful after-effect has tended to make 
the treatment unpopular with the ignor­
ant. Dr. Banzhaf heats the diphtheria 

for eighteen hours at a temperature 
of 57 degrees. As the result, twenty per 
cent more of the insoluble substances, lead­
ing to the patient’s breaking out, are elim- 

By a fortunate chance experi-
____ in another direction, Dr. Banzhaf
happened on the discovery. He tested it 
on guinea-pigs, and found that a serious 
retardation in diphtheria treatment had 
disappeared. Quietly, by letter and con­
versation, the news has spread, and the 
method is bein adopted in various cities.

Mr. Byrne said "he wished to correct an 
impression that - seemed to have gone 
abroad that he was opposed to giving as­
sistance to the Drummond Iron Company.

j; Amongst other things that freight men 
and shippers should remember the booklet 
makes the following points:

“Shippers and consignees blame the car­
rier wnen a shipment of freight fails to 
reach destination or is delivered to con­
signee in a damaged condition- But a 
small number stop to think it ia more 
their fault than the carrier’s. In the be­
ginning, the fundamental rule of carriers 
fn accepting merchandise was the requir­
ing of each package to be plainly marked, 
showing full name of consignee and des­
tination. From a willingness to oblige pat­
rons this vital requirement has been ho 
far •‘side-tracked,"’ so to speak, that it is 
not unuaual for boxes, lmles. bundles and 
pieces to be accepted without any marks. 
Coupled to the disappearance of full marks 
came the gradual decline in the strength 
of packages in which goods are shipped. 
Boxes and sacks are made of thinner ma­
terial, crates are substituted for boxes, 
and sacks are now being used by some 
shippers for articles which should not be 
shipped in them. To insure the prompt 
and safe delivery of goods, it is accessary 
for the shipper to plainly mark each and 
every package, bundle or piece for 
shipment. showing this information: 
Consignee's name in full ; bill of lad­
ing destination in full; state in which des­
tination is located; if more than one sta­
tion in same state of same name, full 
name of county must1 be shown; all previ­
ous shipping marks must be obliterated.

The name of consignee and destination 
must be legibly written or stencilled, and 
as far away from any other writing or 
marks a* possible. It is a great help to 
all when shipper's name and location are 
also shown, with the word “from" pre­
ceding them. x _

Every package, bundle or piece offered 
for Riliipmeiit should be presented to car­
rier in condition to stand the wear and 
tear not only via all rail routes, but also 
the additional hatidling incidental to trans­
portation via rail and water routes.

(2) The 4ue6ti°n before the public is 
not that of prohibition but only of re­
striction. It involves the least possible 
interference with personal liberty. The 
supporters of the local option principle as 
applied to wards do not say of any man 
that he shall not touch intoxicating liquor, 
but simply that he shall not get it within 
certain stated districts. There is room 
for honest difference of opinion as to 
whether prohibition is the' wisest way of 
dealing with the evils of intemperance, 
hut the propriety of keeping the sale of 
liquor away from the residential districts 
of the city ought to be apparent to any 
right-thinking person. The homes of a na­
tion are its chief asset and the presence 
amongst them of the bar room must mean 
the possibility, at least, of moral degrada­
tion.

(3) There can be no doubt that the 
number of places licensed for the sale of 
liquor in St. John is entirely too large. 
Even assuming thal the eale of liquor is a 
legitimate branch of trad**, and, therefore, 
rightly permitted, even though restricted, 
by the law, it ia beyond a|l question < hat 
the business is altogether overdone. To 
reduce the number of licenses by half 
would be to serve the moral as well as the 
material interests of the city.
