Added to that the Grand - 
lrunk Kailwny section is now operated as "* 
a part of the Intercolonial, or $250,001) for 
that work, because it is a mere matter of 
account, and you have $1,365,000 of this 
estimate that the hon. gentleman de­
nounces as very extravagant. I need not,
I think, under these circumstances, take 
up a great deal of the time of the House 

discussion with the hon. gentleman of 
any claim to* economy or financial skill, 
but I may say I am accused in certain 
quarters of envying very much the great 
attainments of my hon. friend the Minis­
ter of J< і nance. 1 believe there are people 
m this country who venture occasiona ly 
to insinuate that I am excessively jealous 
ot the laurels of my hon. friend. J would 
be unworthy the position I occupy if I 
were not willing to say in this House that 
the people of Canada owe a debt of grati­
tude to the present Minister of Finance 
tor the painstaking manner iu which he 
has devoted himself to the solution of a 
problem, on the successful solution of 
which rests the question of life or death 
for Canada. (Prolonged applause.) The 
hon. gentleman said the Finance Minister 
had traveled this country like a commer­
cial traveller. It would be in the inter- 
ests of Canada if that hon. gentleman 
could have been induced to adopt the 
same course, and instead of driving away 
with contumely every man, however high 
Ills position, who wished to offer advice, 
and wrapping himself up in that grandi­
loquent rube of immaculate knowledge, he 
had ventured occasionally to place himself 
m communication with the intelligent men 
of this country who are engaged 
ing and developing its interests. (Ap­
plause.) I say, if ever I envied the Fin­
ance Minister it was to-night. Why ? 
•Because the hon. gentleman occupies a 
proud position, and because he has the 
satisfaction of knowing that instead of 
having the discreditable record of the hon. 
gentleman opposite, he can vindicate hia 
position before the country regarding the 
fiscal policy ho has laid before it. 
(Cheers. ) Let me notice an objection to 
the protection tariff. It was said that in 
adopting the tariff we were going to alien­
ate the people of England. As in the case 
of the revenue, so in regard to the hearing 
of the tariff on England. The Finance 
Minister has shown that the fiscal policy 
of the Government hagichanged the chan­
nel of trade, into whienrit was driven by 
the hon. gentlemen opposite, and instead 
of Canada being made tributary to tho 
Southern Republic, and occupying tho 
positions of hewers of wood and drawers 
of water to the Republic, the policy of tho 
present Government has turned the trade 
•«gain into that channeL which every loyal 
British subject must infinitely prefer to 
that which had been selected by the hon. 
gentlemen opposite. What are the ob­
jects of tho sugar and tea duties ? The 
«hole policy of the late Administration 
was to build up Boston and New Yuik ns 
commercial capitals of Canada, and make 
this country tributary to the Republic in- 
stead of developing our trade with the 
Mother Country, to which 
much, and to whose institutions 
proud to belong. (Cheers.) It was, 
moreover, argued that the tariff would au- 
•»"У the Americans, and that we should be 
careful least they should swallow us whole.
The bugbear of American hostility was at­
tempted to be excited, and every effort to 
embitter the United States against Canada 
had heed used, but it was tried in vain.
There is not an intelligent American who 
does not feel that as imitation is the sheer­
est form of flattery, we had imitated them 
m a measure in regard to our fiscal policy.
The subject was mentioned by a leading 
member of the American Embassy, who 
said “ We cannot make the people of Eng­
land understand that in Canada and the 
United States there is no alternative for 
any of us but the policy of protecting 
own interests.” (Cheers.) The effect is 
not to instil a feeling of irritation among 
r he American people towards a policy 
which to a certain extent is in unison with 
rheir own. They are intelligent, indepen­
dent enough to he able to respect the policy 
of a country which is not willing to live by 
sufferance, but so independent as to pursue 
-uch a policy as, we believe, is in the in­
terest (if our own country. True it is, that 
it has had an effect in the Republic. It 
has set the first minds in commercial 
dee to ascertain whether a change cannot 
•>c obtained in Canadian trade by adopting 
such a fair measure of reciprocity as would 
nromotc the interests of both parties. 
(Cheers.) The old story Was reiterated, 
that the Government would make this a 
dear country to live in, that they would 
tax the people to such an extent as to de­
plete the country. But the tariff changes 
have provided employment for hundreds 
and thousands, and have not driven away 
"ur people. During last year the immi­
gration was 30,Q£O of the best class, as 
against 20,000 ih'tjie previous year, and 
even with the twenty dollar prohibition 
within the last two months, more people 
have come hero within that period than 
during the same period last year. More 
has been achieved in the interests of Can­
ada in the opening up our country as a 
home for industrious nun, not only in- 
•lustrions, energetic sons of toil, but also 
men who will bring a larger volume of 
• apital to enrich the country that has ever 
yet lieen achieved, and never did we oc­
cupy in the history of the country a po­
sition such as that which we occupy to­
day. Many years ago, I ventured mo­
derately to say that I thought in connec­
tion with immigration from Great Britain 
there was a question with reference to Im­
perial policy to be considered, and the 
statement was met with a slu.ut of derisive 
laughter from hon. gentleman opposite.
The idea that Imperial politicians should 
be induced to take the Rlighest notice of 
tho destination of-Stilish emigrants 
deemed absurd, but the laughter died out 
when Lord Beaconstield drew attention to 
the enormous resources- of Canada, and the 
home it offered to BritUli emigrants.
From that clay to this the whole tone of the 
British press was*altered. Another diffi­
culty which loomed upon the minds of hon. 
gentleman opposite was the increase in 
prices. [The hon. gentleman then argued 
that prices had not been increased by the 
operation of the tariff] The imagination 
of the late Finance Minister is so strong, 
he should direct liia attention to writing 
novels. He could not have more large­
ly drawn on his own imagination than 
by the statements he has given to­
night. He said We were going to get $70 
to $80 from eacfc family, and not have 
an increased revenue. That is xone of 
the absurdities to which the hon. gentle-

Government. But, Sir, the hon. gen­
tleman opposite let ns into a secret, the 
other night. He told us that the lead­
er of the Government had approached 
Earl Beaconsfield and had secured the 
services of that distinguished gentle­
man as a Canadian immigration agent. 
There was to be seen on that occasion 
one of the most pitiable exhibitions 
that ever was taken part in by a British 
Premier. I was sorry that any de­
mented Canadian should have had an 
opportunity of reaching his ear. and 
thus making him responsible for the 
preposterous statement which he made 
in a speech shortly afterwards. I had 
been under the impression that it was 
some vagrant Canadian who had thus 
imposed on the credulity of the Pre­
mier of Great Britain ; but when I 
came to know the other night that it 
was the Prime Minister of Canada who 
had instilled such nonsense into his 
mind, I was more than astonished, and 
I trust that no Canadian, whether 
Prime Minister or Commoner, or a pri­
vate citizen, will evei again make such 
an absurd statement to an English 
Premier, or if he does I hope the Eng­
lish Premier will not incur the ridicule 
of a whole nation by giving th 
ment any credit. (Hear, hear, and 
laughter.)

We hold that any restriction upon trade 
other than what is required for revenue 
purposes is mischievous, and while we 
shall always be ready to aid the 
Government of the day in obtaining 
such taxes as are requisite for carry­
ing on the affairs of this country 
with credit, we shall never consent to a 
policy which, while raising some 
revenue for the State, imposes eight or 
ten times that amount in taxes which 
are to be paid over to a few favoured 
individuals. (Hear, hear.) It is said 
we are hostile to the manufacturers 
How are we hostile to that class ? We 
believe that the revenue tariff which 
was in existence in our time gave very 
considerable protection to the manufac­
turers. It was only an incidental pro­
tection, and whatever may be in a name, 
it was a protection nevertheless,because 
it gave every manufacturer in the 
country 17£ cents on the dollar 
than he would be entitled to were there 
free trade between this and foreign 
countries. We took steps at the vari­
ous Exhibitions in the. South Seas, in 
Europe, and in the United States to 
have our manufacturers properly repie- 
sented. We took every step to adver­
tize in a legitimate way the products of
