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WHICH DID THE MURDER ?

Mrs. John Forder had no pre-
monition of evil. When she heard
the hall clock s'h;i%(e nine she was
blithely singing gbout the house as
she attended to her morning duties,
and she little imagined that she
was enter the darkest hour of
her life, and“that jbefore the clock

very little.

Wiman's trial upon two charges of forgery
was set for hearing in the coumit of oyer
and terminer, Judge Iugr’:l{m presiding,
to-day.

Ever since the election of delegatas
from this city to the General Assembly
ahich concluded its labors at Saratoga
last week, finding Brof. Smith guilty of
heresy, the liberals have been secretly
at work organizing the new league.

They claim to have discovered during
the election that the conservatives, who
turned both Dr. Briggs and Prof. Smith
out of the Church, had a secret organiz-
ation. By means of this secret organiz-
ation, the *‘Liberals” assert, the genuine
sentiments of the great body of Preshyter-
ians were overcome, and & consepyative
majority was securad in the Saratoga
General Assembly.

As a result the ““Liberals” decided on
active measures. Secret mestings of ym-
pathizers were held, and, after a great
deal of discussion and considerable labor,
a constitution and declaration were pre-
pared and adopted, and the Executive Com
mittee was appointed.

The circular, or call, signed by all the
members of the Exscutive Committee,
reads as follovs: ;

New York, May, 1894.

The Pcesbyterian league of New York
and the vicinity deems it proper at this
time Lo put on record the following state-
ment of its principles. ;

1. The league aims to secare the consti-
tutional rights of its members, as well as
those of all others Presbyterians, as far as
its iofluence cau reach. It holds that the
Presbyterian standard of qualfication for
office bearers is to be found ia the statements
ot the written constitution of the Church as
far as these conform to the iufallible rale of
faith and life preserved for uain the Secrip-
tures; and that no revelations, deliverances,
judgments, or other votesof the majority
of any ecclesiastical body can form a part of
this standard uantil they have been, by due
process, ingorporated in the writton constitu.
tion.

II. The Lsague aims to bring about, soon-
eror later. the reversal of the burdensome
snd unjust ecclesiastizal action recently
taken by courts of the Presbyterian Church.

III. The League aims at the adoption by
the Church of needed amendments to the
Book of Discipline, according to the mode
constitutionally provided for amendments.

IV. The league desires to encourage sll
reverent study of the Bible and all attempts
made in hamble reliance on the Spirit of
God, 8o to re-state the difficult questions of
theology, and so to present the truth as it :s
in Jesus as to remove stumbling blocks out
of the, way, enrich the experience of the
Charch, aud equip it for its great work of
preaching the Gospel to every creature.

V. The league sims to secure, as soon as
practicable, a better declaration of the faith
of the Church than it now possesses—if
possible, in the form or a short and simple
creed, expressed, as far may be, in Serip-
taral language.

V1. The leagne aims at increased  effi.
eiency in the practical life of the Charch,
declaring its readiness to adopt methods of
Christian work to varying needs- to employ
new methods where these seem called for,
and to make room for diversities of gifts-
It recognizes the Holy Spirit as the living
teacher of the ‘church, and Jooks to Him
directly for guidance. It expresses its
readiness to co-operate with all who labor to
reclaim the lost to meet physical mneeds, to
solve social problems, and to build up Christ-
like character.

VII. The league longs and prays for the
visible unity  of the Church of Christ on
earth: deplores the present wasteful
divisions, and declares its sympathy with all
those who are honestly and earnestly seeking
to heal these divisions, and to realize the
Saviour's prayer, ‘‘That they all may be
one,”

The Westarn Flcods.

VAKCOUVER, June 7th.—Men who return-
ed last night from upper river points
bring sad stories of devastation and destruc-
tion. Men may be seen at every station,
floating on rude rafts made out of the
wrecks of farm buildings, in which they
have their families aod cattle. The Govern-
ment steamers are rescaing these as rapidly
as possible. One of the rafts was relieved of
its burden by the ateamer Gladys to-day.
On the raft were man and wife and two

R

parts of the mountaia and Fiaser River
sections of the Canadian Pacific up to last
night, indicate that the railway has suffered
little damage aside from detention of traffic.
Numerous breaks were made in the gnbark-
ments where they follow the course of rivers,
and where the water rose above the rock
protection, but no important structures have
been lost. It is expected that the breaks
will be repaired within two or three days
after the subsidence of the river enables
them to be reached.

Otrawa, June 11.—Yesterday His Ex-
cellency received a message from Lieutenant
Governor Dewdney mentioning that the
effects of the British Colambia floods had
been overstated and that the greatest loss
was in this season’s crop, that no lives had
been lost, that at the time of $elegraphing
there was little or no news of stock having
been destroyed, and the Lieutenant Govern-
or would wire His Excellency any further
information that he might obtain, The
Dominion government has decided to admit
free of duty all seeds required by British
Columbia settlers recropping.

The ;dverpool Wood Market

Of theXiiverpool wond market the Lon-
don Timber Trades Journzlof 2ad inst
says :—

we have nothing to say which will
differ in any degree from the dismal re-
ports we have written upon ‘the state of
our trade during the past few weeks. On
every side we are met with the same
statement that “‘there is nothing doing,”
and though we are by no means inclined
to take every traveller’s story for truth,
yet we find confirmation of this in oar
personal observation as well as what we
hear from the agents of the railways and
other representatives of carrying and for-
warding companies. The listless condition
of our docks and wharves may be best
illustrated by the fact that with the excep-
tion of oue vessel landing a cargo of Nor-
wegian flooring there is not a timber ship
discharging in the Brocklsbank or Canada
Docks.

Tankee Fishermen's Close Call.

GLoucesTER, Mass., June 11,—The story
that the schooner Loring B. Haskell had
been fired on by a Canadian cruiser for
alleged infraction of the tishing treaty, had
escaped her pursuers and was ordered to be
seized wherever found, created a sensation
here. Not since the days of 1870, when the
cntter Sweepstakes hauled an American
fisherman to in this summary manner, had
an American been fired upon. Crowds
gathered upon the wharves sad gave the
vessel a hearty cheer as shecame to the
dock. A dory was lowered and the crew
soon came ashore. Capt. Day was the first
to land. The crowd pressed around and for
several minutes they had quite sn ovation.
They had succesafully run away from what
every Cape Apnn fisherman bears az
heraditary grudge, a Canadian cruiser, and
that made them heroes of the hour. Captain
Day said: A week ago Siturday we were
fishing off Cape North and as our water got
low we decided to run for Canso to replenish
our supply as a fair wind was blowing. We
got to Port Hastingsat three o’clock Mon-
day morning and as three of our crew be-
longed in the vicinity I gave them leave to
go ashore and return by seven o'clock. In
the meantime we filled two or three
barrels of water. Two of the crew, Charles
Wilson and Dan Cloak, wanted to stay
longer and did so. Another pamed Young,
who was a deserter from the schooner Cecil
H. Low, of Newfoundland, wanted to settle
for his trip for $30 and goashore. I refused,
sayiog he would have to come to Gloucester
with the others. - I suppose Young took
revenge by reporting to the custom house
officer at Hastings that we had shipped men
at Liverpool in violation of the law. That
official telegraphed to Hawkesburry to the
captain of the croiser Vigilant. As we had
a perishable cargo of fresh halibut, I deemed
it advieable to get under way at once.
This we did, there being a good breez.
As we were going by Port Hawkesbury
the cutter’s boat crew lay directly in our
track attempting to head usoff. We kept
right on our course, As we passed they
called to us to gtop. The crew, knowing
we would be detained and that our fresh
halibut would become xpoiled, urged me to
pay no heed to the cutter officials but to
keep on for Gloucester, so the vessel was
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them. Four Amevican workman, Joba
Delaney, Oliver Attleby, Joha Bruttan and
James Furlough, who hve at Leisaoriug,
have been working at the Frick coke com-
pany’s valley works for some time. They
came to New Haven yesterday afternoon,
where they were to to take the Leisenring
electric road for their homes, which they
have net visited for a month. As soon as
they alighted from the train st New Haven
they were surrounded by a mob of several
hundred strikers. Tasstrikers first beat
the four workmen and then put tags on them
Learing the inscription: ‘‘blacklegs,” also
covering them with chalk marks. They
then marched their prisoners to all the works
on the line from New Haven south, holding
them up as decorated samples of ‘‘scabs”
for the revillings and abuse of strikers every-
where, Tho four prisoners were subjected
to all manner of insult and indigoities to
such an exteut that many of the more
rational strikers protested. The Frick com-
pany was informed of the perilous position
of their workmen, and Fiell Deputy Matt
Allen aud six men ‘were sent to their
assistance on the evening "train, and the
fight resulted.

The deputies opened fire together, and
the strikers stood to it and fought gamely,
The first shots were fired by'them, and they
fired as coolly and as rapidly as the deputies.
and they kept closing in on the men who
were working the Winchesters until they
were driven to the extreme end of the com-
pany’s grouand, where they made a stand.
By that time three of the strikers were
down and several otbers were wounded.
The strikers began at= once to carry away
their wounded. The: dead man and two
who were fatally wounded were left in the
road where they fell. The exact number of
wounded may not be known for several days
ag they will be concealed as much as
possible. Deputy Allen estimates that forty
or fifty shots were fired on both sides,
The two Slavs who were fatally shot can
live but a short time. At dark the man
who was Kkilled was still whero he fell.
Deputies armed with search warrants have
been going through all the housss in the
vicinity, but up to a late hour not a trace of
the four men held as prisoners by the strik-
ers has been seen, and it is feared they have
been murdered by the strikers in revenge for
the loss of men hurt in to-day’s battle
Twelve arrests have been made and at least
two hundred more will follow.

CrrppLE CrEEE, Col.,, Jine 10.—A party
of fifteen deputies, while japproaching Bull
hill this morning vn thei/:wy from camp to
this place, were fired upon from ambush by
twenty mioers. The deputies, being unpre-
pared for battle, retreated without return-
ing the fire. Gen. Brooks called out enough
milita to surround the miners and arrest
them.

DEeNVER, Colo., June 10—Governor Waite
early this morning, in response to a telegram
from General Brooks, commanding the militia
at Cripple Creek, informing”him that the
deputies were advancing on Bull H:1l, order-
ed the following telegram for General Brooks:
“If, as you say, Sheriff Bowers admits that
the deputies refuse to vbay his orders, and
are acting in defiance thereof,jthey are not s
lawful body; they are only armed marauders,
and you must treat them as such. Ocder
them to lay down their arms and disperse.
If they refuse to obey and you have not
force enough to suppress this new insurrec-
tion, notify me and I will call out enough
organized militia to enforce the order.”

Commissioner Boynton, in command of
the deputies, was shown theorder and im -
mediatly wired his attorney, Hon C. 8.
Thomas, this city, for advice. Mr. Thomas
sent the following reply : *‘Mr. Boynton,
the sheriff of the county engaged in enforc-
ing order, subduing or attempting to subdue
armed resistance to the law, or the anthor-
ities, or in overcoming these who defy the
services of process, in discharging the obliga-
tions of his office and mantaioing civil
government. Iu doing this ha may call to
aid and deputize as many citizens as may be
necessary, and no -power, not even the
federal government, has lawful authority to
interfere with or disarm him.” Boynton
denies that Sheriff Bowers has lost control
of his men, or that they area disorder'y
body.

THE “‘BLACK BROOK” COMPANY'S HEAD-
QUARTERS TRANSFERRED —NEWCASILE
FIELD BATTERY, EiC.

The following is taken from the Canada
Gazette.

1. The allowance for bands drawn by the
following cavalry regiments will be discon-
tinned, viz: The Governor Kxenernl’s Body
Guard; 1st Hussars; 8th Hussars; Queen'’s

Robert Connor's Arrest.

Mr. Robert Connor's side of the story
of his arrest shows that the Quebec papers
have greatly exaggerated the affair.
