SET A FEW. GRAPES.

Grapes are so easily.grown and re-
quire so little roomy, it is a wonder
that every farmer has not a bouatiful
supply. They need pleaty of sun, free
circulation of air, good, fair soil and
pleaty of ashes. After they come to
bearing, not less than 4 gts of un-
leached wiood ashes shomld be applied
& year to each vine. Coal ashes are
good as a muich, but are not much
value otherwise. Mildew will be
tromblesome if the ground is too rich
Two-year old vines are best to plant
Set them 10 in. deep, grow one cane
the first year, cat to three buds in
November and cover with dirt. Grow
twio canes the second year and cut to
to two buds and the other to 2 feet;
after this, prune off about three-
quarters of all new wood and cover
them from the suwn during winter. In
the spring, as soon as the frost is
out, tie up to the wires. Aften the
fruit is set in June, pinch the bear-
ing shoots two leaves beyond the last
bunch. Among the best black sorts
are Worden, Concord, Campbell’s Ear-
ly, Moores Early, Wilder, Eaton,
Black Eagle, Eagle, Merrimack and
McPike.

TRYING T0 BEAT THE LAW.

SUGAR AND OTHER GAMBLES THAT
MADE FORTUNES.

A Most Xxiraordinary Sight—-Exeiting
Struggle Betwoeen British and Frenoh
Tes Merchants—The Death Duty im
Britain.

When the rumour first spread that
sugar was going to be taxed, a few
weeks ago, a great army of business-
men atarted to race the Chancellor
for a fortume—or ruin. They began
the big gamble on an enormous scale,
buying up all the sugar that Europe
had to sell, and struggling to get it
over to England

BEFORE THE TAX BEGAN.

France, Austria, Germany, and Hol-
land were ransacked for sugar to
such an extent that the Continent
became ghort of it, and nearly all
Wesatern Europe had to pay another
farthing a pound for its sugar in con-
sequence. All the quays and wharves
of the great foreign cities were
blocked with gugar-bags, throwing all
other business intoconfusion; and over
10,000,000 hundred-weight bags of
sugar, worth about $22,600,000, were
“cornered” by the British law-rac-
ers. To get it over, scores of steam-~
ers, sailing-vessels, and craft of all
kinds, were chartered; and the rush
was so great that speculators who
had 8. 'z tbeir all in sugar, which
wag svnoiling on the Continental
wharves, went mearly frantic.

The coal was emptied out of colligr:.
and sugar took its place—m}ythmg
to get it over in time; for if it came
even a few hours after the fax was a
settled matter all profit was lost.
Again, if the tax did not “come off”
at all, two-thirde of the sugar-gam-
blers were ruined, having tons of
sugar they ocould not pay for with-
out extra profit; and sugar would
fall to almost nothing in prlce, 80
that the mnation at large benefited.

A MAGNIFICENT GAMBLE.

Not lomg ago there was a slight ex-
tra duty laid om tobacco, which led
to some of the most extraordinary
sights ever seen in the business world.
Small ag the duty was, it made a vast
difference to the trade, and a great
rush was made upon the bonded ware-
houses—places where imported goods

oan be mtored, and the duty paid when | bands,

they are takem out.

These are controlled by Government
and a great army of staid business-
men, wildly excited, besieged the
warehouses in the race to get their
goods out before the extra duty came
due,

Shouting mobs of them surged be-
fore the doors, kept in order by lines
of policemen. Thousands of pounds
were made by those who were in time,
and many thousands were lost by late-
comers. Dignified merchants who
were successfal capered with joy out-
side the warehouses, and rushed off
to realige; while the struggling, de-
spairing mass who could not get, their
applications attended to before clos-
ing time, because of the crush, almost
went mad. When the doors were
closed many wept tears of disappoint-

ment.

NEARLY $10,000,00)
worth of tobacco had duty paid on it
during office hours that day, and
large special staffs had to be organ-
ised to deal with the work.

The British and French merchants
raced both each other amd the Gov-
ernment when the tax on tea was in-
creaged a few years ago. It was a
most exciting struggle, for the
British unloaded their warehouses,
and tried to hurry up the comsign-
ments of tea that were coming’ along;
while the French, seeing a chance,
swept up all the tea to be had in
France, and whisked it down to Cala-
is and Dunkirk, ready to come over
at a moment’s potice, They waited
for more assuring news before ship-
ping over, and they had the advant-
age, because tea is not much sought
after in France, and was cheap there.
The French agents over here tried to
get hold of the mews, and the Eng-
lish speculators combined to prevent
their obtaining it. At last the news
was practically comfirmed. The
British merchants poured their tea in,
and within a few bours a pvrfegt
navy of French ships came withy their,
cargoes, too. The race was about
even; but the Frenchmen, wishing to
make gure that there would be no
hitech, had actually brought their
own gangs of dock laborers with
‘them. As might be expected, the
English “dockies” fell foul of these,
and there was

A FREE FIGHT,

which delayed the French coamsign-

ments.

A terrible “gell,” which ruined a
great many rash people who thought
they could get ahead of the Govern-
ment, was brought about by arum-
our, not long ago, that the sale of
Spanish brandy and various popular
liqueurs was about to be forbidden
altogether, These products, it was
gaid, were dangerously adulterated,
and injurious, and so the Government
would ban them. There was truth
in it, for the Chancellor gave a hint
of some such proceeding, and a num-
ber of speculators, who got the news |
early, atarted selling these commo-
dities at a terrific rate. They of-
fered quantities of the goods at low
price, knowing that when the rum-
our was confirmed the price would
drop to almost nothing, and they
would be able to obtain the liquor
which they had sold—on paper— at
half the price they were booked to
obtain for it from their purchasers.

Thus. by the usual City. custom, they |®

sold hundreds of thousands of pounds’
worth of goods which they had not
got, and could not have paid for if
they had. They stood to win or lose,
in all, about $10,000,000; and when it
was given out that prohibition had
been abandoned, the price went up,
and
THEY WERE RUINED.

They could not pay for what they
had bought on credit, and a crop of
over thirty bankruptcies was the
result.

A “‘race” with both Death and the!
Government was started in Britain|
when the famous death duties came
into force, by which all legacizs were
taxed. People who had money to
leave at once made “deeds of gift” of
their property to their heirs to es-
cape the heavy dues. Small people
did not feel the wcight of the new
order, but the wealthy did, and the
Duke of Westminster was one of tha!
first in the race, He madec the great- |
er part of hii $35,000,0)) over to his!'
son, and thousands of other people
did likewise. But there was a hole
‘through which the law could creep in,
and it did. All the tax-racers found
themselves forced (o pay the fall
duties, as well as heavy costs in Jaw
and “enforcement”; and they dis-
covered, too late, that the Govern-

ment was too swift to be beaten in
the “Death Duty Handicap.” !

ASPARAGUS FAVORITES.

Plain—After trying various ways of
cooking asparagus I find that the
family verdict favors the simplest
method. Other ways with milk or eggs
may be good for a change, but with-
out question the matural and whole-
some taste of the wegetable better
than any other. Cut the bunchesin
two, peel the lower half of the stalks
as far as the hard white ends, cut
these off, wash thoroughly, lay in
bunches and cook in boiling saltéd
water thirty minutes or until ten-
der, drain, butter well and serve hot,

With Cream Bauce—~Cut off all
tough parts of asparagus and tie the
tender stalks in bunches ; put aspara-
gus bunches in boiling water suffi-
cient to cover, add a little salt and
boil till tender, place the bunches of
agparagus upon slices of toast. Re-
imove the string with which bunches
were tied and pour over asparagus
a cream BRauce made thus: A cup
sweet cream, a cup of the asparagus
water, a tablespoon flour, butter size
half an egg. Let come to a boil, This
is a very good recipe for asparagus,
and is used in our home a great deal.

Boiled in Vinegar.—Boil asparagus
in salted water until tender. Lift from
the water and drain. Cut in short
lengths, being particular to remove
all bard parts. For dressing, take a
piece of butter the size of an ogg,
put in a stewpan, melt and let brown
slightly. Add to this three-fourths
cup vinegar. Let come to a boil,
then pour over the asparagus and
send to the table steaming hot. Put
pepper in dressing.

COOKING VEGETABLES,

Do not let your cook take too thick

a rind off in paring potatoes. The
best part of the potato is near the
kin.

On the other hand turnips should
have a thick rind pared off. The tur-
nip has an outer part that destroys
the flavor of the whole if not thor-
oughly removed.

Onions should not be added to stew
or put in to cook with anything else
until they have been boiled for about
ten minutes and the water thrown
away.

Cabbage are better boiled with
meat. Potatoes should always be boil-
ed separately. Otherwise they are
sodden and unpalatable.

City cooks too frequemtly fail to
properly “string” beans before cook-
ing them. This is annoying at the
table. Beans are vastly improved by
a cream or milk and butter dressing.

Sce that cucumbers are sliced as
thin as possible, and put cracked ice
over them half an hour before they
como to the table.

To clean celery of the insects often
found on it take a wineglassful of
hot water in which a little bicarbon-
ate of soda has heen dissolved. Plunge

SPACR IN BARN LOFTS.

There are Loo many bazns wilh us-
used space overhead. Generally the
space over the barn floor is open from
the floor to the roof. Sometimes there
is a stall scaffold overhead at each
end of the barn floor that usually
bolds o load or two with the great
central space open to the roof.

This is the way we used to bave
our barn, says a correspondent, but
now, we have it arranged so the en-
tire overhead is in use eight feet
above the floor and stables. Along,
in front of the horse stables, we bad
a strong girt framed io eight feet
above the threshing floor. This was
doge when the barn was first built,
Then, after a few years we were dbhort
of storage room, and we tmmg;l,lp
some temporary girta oa the L
side of .he barn floor toveorrupond ‘
in height - with 9 hose o the horse
stable side. The are lixl;i uu:

taken ou

light joists reaching across the bars
floor, with eads resting on these

irts.
mAl.l this arrangement can be taken
‘out in a short time end laid to one
side out of the way. A floor i laid
an the joists to within a few feet of
the barn door in which we draw bay.
The team can go under the floor un-
til the load strikes the upper floor,
and then we shift our hay fork so
that we can unload and fill nearly
all the space over the bara floor full.
We feed from this first, and by the
time cornstalks are ready to draw,
the bay in the other mows will have
settled so they will bold all that is
left over the barn floor, leaving the
entire space for our corn fodder, or
eny other stuff we wish to put up
there, As we don’t sell bay, it is not
often necessary to take out this floor
but it remains there ycar after year.
It not only meakes more room, but
makes the barn and stables much
warmer. It is easily reached by &8
short ladder.

This epace can also be filled with
nice dry straw for bedding, but we
prefer to stack our straw close to the
back door, where it is ecasily reached
and live stock can wun around it. We
can get all the bedding we want
very casily, and then it is handy to
cut and throw the stack dowan for
the live stock to wark into manure,

That Market-Gardener Case.

We republished last week, a letter
written to the St. John Sun by Mr.
W. A. Hickman, respecting statements
of the Chatuam World concerning that
gentleman as immigration commissioner
in Great Britain for the New Bruns-
wick government. The World’s state-
ment was that Mr. Fisher, of Chatham,
had sent to Mr, Hickman for a market
gardener with a general knowledge of
farming, and that Mr. Hickman had
sent him, instead, a draughtsman, who
had no knowledge whatever of farming.

The Sun, by copying the World’s
statement, which was quite full ot
supposed facts as well as its customary
reflections on the government, whose
agent Mr. Hickman is, gave general
publicity to it and in that way, it came
under that gentleman’s notice. He,
thereupon, wrote to the Sun, stating
that Mr, Fisher had not seut to him
for a market gardener, that he had
never received a letter from him in his
life, and that he had not sent a man to
him. He also said that if Mr. Fisher
had applied to him for a market
gurdener, he could have supplied him
with one.

In reply to this the World claimed
that it was useless for Mr. Hickman to
deny that Mr, Fisher sent to him for a
market gardener because Mr. Fisher
received the follawing letter in reply to
one he wrote to Mr. Robert Muarshall :
George E. Fisher, Esq., Chatham, N. B.

Dear SiR : I have carefally attended to
your rcquest with regard to a gardener and
carstaker for yonr farm and have advised
‘Mr; Archibald Hill to go direct from - South
smpton, England, to Chatham and present
my letter to . yom. Archibald Hill is 22
years of age aad will I am sure snit you
admirably, feeling assared that you will do
the very best for him. Imay add that he
leaves England.iv March and will be with
you in April it is L kely.

So tar as the statements of the World
and the correspondence go, there is noth-
iug to connect Mr. Hickman personally
with the business ; the ADvaNCE repre
sentative has had a talk with Mr. Rill—
the yonng man who came out to Mr.
Fisher—and he stated that he had had
correspondence with Mr. Marshall and
Mr. Fisher, but from what he subscquent-
ly said, it is possible that he looked apor
Mr. Marshall as Mr. Fisher’s ageat and
may have sssumed that he was really
eorresponding with Mr. Fisher himself.
He says he plainly stated that he was
never on afarm and knew nothing of
gardening, but he was anxious to get ont
to this couvntry and understanding that he
was to look after the garden and tend the
stock, he undertook the job. This was
the position of mat:ers when he saw Mr.
Hickman, who, after talking with him,
thonght he would do first rate for the
work indicated.

In all this there is nothing to show that
Mr. Hickman ever saw Mr. Fisher’s
request ‘‘for a market gardener with a
general knowledge of farming.” Mr.
Hickman, probably, got his information
on the snbject of what Mr. Fisher requir-
ed from Mr. Hill himself, who had, as he
says, several letters from Mr., Marshall,
in behalf of Mr. Fisher. Instead of Mr.
Hickman receiving any vorrespondence
from Mr. Fisher and finding Mr. Hill to
send out to him, it seems more probable
that, acting on direct correspondence wi:h
Mr. Marshall, Mr. Hill found Mr. Hick-
man and that the latter—if it were he
that Mr. Hill saw—belisving from what
Mr. Hill said, that a man to look after a
garden and the stock was wauted, told
him he would probably fill the bill.

Mr. Hickman will, no donbt, be heard
from again on the subject. It is hard for
those who know him to believe that if he
knew Mr. Fisher had avked for a practical
market gardener and farmer he would
send to him a draughtsman, who had
stated to him that he kne# nothing sbout
either gardening or farming.

We eannot help thinking that Mr.

Ohatham Waterand Sewerage Syst:m.

The contractor for pipe-luyf’ng. ete. of
Chathaw’s sewerage system is at work.
A very' satiefactory beginning has been
made in the outlet for the sub-draio at
the rear of tha Dominion building. The
work will procesd from this point (foot of
Cunard S:.) along Water St. westward
and consist of the laying of sub drains
and sewer in the same trench. From this
sect:on, depending on the furce of men at
work and the facilities available, the con.
tract will be proceeded with in different
parts of the town.

It is expected that a beginting on the
watet system pipe-laying will be made in
a few days.

The Admiralvy and the Timber Trade.

We hope, for the sake of those firms
who supply the private and' Government
shipbuilding yards, and for the trade
geuerally, that there is no truth in the
report that the Admiralty have issued an
orderto the effecct that in future warships
wood is to be used as little as possible.
There are to be no wooden decks, and
cabins are to be of steel lined with
corticine. This order is to apply to all
ships now building that are not too far ad-
vanced for the designs to be altered by
having the wood deciks and other parts
excised from thetn. This order is one of
great importance, as it marks a big de-
parture from theories to which our naval
constructors have hitherto ¢clung.—London
Timber Trades’ Journal.

Canada’s Financ:s.

Ao Ottawa despatch says :—The state-
ment of revenue and expenditure for the
oleven months ending May 31 last, shows
that the revenue for that period was
$46.671,284, us against $45, 107,144, or an
increase for current fiscal year of $1,464,-
140. The revenue compared with the
expenditure shows a surplie of $10,945.-
036, or in round tigores $11,000,000.
This is on ordinary expenditure. If
capital expenditure, which amounted to
$8,731,242, is dedncted, there ia still left
a surplus of over one million and a ha'f
dollars. However, it is not expected that
this or any amount will be deducted from
the public debt during the present year,
although there will be a good surplus over
the expenditure on ordinary account,
The expendi:ure for eleven months was
$35,626 248, a1 increase of $3,050 667, as
compared with eleven months in 1900.
The capital expenditure for eleven m'n:hs
was 88,731,242, an increase of $1 502,751.
1n regard to the revenue it may be said
that there was an increase from all sources,
except custrms, which show a very sl'ght
deduction of $60,000. The month’s 1e-
turos in cusiowms, however, show a consid-
erable increase. Tue total revenue for the
month exceeded that of May last year by
$355,066. The expenditnre for the same
time was increased by $231,000. When
the year's returna are mude up next

than was predic:ed by Mr. Fielding in his
budget speech.

At Blackville, slso, the Gibson
business is assuming large proportions;
two mills owned by the company are
manufacturing deals and laths, and every-
body in and around the place finds profit
able employmeat.

Nor is the railway controlled by the
company an idle spectator of the busy
scenes along its line. The volume of
freight and passenger traffic is constantly
on the increase, and the road is dving a
tine paying bus'ness, moyving to market
the dsh, the lumber snd other products of
the five country through which it passes.

According
to tradition, they afterwards succeed-
moving the saint, despite all
protests from the weather, and for
a thousand years a tomb was point-
ed out in the cathedral as thatof
St. Swithin. ‘At last, in 1797, the
matter was put to the test. it being
a known fact that 8t. Swithin’s head
was buried in Canterbury Cathedral.
The sculptured mtone was raised, and
underneath it was found a skeleton
of some other personage, with skull
complete. Bo it seems that the old
saint trivmphed over the monks, and
still lies out under the rain, which
keeps bim mo kindly in memory.

This route could be
used by smiall vessels in case of a
blockade of the St. Lawremce canals,
but vessels drawing more than 41-2
feet of water could mot get through
the Rideau,

The Tremt Valley canal was com-
menced by the Imperial Government
in 1879 but s not yet completed, al-
though a good deal of money has been
spent from time to time om improving
sectioms of the route, By this route
the distance from Georgian Bay to
Lake Ontario would be about 200
miles of which only about 15 or 20
miles w be actual canal, the re-
mainder being made up of a series of
small lakes and rivers, seotioms of
which must be improved.

LONDON’S PROGRESS.

It is eurious to look back and re-
call the fact that it was not until 1828
that cabs began to ply for hire in
the London ktreets, says a corres-
pondent.

Prior to that time the great thor-
oughfares were obstructed in all
parts of town by toll-gates. Six
years later omnibuses began to run.
In 1838 the first railway train from
London to Birmingham steamed out
of Euston station. Four years later
the Thamea tuni@l was completed.
The old houges_of parliament were
burned down in“1834, and the present
magnificent pile was not completed
until 1857. The motorious Fleet pri-
son was standing until 1845. Only in
1862 parliamemt passed an act for
the formation of the Thames Embank-
ment.
