coat, while nombers of volontés are distributed gratuitously, die 
tales rnnet be ranch more extensive than at present in order to de­
fray expenses. In fact the Depository and Colportage operations 
have hitherto been largely sostnmed at the risk and by the ge 
onorts of the brother to whom the immediate direction of the
is entreated.

Yonr Committee would farther state (hat it is vary requisite for 
tho prosperity of the establishment, that the Depository should ha 
removed to larger rooms to be appropriated solely to lie use, the 
fdace m which it ie pow kept being too confined. In the event .of 
tbîiï°fP8e^ сЬащо being made rent muet he paid, an expense 
which has hitherto been avoided through the kindness of ihebwth- 
ren who have allowed the books to bo kept in their office.

won Id discharge the whole debt in 16 years. The Committee dd 
not imagine tbit, in tbe present stale ol the country, any effbrt to 
pay the debt at once would be successful, but it might be possible 
or some one or more friends to lend the amount upon security of 

the ground and building either free from interest or at a much lower 
rale than 6 per cent, without the slightest inconvenience to them­
selves ; were this done the whole could be repaid m annual instsl- 
ments within a given period out of the funds which are now being 
swallowed op for interest. They leave this for the consideration 
of those to Whom the Lord has entrusted property with its responsi­
bilities.

The interior of the building stands in need of some repairs which 
the Committee have judged it proper to order, with the assurance of 
the determination to study the utmost economy that is compatible 
with the preservation of the building and the comfort of the inmates.

The Committee mentioned in their Report two years ego, that 
the Records of the Society had been destroyed by nre; they would
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suggest the propriety of searching for the record of the constitution
