Managua, Dec. 20— Dr. Jose Mad­
rid. former Judge of the Central Am­
erican court of justice at Cartage, 
and Zelaya's candidate, was elected 
president of Nicaragua today by the 
unanimous vote of Congress.

Halifax, N. S., Dec. 20.—That the

Night and day 
the seventeen members of the crew 
kept at the pumps, but the water 
gained great headway and when Can­
so was sighted the vessel was almost 
covered by water. A snowstorm set 
in and it was with great difficulty the 
harbor waa reached and while going 
up to a wharf the schooner ran hard 
and fast on Grass Island shoals. It 
was with the greatest difficulty that 
the crew was rescued.

Montreal, Que,, Dec. 20.—By a vote 
of 29 to 9 the city council today

London. Dec. 20.—Adolf Beck, the 
victim of one of the most remarkable 
miscarriages of justice In modern 
times, is dead In the Middlesex Hospi­
tal from bronchitis and pneumonia. He 
IFas destitute.

The story of Beck’s wrongful im­
prisonment stirred so much public 
comment and indignation five years 
ago that Is earned him the name of
the “English Dreyfus."

He was born In Norway, but spent 
a considerable part of his life in 
England on business connected with 
the mining industry. In 1895 he was 
arrested on a charge of defrauding 
women, and was sentenced at the Old 
Bailey in the following year to seven 
years* penal servitude.

Again Arretsed.
He served five years and a half, 

protesting his innocence all the while 
and was released ; -then, however, Tie 
w-as arrested again in J904 on a simil­
ar charge. Again he was convicted 
but, providentially for him, Mr. Jus 
tice Grantham deferred his sentence

stories begin and end with fur this 
winter. You cannot get away from 
the subject, for whether you talk of 
millinery, of coats, frocks for street 
or frocks for evening, velvets or mous 
sellnes or cloths or laces, fur must en 
ter into the tale.

If this state of affairs continues for 
a few years not a beastle will be left 
living save in inaccessible wilds. Er­
mine, sable, chinchilla, seal and the 
silver, blue and black foxes are rare 
enough even now, as the prices asked 
for the pelts abundantly testify, but 
the humbler animals have seemed pro­
lific out of all proportion to the raids 
made upon them. Now. however, the 
badger, the skunk, the rabbit, the 
muskrat, the opossum and their fel 
lows must be canny indeed if they are 
to escape the trapper.

The skunk has never been a general 
favorite. There have even been criti­
cal folk who thought him a low and 
objectionable hnlxrr i. but all the fash 
ionable world is doing him hoiur this 
winter and he has vaulted with the 
erstwhile scornful seal and ermine.

Black Bear.
The black bear has climbed high too, 

but then he never was so low in the 
social scale as the skunk. You find 
one of these two dark long haired furs 
trimming a majority of the 
winter frocks and suits, with fox mak­
ing a good third, though used less lav­
ishly and not so chic for all purposes 
as the two coarser furs.

That skunk and hear should be cho­
sen for band and border trimmings 
does not seem odd. They are tremen­
dously effective for such use, much 
more so than most of the shorter hair­
ed pelts, and they are reasonable in 
price, or at least reasonable in com­
parison with the sums asked for the 
rarer furs.

But that a woman who can afford to 
buy a gorgeous all enveloping coat of 
chinchilla, ermine or seal at an ap­
palling price, should demand a border, 
a big collar and cuffs, of skunk as fin­
ishing touches does seem a trifle biz­
arre. That is just what the modish 
woman is doing, though, and the fur- 
rii rs are showing 
of this type, long, ample garments 
often crossing in the front to fasten 
with one big ornament or button be­
low the waist on the left side, the 
shaggy fur collar filling in the space 
across the chest that would otherwise 
be left open to the wintry winds.

At Bust Line.
Sometimes the coat fronts cross 

higher up and fasten on the left side 
at the bust line, falling in straight or 
cutaway lines from that point A pop­
ular model has a big skunk collar and 
fastens at the bust line in the middle 
front with one big button or orna­
ment. From there the skunk runs 
down the two edges of the fronts in a 
narrow band which broadens toward 
the bottom to sweep widely around the 
cutaway corners at the bottom into a 
luoad band running around the coat 
bottom. Another version of the same 
idea has the right front buttoned 
across to the left side but slopes away 
gradually to produce the same effec’ 
as that of the first model below the 
hip line.

The sleeve may be plain with a 
band cuff of skunk or bear or fox, 
or again there fs 
fur appearing only on the collar and 
a .wide band around the bottom.

Indeed some 
of the chic carriage and automobile 
models have a cut which reminds you 
of the kimono lines, the fronts cross­
ing and widening gradually towards 
the bottom and the sleeve and should­
er being cut in one, though not flaring 
widely in kimono sleeve fashion.

New York, Dec. 20.—This year for 
the first time the Nobel prize for lit­
erature has been awarded- to a wo­
man, Miss Selma Lagerlof, the Swed­
ish writer. Last year it was bestowed 
upon Prof. Kuken, of Jena University, 
the year before that Kipling received 
it and the year before that BJornst- 
Jerne Bjornson. The prize is a purse 
of $40,000 and ijj awarded by the 
Swedish Academy, which Is composed 
e.f eighteen members.

Mrs. Velma Swaiiston Howard, who 
Is the translator of Miss Lagerlof’s 
works and lives at 137 West Seventy- 
ninth street, said that this Is the 
first time that the Nobel literary prize 
had even been awarded to one of her 
compatriots and that there was great 
satisfaction throughout Sweden on ac­
count of it. Mrs. Howard is a person­
al friend of Miss Lagerlof, knows her 
in her home life and is rejoiced at 
this recognition of her talent.

"Mis Laegrlof is of course greatly 
beloved throughout all Sweden.” she 
said, "Last year her countrymen ce­
lebrated her fiftieth birthday in a na­
tional festival attended by scientists 
and statesmen and members of the 
clergy and the king himself. All were 
delighted to do her honor.

Thgthardest battle I ever had was 
toy «eeTond with Tom Sharkey, which 
"went 2\ rounds and was fought at 
Coney Island Athletic Club, Nov. 3, 
3899, five months after I had won the 
title from Fltzimmons in the same 
club.

I injured my left arm while training 
for this light, and when I entered the 
Arena it was weak. We had concealed 
this fact as well as possible, and 1 
planned to do my fighting with my 
right hand entirely. In the heat of 

. the fight, however, I forgot the Injury, 
* and us the result of a few left-hand 

punches, lost the use of the hand in 
the foui’th round.

However, this In a measure, while it 
handicapped me, and, I believe, pre­
vented my knocking out Sharkey, forc­
ed me to depend upon my right, which 
was Just the thing to stop the sailor 
In his furious rushes.

Sharkey was a hard man to fight, 
for the reason that he never employ­
ed any system of offence or defence, 
and to the same extent that It is hard 

.g to deal with I he unexpected, so was 
it hard to figure in advance what 
Sharkey was apt to do.

Right Hand Blows.
In order to counteract and head off 

Sharkey's bull-llke rushes and wild 
swings, I planned to keep on top of 
him, and this I succeeded in doing, l 
met his rushes with right-hand blows, 
forcing him to lead, and getting him 
as he came in. 1 devotpd a 
of attention to his body, 
will nevdr realize the punishment 
Sharkey took for his method of at­
tack left his body unprotected against 
a right-hand blow. Thus clrcumstan-

I made no excuses after the fight 
for not knocking out Sharkey, be­
cause Referee Si ter declared me the 
winner, and excuses were not needed.

The wind had been blowing 72 
miles an hour and some of the upper 
part was first blown off the break­
water. The bottom then slid out and 
the pierhead was displaced, 
breakwater he added, had not been 
built according to the plans first 
drawn up, but had been altered to 
suit the people of Lornevllle.

As to his recommendation of the 
best course to pursue In handling the 
dismantled breakwater. Mr. Shewen 
said he preferred not to speak until 
his report had been presentêd to the 
department.
