THE MAN WHO DEFEATED
MR. C

(Sackville Post.)

If there was one member of the gov-

eral friends seemed particularly anxl-
ous to defeat at the polls lagt Thurs-
day, it was F. B. Black. From the day
the campalgn opened until the day of
polling, the opposition speakers left
no stone unturned to injure Mr, Black
in the eyes of the electors.

The striker on the Cape Road was
worked for all it was worth for ne
other reason that to prejudice the
workingman against the government
candidate in Sackville. The local
Grit organ went almost insane over
the alleged grievances of the men who
had been in the employ of this road.
All sorts of misleading accounts of
the strike were sent to the Moncton
Transeript, and every paragraph con-
tained a slur at F. B, Black. Mr.
Black was held up to ridicule be-
cause he was a wealthy man and was
able to drive an automobile. He
was attacked because he did not pay
as high a tax on some of his lum-
ber lands as Mr. Copp and his friends
thought he should pay.

Save Copp at all Costs.

Towards the close of the campalgn
the leading members of the opposi-
tion here in Sackville seemed to feel
that it would be impossible to elect
the full ticket, and the word was
evidently passed around to defeat
Black at any cost and save Copp.
Our readers know what happened.
Mr. Black was elected at the head of
the poll; he defeated Mr. Copp by
over 600 votes. He defeated him in
every parish in the county except
Dorchester and Westmorland, and here
the voting was close, Considering
the organized attempt to defeat him
Mr. Black's victory was one of the
most notable in the political his-
tory of the county. His success Was
due ‘largely to his own hard work
from the moment the campalgn open-
ed until the polls closed; to hig abil-
ity on the platform to presel the
facts attractively and in & manner ail
could easily follow; to the popularity
of the cause he represented, and last
but not least, to the band of faithful
workers he had in every parish in the
county.

Mr. Black will make a valuable re-
presentative on the floors of the legis-
lature and his career will be watched
with considerable interest.

REASONS FOR THE ROUT.
(Chatham Commercial.)
After one of the shortest and sharp-
est campaigns in the political history
of New Brunswick, the Flemming ad
ministration has been returned to
power with the most gensational ma-
jority ever known in the province,
and with the single exception of a
similar incident in British Columbia,
ever known in Canada. Out of a
house of forty-elght members forty-
six are supporters of the present gov-
ernment, leaving an opposition com-
posed of two only. ot (L 4
Mr. Copp, the opposition leader
had no policy worthy of the name or
one which was fit to be submitted to
any body of intelligent electors.
Moreover, the people of New Bruns
wick cannot forget that he was a
staunch, ardent supporter of the old
regime, and as such had to bear his
share of the blame for all the mal-
administration of which the late gov-
ernment was guilty, In the short
time during which he occupled the
position of leader of the opposition,
he not only displayed no evidence

Alfalfa is another crop in which
great interest was takem. It is pos-
sible under good management to take
two crops of alfalfa off the same
field each season, and sometimes
three. Success barley has proved a
great aid in the growing of alfalfa, as
it makes a first class nurse crop.
The farmers of this province are
making a mistake in selecting western
oats for seeding purposes. At pres-
ent there is a thousand acres under
this cereal in the province. The
western oats when compared with the
eastern oats are found to be much
less full and strong, and are usually
frozen. Another point against the
western oats is that they are usually
mixed with more or less wheat.

Interesting Lectures.

Besides the exhibit cars the train
carries two lecture cars, both of which
were crowded with interested farm-
ers at Norton and Hampton.
