Montreal, Dee. 16.—Three Cabinet Ministère, Messrs. Pelletier, 
Doherty and Coderre were guests of honor at the third annual Instal­
lation sod ball of the 8t. Lawrence Conservative Association.

■ In connection with Sir Wilfrid Laurier'» announcement that the 
Liberal party would take up the question of the high eost of living, 
Mr. Pelletier said:

“As members of the government we are not the people to come 
before you with fads and theories. We are trying to govern the 
country, not by methods of opportunism, not by Jumping from one 
catchword to another, but with welLdeflned policy. Nobody will object 
to tree food, but Intelligent people are not going to be led away by 
mere words.”

"I think it you tell the consumer in the towns that he Is going to 
benflt at the expense of the fermer, which class constitutes the ma­
jority of the people, you are raising a tempest You have not only to 
consider the farmer and the con&umer but the man between, who makes 
most of the profit between the two; but you must secure to the farmer 
his share of the national policy which we call protection.

“This problem of the Increased cost of living Is one which must be 
looked Into; It Is one which this government will, and Is anxious to 
look Into; one which they will take advice upon, perhaps.to the ex­
tent of appointing a commission, so that as a result they will have 
facts for the people instead of merely catchwords. But it Is their duty 
to see that one class of the community does not benefit at the expense 
of another claps.”

The other speeches were mostly political.

Leg.Ottawa. Ont, Dec. 16—Special— 
“Any attempt to diake political capi­
tal out of this question—the high cost 
of living—would be false to facts.

“I don’t think free food would be 
a very perceptable factor in reducing 
the cost of living."

Mr. EL C. Drury, ex-master of the 
Dominion Grange, threw this cold wat­
er over the new Liberal policy In the 
course of a long hearing of the repre­
sentations of the Grain Growers and 
the Dominion Grange deputation 
which waited on the government at 
noon toady asking for the removal of 
the duty on wheat and flour, agricul­
tural Implements and the increase of 
the British preference to fifty per 
cent, with free trade within the em­
pire in five years. They asked also 
for a federal law for chartering farm­
ers co-operative associations.

This deputation was made up of 
some ten or twelve of the leaders and 
originators of the big deputation of 
farmers which waited on the Laurier 
government In 1910 asking for free 
food, a request which the Laurier gov­
ernment then refused.

Ottawa, Dec. 16.—Fifteen minutes 
before the Railway Commission ad­
journed tonight, at a quarter to seven 
o’clock, after hearing arguments and 
suggestions anent the question of fu­
ture practices of railway companies 
regarding cartage facilities since half­
past ten o’clock in the morning, It look­
ed as If the officials of the railways 
lyculd consent to continue the present 
cartage system for another six months

All day the regiment of merchants, 

most of them members of the Boards 
of Trade of Montreal, Ottawa, Toronto, 
Hamilton and London, and their ex­
perts, appealed to the board In one awy 
or the other, that since the railways 
had decided to make the shippers do 
their own cartage business as they 
see fit, to compel the railways to pro­
vide proper facilities in and about the 
freight sheds for handling the in-go­
ing and out-going freight.

J. XV. Walsh, of the Canadian Manu­
facturers Association; N. S. Tllston. 
of the Montreal Board of Trade; G. 
Lynch Staunton, K.C., of 4he Hamil­
ton Board of Trade; R. G. Geary, K. 
C., corporation counsel of Toronto; 
Thos. Marshall, of the Toronto Board 
of Trade, and others, all maintained 
that the suspension of. the present 
cartage system will mean chaotic con­
dition» on the first of Jaduary. What 
the railways intend to do for the ship­
pers benefit la yet unknown, they 
claimed.

Some of the chief things they asked 
for wore: An hour’s extension of the 
time for handling freight at the sheds, 
which means from five to six o’clock, 
a one-hour system at the sheds, penal­
ties on the railroads for delays caused 
to.shippers, a maximum of thirty qptn- 
utes allowed for unloading a wagon at 
the sheds, good roads in the freight 
yards, better warehouses, a reduction 
In the rates equal to the amount paid 
by the railroads to the cartage com­
panies, etc. It Is on these matters 
the board will give a decision in the 
course of a few days.

“The elimination of cartage system 
will mean a difference of $8,000 alone 
to my business and an expense of 
$160,000 a year for grocery firms In 
Toronto, Hamilton and London,” said 
Harry Beckett, manager of W. H. Gil- 
lard, wholesale grocers of Hamilton.

Here Harry Beckett, of Hamilton; 
Jumped into the dispute to Inform the 
board that in American cities where 
the railroads have nothing to do with 
the cartage business, .the cost to them 
of sorting and distributing freight In 
the sheds Is fifty cents per ton, against 

^.iiineteen cents In Hamltkm, where, 
^■Olr. Beckett intimated, the employees 
r 0f the cartage companies do a tot of 

the work the railroads should do.
G. Lynch Staunton, for the Hamil­

ton Board of Trade, remarked that tne 
shippers are willing to pay the cart­
age expenses, but they want a proper 
cartage service, and proper facilities 
provided at the freight sheds for hand­
ling the freights.

Montreal, Dec. 16.—Grabbing with 
one hand at the revolver In the coat 
pocket of his victim and with the 
other at the bag containing five hun­
dred dollars in cash, which was his 
object, an unidentified hold-up man 
got away with $500 in cash In pay en­
velopes in the. Herald building at 
five o’clock this afternoon.

The highwayman, stopped In his at­
tempt to get away with his booty by 
XV 111 lam C. Hgll, shot the latter In the 
leg and made good his escape.

The hold-up took place In the base­
ment of the Herald building. A. W. 
Moffatt, cashier for the Herald Com­
pany, Limited, was making his weekly 
rounds of the building with the money 
for the wages to be paid out In the 
various departments In his bag. His 
custom is to leave thq amount for the 
wages with the foreman of each de­
partment for distribution.

On the basement floor as Moffatt was 
proceeding to the mailing room, he 
was confronted by a young man, said 
to be known In the building. The 
highwayman is described as about 19 
years old. Moffatt carried for his 
protection a revolver In his coat pock­
et when he has charge of large siims 
of cash. His habit was evidently well 
known to his assailant, for stopping

revolver, then the bag. Giving Moffatt 
a push which sent him against the 
stair rail in a dazed condition, the 
thief made his escape by way of the 
stairway and a side door leading Into 
Alexander street.

Moffatt shouted for help. His call 
was heard by Hall, an employee, who 
was standing in the passageway above 
awaiting an elevator. Hâll turned 
and met the thief at the head of the 
stairs, and without hesitation flung 
himself upon him

“Get out of the road,” yelled the 
robber, and with the words fired.

Hall fell to the ground with a wound 
In his right thigh, and In the con­
fusion the man escaped.

Newcastle, Colo., Dec. 16.—Thirty- 
eight men were killed in the Vulcan 
mine of the Rocky Mountain Fuel 
Company today by an explosion of coal 
dust. Two miners were rescued after 
the underground workings had caught 
fire. All the victims were married, 
and all but six or eight were Ameri­
cans.

Men in charge of the rescue work 
asserted tonight that It probably 
would be a day or two before the 
bodies could be recovered. Before sun­
down the mine had been cleared of 
gas, and a thorough exploration of 
the wrecked workings was made.

Many of the bodies were frightful­
ly mangled and burned.

Father J. P. Carrigan, of Glenwood 
Springs, near here, hurried to New­
castle at the first news of the explo­
sion. The priest rushed Into the 
smoking pit, among the first rescuers 
In search of the dying, to whom he 
might administer the last Utes of the 
church.

The Vulcan mine- was only about a 
year old, and was equipped with mod-* 
ern safety devices. It is believed that 
the explosion was caused by an accu­
mulation of dust In the west portion

Efforts were made by rebel leaders 
working directly with General Villa 
today to effect some sort of a settle­
ment in regard to the property of the 
expelled Spaniards. It was said that 
a proposal was made to invoice all 
the pjroperty in the Spanish stores 
and shops and to allow the claims 
to rest against the rebel government.. 
General Villa replied he was willing 
to pay for the property in so-called 
Constitutionalist money, which the 
Spaniards, before their departure, 
dared to be worthless.

London. Dec. 16.—According to in­

formation from local poultry dealers, 
eggs and poultry prices are coming 
down and will be lower by Christmas.

Threatened with an attack at Chi­
huahua by the fédérais who are report 
ed to have advanced northward from 
Torreon, Villa despatched 2,000 rebels 
as an advance guard to head off the 
advancing troops.

Toronto, Dec. 16—A protest is to 
be made to the government at the 
coming session of the pomlnlon par­
liament by the fish merchants of To­
ronto and other centres against the 
discrimination in favor of American 
merchants by the railways and the 
provincial government of Quebec and 
Ontario. The 
Pish Company here states that brook 
trout that cannot be sold in Toronto 
except from private ponds at sixty 
cents a pound are shipped by the ton 
from Quebec to Boston and New York, 
while they are not allowed to be ship­
ped Into Ontario and sold here.

Another protest Is against the rates 
on fish. Halibut Is shipped from Van­
couver to Boston at exactly the rates 
that are paid by Toronto merchants 
and it is several hundred miles fur­
ther away. They will also ask that 
the the duty, six and one-half cents a 
pound on lobsters, be removed during 
the months when lobsters cannot be 
obtained from Canadian sources. One 
of the reasons for the high price of 
lobsters, twenty to forty cents a 
pound, is given in the wanton destruc­
tion of the young ones which are 
shipped Into the wholesale centres 
and many of which do not weigh more 
than three or four ounces.

Schmidt's sister 
said her brother's heritage of insani­
ty came from both parents. When 
he was a boy, she said, he had re­
ligious mania so marked that the nei­
ghbors dubbed him. "the little chap­
lain.”

Rome, Dec. 16.—Cardinal Rampolla, 
papal secretary died tonight. Cardin­
al Rampolla. Marquis Del Tindaro, 
was appointed secretary of state by 
ope Leo XIII., and at the conclave 
for the election of a successor to 
Pope Ijeo, was the predominant fig­
ure till Austria exercised an old pre­
rogative, the right to enter an objec­
tion to the election of a given candi­
date for the papacy. Cardinal Rampol­
la led on the first and second votes.

Of late Cardinal Rampolla has been 
mentioned as a possible successor to 
Pope Pius X. He was born at Poliz- 
zl, Sicily, in 1843, and was proclaimed 
Cardinal in 1887.

Editor.: The first padliament of Lower Can­

ada was convened in Quebec 121 years 
ago today. Dec. 17, 1792, by Maj. Gen. 
Sir Alvred Clarke, the Lieutenant Gov­
ernor of the province. The legislature 
of the Upper Province had been open­
ed by Lieut. Gov. J. Graves Slmcoe at 
Newark just three months before. 
While the Upper Province was popu­
lated largely by British Loyalists, 
Lower Canada was essentially a 
French Province, and in consequence 
only sixteen of -the half a hundred 
members of the first parliament were 
of English origin. M. Panel, a prom­
inent FYench-Canadian barrister, was 
elected Speaker of the House. One of 
the first acts of the House was to pass 
an address of gratitude to the King 
for the new constitution, which had 
been inaugurated at Quebec the prev­
ious December, with ceremonies in 
which the royal family was represent­
ed by H. R. H. Prince Edward, after- 
ward Duke of Kent and father of 
Queen Victoria The announcement 
of the Lieutenant Governor that 
France had declared war on Great 
Britain was greeted with the passage 
of a declaration of loyalty -to the Eng­
lish Grown. The first session of Low­
er Canada's first parliament lasted 
four months and a week, and was 
fruitful in giving the people a clearer 
insight into the workings of constitu­
tional doctrine and a fuller apprecia­
tion of the advantages of an elective 
gesembly.

The distance from Bristol to Hali­
fax is 2,773 miles, and the distance 
from Bristol to St John is 3,068 miles, 
a difference in favor of Halifax of 295

The distance from St. John to Mon­
treal by C. P. R. is 482 miles, and the 
distance from Halifax to Montreal by 
the I. C. R. Is 836 miles, a difference 
in favor of St. John of 354 miles.

The distance from Halifax to Mon­
treal is figured over the Intercolonial 
Railway, because that is the route 
over which the mail trains are taken. 
No one but the Halifax Chronicle or 
Echo advocated using the other route.

This shows a net difference in favor 
of St. John of 59 miles.

But the Halifax papers, incorrectly 
assume that vessels bound for St. John, 
would take the same course as if bound 
to Halifax until the coast of Nova 
Scotia is reached, when the diverg­
ence would be made around the south 
shore to St. John.

Such is not the case. Vessels bound 
to St. John direct go far out to sea and 
in a course that would cut many miles 
off the course adopted if they had to 
call at Halifax.

Sea captains state that the differ­
ence between St. John and Halifax on 
the water route is from four to five 
and a half hours.

Cargo, freight, passengers and mails 
can be handled more quickly in St. 
John than in Halifax by reason of our 
superior facilities, and there is no 
need to use lighters.

FAMOUS RECTOR 63 TODAY.
Perhaps the most famous religious 

edifice of its size in the world is the 
Church of the Transfiguration in 
Twenty-ninth street. New York, known 
to the theatrical fraternity and the 
public as ' the Little Church Around 
the Corner." The rector of this cele­
brated church is the Rev. Dr. George 
Clarke Houghton, who was bom in 
New York sixty-three years ago today, 
Dec. 17, 1850, and succeeded his 
uncle. Dr. George H. Houghton, as 
rector of the “Little Church" in 1897.

Dr. Houghton graduated from the 
General Theological Seminary in 1879, 
and in the same year was ordained a 
deacon, and a year later a priest, of 
the American branch of the Anglican 
church. His first work was as curate 
of Trinity parish in his native city, 
and he was rector of a church in Ho­
boken for several years before taking 
up his residence in the rectory of the 
far-famed Little Church."

The recent death in Cleveland of 
E. M. Holland, the actor, for whom 
funeral services were held in the 
Church of the Transfiguration, has re­
vived interest in the incident which 
gave the “Little Church” its popular 
name. Mr. Holland’s father, George 
Holland, was also an actor. When he 
died in 1870 Joseph Jefferson volun­
teered to make the arrangements for 
the funeral. The elder Holland was 
an Episcopalian, and when in New 
York attended services in a church at 
Madison avenue and Twenty-eighth 
street, an edifice since torn down. Mr. 
Jefferson went to Dr. Sabine, the rec­
tor. and' made the arrangements. He 
was about to leave when he mentioned

Industry in the Province of New 
Brunswick, who have read the Tele­
graph’s unqualified endorsements of 
the Laurier plan to strike off duties 
in order to reduce the cost of living, 
will be interested in the opinion of 
the Ontario fruit men who Interview­
ed the Government yesterday and 
were emphatic in their declarations 
that to reduce the duty would mean 
the dumping into Canada of tons of 
American fruit, and would prove the 
death knell to the industry in Ontario.

In the fruit raising industry, as in 
most other lines of endeavor, condi­
tions are pretty much the same all 
over Canada. If a lower tariff would 
be injurious to the Ontario apple 
growers it would also be injurious to 
the New Brunswick apple growers and 
If Sir Wilfrid’s plan would have the 
effect of striking a blow at Ontario it 
would most certainly strike a blow at 
New Brunswick.

The Times, last evening, made much 
of the fact that certain grain growers 
In the West had demanded that Pre­
mier Borden should abolish duties on 
grain and other articles of food, prac­
tically following the lead of Sir Wil­
frid Laurier In his sudden conver­
sion. The foundation for the Times’ 
spread was the meeting In Ottawa yes­
terday morning. Had the Times wait­
ed a few hours it would have learned 
that prominent men in the ranks of 
the Ontario grain growers and the 
Ontario grange were just as strong 
in their demands that the tariff should 
not be Interfered with, as the earlier 
speakers were that It should be re­
duced. The climax came when Ontario 
fruit growers, of years of experience^ 
openly stated that to remove the 
duties on fruit would have the effect 
of ruining that Industry.

This sales means that one of the 
great estates in London is seing orok- 
en up. The Metropolltis is practical­
ly divided among nine peers—the 
Dukes of Portland, Bedford and West­
minster, the Marquises of Exter, Salis­
bury, Northampton and Camden, tbe 
Earl of Craven and Viscount Portman.

The following article on prison re­
form in Ontario has been prepared by 
Hon. W. J. Hanna, provincial secre­
tary of Ontario and published in the 
Canadian Municipal Journal:

“It may not be amiss to refer brief­
ly to the origin of prison labor and 
Us introduction Into Ontario. Within 
living memory society dealt with Its 
criminals as a class only to be pun- 
shed and, If necessary, exterminated: 
Idleness was enforced; torture 
substituted for reform. Then it was 
recognized that the merély punitive 
policy had completely failed, and that 
torture should be abandoned and that 
enforced Idleness was as Cruel as bodi­
ly tortnre. At first as a remedy resort 
was made to labor merely as a means 
of punishment. Prisoners were set to 
exhaustive work without regard to its 
being productive. This was the age of 
treadmills, of loaded cranks, of shot 
drills and the carrying of heavy loads 
from place to place. In time the failure 
of those as a reformatory measure 
was admitted and the necessity of 
productive labor was advocated.

“Today only extremists say that pri­
soners should not be employed at 
productive labor. Everybody else 
agrees that from every point of view 
physical or moral, practical or hu­
mane, prisoners must be kept at pro­
ductive labor. The problem has been 
ever present since productive labor 
was advocated.

"Because prison labor in this pro­
vince, as well as elsewhere has been 
a difficult problem, the provincial gov­
ernment in 1907 appointed a commit­
tee of the legislature whose report 
was adopted In 1909 and as a result 
early In 1910 we purchased the farm 
at Guelph and in April moved up our 
first lot of prisoners and put them to 
farm work without lock or gun or pri­
son garb.

"The fall of 1910 found us with 180 
men and the winter saw teaching for 
a couple of hours a night established 
in the institution.

"How have the men been employed? 
From the very first thefre has been 
more work than men. There were 
the lands to clear, fields to cultivate, 
ditches to open, tile drains to put 
down, roads to build, bridges to con­
struct, fences to build, temporary pro- 
mises to erect and quarries to open.

"This was followed by the construc­
tion of our lime kilns, lime hydrater, 
brick and tile plant, sand and gravel 
pit, emporary sewage system, followed 
by the permanent one (the effluent 
from which will be as harmless as hu­
man science can make It), water­
works, quarries for lime purposes, 
concrete and roads, and the construc­
tion of permanent buildings as far as 
possible with our own materials and 
with the work of the prisoners them-

"Then there were the field crops, 
hoe crops, vegetable garden, dairy, 
hogs and hens. There Is a lot of use­
ful work In growing 6,000 bushels of 
potatoes, 8,000 bushels of grain, 3001 
tons of ensilage with 20 acres of man­
gels and turnips for upwards of 100 
head of cattle, and enough table veget­
ables to meet not only our own re­
quirements but with considerable to 
spare for other Institutions.

"The dairy Is essentially our own— 
our own material dug from our own 
quarries with brick manufactured by 
the men, with some of the best work 
in the way of floor and manger con­
struction supervised by a prisoner who 
took as much Interest in the work as 
though it were his own. This dairy 
with its eighty cows takes the work 
of seven or eight prisoners.

"In our northwestern 
around Fort William and Port Arthur 
we have an average gaol population 
of 65 prisoners with accommodations 
for thirty.

"When we took up this question of 
moving back to the lands the Minis­
ter of Crown Lands found unlocated 
some 1,000 acres of fertile land with 
all timber standing. Last summer we 
established a camp on these thousand 
acres of 50 prisoners.

"The men set to with a will and In 
five or six days cleaned up five or six 
acres which were Immediately planted 
In turnips and potatoes with the re­
sult that last year we grew some sev­
eral hundred bushels of roots of splen­
did quality.

“In the last six months they have 
chopped and wlndrowed about 300 
acres, cut roads through and around 
that thousand acres and have built 
themselves permanent quarters. They 
have also sunk wells. They have been 
fed well and have given good returns. 
All have worked on with an Interest 
most encouraging. More than once a 
prisoner, whose time was up on Satur­
day asked to remain until the follow­
ing Monday.

"There are only four paid men in 
charge. There la but one man as guard 
over the whole lot of forty-five or 
fifty men who form our average popu­
lation and who frequently operate 
over an area of 200 to 250 acres. There 
is a watchman but he himself is a 
prisoner. We had at Fort William 
some three or four escapes but the 
work should not be abandoned be­
cause three or four out of a population 
of about 2,000 have failed to live up 
to the trust reposed in them. Exten­
sive plane for the enlargement of the 
system are underway. These men 
priaopers have given for the confi­
dence we reposed In them a full effi­
ciency of work, just as full as we 
could have purchased for $1.00 per

All 
who participated in the race were 
questioned and every one otthem vot­
ed against the payment of the fines.

Fogler refused to pay and so did the 
others. All the riders said they were 
satisfied with the money they receiv­
ed from the promoters. Fred Hill

self and was perfectly satisfied with 
the amount be received.

While no official figures were given 
out it was said that the riders receiv­
ed close to 125,000.

ated. Paris, Dec. 16.—The French govern­
ment today withdrew from the Cham­
ber of Deputies the measures authoris­
ing the imposition of an inheritance 
tax and the issue of a French govern­
ment loan of $260,000,000. the latter of 
which caused the fell of the cabinet 
of J. Louts Barthou, who had insisted 
on its immunity from taxation. It 
was announced that the government 
would shortly have ready other bills 
to be presented to the chamber in their 
place.

Joseph Callaux, the Minister of Fin­
ance, today issued a fresh circular ad­
dressed to the banks and the publica­
tion amplifying the notice sent out by 
the government in 1907, concerning 
foreign loans, none of which may be 
listed on the bourse without the con­
sent of the ministry of finance. The 
new circular was made necessary ac­
cording to the Finance Minister, by 
the efforts of Provisional President 
Huerta of Mexico and of several of the 
Balkan States and Turkey, to arrange 
for loans without the countenance of 
the French government, which has the 
power of affecting the values of any 
loans by refusing to admit them to the 
stock exchange, 
this condition relates, “not only to 
loans properly so-called and consoli­
dated issues of every kind, but also 
to the negotiation of treasury bonds 
and generally speaking of all treasury 
operations, the result of which would 
be to procure funds for a foreign

The case of the King vs. Harry Mc­
Hugh charged with highway robbery 
on November 24 last, was tried before 
Judge Forbes under the Speedy Trials 
Act yesterday morning, and the pris­
oner was honorably acquitted.

The complainant was a colored boy 
named William Ford, an employe of 
the Alms House. Ford alleged that 
the prisoner forced liquor down his 
throat and robbed him of a dollar. 
At the preliminary examination in the 
police court before Magistrate Ritchie, 
he swore that the offence was commit­
ted at 6.30 p. m., and yesterday he 
said that it was eight o'clock. Ford 
was the only witness for the CrOwn, 
and the defence called Henry BlrK, 
who swore that he found Ford intoxi­
cated in' the Alms House wagon. The 
mother of- the prisoner swore that her 
son came home at 6.30 p. m. and was 
not out of the house that evening. A 
fellow • workman* named 
swore that he accompanied the ac­
cused home from his work, and that 
he did not pass the place at which the 
alleged robbery took place. James 
McMurray corroborated the former 
witness. McHugh took the stand In 
his own behalf and vigorously denied 
having committed

J. A. Barry, who appeared for the 
prisoner, asked for his discharge. 
Counsel scored the unprecedented ac­
tion of the Magistrate In issuing a 
warrant for the arrest of the accused 
on the unsupported complaint of the 
colored boy. He further observed that 
the accused was arrested almost a 
month ago and had been unnecessar­
ily kept In gaol all this time.

His Honor honorably discharged the 
prisoner and roundly scored Ford. 
He termed him as a perjurer. Judge 
Forbes said that he very seldom com­
mented on the actions of an inferior 
court, but he would say that he agreed 
with every word uttered by Mr. Bar­
ry. He said “courts of law pride 
themselves In upholding the liberty 
of the subject, but in this case the 
prisoner was deliberately kept In gaol. 
I term It most outrageous conduct.

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Newcastle, Dec. 16.—Rev. W. J. 
Smith, of Montreal, field secretary 
of the Methodist Temperance and 
Moril Reform Committee, gave a pow­
erful address, here last night, giving 
the history of the department and 
mercilessly arraigning the conditions 
that produce the slums. He claimed 
that if not checked slums in Canada 
would dominate over cities and 
through them poison our whole social 
and political life.

Slums did not grow alone from the 
fault of the poor, he said. The average 
workfir In a Canadian factory was on­
ly one or two months from starvation. 
He had nothing to look forward to 
but a pauper's old age. He should 
have a liviftg wage, and a living wage 
meant for each man enough to sup­
port a man and wife and family, edu­
cate their children and provide for old 
age. Excessive rent and low wages 
drove people into the slums. In Ber­
lin (Germany) slums In 1909 the death 
rate In one room tenements had been 
163.5 per thousand, while In two-room 
tenemtns It was about 54; and In 3- 
room dwellings only 27. Italian out­
laws killed with the stllletto, but it 
takes a landlord of slum houses to 
make money by Wholesale slaughter. 
The white slave traffic was fed by 
low wages and overwork;

brown tail moths which are now quite 
prevelent throughout New Brunswick, 
and have caused no lKtle worry to 
the farmers living in those particular 
sections where the insect peats are 
found in great numbers.

Conversing with The Standard last 
evening one versed in entromoloey, 
and who has followed closely the work 
of the government in this direction, 
stated that there was no province or 
state in America which had so thor­
oughly dealt with the problem of rid­
ding the country of these pests as the 
present Dominion and Provincial gov­
ernments. • :

The governments at Ottawa and 
Fredericton, he said, "are determined 
to exert every effort to prevent de­
struction by the brown tails, and they 
will spare neither men nor money to! 
rid the country of the dreaded pests."

The only methodical way to carry 
on a campaign against these insects 
is to wait until late fall when the 
eggs have been hatched and then go 
about destroying the nests.

With the invasion of brown tails 
this summer, carried by the heavy 
western storms from the American 
border, the government saw the need 
for prompt action;

g. zHZhek Sid.The campaign against these insect 
pests is carried on jointly by the Do­
minion and Provindal governments, 
and every possible effort is directed 
to the destruction of these pests 
which, if allowed to continue thriving 
in New Brunswick, will cause untold 
destruction to the valuable forests.

In past years the position of New 
Brunswick in the matter has been that 
of/the farmer whose neighbor refuses 
to pull the weeds. The responsibil­
ity of ridding the country of the 
brqwn tails has been sadly neglected 
In the United States and consequent­
ly work in this province has not been 
carried ora so effectively. Greater 
precautions, however, are now being 
taken by our neighbors across the 
border.

The staff at work searching out the 
nests began operations In Charlotte 
county and are working the western 
sections of the province, which are 
known to be more heavily infested 
with the pests, 
always rests on the twigç of the 
trees are bagged, and at evening each 
day’s collection is burned.

The greater number of the brown 
tails this year were blown from 
Maine by the heavy western gales, 
and the prevalence throughout the 
province has caused particular efforts 
being taken to bring about their de­
struction.

In Nova Scotia the work is under 
the supervision of George Sanders, 
and a vigorous campaign is being 
waged against the pests.
