
THE SEVERITY OF GERMAN 
LOSSES MAY FORCE HALT 

IN FORTY-EIGHT HOURS

After a Desperate 
Battle the French 

Evacuate Soissons

Paris. May 29—After desperate resistance and 
fighting in the streets, lasting several hours, the French 
have evacuated Soissons, which the Germans occupied,
according to the official announcement from the war 
office tonight.

The tèxt of the statement reads :
"The troops covering Rheims have willhdrawn be­

hind the Aisne Canal northwest of the town.
"The battle took on particular violence on our left 

wing. In the region of Soissons, after stubborn resist­
ance and fighting in the streets, which held back the ene­
my for several hours, our troops evacuated the town, 
the western outskirts of which we occupy.

"Southeast of Soissons the battle extended to the 
plateau marked by Belleu, Septmonts, Ambrif and Chae- 
rise.

The Germans Advance at all Points in Their Great Aisne Salient, Capturing 
Soissons on the West, Making Gain Yesterday of Seven Miles in Centre 
and Half Circling City of Rheims on the East—Their Total Gain in 
Three Days’ Fighting Has Maximum Depth of Twenty Miles—Luden- 
dorff Attacks With Redoubled Force on All Sides of Wedge He Has 

Driven Into Allied Line.

The French Before Soissons Forced To Give Ground Rapidly in Face of Ter­
rific Attacks of Enemy—Out-numbered Ten to One in Places Allies 
Withdraw To Save Beipg Annihilated—German Losses Tremendous, 
But Allies’ Casualties Reported Light, Although Many Prisoners and 
Much War Material Lost—Berlin Claims 25,000 Prisoners—War Val­
ue of Captured Towns Slight

In Their Violent Attack on Thirty Mile Front 
Running From Soissons Eastward to Region 
Northwest of Rheims, German Annies Are 
Continuing to Drive the French and British 
Forces Before Them on Nearly Every Sector.

Fortified City of Soissons, Fifty-One Miles North­
east of Paris, Occupied By the Enemy, Although 
the French Are Still Holding Tenaciously To Its 
Western Environs, Through Which Emerge 
Railway Lines To Capital.,

“In the centre, under the pressure of the enemy we 
gave ground in the region of Loupeigne, north of Fere- 
En-Tardenois. The Franco-British troops further to the 
east maintained their positions on the line of Brouillet, 
Sevigny and Tilley.

"On the right the troops which are covering Rheims 
have withdrawn behind the Aisne Canal, northwest of 
the town.”

In their violent attacks on the thirty-mile battlefront 
running from Soissons eastward to the region northwest of 
Rheims, the German armies ate continuing to drive the 
French and British forces before them on nearly every sector.

The fortified city of Soissons, fifty-one miles northeast 
of Paris, the extreme left flank of the allied battle line, has 
been occupied by the enemy, although the French are still 
holding tenaciously to its environs through which emerge the 
railway lines leading to Paris and Compeigne.

According to the German official communication 25,000 
prisoners, among them a French and British general, have 
been taken and numerous additional towns and vantag, 
points all along the front have been captured.

Seemingly Rheims, like Soissons, also is doomed to fall 
into the hands of the enemy, as the French war office reports 
that the troops covering the famous cathedral city, which al£ 
most daily for several years has been the target for shells of 
hate from the German guns, have been withdrawn from be­
hind the Aisne Canal northwest of the town.

Soissons is a city in the department of the Aisne, 
situated cm the Rivet Aisne, fifty-one miles northeast of 
Paris. It had a population of about 12,000 in normal 
times, but had less civilians during the past year or two 
than usual. The city is a fortress of the second rank and 
has some old and interesting buildings, including a splen­
did cathedral, erected in the twelfth and thirteenth centu­
ries, old churches, remains of an old abbey, etc.

Soissons was the scene of a battle in 486, when 
Clovis defeated the Romans and established the Frank­
ish power in Gaul. The Germans captured the city in 
the war of 1870-71.

London, May 29—The Gefmans today advanced at all points in their great Aisne sal­

ient, capturing Soissons on the west, making a gain of seven iles in the center, and half en­
circling Rheims on the east. Their toted gain in three days' fighting has a maximum depth 
of twenty miles. Ludendorff attacked with redoubled force on all sides of the wedge he 
had driven into the allied line.

The French before Soissons were forced to give ground rapidly in the face of the ter­
rific attacks of the enemy. In places, observers report, they were outnumbered ten to one, 
and little by little they withdraw to give Foch’s reserves time to come up. Last night the 
French were clinging tenaciously to the west outskirts of Soissons.

On the west side of the salient the Germans pushed forward to a line running south 
from Soissons through Belleu, Septmonts, Ambrief and Chaerise. On the south they reach­
ed Loupiegne, and northwest of Rheims the force of the enemy's drive forced the Anglo- 
French troops to withdraw across the Aisne-Marne Canal, along a line - running through 
Brouillett, Savagny and Thillois.

Instead of slackening its pace, Ludendorff's drive continued today with renewed ener­
gy. The allied troops were forced to evacuate more territory than was lost in the first two 
days of the drive. Berlin claimed the capture of a total of 25,000 prisoners.

Despite the severe loss of territory, a spirit of confidence marked the reports from the 
battlefront. Although many prisoners were lost and some war material had to be aban­
doned in the rapid withdrawal, observers report that tremendous losses have been inflicted 
on the attacking masses, while the allied casualties have been low. Foch is gaining in this 
race with Ludendorff. Observers report that the severity of the German losses will force a

halt within forty-eight hours.

ble and all matters of lesser import­
ance were subordinated to the supreme 
issue—the winning of the war. In 
regard to the fulfilling of pre-election 
promisee also the session should be 
set down to the credit of the union 
government. As a rule promises are 
regarded as useful things in the win­
ning of an election but somewhat em­
barrassing after the election has been 
won. and therefore tp be quietly for­
gotten as soon as possible. The ses­
sion just cloned proved a notable ex­
ception to the general role. Among 
the beneficent acta placed upon the 
statute books we would put first the 
prohibition law. It Is true that this 
reform had been effected by Order-in 
Council, but this had. to be ratified 
by legislative aotion and great pres­
sure was brought to bear upon the 
government to modify the- provisions 
of the original order. The failure of 
these efforts must be regarded as a 
victory for temperance almost equi­
valent to the one gained when the 
order-ln-councll was decided on. Per­
haps the moat revolutionaary measure 
passed was that whjfh established 
women suffrage throughout the Dom­
inion. The effect of this measure 
upon the future life of the nation can 
scarcely be overestimated. Another 
important measure, and one which 
shoulfl receive the hearty support ot 
every true patriot, was that by which 
the spoils system was abolished and 
Canadian political life relieved of the 
incubus and curse of patronage. Of 
course It would be difficult Indeed to 
prevent wholly the entrance of this 
Insidious evil, but the law passed will 
go far toward curbing It and finally 
destroying It.
events of the session were the voting 
of the stupendous sums required for 
the carrying on of the war, the resolu­
tion in respect to hereditary titles In 
Canada and the drastic changes made 
In the Military Service Act. It was In- 
deeed an historic session, and may 
well be regarded as epochal.

THE GREAT DRIVE.

Although the Germans yesterday 
Succeeded in capturing the town of 
Boissons. fifty-one miles northeast of 
Parie, and have almost surrounded the 
city of Rheims, they have not yet brok­
en the Allied lines or inflicted upon our 
troops casualties anything like as 
heavy as those sustained in their own

The capture of Solssons is of little 
Value, for the town has a population 
of less than 12.000 and Is not a particu­
larly Important railway junction. Nor 
•will It be an Irreparable toes if the 
Huns should enter Rheims as now 
seems probable. That city, forjmonths, 
has been subjected to such 'a gruel­
ling bombardment from enemy artil 
lery and from the air that it Is prac­
tically deserted and Its capture would 
bring to the enemy no great number 
of prisoners and no valuable stores.

It Is the opinion of London and Par­
is that the great battle in the west is 
now entering upon Its crucial stage, 
but coupled with this view is a general 
expression of confidence that the ul­
timate result will be satisfactory. The 
German advance is now spreading 
over the ground fought on in 1914. 
when the Kaiser's hosts were stopped 
In the Battle of the Marne, it Is not 
impossible that history- may repeat.

That the Allied troops are in splen­
did spirits is the opinion of all who 
have had opportunity of gathering In­
formation on that point. An American 
writer, in a New York publication, 
tells of the splendid form shown by 
the men of four British divisions who. 
although war-torn and weary, fought 
bo stubbornly that for two days they 
held their ground in the face of the 
heaviest German attacks until a re­
tirement by French troops exposed 
them to annihilation and they with­
drew to prepared positions. This 
seems to be the story all along the 
line. The Allied soldiers are main­
taining their ground until they inflict 
heavy casualties and then, by timely 
retirement, leave the enemy in the 
position of having to do It all over 
again. This was the plan during the 
former drive and It was successful. 
There is no reason to think It will not 
repeat the success this time and there 
Is little doubt that when General Focli 
decides the hour has arrived for a 
counterattack, that stroke will be car­
ried out in a way that will bring dis­
aster to the enemy. The situation is 
serious but. as yet. there is no cause 
for alarm.

tlal wealth of the western country Is 
considered, there is no question but 
that in time the wisdom of the Invest­
ment will be established.

The Canadian Northern Railway has 
favorable low grades and. with the 
C. P. R. In mind, there Is warrant for 
the conclusion that the most recent 
addition to the Government railway 
system should develop into a highly re­
munerative property.

But the Government's programme 
does not end with the acquisition of 
the Mackenzie and Mann system. 
The Grand Trunk and Grand Trunk 
Pacific are to be included and 
the private lines thus taken over 
are to be consolidated with the 
National Transcontinental and the In­
tercolonial. When this Is done the peo­
ple of Canada will have a great public 
owned and public operated transporta­
tion system, embracing two main lines 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, togeth­
er with numerous profitable branch 
roads serving all the provinces.

We all believe that, after the war. 
Canada will embark upon a period of 
prosperity greater than any in her his­
tory. There will be a development in 
which every province will share as a 
result of which the earnings of Cana­
dian railways are likely to be consid­
erably increased. In such a situation 
the Government owned roads will not 
only become profitable but will also 
play a most Important part In opening 
up the country. In this way they will 
provide an Indirect return for the 
money expended in their purchase, 
even though their earnings may not 
speedily pay dividends.

91 Germain StrIn many ways the third Liberty Loan 
in the United States will go on record 
as the most remarkable piece of fin­
ancing ever known. Official figures of 
the sum realized are not yet avail­
able but. from the returns received, 
there is little doubt that at least 17,. 
000,000 persons became subscribers to 
the Issue. Estimating the population 
of the United States at 100.000,000, the 
loan returns Indicate that 
in every six bought at least one bond 
and. as far as known, this constitutes a 
record for popular war financing.

Those Canadians, or rather, those 
people resident in Canada—the coun­
try would be ashamed to own them ae 
Canadians—who took advantage of the 
situation that existed a few months 
ago to hoard flour are having the folly 
of their unpatriotic course brought 
home to them now. They are being 
compelled to disgorge their stores. The 
Canadian food board has made quiet 
investigation of a great number of 
cases, and has notified the parties that 
all surplus flour, over fifteen days’ 
needs, must be returned to the source 
from whence it was received.

A typical case of this sort was given 
newspaper publicity in Ontario this

and taken possession of two hundred 
bags of flour, enough to last his house­
hold a very long time. The purchase 
price was six dollars and fifty cents 
per bag. Now the buyer is being com­
pelled to return the flour to his dealer 
at today's price, which is considerab­
ly under what he paid, and pocket the 
loss himself. Needless to say, no sym­
pathy is felt anywhere for this food 
hog. If anything, his punishment is 
too light.

Many such cases are known to the 
authorities, and will be similarly dealt 
with. This practice will certainly be 
stopped, and wherever possible exist­
ing stocks of surplus flour will be re­
covered. Canada is determined that 
no one within her borders will be al-, 
lowed to place himself In a position of 
advantage with respect to flour sup­
plies. Canadians must take their chan­
ces with the rest of the allied peoples 
In this matter. If there Is to be a 
shortage, it will be shared here equal­
ly with those who are not so fortunate­
ly placed.

In a paper dealing with the Univers­
ity o-f Oxford expedition to Siberia, of 
which he was a member, Mr. H. U. 
Hall of the University of Pennsylvania 
refers to the striking psychological! ef­
fects of long daylight and long dark 
ness in high latitudes. As to the for­
mer, apart from the tendency to short­
en sleeping hours in order to make the 
greatest possible use of the long day, 
there seems to be a kind of stimula­
tion of the nervous system, urging peo­
ple to a feverish and purposeless ac­
tivity. This Is especially noticed in 
newcomers, but the natives are not 
exempt from it

On the other hand, the coming of the 
long winter night is followed by a kind 
of reaction, though no greater depres­
sion of vitality Is apparent. With the 
cessation of work the period of socia­
bility begins, and the circumstances 
favor a lapse of self-control. This is 
the time when "Arctic hysteria" is 
likely to show Itself. "Such, for In­
stance, to a form of hysterical seizure 
for which the Tungus have a special 
name, In which the patient sings im­
provisations of Ills own which are 
Mkely to contain absurd exaggerations 
or laughable glorifications of himself."

The writer records a case in which 
one of these hysterical boasters repre­
sented himself as a god and was killed 
by some of his fellow-tribesmen, who 
were also apparently affected by'the 
disorder.

J. H. Frink, fuel administrator for 
the province when asked last night 
about the prospects for anthracite 
coal for New Brunswick this winter 
said he had no official notification as 
to the outcome of the negotiations at 
Philadelphia but he accepted the 
statement of F. P. Starr In that con­
nection as correct. Mr. Starr's state­
ment was that the fuel distribution 
committee had promised Mr. McGrath 
that the Maritime Provinces would 
be alloted the same amount of coal as 
was received in the cofcl year ending 
March 31. 1917. 
that arrangements were being made to 
bring coal here ln American bottoms 
and felt sure that tonnage would be 
available for all requirements.

Just at the present time Mr. Frink 
is very busy in connection with the 
issuing of licenses to the coal dealers 
ln the province and yesterday he re­
ceived the first applications for per­
mits. These applications are to be 
made on forms supplied to the deal­
ers from Ottawa and sent to Mr. Frink 
here for his endorsatlon. After en­
dorsing the application Mr. Frink 
sends it to the tSiel Controller’s office 
at Ottawa and the permit to do busi­
ness is Issued from there. May 31 is 
the last day for fyling these applicat­
ions and after that date no 
can deal ln coal without à license.

Eighteen applications were receiv­
ed by Mr. Frink yesterday and these 
will be forwarded to Ottawa today.

Mr. Frink when asked last night 
if there was any salary attached to his 
position as fuel administrator for the 
province replied that there was not.

The German scholarships have been 
abolished and have nearly all been al­
lotted to other places. One has gone to 
the Transvaal and one to the Orange 
Free State, neither of which were 
in the Empire when the will creating 
the fund was made. Another has gone 
to the province of Saskatchewan, thus 
giving each province of the Dominion 
one scholarship.

In regard to the Canadian and Am­
erican scholarships Dr. Parkin aald; 
"All elections have been postponed 
until tho war is over, and perhaps 
until demobilization of the troops has 
taken place, in order to give every 
man who has been serving the chance 
which they deserve. There will prob­
ably be two or three scholarships due 
to each province when the elections 
are again made, and it is our inclina­
tion to give the preference, where it 
is possible, to men who haVe served 
the country in arms; under these cir­
cumstances special steps will have to 
be taken to select the men, and It Is 
not unlikely that considerable changes 
will be made ln the methods pursued.

"I have come to the conclusion that 
the plan of awarding the scholarships 
to individual colleges In successive 
years, as has been the practice in 
some of the provinces, does not bring 
the best results attainable. The units 
from which the selection has to be 
made are too small, and we are never 
sure that we are getting the best man 
that each province can produce. I 
therefore Intend to recommend to the 
trustees that all the colleges ln a prov­
ince shall be entitled to send In can­
didates each year and from them the 
selection will 
out this plan my Idea Is to make it as 
certain
be well represented at Oxford.

"I have lately been in consultation 
with the presidents of the leading 
universities of the Dominion In their 
conference at Ottawa, and It was gen­
erally agreed that a change ln this 
particular will be an improvement 
on the present system. It is much 
more Important that Canada should 
have the strongest possible represen­
tation than that 
should have special consideration. 
Keen competition will be good for 
them all

“We have to make many experi­
ments before we learn how to obtain 
the best results with the scholarships. 
The money which supports them has 
now been definitely set apart In a 
special fund; like many other Oxford 
scholarships we expect these to go 
on for centuries, and we feel bound 
to spare no effort to make the use of 
the money os effective as possible.

"I have also been studying the ope­
ration of the system in the United 
States and shall probably make a 
number of changes ln the method of 
administration there. But these will 
only be made when the war Is over 
and the elections begin again. On the 
whole I feel that the scholarships are 
accomplishing the purpose Rhodes 
intended, but we aim at constantly 
improving the system and raising the 
standard among those who are select-
