“Next I'hear you have still many sick
Austrian soldiers in your town. -When
we entered Dynow we found in. the hos-
pital thére more than 200 Austrian sol-
diers sick with dysentery, who had been
abandoned by their own \comrades with-
out even food to eat, and mot being as-
gisted by their fellow countrymen, the
