iwhich out of two or three ‘self-seeking
 individuals they can votefor. The High
Sheriff of* St. John, finding this feeling
prevalent on every hand, has consented
%o preside over a public meeting of citi-
JI zens for the placing of a fit and proper

person in nomination for the Mayoralty
of the City, and it i« the duty of every
man who desires to see the office of
Mayor well filled, and who is willing to
give a good man a nomination of which
he need not feel ashamed, togo to.the
Institute to-night and vote for the man
he believes  best qualified for the posi-
tlon. Merchants, manufacturers, law-
yers, doctors, jonrnalists,and mechanics,
should attend, resolved to seeure the no-
mination of the best man, and to vote
for the next best, should their flrst
choice not be nominated. The doors of
the Institute are open, the seats are free
‘the chairman is the High Sheriff of the
City and County, and all are invited. It
is no bar-room eauncus, no back-parlor
meeting, but a public meeting of citi-
#zens for the -nomination of a citizens’
candidate. If merchants, manufacturers
and other leading men attend early and
in force, as they should do, they may
have any man . nominated they please,
and their nominee will be sure to win.
Should there be a good meeting of the
most influential men, and a fair degree
of unanimity be  displayed in the choice
of a candidate, the nominee of the meet-
ing will, in all probability, be unopposcd
at the polls. :

Private despatches from Ottawa, in-
cluding one to the editor of this paper,
assert that New Brunswick’s clnims and
Ontario’s aifficulties are not to be mixed
up in any way. If these correspondents
are correctly informed what are we to
make of the Premier’s deelaration thag
in the measure to be submitted for New
Brunswiek’s relief “it would be found
that the interests of Ontario would not
be neglected”?

MEN AND THINGS AT OTTAWA.
The End of the Skirm:ishing— Passage
of the A ddress—Maritime Menata
Premium—The Parliament begins
to Work—What the Minister of
Marine Knows about Throwing
Overboard Deck-loads, and what
other People Know abotnt keeping
them Ont. .
FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.
A Orrawa, March 17.
Skinhishing 6cihg now over, the sofid
ﬁghting comes next in order. The ﬁercg,
somewhat unexpected method of attack
adopted by the Opposition, whose impa-
tience could not wait for the passage of
the Address before beginning the affray,
was squarely met; and although the
questions introduced were well calculated

uninitiated, the Opposition met with
signal defeat, after wasting nearly a
week wrangling over what could have
been settled in two hours, had the dis-
puted cases been referred to the constitu-
tionally appointed tribunal for considera-
tion firss.
THE DEBATE ON THE ADDRESS

was pleasant, often amusing; butnot par-
ticularly instructive. Mr. Tobin’s speech
-was certainly superior to previous efforts
of former speakers on similar occasions.
Still, in speaking, it is not always wise to
follow the rule of ‘“‘putting the best foot
foremost.” The opening portion of Mr.
Tobin’s speech was really eloquent and
effective—the whole of it was good; but
then a large body requires strong legs
-and feet to ‘carry it; and in many things
beside speaking, if a man begin at the top
of the ladder, there’s onl¥ one direction
he can travel {n—and thatfsn’tan upward
‘one. However, Mr. Tobin's manly, pa-
trioti¢ titterances were in strong contrast
with (the bilfous whinings of his prede-
cessor, Jones, consequently Nova Scotia
stock is once more at a premium.

MR. EALMER'S SPEECI
seconding the Address, was brief, and, as
you might well suppose, of a very differ-
ent style from Mr. Tobin’s. Mr. Palmeér’s
forte is more in facts thanflowers. If'the
facts are on his side, he makes them do a

him—well, so much the worse for the
facts. After a general review, from a
practical stand-point, of the matters con,
taied in the speech, he took advantage
of the latitude allowed on such occasions
to discuss other matters, and in a vigor-
ous, comvincing manne¥, iutroduced
“Better Terms,” and urged New Bruns-
wick’s right to such consideration at the
hands of .fhé Parlinment, as would place
her in the financial'position she ought te
occupy. He was thankful for whatever
she had received—to which Mr. Macken-
zie sncered ¢ You're thankful for very
small mercies”—[bringing out a chorus
of laughter from Qpposition benches.]
Mr. Palmer replied ‘“‘we can only be
thankful for small mercies, Tor only small
mercies wehave received {morelaughter]
from this side of the IHouse, and no mercy
at all from yours!” which placed “the
laugh on the other side.”

MR. MACKENZIE'S SPEECH

was not so spicy or effective as on for-
mer occasions, and might be simmered
down to this: ¢“There’s a good many
things the Government have left un-
done, and what they have done might be
better done. I acknowledge that the
Confederation must be cempleted, ca-
nals constructed, immigration encour-
aged, and the Pacific Railway built; but

the work can be better done if we get in
power, and the victories we have recent-
ly gained encourage us to hope that the
‘promised land’ of peace is drawing
near.”

OTHER SPEAKERS

followed on each side, and the debate
was closed with one of Sir John A. Mac-
donald’s happy speeches, which put
everybody in good humor. In the course
of his remarks he took occasion to deny,
most emphatically the charge that the
Pacific Railway was to notbe managed by
Canadian men, aided by Canadian and
English capital, and built wholly on Ca-
nadian seil, and as far as possible by Ca-
nadian skill and labor. Alluding to Maec-
Kenzié's boasted victories, and his po-
sition as leader of the Opposition, Sir
John concluded by hoping that he (McK)
would continue to win just such victor-
ies, and retain his present position for
the next 20 years.

i PRACTICAL LEGISLATION.

Maritime men are again leading off.
The Minister of Marine and Fisheries
made his first bow with quite a number
of ‘little bills” and resolutions. The first
is related to the harbors of Montreal
and Quebec, its object being to present
the over-loading of grain-carrying ves-
sels, and providing that every ship cross-
ing the ocean shall be thoroughly in-
spected by the Portwardens, and that tlre
Custom House shall not grant a clear-
ance except it reeceive from  the Pert-
wardens a certificate that the vessel is
properly laden and fit for sea. The next
was a resolution declaring it expedient
to pass an act similar to the Imperial
one, giving officers of passenger steam-
ers on Canadian waters sufficient authori-
ty to preserve order, etc., on board their
crafts. Then followed one to perfect the
law relating to the Harbor Master at
Halifax, giving him power to enforce the
penalties inflicted for viokation of harbor
regulations; and lastly, one declaring it
necessary to pass an act for the protec-
tion of vessels sailing from Canadian
ports, the main provisions of whiclh are
that between the 1st October and 16th of
Marech no vessel shall carry squave timber
on’ deck, ‘but ‘may carry deals. to the
height of three feet. Owing to the com-
peti:ion for the West India trade it was
not advisable to place more restrictions
on vesscls going there than absolue
safety demanded, consequently such ves-
¢e's may load up to the main rail.. The
latser Bill proveked a lively discussion.
In explaining this measure, and tlie one
relating to grain laden vessels, Mr. Mit-
chell referred to the great number of
ships lost of late years, the cause of
which, in many cases, ceuld be traced to
oveyloading. 'This fact was having an
injurious’effeet upon otir commerce—far
- movre thanany moderate restrictions could

h we—and a though ful public sentiment

seemed to call for some legislation upon

the subject. He admitted the difficulties
of such 1 gis'ation, and the reluctance he
felt at placing any seeming restriction
upon the trade of the St. Lawrence, or
* Maritime ports, whose growing import-

. ance he wat h d with pride, and in whose

to win the sympathy and support of the.

full day’s work; if the facts be against]

welfare he wes d :eply interested, but he
hoped, in the :n:crests of humanity, that
lesser conside rations would be lost sight
of, and members, whether engaged in the
shipping business or not, would agree in
securing such legislation, &8, while not
unduly interfering with commerce, would
ensure as far as possible the safety of the
ships and sailors which leave our shotes.

Hon. John Young, coming, as he did,
from the great seaport of Canada (Mont-
real), said a long observation and expe-
rience compelled him to the l_)clicf that
such legislation was absolutely necessary,
and K2 woald unite with the Minister of
Matiiie 1n helping to secute it.

Mz Palmer sympathised with the object
of the Bill, but he objected to some of its
provisions. He -thought that in such
matters as this it was not expedient as a
general rule to legislate at all, but in the
present ¢ase the hon. gentleman made out
a case for his bill in the cause of humanity.
Heé did not think rules could be laid down
by Aet of Parliament to make a vessel
trustworthy. Rules would be evaded.
For instance, in case of vessels going to
the West Indies, the rail might be raised
to nine feet, and yet the load could be
built as high as the rail,.according to the
Bill. A vessel with a deck-load of tim-
ber was safer than a vessel loaded with
coal and no deck-load. The carrying of
deck-leads had not necessarily been the
cause of tfic accidents that had oecurred,
and though hé was entirely in favor of
there being proper protection of life
and pfoperty, he thought practical
men interested in such mattérs should
not ‘be ummecessarily interfered with.
His idea was that the best plan would be
to have the loading of vessels regulated
by a treaty among all nations, so that all
be on tlie same footing. He approved of
official inspection, and of prohibiting any
vessels from goimg to sea that were
not seaworthy, but to decide that
a vessel was mnot seaworthy because
it had a deck-load was absurd. He was
willing to go almost any length in the
way of prohibiting vessels not seaworthy
from goingto sea. He would be recreant
to his constituents did he not state his
views, and unless the bill was amended
he would feel it his duty to oppose it.

' M#. Coffin and Mr. Poull spoke, argu-
ing that ships were just as safe with as|
without a deckload.

Mr. Domville made his “‘maiden speech”
on this subject short, spicy and argumen-
tative. - He #hought commerce was losing
all conscience in its desire for going
shead fast, and needed acheck-rein. The
argument that a ship with heavy deck-
load was as safe as any other was fallaci-
ous, as shown by the fact that under-
writers asked higher rates of insurance
upon suchrships. Three feet of a deck-
load, at the seasons of the year named,
was sufficient and fair. He knew it was
moxe popular to let these subjects alone,
but hoped there were enough men in the
House, not influenced by their interest in
shipping, to support the proposed legisla-
tion, which the higher interests of human-
ity demand. . ;

All the resolutions were formally adopt-
ed. The fight will come when the House
is in committee on the bills. The ship-
ping men will struggle to keep om their
teck-loads, and the ¢ Humahity men” to
throw them off. H.

Then Parliament may or may not ratify
the terms, and not before. Mr. Mills ar-
gued that constitutional law required that
the question be submitted to Parliamen
before being voted on by the colony. Sl/:
John said Mr. Mills might be well versed
in constitutional law, but it was the con-
stitutional law of some other country
than Great Britain, and would not pass
current in that House. If Parliament first
approved of the terms, and the Island
changed them in any particular,the whole
matter would have to come before Parlia-
ment again. Should the colony accept
the proposals of the Goternment, then
Parliament would be asked to confirm the
Government’s proposals.

The House adjourned at 5.30 p. m.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

FREDERICTON, March 21.

Mr. Coram suggested, at the conclus-
ion of Mr. Donald’s speech yesterday,
that the liquor bill be amended so that
shops would close at 10 in summer and 9
in winter. Hon. Mr. Willis accepted the
suggestion.Dr. Alward would keep the law
as itis. Mr. Adams approved the bill.
Mr: Ryan would close all the taverns till
the Last Day. Hon. Mr. King said his
mind had fluctuated, as it were, some-
what on liquor legislation. He defended
himself from the charges made in the
pulpit on account of his vote last session,
and expressed his intention to oppose
the bill separating the sale of liquor
from the sale of groceries and excluding
bars from billiard saloons. Shops in
which liquor and groceries are sold are
not disreputable.  Billiard players are
not drunkards, but persons who require
clear heads and steady nerves. He moved
that shops close at 10 p. m., and not open
before ¢ a.m. Mr. Hibbard and Mr.
Landxy spoke for the bill, and Mr.Maher,
Dr. Alward and Mr. Napier spoke agalnst
it. The amendment was carried, 19 to
17. Dr. Alward moved that liquor bills
be legalized. Lost. The committee
then rose and reported the bill agreed
to.

Mr. Maher introdiced a bill relating to

the Saint Johu Hospital; Hon. Mr. Fra-
ser, a bill relating to Fredericton City
Hall Loan ; Mr. Humphrey, a bill to in-
corporate the Town of Moncton; Mr.
Harrison, a bill relating to assessments
in Barton.

The bill establishing marsh roads in
Hopewdll, and the bill exempting tlie
Albert Manufacturing Company from
local taxation, were agreed to.

To=day’s Procesdings.

Mr. Hibbard introduced a bill incor-

THE END OF THE CABINET CRISIS—EXPLA-
NATIONS* OF GLADSTONE, DISRAELI
AND OTHERS.

The House of Commons presented an
unusual spectacle to-day in anticipation
of the important communication from
Gladstone announcing the termination of
the Ministerial Crisis by his return to
office. All the benches were filled with
members and the galleries were crowded
with spectators. Among the disting-
uished persons present were Prince
Arthur, the Duke of Cambridge and
Prince Christian. Many members of the
House of Lords also attended the sitting.
As Gladstone and Disraeli entered the
House, loud cheers were successively
raised by their respective supporters.
When Gladstone rose to make his state-
ment, the cheering was repeated, this
time from all parts of the Chamber. He
said he was now able to acquaint the
House with the fact that he and his col-
leagues in office, with Her Majesty’s
permission, were prepared to carry on
the Government as before. He explain-
ed fully that it was only after the party
opposite had unconditionally refused to
férm a Ministry that he and his friends
had consented to resume office.

Disraeli explained the course he had
thowght proper to pursae since the be-
ginning of the crisis. He confessed that
the differences between himself and
the Irish. Catholics were unsurmount-
able.

In the House of Lords Granville an-
nounced the decision of the Government
in a speech differing little from that of
Gladstone’s. >

The Duke of Richmond defended the
conduct of the leaders of the Opposition
in t1e crisis. It had been askel, if Dis-

racli was not willing to undertake:the
task of forn inz a Ministry why did he la-
hor to put the Government in a minority
in the House of Commons? He combatted
the idea of inconsistency and culogized
Disraeli, who, he declared, had increased
the lustre of his fame as a statesman by
his wise, patriotic and unselfish action in
the present emergency.
