A number of complaints haye been
made of the way in which the sidewalk
is encumbered on Carmarthen street by
the operations of the stone crusher. An
immense pile of stone 1s constantly on
the sidewalk and carts are engaged re-
moving the broken stone. The dust is
blinding to any one passing. At night
the platform built to throw the broken
stone on is dangerous to pedestrians.
Ttere is plenty of room on the lot to
have all the operations conducted inside

The number of times the stone for street
purposes is handled proves how econo-
mically the Street Department is managed.
The stone is first quarried at the Ballast
Wharf, hauled to a vacant lot at the cor-
aer of Leinster and Carmarthen streets,
there piled up, and then again carted to
the crusher, after which it is moved to
the different parts of the city where it is
required. There are people, though,who
actually think there would be a saviog of
time, labor and money to have the crusher
taken to the place where thc stone is
quarried, and make one loading and haul-
ing do for the stone. Then the persous
who live nearest the present scene of
operations say it would be. much more
pleasant if the smoke and noise were
somewhere else but in King street.
