RUSSIA IRRITATED.

proclaim the neutrality of Egypt un-
der the protectorate @& all the powers.

GREAT BRITAI

Heavy Increase in Old Country
Purchases From Canada.

Progress of the Arbitration With
Venezuela.

What Tereh Hooley Tells—Salisbury
on Ritualism—A Big Pebble-IM.

London, Nov. 8—The board of trade
returns for October show the following
increase in imports from Canada com-
pared with the same month in the pre-
vious month: Wheat, £46,000; four,

£56,000; egss, £6,000. Live eattle, horsss
and sheep show decreases.

Before the days of Reynolds, G“nsbop.
ough and Constable English artists did-
not expect any one to pay such prices for
sheir pictures as for those of foreigners, or
even to buy anything but a portrait.
“What could I do with it?”’ an English: *
eonnoisseur is said to have replied to a
gentieman who had asked him why he did
not purchase a historical picture he great-
ly admired. *“You surely would not have
me hang up a modern  English picture in
my house unless it were a portrait!”’

The cause of this low estimate of Eng-
lish art may bae geen in the facts mention-
ed by Mrs. Bell in her *‘ Life and Works of
Thomas Gainsborough.”

'REV. DR. SLADDING

' Long and Honorable Life of the Ex

President of the York Pioneers—
Author of Many Books.

Rev. Dr. Scadding, tne president of the
York Pioneers at Toronto, recently re-
signed that office; hence a brief sketch cf
his long and honorable career will be as
interesting as it is timely.

Rev. Henry Secadding, D.D., is the
youngest son of the late John Scaddmg,
for many years factor to Major-General
Simecoe, afterwards Lieutenant-Governor
of Upper Canada, on his estates in
Devonshire, England.

FUNCTIONS

Receptions at Toronto in Oonnection
With the Departure of Lord and
Lady Aberdeen.

———

Toronto, Nov. 8.—Two receptions
were heeld yesterday in connection with
the farewell visit of the governor-gen-
eral and Lary Aberdeen to the city.
At 2 p.m. they visited the new city
hall and inspected it. There was a
large turnout of citizens, and among
others present was Mr. T. G. Mason.
who witnessed the opening of the old
city hall 50 years ago. The ceremony
took place in the main entrance hall.
Mayor Shaw read an address express-
ing loyalty to the motheriand and the
person of the sovereign, and regret at
the approaching departure of the gov-
ernor-general and Lady Aberdeen, be-
sides an interesting reference to the
relations of the United States and
Great Britain.

Lord Aberdeen, in his reply, voiced
his appreciation of the kindly &enti-
ments contained in the address, and
the regrets of Lady Aberdeen and him-
self at their approaching departure.
Among the sentiments alluded to in
his address he said he could not help
referring to that mentioned 4in the
concluding portion of the addresg, in
regard to the good understanding and
good feeling between that kind of
triple alliance, “Great Britain, Canada
and the United States.” (Applause.)
“When- I speak of an alHance,” he
said, “of course you will understand
that I speak of those common inter-
ests, those mutual concerns which ne-
cessarily bring us togeth-r, first in a
close definite sense between Great
Britain and Canada, and also in regard
to that great country, the United
Btates, to which we are contiguous.”

the Imperial Parlia-
ment, Lord Salisbury wrote a letter, in
which he endeavored to convict Mr.
Lockwood of being in favor of Irish

Home Rule, and consequently of sthe

dismemberment of the British Empire.
It was in 1893, and the British Corser-
vative léader wrote as follows:

“You say you never promised Home
Rule. That may be so. I never said
you did, but you prcmised what you
knew perfectly well must lead © to
Home Rule. You mnot only, proposed
household suffrage in the Irish coun-
ties, but you also promised to grant
everything you would grant to England.
This will include a plan of elective
local government as extensive as that
to ‘be proposed for England, a measure
involving that more extended self-
government which Lord Hartington
has denounced as madness.”

Mr. Asquith, M.P.,, in a recent ad-
iress very appropriately pointed out
that the irony of politics had rarely
been more practically exhibited than in
the picture of Lord Salisbury erecting
in 1898, as a barrier against Home
Rule, a structure which in 1893 he had
declared to be the door through which
Home Rule must inevitably come. Not
since Benjamin Disraeli took his famous
leap in the dark, and agreed to a
radical franchise reform which but a
few months before he had heen bitter-
ly opposing (because it was proposed
by his opponents), has there Dbeen
such a political volte face.

We believe that a wider system of
self-government will be established in
Ireland, at no distant day, but for a
different reason than that adduced by
the present British premier. The un-
loading of purely local legislation on
an Irish assembly, such as are our
provincial  legislatures in Canada, will
come in spite of Lord Salisbury’s pres-
ent-day attampt to stave it off by what
he recantly said would bring it to pass.
It will come because of the growing
necessities of the Imperial Parliament
to be: reiteved of purely local legislating
in order that it may give its undivid-
ed attention to the ever-increasing
questions that press for action in the
great imperial arena, questions in
which ovVer 300,600,000 of our
fellow subjects are with us wvitally in-
terested. Mr. Asquith, who Wwas one
of Mr. Gladstone’'s most a’ble associ-
ates, when he last held power, assures
us that these considerations have not
been lost sight of by his fellow-leaders
in the Liberal party, and we have 1o
doubt that. at a comparatively -early
day they will \be settled, and settled
right. Then justice will be done not
only to the peaple of Ireland, but to
all sections -of the FEmpire, and every.
portion of her Majesty's realms will be
well govermed and satisfied.

water to keep one’s shoes dry! Yet, by
the force of arms, the force of trade,

and the force of yaw, she has become |

the ruler of the earth. It is English
brain and English muscle which hold
the ‘world together, and have made it
an Anglo-Saxon planet. The final
secret of England’s strength lies, as I
have said, in her respect for law. Good
government is the justification of Brit-
4sh imperialism.”

This, and much else of a like nature,
is clearly and strongly put, but w‘nat
we wish to note specially just now is
the following generalization: “Wher-
ever the flag of England floats, it
teaches respect for law. There is but
one political lesson more important,
and that lesson is respect for the in-
dividual man. To teach the ome has
been the mission of England; to teach
the other has Dbeen the glory of the
United States.” -

This is, in a large sense, true; but !

all such general statements are only

half true. Or, to put it in another way.
to attempt to separate things which

|
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are 11 rédl life indissolubly joined, mu-t
fail, or at least yield a barren intellec-
tual analysis. We do not wish to in-
dulge in carping: criticism; but this
general statement suggests a few con-
siderations which s&hould not be for-
gotten. The declaration of indepen-
dence asserts the freedom and equality
of men. The fact that any American
is supposed to be eligible for the presi-
dency is supposed to suggest that all
men are kings. On the other hand,
there are those who think that a mon-
archy, even under constitutional limi-
tations, a landed aristocracy, and &
state church, necessarily imply that
the manhood of the masses is degrad-
ed. But life is very complex, and man
is very illogical. He refuses to respond
to the demands of an exact formula.
There are many things in American
life—the treatment of Indians, the
lynching of negroes, the shooting down
of strikers—which, if they show scant
respect for law, certainly do not sug-
gest a lofty ideal as to the sacredness
of the individual life. Then again,
Britishers could not have taught
throughout the world the sacredness of
law if they had not been men of a
high type, who respected in a large
measure true manhood. When Britain
says to Pharaoh, “I will znake a man
of you,” she does it through discipline,
and the fact is that obedience is the
first lesson that must be learned by
children and immature men. The way
to freedom is through obedience. The
man who defiantly declares that he
ewns no land in heaven or on earth, is
not moving towards the truest man-
hood or best form of individuality.

From the ideal point of view, and as
& very general statement, we may ad-
mit that Britain stands for-respect of
law, and America for a high type of
individual manhood. But Britain has
moved steadily forward. Her states-
men have known ‘“‘the season when to
take occasion by the hand and make
the bounds of freedom wider yet,” be-
cause they have recognized both these
ideals. Gladstone had the deepest rev-
erence for law, but his reforming zeal
was inspired by trust in the people.
‘“Are they mnot our own flesh and
blood?”’ So if in the great republic the
higher type of manhood is to be made
more general, there must be a real rev-
erence for law; but the laws must be
more rational and more just, so that
“the bloated millionaire,”” and “the
political boss,” may be also kept in
their proper place.

BARBARIANS

White Women Stolen by Maoris Re-
fuse to Return to Civilization. .

Vancouver, Nov. 8.—A party of exe
plorers in New Zealand say that while
traveling in the wilds of the colony,
where white men seldorm penetrate,
and where the natives know no law
but that of their own making, they dis-
covered two white women about 40
years old, clothed like savage Maoris,
in extremely scanty attire.

FOR 50 YEARS

John Grubb Eas Spént Half e Century
Amid Gloom and Sewer Gas With-
out a Day’s Illness.

Birmingham, Nov. 8.—The municipal

, authorities have resolved o pension a

man who has spent nearly half a cen-
tury in building ama exploring the
sewers of Birmingham. His dife con-
tradicts the proverbial unhealthiness
of sewer gas and lack of sunlight.

The name of thie important official
i@ John Grubb, and he has traversed
froin six to seven miles #t sewers each
day, and he computes that his total
tramp during the 50 years of his la-
bors has exceeded 100,000 miles.

Grubb boaste that he has not known
a day of sickness throughout his sub-
terranean career, though during the
first decade of his office there was
hardly a well-congtructed #sewer in the
city, apd he was daily in danger of
being attacked by armies of rate® and
foulest
odors.

During the last half of his career he
has constructed fourteen miles of sew-
ers on the mast approved modern style.
He has survived all of his employes,
some of them not being able to-stand
the work more than a few years.

Grubb' is now a septuagenarian, and
his vigorous health augurs that he will
livie 20 years moere. The sewer yveteran
eays his retirement may prove detri-
mental to his health.

The greatiest peril he has been ex-
posed to occurred some 20 years ago on
the occasion ©f the Queen’s visit 1o
Birmingham. He was overtaken by
storm water., A terrific rainstorm had
broken over the city, and the water
was rushing to the sewers in torrents.
It was a thrilling race for life, as he
and his workmen had to fight big re-
rat® with their shovels,
scaring them by howls and yells, as
they made their way submerged to
shoulders to a distant mamnhole, which
they knew could be opened.

People's Telephone Company to Get an
Extension of the Time for Beginning
the Construction of Their Line—
“Ward Grabbing” Illustrated—Hos-
pital Agreement Again S8helved.

Hot shot from Ald. Graham last night
made the regular meeting of the city
council a particularly lively one. His
resolution to prepare for the abolition
of the ward system and reduction in
the number of aldermen was defeated
by a trick. Ald. Taylor, in the chair,
put the motlon, and the vote was 7 to 9.
Ald. O’Meara refused to vote, giving a’
good reason, but on being pressed to
by Ald. Taylor, sald he would vote
“Nay.” “So do I. That negatives it.
Next business,” sald Ald. Taylor. Ald.
Graham’s motion will bob up again at
the next meeting, however, and mcre
interesting speeches for and against
municipal reform may be expected. All
the members were present. "he motion
by Ald. Graham was as follows:

‘“That in the opinion of this council
the Municipal Act should be 80 am-
ended as to allow ratepayers by their
vote to determine whether the number
of their representatives at this board
ghould not be reduced to one for each
4,000 of the population; and also wheth-
er they should not be elected in like
manner a8 the mayor and hospital
trustees, by general vote, and not by
sections or wards, as at present; and
that the city solicitor be instructed to
prepare a petition-asking that the said
act be amended accordingly.

“And further, that the city clerk be
instructed to communicate +with the
city clerks of Hamilton, Ottawa and
Kingston (the only cities, except Lon-
don, debarred by the existing law from
taking similar action towards mauni-
cipal reform), for the purpose of secur-
ing their co-operation ' in procuring
the legislation asked for.”

Ald. Hunt was willing to second the
motion if amended by providing for a
reference to the people at the coming
election. Ald. Graham consented, but
the amendement was iost by a vote of
9 to 8.

Ald. Greenlees seconded the motion,
and in support of it Ald. Graham said
they had had that evening some strik-
ing examples of ward-grabbing. He
did net understand why the present
system had existed so long. It must

The council decided not to secure any
spaces for views of the city 4n the
work, “Canada from Ocean to Ocean.”

FIXED THE ASSESSMENT.

The sewer committee mrecommended
that the London Foundry Company be
offerad a fixed assessment of $6,500 for
e term of ten years on their property
at the corner of King and Thames

streetg, in full of all ¢laims for dam-
ages, past and present, or future, to
their property by construction wf the
sewer bridge over the river at King
etreet. Mr. Noble, & member of the
company, addressed the ocouncil, and
stated they were willing to accept a
fixed assessment of $5,000; otherwise,
they would bring action against the
city. Their present assessment was
$13,000. On motion of Ald. Taylor, the
essessment was fixed at $5,000.

THE HOSPITAL AGREEMENT.

The hospital .committee recommend-
ed the adoption of the proposition for
treatment of county patients in the
new hospital, which was agreed to by
the county committea It includes tie

lcrusher at the request of Ald. Green-
ees.

Ald. Greenlees denied this, and elicit-
ed a contradiction from the city en-
gineer also. Mr. Graydon said one
reason for the increased cost this year
was that the foreman, who had been
eppointed by the chairman, had not
got the work out of his men.

No action was taken.

MOTIONS AND NOTICES.

Ald. Carrothers moved that the
mayor and Ald. Greenlees interview
Premlier Hardy, with a view to having
the limits of the city extended to
Springbank on the south side, and an
early declision reaghed. Carried.

Ald. Carrothers moved, seconded by
Ald. Cooper, that the city engineer be
{nstructed to have a new timetabie for
the street railway. Agreed.

Ald. Douglass gave notice of motion
of a bylaw for 375,000 for a permanent
breakwater for West IL.ondon.

Ald. Jolly gave notice of a motlon
that hereafter no plank walks be laid,
but that all new walks be permanent
walks. He made special provigion for
‘West London.

COMMUNICATIONS.

Mr. C. Brennan’s fine of $5 for a
breach of the bylaw was remitted.

The city engineer wrote asking that
provision be made to have the water-
courses and ditches cleaned of dead
leaves, mud, etc.,, which will get into
the gullies and the sewers. Granted.

A letter was received from the min-
ister of justice stating that fines of
$276, which Ald. McPhillips contended
should have belonged to the city cof-
fers in place of to the government,
would be considered @t the next session
of parliament. Ald. McPhillips moved
that the city solicitor act with a view
to obtalning the return of the fines.
Every year, he said, hundreds of dollars
in fines were diverted from the city to
government coffers. Ald. Winnetit sec-
onded. Agreed.
