THE SITUATION -IN MOXNTREAL.

MONTEEAL, July 4.—The latest phase of
the Pullman strike is an attempti to bring
the trouble over into Canada. Almost
within the same hour eteps were taken (o
thwart the attempt. For nearly a week
twe representatives of the American
strikers have been in Montreal guietly
working their scheme, pnd interviewing
conductors, engineers, brakemen, eic. ‘he
two men have ag yet made no definite
proposals, Lhey are simply feeling the
ground, The news thav agents of the
strikers were in town and had approached
almost every class of employes on the G.
T. R. soon reached the conductors, and at
an informal meeting it was almost upanl-
mously agreed that they had no cause tor
taking part in the strike, and unless the
heads of the order demanded the strike
they would stand by their employers.
General Manager Seargeant, of the Grand
runk, said to-day: *‘I have not the least
idea that there will be apy trouble in Can-
ada. It should be understood that the
Pullmans on the Grand Trunk are manu-
tactured in our own shops here and the
workmen are paid with our money. The
cars are the assigned cars and are the
property cf the company and by no pro-
cees of reasoning can they be regarded as
Pullman property and therefore not under
the ban.”

STRIKE AT SARNIA AND PORT HUROX.

Port HrroN, Mich., Juiy 4.—The Grand
Trunk Railway is tied up here. The
employes both here and in Sarpia went out
during the night The strikers permit all
trains to enter the city but none to leave it.

VIOLENT MEASURES.

UraH, Juiy 4.—Last mghi, while the
Helena sxpress on the Utah and Northern
Railroad was being made up under the
protection of Uniied Niates marshale, a
mob of strikers mussed on the tracic back
of the engine and refused to nliow it to be
counled on unless thres Pullnans were
detached. After three hours’ delay District
Attorney Jadd read to the sirikers his
instructions from Attorney-General Olney
regarding interference with the mails.
The strikers then withdrew, but as the
engine backed down they mode a rush for
the Pullmans, which they uncoupled and
pushed by haud several bhundred feet.
They are determined that the Pulimans
thall not be taken out.

NO COMPROMISE OFFERED BY THE MAN-
AGERS.

CHicAGo, July 4.—General 3ianager
Egan still remains steadfast in his purpose
to fight it out toa finish with the A. R. U.
When asked concerning overtures made for
a settlement, Mr. Egan replied this morn-
ing: **We have made no overtures to the
A. R. U. and have held no conference with
its officers, more than that we shalil hoid no
conferences with them.

*¢So far as the railroads are concorned
with this ight they are out of it. It has
now become a fight between the United
States Government and the A. R. U., and
we shall leave them to fight it out.”

LakeShore trains are running, with slight
delays, as usual.

SOLDIERS AT THE STOCK YARDS.

Uxiox Stock YARDS, CHicaco, only 4.
Half of the Second Battalion of Unired
States troops from Fort Sheridan arrived
here thiz morning at 6 o’clock and are now
encamped in Dexter Park just inside the
yards. At 8 o'clock Swift & Co., succeeded
in getting out a stalled train of beef which
has Leen on the track at Halstead and
Fourth streets since Monday forenoon. No
cattle trains arrived to-day and none are
expected.

N0 TROUBLE ON THE M. C. R.

DETROIT, Mich., July 4 —All trains on
the M. C. R. are running as usual to-day,
and there are at present no indications that
the road wili have any trouble at this point.
The switchmen and others are strongly
opposed to being involved in anything like
a general tieup, and the best of feeling
geems to prevail between them and the
company’s officials. I freight that is
being ofiered is taken on the ground that it
cannot be lega'ly refused,

SIGNAL FOR CIVIL WAR.

CHIcAGO, July 4.—In an interview to-
pight President Debs, of the A. R. U,
said: *‘The first shot fired by the regular
soldiers at the mobs here will be the signal
for a civil war. I beliove this as firmly as
I believe in the ultimate success of ounr
cause, Bloodshed will follow, and 90 per
cent of the people of the United States
will be arrayed_ against the other 10
per cent. And I would not care to
be arrayed against the laboring people
in the contest or find myseli ecut of the
ranks of iabor when thestruggle ended. I
do not say this as an alarmist, but calmiy
and thoughtfuily. 1 deprecate the action
of the authorities in yielding to the wishes
of the managers, Ourmen havein no way
seted riotously, and the city and county
officials will bear me out in state-
ments that they have been able
to control tho few hotheads who, either as
outsiders or in discbedience of strict
orders, have acted anunlawful part.

NO COLLISION
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Island was entirely raised at 1:15 this
ajteraoon, and trains that had been tied up
for five days began to move, The first of
the trains that were stalled at Joliet came
up the track guarded by goldiers. Ten
cars, half of them Pullmans, made up the
traip, which was followed every few
minutes by six other trains of equal length,
all guarded at the point of the bayonet.
A TRYING ORDEAL.

CHICAGO, 111, July 4.—With rifles leveled
and revolivers drawn half of the ~econd
Battalion, Fifteenth Regiment, United
States infantry, proceeded through a dense
mob of more than 5,000 men, boys, women
and childrern to their camp in the stock
yards. The day was a trying one for
the troops and the police and one of intense
excitement from daybreak until night, On
the squad ot 75 policemen fell the brunt of
keeping in control a crowd wild with ex-
citement, itflamed by passion and frequent
draughta from the neighboring saicons,
which did the most phenomenal business
they ever knew.

The trouble started early when Swift &
Co. tried to move their stalled meat train
eastbound which the strikers had held in
durance for 48 hours. Every obstacle was
placed in the way, and it was 11:30 ibefore
the train could be started. Even the
troope were cbliged to charge the crowd
with bayonets, before which, like a flock of
frightened sheep, it fell back and permitted
the train to move.

THE WORST.

Then came the worst part of the day.
The military train on the Lake Shore road
whizh left the Roek Island depot at
an early hour this morning with the
cavalry, artillery, horses and supplies of
the Fitteenth Regiment aboard, pulled into
the vards at Fortieth and Halsted streets
at 2 p.m. There it continued to switch up
and down until twilight, when the attemp?
to move it further was abandoned. 8ix
times this train was uncoupled by tbe
strikers, im spite of the faet that
on every car sat the expcrienced
army men who hal seen service
and knew how to shoot, and who declared
they would dc so if auy man attempted to
interfere with the train. This they would
have done, bui the strikers were too agile
for them, and hefore the r.fles conld be
aimed the offenders wounid be back in the
midst of the crowd,where it would have been
worse than folly to shoot.

ALMOST A TRAGEDY.

Some trouble occurred at Root and
Thirtieth streets. A Lake Shore passenger
train,was detained hy strikers,who clambred
up on the engine and tried to induce En-
zineer Weber to quit. J. C. Harris,
an employe of the 1cad, started to pulia
revolver. American Railway Union dele-
gates demanded of the police that thoy
disarm the man, which the officers
refused - to de. Then the mob
took the matter iuto their own
hands and threw Harris beneath a freight
train, and wounld have killed him had not
the police interfered.

A young man named Miller, a reporter
for a morning paper, wounld have sufifered
a similar fate but for police interference.

CARS BURNED.

Fifteen Panbandle freight cars were
burned at Forty-seventh sirset by a crowd
of strikers and their friends to-njght.

Trains on the Northwestern ‘were run
elose to schedule time to-night and to-day.
The return of the engincers made matters
much casier for the Northwestern.

SOLDIERS RIFUSE TO OBEY ORDERS.

SacnaMENTO, Cal, July 4.—Av 12:30
p.m. troops maiched down to the depot,
where the strikers had gathered to prevent
the moving of trains with Pullmans.

Thousands of people bad also assembled,
and the excitement was intense. The
troops were ordered to charge, but as one
man they refused to advance, and each one
removed the cartridge from his rifle.

Gen. Dimond ordsred the mutinous
soldiers back to the armoery, to which they
marched, followed by a throng who cheered
them at every step.

DEDBS TO BE INDICTED.

W ASHINGTON, J uly 5.—Attorney-Gener-
al Olney has decided to bring the promis-
ing carcer of President Debs, the voung
president of the American Railway Union,
to a close, so far as it relates to the present
sirike. He has inetructed District At-
torney Mitchell, of Chicago, to call a
special meeting of the grand jury to
indiet this labor leader. But Mr,
Debs will be one of the many,
All the other strikers who have been prom-
inent in violation of the laws will be in-
dicted by the grand jury. The Attorney-
General said: “*We have been brought to
the ragged edge of anurchy and it is time
to see whether the law is sufficiently strong
to pravent this condition of affairs. Ifnot,
the sooner we know it the better, that it
may be changed.”

Cuicaco, July 5.-—=The only point at
which danger is feared is at Fifty-first
street, where a sullen mob is considering
the advieability of burning the Rock Isiand
yards and passenger coaches.

The Chicago and Grand Trunk started
its morning mail for the east on time,

Cuicaco, July 3.—It is thought the worst
is over and the trouble it quieting down.

Loxpox, July 4.—Wm. C. Whitney said
yesterday, in an interview: *“Rickard
Croker called upen me while here, but
there is no truth in the story that he
offered me the nomination for governor on
condition that the Cleveland party would
support the Tammany ticket in New York
City. The subject of the governorship was
not mentioned. He knows that 1 am not
only not a candidate but that I should not
accept a nomination,”

The Colonies and Commercial
Treaties.
Loxpox, July 4.—Sir William Vernon
Harcourt is reported to have made the
statement in the dcbate on the estate duties

that it had never been conceded in connec-
tion with the most favored naticn treat-
ment in commercial treaties that the
colonies were inciuded in the words “Other
nation or country.” If true, this is the
most important in view of the Ottawa
conference, as showing the power of all
parts of the empire to make what interna-
tional commercial plans they choose with-
out reference to foreign nations,”

Nearly 200 Lives Lost.

Bupa-PrstH, July 4.—A shocking dis-
aster occurred on the River Theiss near
Nyireghyhazi, Hungary, to-day, resuiting
in the Joss of nearly 200 lives.

A ferry beat with abont 200 perzons on
board was being drawn across the river by
means of a ehain. The chain broke, and
its snapping couced a panic on koard the
boat, in the midst of which the vessel
capsized from being over weighted on one
gide. All the occupants of the boat were
thrown into the river and most of them
drowned. Only about a dezen are knowa
to Lave been eaved.

The Plague Raging Ancw,

Sax TFraxcisco, July 4.—The steamer
Pern, which arrived from Hong Kong and
Yokohama last evening, brings news that
the plague at Hong Kong has become
worse, the disease having started in new
districts.

From June 7 to 14, 701 persons died from
the pest, and fully 75,000 Chinese had fled
from the city. It is reported that a
Chinese junk with about 400 passengers
from Hong Kong on board, escaping from
the plague, capsized and sank in Copo Siu
Moon Paes. Five British so!diers, who
were engaged in the enforcement of sanitary
Jaws in Hong Kong, have fallen victims to
the plague.

Fourth of July in London.

LoxpoN, July 4.—United States Ambas-
sador Bayard, assisted by Mrs. Bayard,
Mizs Florence Bayard, Mrs. 8. D. Warren
and the staff of the embasey, held a Fourth
of July reception at his heuse in Frincess
Gardens, between 3 and 6 o’clock this
afternoon. About 300 persons were pres-
ent. From top to bottom the house was
decorated with the Stars and Stripes, and
in the corridor and main room the walls
were almost hidden by flags, Lord Rose-
bery called to pay his respects to Mr.
Bayard early in the day. All the hotels
frequented by Americans and many public
resorts hoisted flags in observance of the
day.

THE VALKYRIE SUNK.

Engiand’s Prize Yacht Destroyed in
a Race,

—

And the Crew Have a Narrow Escape—
The American Yacht Vigilant
in the Contest.

———

AQUATIC.

GLasGow, July 5.—People from all parts
of the United Kingdom gathered along the
banks of the Clyde to-day to witness the
races of the Mud Hook regatia. The ex-
citement was greater than ever hitherto
known, It was largely due to the presence
of the champion American yacht, the
Vigilant, Hec white hull was perfectly
smooth and shone hke glass.

The other starters in the race (50 miles)
were Lord Dunraven’s Valkyrie, which the
Vigilant defeated in America, the Prince of
Wales’ Britannia, and the Satanita.

Shortly after the start the yacht
Satanita collided with and

SUNK THE VALKYRIE.

Everyone on the Valkyrie was saved by
boats from the surrounding yachts. The
Valkyrie was struck on the port side, aft
the rigging, and nearly cut in two. The
Valkvrie immediately began to fill, and in
five minutes after being struck sank in 25
fathoms of water. The Satanita’s bows
were badly stove, and it was regarded as
improbable that she will be able to take
part in a race for a month.

Lord Dunraven and one or two of
Valkyrie’s crew were rescued by the steam
yacht Hebe. The steam yacht Vanduara
attoched lines to the sinking yacht and
saved the rest of the crew. 1t was found
that only one was Injured—a seaman
named Brown, one of whose legs was
broken. The crew lost everything except
what they wore.

THE YANEEE BEATEN.

The Vigilant and Britannia proceeded in
the race. The wind freshened to a good
stiff breeze, and the lee rail of the Vigilant
was continually submerged. Both boate
came homeward at a tremendous rate of
spead.

The Britannia won by 35 seconds.
Official time was: Britannia, 4:28:10;
Vigilant, 4:28:45.

THE CANADIAN BEATEN.

Loxpox, July 5.—The first of the re-
maining heats of the race for the diamond
sculls in the Henley regatta to-day was
won by Vivian Nickalls who beat Joseph
Wright, of Toronto,

Wright had the best of the start, and for
100 yards rowed on equal terms with
Nickalls.

There is at the present time a stronger
blic opinion in favor of total prohibition
bn was ever before made manifest. That

timent is entertained by a great ma-
ity of the electorate, who have shown
eir readiness to express their opinions by
eir votes, and their earnest desire forim-
ediate advance legizlation.

“The question of the juriediction of Pro-

incial Legislatures is rapidly approaching
settlement, and these bodies wili shortly
be called upon to exercise whatever pro-
ibitory power they possess.

*‘Therepert of the Royal Commission can-
not be much longer delayed, and, whether
delayed or not, cannot alter the clearly
demonstrated fact of public favor for pro-
hibition, and the growing determination of
the electors to rid themselves by law of the
evil-working drink traffic. The plebiscites
have, in fact, completely forestalled the
ccmmission report.

s*Christian churches have taken strong
advanced and aggressive positions in rela-
tion to tne drink evil, and a great majority
of them are uniting the ‘call’ for the im-
mediate enactment and thorough enforce-
ment of total prohibition.

“}We are at an important point in the
history of this great moyement, possessing
a vantage ground that ought to enable us
to win speedy and permanent success. The
gravity of this position has compelled the
calling of the present convention, and for
the consideration of that convention our
committee respectively submits the follow-
iug recommendations:

«]. That this eonvention affirms the
rightnesa and soundness of the declaration
made by so many organizations and con-
ventions, that the right and only effective
remedy for the evils of intemperance is the
total prohibition of the liquor 'raffic, and
that the time has come wher the Parliament
of Canada should enact such legislation as
will secure the attainment of that end.
That it is also the duty of Provineial Legis-
latures to exercise all the power which they
may be declared to possess towards the
same eond, and that no legislative body can
do its full duty without exercising all the
power it possesses for the suppression of the
great liquor evil.

«9  That inasmuch as the enactment and
enforcement of law mustaiways depend in a

! great measure upeon the strength of publie

opinion in favor of such law, and that every
eitizen owes to the State the duty of doing
his ntmost to promote right legislation and
strengthen publicsentiment in favor of such
legislztion, we call upon all who favor the
cause of prohibition to exert themselves
more diligently than ever tc eaucate the
people in the scundnese of prohibition
principles and the evil and ruinous effects
of the traffic in intoxicating beverages.

+*3. That we call upon all friends of pro-
hibition everywhere to organize their forces
as perfectly as possible for the purpose of
making their influence felt in every elec-
toral contest, and urge them to do ailin
their power to secure the nomination and
election to every elective puklic position of
such representatives, and such only as are
known and avowed prohibitionists, and who
can be relied vpon to independently pro-
mote and support, in their respective
bodies, legislation for the prohibition of the
liquor traffic to the full limiy of the ascer-
tained jurisdiction of such bodies respect-
ively.

¢4 That it is the dutv of the Dominion
Parliament to enact and provide for the
enforcement of total national prohibition;
that it is the duty of Provincial Legislatures
to do the same to the full limit of their
anthority, and that it is the duty of every
citizen to exert all the power enjoyed by
him for the limitation and suppression to
any and every possible extent of the liquor
traflic under existing legislation, or any
iegislation that may hereafter be enacted.”

OPENING.

At 11:30 the convention proper met with
Senator Vidal in the chair. After devo-
tional exercises the report of the executive
was read by Rev. Mr, Kettleweli, who
moved its adoption. The motion was sec-
onded by Rev. Dr, Chiniquy.

The president explained that the matters
in the report were submitted with the
expectation that the convention would take
them into consideration, discuss and delib-
erate upon them. The convention was to
be quite free in thix matter, either reject-
ing or accepting. The report did not seek
to bind the convention, but rather to sug-
gest rubjects for discussion.

The point of discussion was not reached,
however, at the morning session, and Mrs.
Williains walked to the platform, followed
by a lady whom the audience at once recog-
nized as Miss Willard. This was the signal
for loud and leng continued applsuse, and
the meeting was more concerned to hear
her than with the announcement of the
ruies ot procedure.

The president first introduced Miss
Anna Gordon, Miss Willard’s companion,
superintcudent of the Juvenile W.C.T.U,,
to the audience. She delivered a brief ad-
dress, after which Miss Willard gave a
description of her recent visit to England.

The report of the executive committee
occasioned a long discussion. A. R. Dickey,
M.P., in dealing with the difficulties in the
way of members of Parliament who were
desirous of bringing up the question in the
House said that owing to the tariff debate
it had been almost impossible to present the
resolution. A reerolution in faver of pro-
hibition had been presented, but after some
Eours discussion Sir John Thompson very
unfairly moved the adjournment of the de-
bate, which, under the circumstances,
practically shelved the question for this
gession. The prohibitionists, however, had
many sincere friends in Parliament. T.
R. Flint, M.P., and 8. A. Fisher, ex-M.P.,
thought the resolution presented in Par-
liament did not go far emough. F. 8.
Spence, of Toronto, insisted that the pro-
hibitionists should ask the Federal Par-
liament not only to give them a prohibitory
law, but also to enforce that law. The
report was then adepted.

RESOLUTIONS,

Rev. B. Clement moved the following:
*‘Whereas, we as temperance workers,
have, owing to the zeal and activity of non-
temperance political partisans, found diffi-
culty in securing the nomination of avowed
temperance men ag candidates for Parlia-
mentary honors, we strongly urge upon all
temperancs organizations the importance
of taking action in order to secure the
nomination of such candidates only as: will
pledge themselves to forward temperance
legislation independently of party politics.”

Rev. Mr. Kettlewell moved: **That it be
an instruction to the committee on politi-
cal action to present a scheme by which
prohibitionists may be so organized as to
be able to elect to the Local Legislatures
and the Dominion Parliament men who are
not the nominees of any political party, but
who shall go to Parliament to represent
the principles of prohibition first and al-
ways.”

S. A. Fisher, ex-M.D., offered the follow-
ing: *‘That this convention condemns the
French treaty mow before the House of
Commons in so far as it provides so great
fucilities for the importation of liguor, and
the passage of which may tie the hands of
Canada in regard to future prohibitory
legislaticn, and that we call upon the
friends of temperance in the House to vote
against the ratification of that treaty.”

The various resolutions were referred to
the proper committee for a report, and the
discussion went on. Rev. Father Chiniquy
in the course of an address said he did not
think political action was the best means of
putting down the rum power. In support
of his contention, he said that when a
Catholic priest he had started a crusade in
favor of voluntary temperance, which would
have led to the entire suppression of the
liquor traffic in this Province. But after
he had lefs the Church of Rome the priests,
in order to destroy the memory of his work
in the minds of the people, stopped all
efforts in favor of temperance.

¢ this point Rev, Father Murphy rose
to his feet and objected to any remarks of
a sectarian character. The chairman, Mr.
Fleming, took the same view, and said that
anything which could give oflense shouid
be avoided. Father Chiniquy said he had
not meant any offense, and withdrew his
remarks.

Addresses were then delivered by Rev,
J. H. Hector and F. Hamilton. The latter
attacked the Church of England as not
sufficiently zealous in the cause of temper-
ance, but again the chairman protested
against such remarks.

The committee on resolutions then re-
ported Mr. Fisher’s resolution on the
French treaty, with a request to the repre-
sentatives of temperance in Parliament to
vote against any clause which might inter-
fere with the adoption of a prohibitory law.
W. H. Orr, of Toronto, called attention to
the fact that the treaty must be adopted or
rejected as a whole, and after some discus-
sion the debate was adjourned upon to-
morrow.

In the evening there was a mass meeting
of friends of temperance, at which addresses
were delivered by Hon. Neal Dow, Miss
Willard, F. S. Spence, Rev., J. H. Hector
and others.

Wednesday’s Proceedings,

The Prohibition Convention met this
morning and passed resolutions recom-
mending difflusion of temperance litera-
ture, indorsing the polyglot petition of the
World’s W. C. T. U. addiessed to tHe
rulers of all countries in the world, asking
suppression of the liquor traffic.

Another resolution called on members of
Parliament to oppose ratification of the
French treaty if same would interfere to
impede future prohibitery legislation,

Plebiscites were recommended tobetaken
in territories and provinces where not yet
held. :

Mayor Kennedy’s action in refusing re-
ception to representatives of the liquor
traffic visiting Toronto was heartily ap-
proved.

The committee on political action re-
ported in favor of prohibition clubs in
different counties to organize the temper-
ance vote in view of the approaching Do-
minion and other elections. The report
was adopted after some discussion.

Resolutions of condolence and regret
were adopted in regard to deaths of the
Hons. Billa Flint and W, H. Howland.

8. A. Fizsher, Brome, read tbe following
report of the commitiee on political action:

1. That this convention stands firmly by
the position that in political matters they
will suppert enly known avowed and re-
liabie prohibitionists.

2. That the members of this convention
hereby agree that upon returning to their

our friends take a more active part in
political organizations =o as to secure the
nomination by all parties, who can be
depended upon to support the prohibition
cause, and giving it to be understood die-
tinctly that any other candidate will have
our active opposition.

6. It is aleo recommended that where
such prohibition candidate cannot be
nominated by any of the political parties
cur friends nominate independent candi-
dates and make special efiorts to secure
their election.

The report was discussed clause by
clause. Much discussion took place on
the question of electing a member pledged
to prohibitior, but finally the resclutions
were adopted, and after some other busi-
ness the convention adjourned for recess.

'The National Prohibition Convention
closed its proceedings to-night. The con-
vention before adjourning passed a recolu-
tion expreesing regret that the Dominion
Government did not see its way to pass a
prohibitory law.

The Immigration Question Discussed
in Committee,

—

Opposition to the Gaspe and Soo
Through Railway Line.

—

Hcw Canadian Cattle Came to be Sched-
uled in Great Britain—Charges
Against the Fisheries
Department.

(Special to the ADVERTISER.)

OrTAwaA, July 4.—Mr. A. Bi. Burgess,
Deputy Minister of the Interior, in charge
at Ottawa of immigration, was to-day
examined before the House committee on
colonization. A discussion took place on
the desirability of much of the juvenile
immigration assisted by the Canadian
Government to the extent of $2 a head.
The chairman, Dr. Sproule, read a letter
received from a reeve in his county sug-
gesting that after a second offense com.
mitted in this country by these foreign
children, the society bringing them over
should be compelled to return them whenee
they came. Mr. Boyd, of Marquette, ap-
proved this suggestien, Dr, Macdonald,
Mr. Semple, and others protested against
allowing so many undesirable juvenile
immigrants to be brougit to Ca.nad]a. Dr,
Roome thought it an exaggeration to say
that the majority of those children were
bad. Dr. Wilson would drop the bonus
of §2.

Mr. Burgess said that no money wags paid
for children sent cut to Canada from work-
houses or reformatories in the old country.
He estimatedethat no more than 2 per cent
of juvenile criminais in Cenada were drawn
from this source, but he admitted he had
no precise data on which to base this opin.
ion. As to this class of immigration the
Minister had no definite policy.

There was a discussion as to the advis.
ability of the committee itecif instituting
inquiries as to the resulis of child immigra-
tion, Mr. Burgess urging them nos to con-
demn the system withous inguiry.

Noaction was taken with regard to gen=
eral immigration. Mr. Burgess stated that
it had greatly fallen of this year. The
department had no means of increasing
immigration next year.

Mr. McMillan complained thas in Ontario
there was now no work for the farm labor-
ers already in the country. Mr. McDonald,
of Assiniboia, and Mr. Boyd, of Marquette,
both said they could be sent to Manitoba
and the Norihwest, where there was need
of them. Thecommittee adjourned.

The House raiiway committee this morn-
ing passed the bill incorporating the Boyn-
ton Bicycle Electric Railway Company,
running from Winnipeg to Nova Scotia.
The bill incorporating the Niagara Falls
Eiectric Railway Bridge Company was
withdrawn after opposition.

A long discussion ensued on the bill re.
specting the Atluntic and Lake Superior
Companv, confirming recent agreements for
the purchase of the lease of the Baje Des
Chalenrs Railway, the Great Eastern Rail-
way, Ottawa, the Valley Railway, and the
Montreal Bridge. These roads, with pro-
jected connections to be built, are to form a
through line from Gaspe to Sault Ste, Marie.

The bill also empowers the company to lay

iy

a submarine cable to Europe. It is
vided that the Baie des Chaleurs, Great
Eastern and Ottawa Valley Railways shali
be completed in three years and the Mon-
treal bridge within five, Objsction was
taken to the bill on behalf of ereditors and
others whose interests had to be guarded,
aad the bill was referred to a sub-commit.
tee to draft a clause. Mr. Haggart, in the
course of discussion, read a letter from
Mr. Farewell, manager of the Eastern
Townships Bank, saying that the practical
effect of the bifl was to hand over the
Baie des Chaleurs Railway to Armstrong
and his clique, which meant defranding
the creditors. Mr. Haggar: opposed the
bill, which, however, is likely to go through
amended.

On motien to go into committee of sup-
ply, Mr, Muloek brought up the question
as to what led to the scheduling of Canadian
cattle in Great Britain. He traced the
history of the question from the beginning,
The fact was shewn that Canada had many
years ago propotied stringent regulations if
her cattle were exempted from the schedul.
ing to which United States eattle were in
1878 subjected. The obligations entered
into Ly Canada had not been observed and
because of the stringency of these regula-
tions had been relaxed by the Gevernment
of Canada our eattle had been scheduled.
A Dominion officer was, for instance, to
accompany every train of iive cattle enter-
ing Canada from the United States from the
port of entry to the point at which
this trasin left the soil of Canads,
Notwithstanding this the Government em.
pleyed Dr. Wright as inspector at Detroit
when he was agtually practicing medicine
in Windsor, and his services had finally to
be dispensed with, Mr. Mulock made s
long speech in support of his position, that
the Government had brought Canada into
vhis difficulty. In amendment he moved a
long motion, concluding by declaring that
the Canadian Government disregarded iis
undertakings, megiected to enforee proper
regulations and allowed large numbers of
American cattle to be imported into the
Northwest Territories from the United
States while pleuro-pnenmenia was there
existing, and the scheduling of Canadian
cattle by Great Britain being fairly
attributable to the negligence of the Gov-
ernment, therefore by reason of such
negligence and bad faith this House con-
siders the Government deserving of the
censure of Parliament.

Mr. Ives replied and said that the only
gquestion was: *Did pleuro-pneumonia exist
in Canada? The answer must be *no.”
The only case of pleuro-pneamonia ever
discovered in Canada was imported from
Great Britain ip 1886. He declared that
the eflect of Mr. Mulock’s speech would be
to injure Canada’s case now under consider-
ation in England.

Col. O’Brien accused the Government of
duplicity and breach of faith with Great
Sritain in failing to exercise the closest
supervision over the enforcement of regu-
lations we were pledged to enforce.

On the motion to go into committee of
supply, Col. Tizdale brought up a grievance
against the Deparvment of Fisheries on be-
half of the fishermen cn the east half of
Lake Erie. He protested against the
decizion of the department not to issue
licenses for seine fishing during the present
seazon, but instrueting to stop fishing dur-
ing last November, and the reduction in the
number of nets., He asked that there
should be a pravision to keep up the few
nets the Canadian fishermen had. Col.
Tisdale pointed to the large quantities of
fish caught by the Americans opposite, He
also quoted the severity of the prosecution
of Secord and Clatke, and ailuded to the
question of the inner bay,

Sir Charles Tupper said he would con-
consider the petitions read to the House by
Mr. Tisdale, but he adhered to the wirdom
of his policy and regulations, based as they
were on the results of “‘scientific investiga-
tion.” This will be small consoiation to
the poor fishermen.

The debate was continued by Messrs,
McMullen, Tupper, McMillan, Sproule and
Fairbairn,

At 1:45 a division was taken, resulting
in the defeat of ehe amendment by 55 yeas
to 99 nays, a Goyernment majority of 44.
McCarthy {and [O’Brien voted for the
amendment.

Discuss the Prapozed Australian-Cana-
dian Cable Scheme.

[Special to the ADVERTISER. |

Orrawa, July 4.—The following is an
official statement of the proceedings at the
Colonial Conference to-day:

The chief business of the day was the
further consideration of the motion of Hon,
F. B, Suttor, New South Wales: *“That in
the opinion of this conference immediate
steps should be taken to provide telegraphic
communication by cable, free from foreign
control, between the Dominion of Canada
and Australasiu.”

i After a long and animated discusgion the
resolution was adopted without dissent.

The following resolution, moved by Hon.
Mr. Suttor amd seconded by Hon. Mr.
Fitzgerald (Tasmania), was also adopted
after careful debate: “*That this conterence
is of opinion that any provisions in exist-
ing treaties between Great Britain and any
foreign power which prevent the self-gov-
erning dependencies of the empire from
entering into agreements of commercial
reciprocity with each other or with Great
Britain should he removed, ”

It was resolved on motion of Hon. Mr.
Foster, seconded by Sir Henry Wrixen
(Vietorie), **Thiat the Imperial Government
be respectfully requested to undertake at
the earliest possibie moment. and to proees
cute with ail possible speed a thorough
survey of the proposed cable route between
Canada and Australia, the expense to be
borne in equal jproportions by Great Britain,
Canada and the Australian coionies.”

It was meved by Sir Charles Mills
(Cape of Good Hope), scconded by Bir
Henry Devilierg, and resolved, “*That it is
for the interest of the empire that, in case
of the construiction of a eable betwcen
Canada and Australasia, such cable shounld
be extended from Australasia to the Cape
of Good Hope, and that for that purpose
arrangements tihouid be made between the
Imperial and South African Governments
for a survey of thelatter route.”

It is expectedd that the business for to-
morrow will bave reference to tie import-
ant guestion of reciprocal trade between
the colonies rapresented at the conference.

The president transmitted the following
reply to the telegram of Earl Rosebery,
dated June 3(i:

“The membrers of this conference ac-
knowledge witih great pleasure your Lord-
ship’s kind telegram received yesterday,
and join in ytur hope that our delibera-
tions may aseist in assuring the continyed
unity and greatness of the empire.
