DARING SMUGGLER
WAS UNSUCCESSFUL

Tried to Bring Chinamen Across
on Paddle Wheel of

Steamer.

Detroit, Jan. 18.—Something decid-
edly new in the way of smuggling
ecame to light here today, when XKen-
neth Baker, of Windsor, and an un-
known Chinaman were arrested.
While making his usual rounds on the
Grand Trunk car ferry Lansdowne as
she came down the river from Windsor,
United States Customs Officer Charles
Hoolihan discovered two men in the
darkness clinging to the outer rail of
the ferry a few yards in the rear of the
paddle-wheel boxes, The position of
the men was dangerous in the extreme.
Seatésd on the narrow ledge, which
was partly covered with ice, the
slightest move would have precipitated
both into the river.

When the Lansdowne arrived at her
Detroit slip at the foot of Nine-
teenth street, Officer Hoolihan called
to the men to come ashors, and
placed both under arrest. One proved
to be a well-dressed young man, who
afterwards gave his name as Kenneth
FBaker, while the other was a China-
man. Baker . was non-committal,
while the Celestial preserved a stolid
silence, and appeared 1o De ignorant
of the Engligh languags.

The two were handed over to

United States Chief Immigration In-
spector Frick, who, after examining

Baker, ordered both men locked
in the county jail for the night.

Baker has a rather unenviable
record with the Windsor authorities.
He has been arrested several times for
minor offences, but always escaped
with a fine. At the present time the
police of Walkerville vwant him in
connection with a petty robbery com-
mitted in that town some time ago.

GEO. R. COCKBURN DEAD

The Former President of the Ontario
Bank Succumbs When Abroad.

Toronto, Jan. 19.—Word was receiv-
ed by cable from London, England, last
evening of the death of Mr. G R. R.
Cockburn, at Rembrandt Hotel, conse-
quent upon three serious surgical oper-

ations, which he had undergone since

leaving Toronto eleven months ago.

Dr. Armour. son of the late Chief
Justice Armour, was attending
Cockburn and has been in regul
comimunication for the past ten
with Lady Tait, daughter of Mr. Cock-
burn, who is residing at the Prince
George Hotel, Toronto.

The failure of the Ontario Bank,
of which Mr. Cockburn was president,
and the largest shareholder, was a
severe blow to him, financilally, and,
although he was wholly exonerated of
any responsibility on the bank’s col-
lapse, by Maglistrate Denlson, the
worry is believed to have underminad
his once rugged constitution. He
dropped completely out of public life
when the litigation was concluded.

Mr, George Ralph Richardson Cock-
purn was a public man of consider-
able eminence. He was born in Edin-
burgh, Scotland, 78 vearg ago, and
after a distinguished scholastic career
in that city and on the European con-
tinent, he came to Toronto as rector
of the Model Grammar School for Up-
per Canada. He was shortly after-
wards commissioner to inspect - the
higher educational Institutions of the
province. « He was appointed princi-
pal of Upper Canada College in 1861,
and a member of the Senate of To-
ronto University in which positions
he continued for over 20 years.

In 1887 he was elected to the Dom-
inion - Houss for Centre Toronts, and
sat until defeated in 1896
