whlch they will take orders for future goods,
the figures ail being based upon the advance

in the raw matal which has been reckoned
at equivalent te 2ic per dozen aboye' tho
quotations of last year.

Tsa Valencia raisin market is advancing
gradually, particularly for off-stalk grades.
The supply is rapidly passing' out into con-
sumption, and the indications point te an
actual scarcity before new crop will be avail-
able. The London market, from whence sup-
plies are now being drawn. has been greatly
excited of late in consequence of American
purchases, and prices have advanced thore to
le Gd e. and f. for ordinary stock and 22s for
fancy.

THE FISIERY TREATY.
The adverse report upon the Fishery

Treaty, presented by the Republican
najority of the United States Senate, will

surprise no one who is conversant wit.h
the bitterness to whieh party feeling
arises across the border on the eve of-a
presidential election. It was evident from
the very first that the treaty would not be
disc-ussed from a standpoint of inter-
national advantage, but would merely be
used as a political weapon in tlhe comaing
contest. The interests of the Republican
party would have been injured incal-
culably had they allowed their opponents
to reap the credit of having concluded a
just and honorable settIement of a long
standing quarrel, and consequently every

effort of the political wir'-pullers was put
forward ta hold their mechanical majority
in the Senate together and thus defeat, in
the interesta of the party's future. what
even they acknowledge ta be a fair and
impartial agreement Had the measure
been put forward by a Republican house
the saine majority would have voted -for
it with equal servility ; but the fact that
it was made at the instance of a Demo-
cratic regident.rendered it uttòrly-repug-
nant, since its ratification would certainly
have strengthened his bands in the coming
election.

No more striking instance of political
tyranny eau be imagined than this action
on their part represents, and in this sense
it should prove a warning to Canadians
also. There can he no doubt that the
bitterness of party feeling is i ncreasing in
Canada and that the maxim of every
politician is " party firet and country lasC.'
Measures of public importance are judged
here, as they are in the United States,
solely from a party standpoint, and as a
natural consequence a spirit of rancor bas
eprung up which bas rendered the voting
strength of either party the willing serfs
of their leaders, and thus enabled the
latter ta wield a mechanical majority,
voting in a solid block on either eide at
the command of their political chief. No
matter how useless or even injurions the
bill May be, it is sure of the solid support
of the party introducing it, and on the
other hand, however beneficial the intend-
ed legislation will prove, it is certain ta
receive the uncompromising opposition of
their opponents. This ie certainly not a
flattering view of the resulte of political
freedom, but untortunately the course of
legislation proves its correctness at times
in a startling manner, sa that we cannot.
belp becoming more and more aware that
there is no despotism so absolute as that.
put in force by partisan feeling.

In rejecting the provisions of the Fish-
ery treaty the Republican seniators do not
hesita' te ignore the real state of the case
whenever the truth conflicte with party
exigencies, and as a consequence some of
the reasons given for disapproving of the
treaty will look ridiculous in the eyes of
those who know the true position of affaire.
The spectacle of a nation demanding
supreme jurisdiction on- one portion of ber
coast over twelve marine miles from shore,
at another portion over one hundred niiles
from shore, and at the same time denying
the 'right of her' neighhor to exclusive
control within three miles from shore, le
not an elevating one ta the general observ-
ër.

incredible to the business man but which
is neverthitees perfectly true. All this
tends to reduce the rotail storekeeper's
receipts of cash, and to render him uncer-
tain as to when le will ho in funds. là
order to guard hIimself against being
pisliod lie is compelled to asik for such
terme fron the wbolesaler as will onable
him to waiL his customers' convenience.
The wholesaler in htis tuira appeals to his
banker and t hlis suppliers for assistance,
and thus the ciain of credit extends from
the farmer to the manufacturer.

No douîbt a certain imount 'of that
mutuail confidence whicb we .lerm credit
le nut onîly indispensable but absolutely
beneficial. Without credit those gigantic
financial undertakings, without whose nid
Canada would still ho in its primeval con-
dition, would'have been impossible, but it
is now evident that we haye allowed this
habit to grow tuponi us until it has deve-
loped into a gentuine trade evil. Credit le
nu longer asked for as a favor, but le de-
nanlded as a right, and as a natural c'n-

sequence the debtor's moral perceptions
have becone blinted tutil we now see
men who can boldly flce their croditors
and aioer them a quarter-of thteir claims
under the improssion tat they are play-
ing the part of honest mon in paying any-
thing at all. It is not pleasant to say so,
but we cannot shirk the fact that com-
promises are now no longer looked upotn as
any detrimuent to a mnt's commercial
character. The man who pays ton cents
and the mati who pays one hundred cents
in the dollar comimuand nearly the saine
anotunt of respect in the coimmunity and
appear t enjoy equal opportunities for
credit. No doubt this la die to the vigor-
ous competition of the wholesale houses
which often leads their travellers to sell
aiy one who will buy ; but at the sane
time il shows the teidenc3 of the present

day to place the "amart" itan ont au
equality with the hoiest man, and to
permit the word "smttartness" to cuver
acte which Iin o.hor years would have
been termel fraudulent, This canpot be

laid directly to the credit system but no
review of that system ie possible without
including it, since it le only one of the
instances where the blunting of the moral
perceptions induced by a ehronie condition
of indebtedness resuilts in a permanent
deterioration of the character of the
debtors.

THE SITUATION IN EUROPE.

England bas been awakened at length
from her state of fancied security by
the series of articles in the .lArT-

nighlly Review from the pen of Sir Charles
Dilke, backed by writers in other periodi-.
cals, -but more especially by the recent
utterances of General Wolseley on the
subject of her unpreparedness in case of
attack from the Continent, which the
writers seem to think not at all unlikely.
France l in a state of ferment and seems
"spoiling for a fight" in order to test the
strongth of lier present position, wipe ont
the humiliation of Sedan and recover the
]oss of Alsace and Lorraine. Russia is
scarcely less threatening, and as soun as
these two peuples become assured of each
other's friendliness or co-operation the
shock will corne. It can scarcely be hoped
that the new Germa i emperor can pull
through bis ailment, and bis successor has
enough of the lohenzollerna spirit in him
to warrant the belief that ho will not be
very long averse to indulging his belliger-
ont neighbors, est or west, when oppor-
tunity presents. Egypt with France, and
Afghanistan witb Iussia are the tender
pointe, although perhaps less coveted than
Belgium or Turkey, while the Fishery
question in respect of the United States i
likely to romain an irritating subject for
some time. The Americans are strengthen-
ing their navy notito be caught napping.
England, now that she le fully alive to the
dangers of the situation, will become a busy
hive for some time te corne in the manu-
facture of the materials of war, and this
cannot fail to impart new Ilfe to the iron
and steel and kindred industries; and if,
as proposed, a considerable portion of the
service is pormitted to substitute a more
rational, if not so picturesque, a dresi for
the presenat skin-tight uniform, which not
only incapacitates the individual from
performing bis duties with suflicient free-
dom in the field, but provents bis stooping
tO pick up bis cane-the woollen and
clothing trades will feel the effects. Every-
thing points to an approaching conflict
and -onu wiich, in view of the gigantic
preparations going on for nearly twenty
years past in France, Germany, Italy,
Russia and Austria-not forgetting im-
patient 'and, pugnacious little Greec6-
cannot fail to end.in important changes on
the map of Europe, and possibly of other
continents.

CANADIAN STATISTICS,
To the careful student of commercial

history the concise volume of "graphic"
statistics publisbed by MlIr. George John-
son; of Ottawa, will prove most valuable.
The figures lie gives for 1887, the twentieth
year of Confederation, display far more
emphatically than pages of assertion the
enormous etrides that the Dominion bas
made towards material p rosperity, and
the clear and striking manner in which
they are presented rendors comparison
with any of the preceding years possible
at a glance.

The gradual growth of our gross debt
from $93,046,051 in 1867 to $273,187,626 in
1887, la giveni step by step, and at each im-
portant increase the cause le plainly
stated. In similar manner we find tables
showing the growth of Customs and
Excise, the exporte and importa and their
relative values l comparing the values
of the nine principal home products ex-
ported we find them rank as follow :

These figures give a very fair ide.a of the
relative importance of the varions
branches of our export trade and prove
that at present at ail events, su far as ex-
ports are concerned, Canada is still a
"wooden " country.

The statistics as to the consumption of
wine, spirits, beer and tobacco are calcu-
lated -to upset preconceived ideas. We
find, for instance, that British Columbia
consumes the most beer and wine of any
of the provinces in the Dominion, that il
smokes the mont tobacco, and with the
exception of Quebec drinks the most
spirits. The figures for each 1000 in-
habitants since Confederation are as
follows:

It is evident then that the Pacifie province
is the most bibulous in spite of its smail
population, and if. we turà to the statistics
of tobacco we find that in this also
British Columbia ls the largest consumer.
Each 1000 persons la all Canada have used
42,200 pounds on average since Confedera-
tion, but if we divide the statistics for each
province the result la as follows:

The figures show a steady decrease ln the
consumption of spirits and wine, and a
corresponding increase in the consumption
of beer in Canada. In 1868 the annual
consumption par each *100 of the popula-
tion was 160 gallons of spirits, 17 of wine
and 226 of beer. By 1887 the consumption
of spirits had fallen ta 74 gallons per 100,
wine to 9 gallons par 100, aud the con-
sumption of beer had increased to 308
gallons per 100. The lowest consumption
of spirits was in 1880 and i886, when it
was but 71 gallons for each IQO of popula-
tion. The greatest consumption of beer

'was in 1887 and the lowest in 1870 and
1878, when it was 216 gallons per 100. The
statistics also show that Ontario -drinks
nearly three times more beer than spirits ;
Quebec nearly twice as much spirits as
beer; New Brunswick and Prince Edward
Island more spirits than beer; and lova
Scotia, Manitoba and British Columbia
more beer than spirits.

To review every table in so compre-
hensive a volume would be impossible
within the cramped limita of our space,
and where so many and varied statistics
are given it would seem invidious to ask
for more, but stili it is perhaps to be re-
gretted that Mr. Johnson did not include a
table giving the average values of the
principal cereals ae well as the volume of
their exports. Such a table would bave
beau of infinite service in calculating the
values of the produce exported la each
year, and would bave rendered the volume
practically complete. In this connection
it may perhaps prove difficult to those
who insist that the United States form
Our "natural market " to explain how it is
that our exports of wheat and flour to that
country have steadily decreased since
1868, while those to Great Britain are now
five times as large. Taking the figures for
separté years ve reach the following
result :

These figures certainly seem to show that
.thera is very littlk foundation for the catch
phrase that our "natural" market lies
across the border. In point of fact it does.
nothing of the sort. . The natural market
for a country that produces more than it
requires la a country where a deficiency in
that particular productexists that renders
consumera ready ta buy the surplus. In
no case oaa the 'United States be consider-
ed such a market. The United States bas
a larger surplus than we bave of most of

our products, and consequently' purchases-
our produce simply to seli again to Great
Britain and thus reap that profit which
our exporters should secure. The natural
market for Canada, as these figures prove,
is the mother country, who takes our sur-
plus freely because she needs it for con-
sumption. If we sell direct to ber wa
escape the profit exacted by the American
middleman, and thus carry out the com-
mercial principle of treating direct with
the consumer. To speak of the United
States as our natural market, simply
because of its propinquity, is absurd in
these days of cheap transportation, when
grain can be sent to Liverpool as cheapby
as it can b carried a hundred miles. Our
natural narkets are at the great consump-.
tive centres of the world, not aniong com-
petitors in production, and the inexorable
logic of figures shows how thoroughly this
point is understood by Canadian exportera.

THE INSURANCE FROBLE M.
The announcement that mnany of Our

largest mercantile houses have signed a
petition asking American fire companies
to open branches in this city and promis-
ing them all their business in case they
should accede ta the request, bas naturat-
ly caused some excitement in insurance
circles. These marchants hold that the
Montreal fire brigade is notso inefficient
as to cal for the recent advance in rates,
and that although pressure should doubt-
lass he put upon the civic authorities to
ensure the improvement of our fire appli-
auces, there are other methods that might
be successfully employed for this purpose
besides taxing the business community.
Thera is a growing feeling that ai-
though it is acknowledged that the past
few years have beau so disastrous to the
r ompanies as to be absolutely dishearten-
ing it is hardly fair to lay the whole bur-
den upon business riske, that the fire in-
surance companies themaselves are re-
sponsible for quite a proportion of the
distructive 'lires that have occurred in
this city, simply because they exercise no
proper oversight of the risks in which
they are interested, and that, therefore,
a little healthy competition fron companies
outside of the Association would not be
out of place. Similar conditions have pre-
vailed all over this continent'and, as we
show' in another column, every Canadian
and British company doing business in the
United States bas experienced a percent-
age of losses and expenses to premiums of
from 90 to 115 par cent, and yet we do not
bear of any consequent advance in rates
there. The companies bear the unusual
los themelves, and do not expect the
public to carry it for them; a striking
example of the benefits of wholesome
competition.

On the side of the companles it la urged,

and with great force, that, until such
times as the Montreal Fire Brigade is
placed upon that level that a metropolitan
city should command, ve cannot expect
cheap rates of insurance. They point out
that the extreine measure of advancing
rates was not adopted until every other
method of improving our fire appliances
had been tried in vain, and that, aven at
the high rates comuplained of, the yenr's
business shows the heaviest loss the com-
panies have ever experienced. The total
losses by lire in this city durifig 1SS7
amounted to $1S812,000 and the insurance
loss to $1,170,700. To these figures we
must add about 28 par cent for expenses.
.Against this we have a premiim income
that at the highest cannot exceed $700,000,
so that we find that the losses have been
close upon twice as nuch as the receipts.
This is a startling showing, and certainly
makes out a very strong case for the com-
panies. The tables we published in our
issue of2nd December last show that for
the past five yeára they have made heavy
losses, but never so heavy as during the
.twelve months just concluded, for the-'
figures for 1886, altlough considered ex-
cessive at the time, were only about
$773,500 as against $1,176,700 in 1887.

It is e vident that we cannot blame this
enormous increase of fire waste entirely
upon the inefliciency of the fire brigade.
There must be some other reason out-
side of this, and as similar conditions
have prevailed in American cities, we
venture to give the opinions of the Insur-
ance Comuissioner of Massachussets upon
the increase of lire waste in the district
under his control. Mr. Merrill does not
hesitate tu attribute the increase in fires
ta the moral hazard, and points out that
incendiarism either by absolute arson or
by deliberate neglect of necessary pre-
cautions against fire is on the increase.
Re states that the fact of insuranco exist-
ing removes the sense.of pecuniary respon-
sibility from the community, and has
consequently led the public to look upon
incendiariam as merely au offence against
tbeinsurance company, and not as a crime
against the public weal. A sentiment
consequently prevails that. as the com-
pany alone suffers loss, it is the business
of its officials to hunt down and -punish
the offender, whereas the fundamental
principle of insurance is that the company
is iimply the collector of funds fron the
entire conmunity wilh which -to repair
the effects of carelessness and crime. At
the saine time these identical people who
lay the responsibility of detecting incendia-
rism upon the underwriters are the first
to accuse them ofshirking their contract
and endeavoring to defraud the loser if
they attempt to reasist or even closely in-
vestigate bis claim; and consequently the
companies would sooner pay a doubtful
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lose tian risk litigation, with its certainty
of adverse advertising.

This appears to b really the true
position of affairs, and we fear that it le to
the incroase in the moral hazard, due to
the pressure of bard times, that much of
the excessive fire waste of the past year
must bu ascribed. No doubt fte compan-

les do inot exorcise the vigilance they
should. Their officials often never sec
the insurer. They do not visit the prom-
ises in order to examino for theiselves
how the place is heated ; how the stove-
pipes are conducted to thko chimney ; if
tie gas lixtures are in close proximity to
the wood work ; the structure and sub-
stantiality of the building, or other points
of importance in determining the nature
of the risk they have unîdertaken, and us
a natural consequence advantage le taken
of their negligence by unscrupulous in-
aurore to such an extent that we
lind that of the total fires of the
continent seventeen per cent. are desig-
nated as I iicondiary," twenty-two more
are due to "uunknown causes," and of the
balance fifty-five. per cent. arise fron
causes clearly preventable. These figures
call for the earnest attention of every busi-
nes man interested in the future of insur-
anco, as it i becoming evident that somne
furthr 'tuemans are necessary to ascertain
the causes of overy individual lire and to
iunt down the Incendiary in the interests
of the publie weal.

IIOOK-KCEEPERS ANI) ACCOUNTANTS.

The stoadily increasing supply of clerks
claiming to bo able to perfori the duties
of book-keepers and accountanta le one of
the most uisatisfetory foatures of the
trained labor market. The country has
now a surphis of commercial clerks, a faet
painfully ovidenced by lte eager rush of
applicants whlenover a vacancy occurs li
any mercantile bouse. Every merchant
will bear testinony to the resulting redue-
Mion of the averago of wrages paid, and yetit
le only necessary to put in the most un-
compromising advertisement to secure
hundreds of answers fromn mon who are
desirous " to improve their position." It
le more than doubtfii wlether the
averago prico paid for book-keepers in this
city can be placed at higher than ton
dollars notwithstanding that many, of
these enployed in the ofilces of our mer-
chant princes receivo far more than that
amount. WC have, in this city, a few
book-koopers who recoive $5000 per
annum, but on the other hand w'o have
hundreds wîhose pay doue not exceod six
to oight dollars per wek. An advertiso-
ment for an oxperiencoui book-koeper
willing to take charge of a set of books
for ton dollars per week, would bring
hnndreds of applications from hungry and

anxious mon who would jurmp at the
chance of such a salary.

Over-supply la, of course, the cause of
this discouraging position of afiaire; and
this over-supply le due to two causes-the
Business Colleges and the competition of
women. The commercial college now
turns out book-keepers by the groass
(althougli wu may add, not always of the
best quality), and it la to this rush of
semi.competent young men, with exag-
gerated ideas of their own capability, that
the present depreciation of the value of
book-keepers ie due. They receive
theoretical instruction at college only to
find, when they do secure a situation, that
they are incapable of putting it in practi-
cal fori. Every large house of business
may be said to bave its own particular
mothods ofkeeping its accounts, and con-
Sequentlyi the unfortunate studente often
finds ho has simply to forget everything
ho bas learnt, and that his chances of re-
naining in bis position are dependent
upon the speed with which he can adapt
himuself to the new conditions.

The growing competition of women le
anothier point that tells heavily against
the chances of the male book-keeper.
WVitl girl stenographers and typewriters
came the girl book-keeper, and she bas
evidently corne to stay. We could point
out many firme i this city whose book-
keepere are women, and the experience of
employers teaches thatwhile girls are not
adapted to keep the books of large and
complicated concerne, they are fully
capable of filling that position in eitlédr
houses, andk of acting as useful and
competent 'assistants in the larger cnes.
It l evident that year by year the propor-
tion of girls compelled to earn tb air own
livings ie' increasing, and that undor
modern educational advantages they are
able to hold thoir own with the sterner
sex. The competition of women le by no
meains the least ovil the book-keeper-as
to contend.with, and their compotition le
becoming keener and -more intelligent
every day as the prejudice :against' girl
clerke fades away and their greater cheap-
sess is considered.
In old days, the book-keeper vas one of

the most important factors in the conduact
of large business operations. Moneyed
men were then largely self-made, often
with only a limited education -to begin
with. Such mon were either ignorant of
the science of accounts or knew only
just suflicient to comprehend a balance
sheet. Consequently the salaries thon
cheerfully paid to men of proved skill in
this brancb were large, and they frequent.
ly attained to shares in the business on no
other capital than their brains. Now all
this is changod, and we see the average
book-keeper toiling on at his old salary
and growing poorer as hie family increases

often only too thankful if losses do not re-
duce his salary or compel him to seek
another situation. We do not say that
prizes do not exist, but they are few and
far between, and the attainment of them
je limited to a fortunate few. Aà a general
rale book-keeping le 'lâe of the least
advantageous trades a boy can be brought
up to, and if parents would recognize this
fact they would save their sons much
unmerited poverty. The' supply le far
abead of the demand, and until these
factors more nearly approach each other
the salary of the book-keeper muet remain
low and the position be filled by persons
who have fewer encumbrances than the
ordinary householder.

SUMMER DRESSES.
The return of blue skies and warm

sunny days bas greatly stimulated the
distribution of summer dress goods. Pro-
vident purchasers fEnd it better to make
their selections early when they cari have
a full assortment to choose from, instead
of waiting till the rush sets in and the
favorite lines are bought up and they are
compelled to he satisfied with what le left.
Consequently a large volume of dress
goods bas changed hands during the week
and dressmakers are proportionately busy.

There is no sign yet of the long expected
return to eloping, shoulders. In fact the
very reverse is apparent, and we, are
accustomed to See the height of the
shoulder emphasized by a little ridge on
the upper side of the arm or. by an epaulet
of beada. In evening dresses this tend-
endy is more marked and in some light
toilets thore je a row of puffings above the
real curve of the shoulder in order to
attain the required effect. Naturally, in
order to be in keeping, the high collar
returns to fashion, and for evening wear
the Medici collar, the prettiest of the ruffs,
will be very much worn since it le cool
and at the saine time makes a wonder-
fnlly becoming background for the .throat,
These collara, whose breadth may ho
either restricted to the back or brought
down to the edge of Vite square-cut bodice,
are made sometimes of the material of the
dress, but preferably of embroidery or
lace stiffened with wire or buckram, and
curved back like a rose petal.

For early summer suitings medinm
weight camel's hair serges and French
miohairs in improved qualities will be very
popular. English serge in the finer quali.
ties to will be a very favorite line, especi-
ally for travelling or seaside purposes or
wherever a durable yet atylish and lady
like material is required. It drapes hand-
somely, while daufpness bas no effect
upon it, and it can ho easier cleaned froni
dust than any other woollen fabrie. Whita
serges iwill be among the popular matedialf
for sea shore wear aâdi there are a n-iùm
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ber of beautiful neutral shades suitable for
every day use. Henrietta cloth and India
cashmere are much run upon, and im-
ported toilets of these fabrics ehow.skirts
in the same shade striped with velvet
witli a long French polonaise beantifully
draped above. The velvet stripes used are
in golden brown, heliotrope, terra cotta
and moss-green tints. If watered silk
skirts areuse4,the back of the princess
polonaise is finished with an immense
Louis Quinze sash drapery of very wide
moire ribbon fastened in loops and ends.

For light costumes it is evident that
printed fabrics are. ta be flirst choice this
season, and il is predicted that rose-pink
will replace heliotrope as the fashionable
shade instead of liglit blue as was ai firat
asserted. Pretty pongees in oera ground-
ings with tiny fiowers printed in various
colors are selling well, and there la the
usual bewildering variety of ginghams and
sateens;; the delicately tinted and em-
broidered zephyrs and chamberys attract-
ing a good deal of attention. These
embroidered gingham dresses have deep
fiouncings made up on a plain skirt; but
plain ginghan edged with narrowv Ham-
burg embroidery la used for the drapery
and waist. Figured, checked, and striped
ginghams are also made up with plain
material and may have 9 collar, cuffs, and
vest front of velvet if desired.

White dresses of veiling, mohair, serge,
and brilliantine, wili be fashionable for
waterinig place Wear anti should be made
in severely simple styla with tailor-made
bodice and draped skirt. Some. ladies
prefer however a long princess- polonaise
undraped in front and caught up in large,
full puffs behind. Dark blue serge dresses
will be lit up with an edging of etriped cash-
more, usually crimson and white. The
polonaise is buttoned down plainly ta the
usual basque dpth in front and then falls
apart in two straight breadths whieh are
faced with the striped goods. Every indi-
cation points ta the reviving popularîty of
the princess style and ta the consequent
disappearance of the bustle, and it locks
now -as if the fashions of 1888 will be
largely modelled on those of 1882.

WHERE HAS THE MONEY GONE?
Certain of (he creditors of Wm. Dodds & Co.,

retail grocers, corner of St. Lawrence and
Dorchester streets, feel aggrieved over the
apparent condition of the concern's affaira.
Wm.Dodd has had considerable experience in
the business, but has, according ta bis own
showing, not profited as much by it as people
of experience are supposed ta do. After
many years run, he failed aome four years ago
adnd the estate paid the creditors elght cents in
the dollar. Nothing abasled or discouraged
by tiis, and fully imbued with the idea.that
It was not hl but blageditors who had any

cause for worry or anxiety, he arranged to
reumine business in bis wife's name, as Wm.
Dodds & Co. It might have been mentioned
before that Mr. Dodds was not in a position to
lack advice as regards. the legal limits In
business troubles, as among his intimate
friends he counted an active and industrions
young accountant whose. knowledge of de-
feetive estates was acquired in the practice of
bis calling, being one of the few new bands
who jumped aboard at the repeal of the old
Insolvent Act when the enriched older hinds
became convinced that the pickings of the
carcases under the anarchical order of thlngs
were not worth bothering about. Mr. Dodds
& Co. furnished no deterring examplo ta the
retail and other trades. Business rather con-
tinued ta increase and the 'concern was short-
ly in almost as good credit as ever; wholesale
houses-some of them, it is said, under advice
-sold them all the goods they wanted-if we
may infer from the amount of the claim of
such houses as Lightbound, Ralston & Co.
The business of the concern for the twelve
months ending 31st December, 1887 aggre-
gated $22,400 ; the amaunt paid out In that
period was $17,394. The sales in ]ast October
were $1,995 ; paid out in that month, $916.
They clanied as a reault of the year's business a
net amount to credit of $1,100 on the st
January last ; and yet the creditors are now
obliged to face a deficiency of over $5,000 on
liabilities of about $8,000. The question of
"Where las the money gone " cannot un-
fortunatoly be wholly ascortained by bis
books, for the leat for' the 17th October has
by some accident-perhaps an "African in
the fence"--disappeared ; but Mr. Dodds says
it chiefly contained. accounhta, of privato busi-
ness-and he is undoubtedlyright. There is
some probability of a squabble over the
mystery of the monoy's disappearance. It
were ridiculous to imagine that Senator
Abbott had any idea of an ez post face appli-
cation herein when framing bis Bill as regards
the so-called Bucket'shops. As he le a friend
ta both parties, we would recommend that
Mr. S. <. Fatt be' consulted on the subject
-on condition, that lie give all parties the full
benefit of bis ample knowledge and experi.
ence.

To. those who claim that tbere exists a
certain amount of injustice to domestic inter-
este ia granting through rates for export at
lower prices than vould be charged for the
same freight to local points, We cannot do
botter than quote the words of the Ciranicle.
In dealing wiith this subject the writer points
out that this apparent anomaly is rendered
neceasary by International competition, and
that It prevails also la England, Germany,
France and other European nations. He thon
goes on ta say

If the rates from Ohicago ta Liverpool
are raised, it mnas just sa much more
relative advantage, and ust so much botter
market for the wheat of Russia, India
or Australia. It involves a corresponding

restriction of the chances of disposing of our
surplus food products. The low export rates
are a most important menus which enable
us to hold our own in the Markets of the
world, and ta prevent a further disastron fail
in the price of wheat at home. But-to put
the argument for enforced equality in a more
speclous form-why cannot the home rates
be reduced to the export rate level? If the
railroads eau carry sa cheaply for the foreign-
er, why cannot they do so for the home con-
sumer ? It is because any auch redaction
would leave the railroads an insufficient sui
for paying their fixed charges. They were
built because it was thouglht that the home
trade would support them. When they were
once built it was found that they could carry
foreign traffil for anything which would more
than pay operating expenses. They would
bave been glad to get as high rates for foreign
as for home traffic if they could have done sa.
This ;i the difficulty to-day. If we reduce
rates to the seaboard down to the level of the
railroad share of the export rate, we do not
leave enough profit ta pay fixed charges.
If we attempt ta mise the foreign rate,
the European competitors stop in and pre-
vent us from disposing of our surplus
wheat. In the latter case we losc our market;
in the former case we lose the inducement ta
develop our 'railroad facilities. l either
event trade suffers.

This is a plain and concise review of the
position and sbould convince even the most
rabid opponent of through rates.

LOarrares.-Our recent referenco ta thia
subject la doubtless to 1 e credited with the
following circulat letter from Hon.. Honore
Mercier, Atty. General :-9 I bave the honor
ta transmit, for your information and guid.
suce, a copy of the Provincial and Federal
Statutes respecting lotteries. As the. pro.
bibition enacted in. those Statutes againat
advertising, printing and publiahing 'notices
af loteries is generally overlooked in this
province, I deem it my duty ta caution editors
of newspapers and the public in genoral
against the infringement of the Statutes In
that behalf, by calling attentioiâ ta those
provisions of the law, and ta the penalties
incurred by those who infringe the same. I
would very much regret ta be obliged ta have
to have recourse ta severe measures, but I
will be compelled ta do so if the present
official notice does not attain the desired end."
Glancing over the Statutes, ve find it'applies
only ta "foreign a lotteries, so that ve muet
conclude the worthy Premier wishes ta im-
press the opposition press with the magna.
nimity of the government ln allowing them
ta go on "doing cvil that good may follow"-
for the ouly lottery we find advertised in
Montreal is that generally credited ta the
able and active gentleman appointed to the
position of deputy in the immigration office
But this lottery would doibtless be happy ta
bave a monopoly of the business.

Tus purchase of a large block of old Turk.
laih prunes at the close of last wek bas placed
the stock of that article in a much stronger
position and under better control. The ex-
syndicate, whose rise and fail we chronicled
at some length, bave now about closed uP
that speculative Yenture, and it la doubt:ful If
they will ever again attempt ta corner the
world's supply of an article which has proved
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so disastrous, not only to them, but to many
others in the past. The entire stock remain.
ing for future conFumption is placed at about
5,000 casks, and as tli goods have now au
age of twenty mîonths, it will require saie
effort to work thei off before bot weather
begins to deteriorate the quality. The
Trieste market, however, is now progressing
favorably for the holiers ofold stock. The
low value of the past seis hasi caused teic
withdrawîal of a very considerable portion of
tlie crop lthere, thus causing a smail available
supply at the present sterling price. During
lie past week large purchases have been

made for Germanî account and soine fair-sized
parcels have been secured for New York itn-
porters, and nditier [lic influence of this action
thc value lias shown a graduai atdvauce Of
late, suy froim los 3d, c. and f. pur steaner
May shipuent, to lis 7d asked, thougli no
positive business is knowni to have beau coi-
plete above I1 .

,(The foregoinîg provisions of this Act shall
not apply te cases where the broker of a pur-
chaser shall receive dclivery lu bis behalf of
articles sold, notwithstanding tiat any such
broker shall retai or pledge the sanie as
security for lie advance of the purchase
money or any part thereof."
This clause wili entirely cover their transac-
tions and lenuce the bill passed without iny
further opposition. Its passage lias already
affected th agencies likely te be injured by
its provisious. lanrahan & Co. have a notico

up that no new transactions wili be opened
and ail old ones nust bc closed the day that
the Governor-General sanctions the bill. The
addition of the amendument disappointed some
who hoped there would be no more selling
short, but as its wording was agreed upon
between the Minister of Justice and the
governing body of th Montreal Stock Ex-
change, it will in no wieo affect the dealings
of tiat institution unless it be te legalize ail
the transactions carried on through its clear-
ing liuse, wliether the sales be short or long.

Tn foflowing table gives tli percentage Of
loss and expenditure of the principal English
and Canadian fire insurance companies doing
business in the United States.

meet to take action. The copyright bill now
before the House of Commous proposes ta do
away with the necessity for printing books in
Canada ta secure Canadian copyright, aso to
prevent the importation of American reprints
of British copyright books into Canada.

Tus fate of the. Balmoral Hotel still hangs
in the balance, undecided. The effer made
by Mr. Dunhaim of 20 cents in the dollar, se-
cured, payable in 6, 12 and 18 months, fell to
the ground owing to [lie refusal of sme of
.the emaller creditors to accept it, and conse-
quently an assignient lias bae made. A
proposition to turn the hiotel into a joint-stock
company, ln which each creditor should take
stock to the extent of bis claim and a fixed
perceutage over, the balance to be devoted to
running the hotel under the charge of an ex-
periencei min likely to make a success of it,
has been received with some .favor and may
possibly b acted upon, for it is evident Liat
unless this, or some similar scheme, ba in-
augurated, or the composition accepted, the
creditors will get absolutely nothing. The
claini that the hotel did not suceeed owing ta
the leavy charge for rent is preposterous. The
liabilities are over $80,000, and of this oinly
$15,200 is due for rent. The 'fact i that the
successful first-class, or even second class,
hotels in this city can be reckoned on less
than the fingers of one band and that, from its
inception, the Balmoral was nover likely ta
pay under suclh circumstances.

Duaxa the past two weeks there lias beau
a still further falling off in the condition of
winter wheat. The decline is most marked
in those States froin which we draw our
largest supplies. l Illinois the condition of
the crop bas retrograded for the past thirty
days, and now chinch bugs are at work to an
alarming extent. The conditions in Indiana
are quite- similar, and Ohio does not promise
a crop exceeding 15,000,000 bushels, against
37,000,000 last year, In Michigan, the fourtl
great winter wheat State, the crop wilt run 30
per cent. below lait year. Ransas and
Missouri report [lie presence of chinch bugs
in large numbers, only kept in check by the
cold, backward weather. A conservative
estimate makes the siortige of the vinter
wheat crop from 60,000,000 ta 70,000,000
bushels. Cold weather and excessive raies
have delayed spring wheat seeding, but no
increase in acreage Is indicited. The outlook
of ithe oat crop bas materially changei for
the better. Corn is net yet all planted, rains
laving caused .serions delay. Aside from
winter -wheat the prospects are now favorable
for crops generally north of the Ohio River
and west of the Mississippi.

The.actual earning for the twelve months
was thus slightly under 101 per cent., and
after paying a dividend of ten per cent., there
is carried forward a balance of $690.241.

TaEi copper market in New York bas diverted
much of the general attention from tin. It
declined several points on the l0th, but soon
went up again, and aome of the brokers
believe that it is going still higher. An
explanation of this is found in the fact that
the agents.of the-French syndicate, which
now controis practically all the copper output
of the world, were buying. The brass manu-
facturers held their regular monthly meeting
in New York lest week, and it is understood
that a proposition of the copper syndicate
offering to supply the manufacturers on a ten-
months' contract et 16.50c was rejected. The
idea prevailed prevaileid that as long as the
syndicate could not hold on te tin, iL could
not Lold on te copper. la any event, the
market went up et once, and ther are brokers
who regard the refusal of the brass menu-
facturers te accept the offer of the syndicate
as the secret of the rise, since there is very
little copper in the market that la not con-
trolled by the syndicate.

AccoaDWsG to an abstract of statements o
life insurance companies doing business in
Canada during the year 1887, which b has just
been issued, ,the total number of companies
are 39, il being 'Canadien, 16 British and 12
American.

IN speaking of whcat prospects the Globe
points out that even if this were an ordinary
season it would be too early to predict any-
thing concerning the outcome of the crops.

Even the laziest farmer cean bave
no excuse for not getting in bis spring grains
in good condition. What is wanted now is
soaking rain and warm nights, and then the
spring crops will etand an excellent chance of
turning out better than average.

It .is 'said there is a large number of bogus
bills in circulation anlthlere is very ltIle to
distinguisls then, except to the expert, froi
the genüinoe article. Ono importing firn of
Toronto on taling a deposit to the bank had
sixteen dollars' worth of bills defaced on the
groisud that they were spurious. What is
complained of is that the paper on which
bank bills are printed eau eassily be obtained
or imitated by forger, and that the
banks give no Information whiclh would
enable the public to dete'ct the forgeries.

A snaars of assessment has benou agreed uion
by which the suin of flfty thousand dollars
required to purchase the Indian reservation in
the township of Dinsdee will be raised. Great
difliculty was experienced in arriving at an
equitable arrangee'nt'owing t the fact that
the value of the land varies considerably in
difforent parts of the township,ý some being
good, others stony and net a little mnrh.
The counscil decidcd lt ils last meeting te
grade the lands in this way and so assess the
present holders. It le inow hoped that a bill
will be passei nt the cominsg session of the
Quebec Legislature which will enable the
settlers to complete the purchase and thus
acquire a feu simple title to their farnms.

Ta market for new crop Brazil nuts is
sosmsewhat disturbed at the moment. The
available stock in New York bas leen l-
creased by thel arrival of somne 7,000 bugs por
steamer aMranseiese," snd there is an
usrgenscy te realize. For stock of ,ordinary
quality importers are seeking to obtaiu 4jc,
thougi il is intimatd that if bids of 4o were
submitted they would not be deolined, while
for large nuts 4j is asked. The quantity
received so far this season le much larger
than usa, and the trade is pretty wiel1 suI-
plied, while among somse dealers there Is not
the harmony prevailing to promote strengthi
in the situationlence a feeling of incertainty
is noticeable.

Couled
with this announcement was another to the
effect thata great part of the money to be
yielded by the new loan of $25,000,000 now
to be launched was to supply. the place of
savings deposits which the Government
expects to lose as the result of the reduction
in the rate of interest.

GnouND bas been selected in Toronto'fdr a
manufactory of glass bottles of every descrip-
tion and siše from hlf ounce to fen gallons.
The factoryill . be fitted up on the most
improved pridifóple, and it is intended tbat
glass of every shâde and color will be pro-
duced. Skilfld workmen from England and
Germany will lie elnployed, and the furnaces
will b fitted up on the continuons gas prin-
ciple. The works are intended ta le in oper-
ation, if the plans are successful, by the lst
of August- 188, and will cost about $100,000.

THE tie liýôna'd Lawrence-Tôwnley es-
tates bulible setus to have finally burst. At
Toronto last week a meeting of the directors
of the "Consolidated Lawronce Chase Town-
ley Association" was held, when Mr. S. H.
Blake stated thlat he believed it was useless
ta seek further-to prosecute the association's
claim to the estates in England, which had been
estimated to be worth all the wxay from fifty
to a hundred and fLfty millions. Thousandj
have been spent in legal expenses by
claimants.

IT is stated that the principal items in lr.
Mr. Mercier's programme for the approaching

Cape Breton fisherman have greatly missed
the business of this house since it suspended
in 1886.

TuE supplementary estimates brought do
et Ottawa amount ta $1,325,000. This brings
the ordinary expenditure for the nextflscal
ycar up to $36,750,000. We point 1 ! out in
our review of the budget, thait Sir Charles'
flrst estimate of $35,421,000 was fer below the
probabilities and this supplementary estimato
proves the correctness of that statement.

A committee of the council of tlia1b'rd
of Trade is procuring information in ordâr to
establish comparisons between rates of insur-
ance bore and other cities and the cost of
maintenance of the several fire departmxents.

AL experiments go to show that mineral
manures are the best agents ta be relied upon
to insure the greatest development. It'is
this fact that umakes the success of basic slag
manure a certainty from the firit. From re-
cent returns we notice thàt the annual pro-
duction of basic steel now' amounts ta
1,102,252 tous, which menus thlat there are
about 2,500,000 tons of phosplioric slag
capable of being ground for manure. . The
basic product is a more valuable fertiliser
than any of the older phosphates, and the
bighest price siould bc obtained for it. The
process of manufacture is exceedingly simple.
In the first place the slag is passed through

«an ordinary stone-breaker, where it le crushed
to pieces about the size of cggs. It is next
.passed througli a pulverizer, where it is
pounded !ito granular powder, and thon
passed over a series of powerful magnets,
which extract the netallic pieces. After
passing« the magnetic machine the product
passes to another multiple crusher, which
reduces it ta a very fine dust. The dust is
next treate-1 on the pneumatic separators,
which separates the very fine dust fromn the
gritty partieles, the fine beiag ready for fthe
market, while the gritty portion is returned
to the erushing machinery ta be further
reduced. This very simple method lias been
found the most expeditious and cheapest pro.
cess of reducing slag, and an average size
grindiug plant should not cost mare than
$10,000 ta $12,000. We may add-that the
cost of reducing the ;slag to an impalpable
powder is about $1 per ton.
