HEREAS it has been represented to the Legisla- Preamblo.

ture of this Province, that certain Ministers and

members of theWeslcyan Methodist Church in Canada in

“ers’ Fund,” and « The Chapel Relief. Fund ;" aid have

contributed, or engaged to contribute, considerable sums

15 of money, and have given or granted, or promised to

give or grant, lands or real estate for the following
objects, that is to say :—

First. For the support and enlargement of Missions
among the Indians, and in the new and destitute settle-
20 ments of the country and elsewhere.

Secondly. For the publication and circulation of pe-
riodicals and books for the diffusion of uscful knowledge.

Thirdly. For making up the deficiency of new and

feeble Circuits, and to assist the Ministers in time of

25 personal and family afflictions, and to pay various con-
nexional expenses.

Fourthly. For the support of dged and infirm Ministers,
and the widows and children of deceased Ministers.

Fifthly. For the building of places of worship, and for
30 the relief of Churches in distressed and embarrassed
circumstances. . :

And whereas it would tend to promote the purposes of
the said Association that it should be incorporated and
empowered to hold property in mortmain without letters of
