An Act Respecting Protests of Bills of Exchange and Promis-
sory Notes.

' WHEREAS it is desirable to make further provision respecting pro- Preambie.

Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative
Council and Assembly of Canada, enacts as follows:

Note payable 7. When the last day named in a bill of exchange or promissory note
on Sunday or for payrnent thereof falls on a Sunday or legal holiday, at the place
holiday. where the saine is payable in Upper or Lower Canada respectively,

such bill of exchange or promissory note shall be held to be due on the 15
next juridical day after such Sunday or legal holiday.

Juridicial q. All days except Sundays and legal bolidays, in either section of

Fees of notar 9. The fees to be taken by Notaries Public for noticing and protesting 20
les. bills of exchange and promissory notes, after the 3lst day of December

next, shall be as follows, and no more, viz:
For the protest of any Bill or Note...... $1 00
For every notice-exclusive of postages..... 00 25

Damages. 10. Damages on all inlandbills of excbange drawn after the Sst day of 26
December, A.D. 1863 are abolished.

Repealing 11. Al provisions of any Act in force in this Province, or in any part
clause. thereof inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, are hereby repealed.
