SERMON BY REV. GERVASE SMITH, M. 4.

The following discourse was preached by
the Rev. Gervase Smith, delegate from the
English Conference, on Sunday morning, the
20th instant, in the Metropolitan Church,
Toronto :

His text was Hebrews xii. 27, “ And this
word yet once more signifieth the removing
of those things that are shaken, s of things
that are made, that those things that cannot
be shaken may remain.” In the right inter-
pretation of the text you will bear in mind
the fact that the design is to exhibit the
superiority of the present over the preced-
ing dispensation, In doctrine the Christian
system is sublime in 1t¢ simplicity; and in
character, the virtues and graces which its
followers exhibit embrace all that is pure aud
lovely and commendable. “ For ye are not
come unto the Mount that cannot be touch-
ed ;" whether ye be converted Jews or
converted Gentiles, “ ye are come unto
Mount Zion and unto the city of the living
God.” Yearealready come to this Mount
—Yye are there now! My brethren, whut
magnificence and force do these verses pre-
sent to you! Most obvious therefore is the
contrast between the two dispensations, And
what a lesson of warning there is to us in the
contrast, and the higher privileges which it
brings v us | ‘ For 1f they escaped not who
refused Him that spake on earth, much more
shall not we escape, if we turn away from
Him that speaketh f heaven.”” But the
voice t0 which theﬁld i8 now called to
listen, the world hear fore. It isthesame
“@od who atsundry timesand in divers
manners spake 1n times past unto the Fathers
by the prophets, that <hath spoken in these
last days unto us by his Son.” Now, all this
18 an aﬁt and striking illustration of the pro-
phet Haggai's deoclaration, “ For thus saith
the Lord of Hosts, Yet once, 1t is a little
while, and 1 will shake the heavens, and the
earth, and the sea, an/ the dry land : and I
will shake all nations, and the desire of all
nations shall come ; and I will fitl his house
with glory, saith the Lord of Hosts.”- And
as if to verify the old prediction Saint Paul
says, ‘ Yet once more, I shuke not the earth
only, but also heaven.”” The conflict is now
going on— the butile between the everlasting
truth of the Gospel and the old dogmas of
hexthenism, and the victory will be Jesus
Christ's. The spirituality of the Gospel is &
%mmteo of its final and glorious success.

here are three things 1n this text to which I
ask your devout and prayerful attention.
1. There are certain things that shall be
shaken. 2. There are certain things that
shall remain. 3. The contest will establish
for ever the great principles and truths of re-
velation. Now, what are &: things which
are to be shaken ? To shake sometimes means
to remove out of the way, and sometimes to
overtusn and utterly destroy. There can bs
0o question that the primary meaning of the
text is to the removing, the superseding of
Judsism ; and we would noi speak lightly of
that grand old system that fills solarge a

space in the history of the past, and that was [

80 inseparably interwoven with God's deal-
ings towards his own, his ancient people.
Judaism was founded by God. Her temple,
‘‘exceedingly magnificent,”’ had for its archi.
tect the builder and maker of all things ; her
ritual was inspired by the afflatus of the Holy
Ghost; her altars and her sacrifices were
divinely appointed ; even the gorgeous robes
in which her sacerdotal servants were clad,
were fashioned after a heavenly pattern.
All about and all in Judaism bore the 1m-
press of its divine original. But it was not
to continue for ever. It had a work to do,
and then it was to pass away. God kept the
Jews and their religiocus system in the earth,
until in his own appointed time he would in-
troduce the grander, and simpler, and_more
spiritual dispensation of the Gospel. *Chris-
tianity was to have a magnificent ntroduc-
tion to the earth. But until the fulness of
time came, God kept the Jews that he might
retain in the earth one little living witness
for himself and for his truth; and when the
g{ut witness came—the witness whose har-

inger was the godly Baptist— the old system
bad to give place to it—it had to pass away,

| It never felt, or if 1t did, it never acted under
| the conviction, that it held a message of
mercy for the human race. If any poor
vagrant wandered across the boundaries
which severed Judea from the 1dolatrous
nations, he might go and carry away all the
good he could get. But he had to go for it
U, brethren, if Judaism were the religion of
our race, | doubt whether your wide-spread
lands would have ever felt or ever shared the
light and liberty whieh bring salvation, and
in which you so largely rejoice. Judaism had
no text under which she might “ go out 1nto
all the world and preach the Goepel to every
creature.”” She had no foreign missionary
work. God came to ‘“shake,’” to remove the
system. The urim and the thumim were
lost ; the altars were pulled down; the offer-
ings ceased ; the fire waaput out; the ritual-
1sm was abrogawd ; she priestnood disband-
ed ; and as if to intensify the fulfilled pro-
phecy, the temple itself fell a pile of utter
ruin! Then the regular line of Kinghood
was lost—a fact the most marvellous and un-
accountable in human history—lost to the
Jew, but devolving on Him whom the Jew re-
Jjected and cruocified. Christ centred in him-
self the royal Line, on both Joseph's and
Mary’s side, of sovereignty over the house of
David. He had the most indubitable evi
dences of his right to the Jewish throne.
The day had come when the Lord made a
new covenant with his people. That day
was brought to earth by Christ. God gave
Juduism and God took it away again., The
first covenant He annulled, and now He
makes an everlasting covenant with the
house of David. My brethren, this 1s
only part of the' meaning of the text. There
are other things that have been taken
away, and there are things that are yet
to be removed. The present aspects of
gociety are full of import in reference to
the future; and what the future may develop
18 probably beyond the conception of the
most profound thinker of the times. When
men attempt to fix the dates at which some
of the more prominent prophecies shall have
their literal and minute accomplishment, we
think they very far transcend the domain
which legitimately belongs to the finite and
the human. That great and stirring events
are on the eve of being unfolded, the most
casual observer of the * signs of the times '’
may very well afford to believe. The signs
of the times are pregnant with the unre.
vealed future; but ‘the times and thes
seasons '’ are alone in the hand of God. God
is working out his own plans and purposes,
and in his own manner, among the nations of
the earth. It is said that we are nearing a
grand crisis—that the axles of progress are
being heated as the wheels of time are
nearing the terminus. If s0, 80 much the
more important that we should make the
most of our time, and of our opportunities.
Let us gird on the armour of righteousness,
and do battle for the Lord ! «But the things
that are to be shaken refer as well to im
perfect as they do to impure forms of
religion. The bold atheism that would en-
throne men and dethrone God ; the neology
of the modern German thought; the im-
postures of the prophet ot Mecca; the
assumptions and corruptions of the Papacy—
every one of them must be overturned and
taken away before the brightness of the
coming of the >onof God. My brethren, the
infidelity of our day is of a very difterent
kind to that of former days. Itis now a
rival of revelation., That bloody jubilee of
‘80 transformed a lovely country into a deso-
lation. [t was then that she termed death
‘“an eternal sleep,’”’ and baptized the coun-
try in blood—the blood of her best and
noblest citizens, Of Voluaire it may be  said
that he was the greatest curse of modern
tumes. Like the upas tree, 4ie blights and
blasts whatever he touches; and the roots of
that curso are still lingering in the moral
soil of modern Europe. O, it must be re.
moved ! The kingdom that cannot be
shaken will overshadow and overthrow all
antagonism,

It 1s not merely a creed, 1t is a life—a living
spiritual power. That block of marble so
exquisitely modelled and chiseled by the
sculptor, and so minutely life hke, 18 cold,
dead, there 18 no life in it, you may touch 1t,

1n reference to experimental religion ; it 15 a
vital,a living principle. It is ¢ Christ in you
the hope of glory ;' and * you live, yet not
you, but Christ whioh liveth in you.”” The
religion of the New Testament is never of-
fered to a body, 1t addresses itself to the
mind and sopl, and it becomes the new life
of every believer. Itis a fiting question to

It was for all men, and for all time to
come. We cannot do without it. Through
sin this world of ours has become dry, bar-

cost the heavens were opened, and the floods

and on the assembled thousands. It was on
the morning of that memorable day that God
poured out his spirit on the thirsty und bar-
ren s80il of the moral world, refreshing, re-
newing, sanctifying, and converting multi-
tudes. ¢ And the showers of blessing’’
have been falling on men ever since. Many
a land has been made a sharer of this l'ivine
gift ; and the wilderness and the solitary
place have become as the garden of the Lord.
The shower will continue to fall, until the
earth is renewed in righteousness. U ! living,
living water, come and fall on us every one !
The teachings of Jesus—we speak it rever-
ently —do not constitute the entirety of our
Christianity, nor does the coming of the
Spirit alone constitute Christianity, but both
of them together form our grand system in
God’s soul-saving economy. Brethren, we
have the Divine Word, and we are shut up
to absolute dependence on the light and life
and power of the Holy Spirit for whatever
success may attend our doings. God em-
ployed other means and agencies in earlier
ages, for the furtherance of His cause, but
now, it is “ not by might nor by power, but
by my spirit saith the Lord,” that the battle
18 won, and that souls are rescued for Jesus.
Brethren we meet the gift afresh of the
Holy Ghost. The urim and the thurmim
are both gone ; we have no longer prophets
among us whose hearts and lips are touched
with the afflatus of the Holy Ghost; the
days of divine vision are gone for ever, and
we have no work to do unless we have the
Holy Spirit among us. We need not hold
any General Conference here unless the 1in.
fallible teacher is 1n our midst to give divine
direction to our plans and purposes; and
what is preaching, or prayer, or praise, and
what are sacraments or services without * the
gift divine?”” Men are straining after some
novel aspect of Christianity in our day. They
exalt tie doctrine of the incarnation; so do
we, but we glory only in the Cross. Why
is this Christianity immutable? It is God's
ordination. Hée has made it the last system
of revelation to man. It is the perfect law
‘“the kingdom that cannot be removed for
ever. Ever since the establishment of
Christianity earth and hell have opposed it,
but they never have and never can over-
throw 1t, for “ the gates of* hell cannot pre
vall against it.”” It cannot be shaken because
of its spiritual character. All material things
are undergoing transmutation. The stern
granite is perpetually crumbling away ; the
virgiz forests are but a succession of lite and
death ; earthly governments are evermore
varying ; but this divine syetem has God 1o
it, and Christ is the basis of 1t; and the Holy
Ghost 18 its light and life. Then itis divinely
adapted to all classes and conditions of
character, in every age and in every country,
The young and the old, the rich and the
poor, the cultured and the unlettered, each
and all find ‘“a& sovereign balm for every
|wound, a cordial for every fear.” It 18
|equally adapted to nations as it is to indi

As this young minister is the only dele-
gate from the German section of our Metho-
dist work, we may be forgiven if we
should happen to give him a little more
spuce than the nverage. He is yot scarcely
tventy-nine years of age; but, taking his
early disadvantages into account, he has
by the blessing of God on his efforts, ac-
cowplished more than any man of his years
we ever knew.

He was born in the then village of
Goderich, late in 1845, but up to his start-
ing from home in search of an education,
lived mostly in the bush, in the township of
Peel.  Two things have contributed to his
rise : first, conversion to God at the early
age of twelve years, and identification with
Methodism, which affords such ample scope
to an enterprising mind ; secondly, as he
was of German parentage on his father’s
side, when newly awukened spiritual life
begot in his boy-heart a desire to preach
the Gospel, our Canadian German work
was just commencing, and that his (German
paternity awoke in him a purpose, as he ex-
presses it himself, “to get veady for the
German work, which dwelt in his thoughts
from babyhood.” Whether his spiritual pater-
ity by a Palatine German, Rev. Aaron D. Mil-
ler, had anything to do with fostering this
None could have
promised worse than he did at that time,
being slenderly educated and sickly. In

purpose, we will not say.

1860, scarcely fifteen years of age, he started
from homme on foot, with his wardrobe in
his hand.  His first move was to apprentice
himselt to a saddler, in Guelph, with whom
be remained two years, progressing more in
learning than in his trade—by rising before
day-light, reading as he ran through the
streets, and nailing his book to the wall in
front of his work bench. Need we be
surprised that his health broke down ; yet,
“after severe illness, in 1862, he started to
attend Guelph Grammar School, with fifty
cents in his pocket-—kept ‘back’ on
twenty-five cents per week—made money
by sawing wood, sweeping school-room, and

certificate as a first-class school teacher, and

Inagreat
emergency he obeyed the callof the chairman,
Mr. Carrvoll.Christmas time, 1864 andsupplied
a vacancy till Conference, when he proposed
to get a collegiate training before he went
further.  His small hoardings of &50, sup-
plemented by private teaching ;le sundry
shifts, sustained him  at Victoria tili he

determined to go to Germany to  finish,
whither he went in 1868, upon horrowed
money and the small Conference appropria-
tion.  In Europe he sustained himself by
teaching Enghsh till he was able to preach
m German  and French, when, in connec-
tion with the missions of the M. E. Church
of the United States, he labored in Switzer-
land and France, on German and  French
cireuits.  During his sojourn in Europe, he
attended the lectures of some of the most
distinguished  Professors in the Continental
Universities, travelled extensively, and con-
versed with persons of the most advanced
attainments, by which he greatly improved
his scholarship and enlarged his views.  In
1870, he returned to Canada, graduated, and
took up the threads of his ministerial work,
and among the Germans,  His first charge

The marvellous success which has atten-
ded our Missions in the pastis at once a
mark of the Divine approval and an augury
of tuture prosperity. Although the Mission-
ary Society has not failed, in response to
providential indications, to enter upon new
missions involving great financial outlay,
yet the liberality of the church has promptly
sustained their consecrated enterprise by the
largely increased subscriptions.  Already
the magnificent total of nearly $110,000 for
a single year has been reached. But this is
only a starting point, for the inception of
new enterprises, and the more vigorous
prosecution of those to which we are already
pledged.

The Dominion already owes an incalculable
debt to our Missionary pioneers. Our
brethren in the great North-west have been
true path-finders of empire. They have
done much to placate the often restless spirit
of the red man, and to prevent the occurrence
on British 801l of such blood-curdling
atrocities as the Minnesota massacre. They
are laying broad and deep in the vast wilds
of the Far West the foundations of a noble
Christian civilization.

And now that this magnificent region, the
heritage of our children and our children's
children, is thrown open to settlement and
will be so rapidly occupied, it will tax to the
uttermost the resources of the church, both
in men and money, to keep pace with the
imperious demand for missionary labouy. We
need not fear a surplus of men as a result of
Methodist union. By the banks of the Red
River, on the prairie through which roll the
waters of the vast Saskatchewan, and on the
far Pacific coast, are the fields white unto
the harvest. -

In the Mastern portion of our Dominion
also, a arduous and important work is laid
upon the heartand conscience of our church—
to confront the most colossal, compact and
well-organized system of papal superstition
on the face of the earth. That crafty and
unscrupulous system already holds in fee a
large portion of our country, and is seeking
to control the religious future of those fair
and fertile provinces of the West. The re-
ligious and political differences of Metho-
dists have too often prevented them exerting
their due influence on the destiny of the
country. But Romanists, at the dictate of
an astute and far-seeing hierarchy, has acted
asg a unit to make their political influence
To en-
lighten that spiritual darkness, to instruct
the secular ignorance, to overcome inveterate

PROCEEDINGS OF THE

FIRST GENERAL CONFERENGE

OF THE
UNITED WESLEYAN METHODIST CHURCH
OF CANADA.

SEVENTH DAY— MORNINGSESSION.
(Continued. )

Rev. J. C. SLATER presented a memorial
from the Sarnia District Meeting,relating to
dependent circuits which may require a'd
from the Contingent Mission Funds, which,
on motion, was referred to the Committee
on Missions.

Mr. SLATER also presented another
memorial from the same District Meeting,
recommending that the salary of married
ministers shall be $§800 per year, at least.
Referred to the Committee on the Itinerancy
and Ministerial support.

On motion of Dr. Ricg, the Committee
on Official Correspondence was instructed
to prepare the answer to the address of the
General Conference of the M. E. Church,
which was received by the last Canadian
Wesleyan Conference.

Rev. T. W. CoNSTABLE presented a
memorial from the Montreal District Meet-
ing, relating to the subject of a Book Room
and weekly Journal in that city, which was
referred to the Committee on Book and
Publishing interests.

On motion of Dr. FOwLER, a memorial
from the Guelph District Meeting, on equal-
izing the salaries of Ministers, presented to
the last Canadian Conference, and forwarded

the Committee on the Itinerancy and Min-
isterial support.

Rev. C. FisH presented-a memorial from
the Peterborough Quarterly Meeting, re-
lating to an extension of Ministers, stay on
circuits, which was referred to the Commit-
tee on the Itinerancy.

Also, one from Millbank Circuit, on the
same, subject, was referred to the same Com-
mittee.

Mg. M. NEVILLE presented a memorial
from Dr. Aylsworth; which was refered to a
Committee of four for further consideration,
and which committee should consist of Revs.
J. Borland, G. M. Ritchie, Dr. Lavell and
Judge Wilmot.

Rey. W, Scorr presented a memorial from
the Metropolitan Churéh Quarterly Board,
Toronto, respecting the extension; of Minis-
ters’ stay on Circuits, whicl was refered to
the Committee on the Itinerancy.

Mg. Scorr, also presented a memorial
froro the same Circuit relating to the order
of Public Worship,which was referred to the
Committee on Discipline.

Rev. G. R. SANDERSON moved a Resolu-
tion directing that duplicate copies of all
motions and memorials, presented to the
Conference shall be prepared, one of which
should be the property of the Secretary of the
Conference, and the other given to the
Chairman of the Committee to whom the
the motion or memorial may be referred,

Rev. E. Barrass asked as a favor that
Standing Committees shall be instructed to
prepare duplicate copies of reports, which
they may present to the Conference, which
duplicate copy shall be published in the
DAiLy RECORDER.

Rev. D. Savace informed the Conference
that Mr. B. Hopkins, one of the Assistant
Secretaries, was 8o indisposed that he could
not be in his place, probably for some days.
The Rev. W. WiLLiaMs also stated that
Mr. Hopkins' place on the Committee on
‘Missions was vacant, and therefore moved
that Mr. A. B. Walker should be appointed
to the said Committee, which was approved.

The names of Mr. A. S. Arksey and Rev.
J. Brettle, not having been printed on the
list of Contingent Fund Committee, it was
ordered that they shall be added ; also, the
names of Rev. R, Jones, being omitted from
the Committee on KEducation, and that
of Rev. . 8. Millegan, M.A., from the
Committee on Publishing Interests, it was
ordered that they shall be added.

The Rev. N. R. WiLLoueusy, M.A.,
reminded the Conference of the fact that
the Provincial Exhibition was now being
held in Toronto, and he for one thought
that the Conference should adjourn for one
forenoon, so that the membeml might have
vhe privilege of attending the Exhibition.
He thought as there were present at this
Conference gentlemen from a long distance,
who have never had the privilege of seeing
a Provincial Exhibition of such magnitude,
it would only be an act of courtesy to give

| SEVENTH DAY—AFTERNOON
i SESSION.

At 3 o'clock, the PRESIDENT commenced
the 209th Hymn, after the singing of which
the Rev.J. BORLAND led in prayer. Minates
of the Morning Session were read and con-
firmed.

Rev. J. BorLAND read the Report of the
Committee on the Memorial of Dr. Ayls-
worth, which was adopted. It recommended,
1. That whereas much of what the document,
contains has already been dealt with
it is needless to re-open the matters
again. 2. Such motions as refer to changes
of our doctrines and wodes of practice shall
shull be refered to the Committees who have
such matters under their consideration.

Rev. J. A, WiLLIAMS presented the Re-
port No. 2 of the Committee or Discipline,
that the recommendations relating to the di-
vision of the work into Annual Conferences
as mentioned in pp. 168-169 in the Minutes
of 1873 shall be adopted, and that the Nova
Scotia Conferenceshall consist of the Frovince
of Nova Scotia, and the island of Bermuda:
The New Brunswick Conference shall con:
sist of the Provinces of New Brunswick and
Prince Edward Island ; and the Conference
of Newfoundland, shall consist of that Pro-
vince, Labrador, and the adjoining islands.
Thus the work will be divided in 6 Annual
Conferences, there being 3 in the Provinces
of Ontario and Quebec and 3 in the Mari-
time Provinces.

Dr. JEFFERS was in favour of a clause
being added to the Minute relating to the
constitution of Annual Conferences, to the
effect that the officers of the General Con-
ference shall be members of the Annual
Conference within the bounds of which they
may reside.

Dr. Rice and others took part in the dis-
cussion on this question, and stated what
the usage was in the M. E. Church, U, 8.,
but the matter was finally committed to the
committe on Discipline,

Rev. W. R. PARKER moved a resolution
recommending, “ Thav the same person shall
not be elected to the office of President of
the Annual Conferences oftener than once
in four years,”

This resolution was the subject of a
lengthy and earnest debate,

Rev. E. H. DEWART said that the practice
of the English Conference was that re-
elections could not take place oftener than
once in eight years, and he thought that
to this practice was to be attributed the fact
that there were so many persons in that
Conference who were so thoroughly capable
administering Connexional affairs, and he
thought as we had so often profited by the
example and experience of our fathers in
England we would do well to adopt their
practice on this subject.

Others were of opinion that this General
Conference Lad no right to say who should
or should not be President of the Aunuual
Conferences, there might be cases in which
it would be difficult to secure suitable per-
sons to preside if the system of rotation
had to peevail A Couference might be
small, and then there would be trouble, and
it was thought, that this General Conference
should not take away the rights of the
Annual Conferences, which it would do if .
this resolution be aoted upon,

Rev. J. RYERSON reminded the Ceneral

Jonference that all power is vested in this
Conference; it is within its province to say
whether the Annual Conferences shall or
shall or shall not re-clect. He wasafraid
that there was danger of making changes’
rather too rapidly. Much of the Confet-
ence legislation seems to have this tenden Y,
and there is danger, as he conceived,
the division of the work into the Annual
Conferences, and makiug all their actions
final, will make the church into so many
isolated bodies, and do away with the hotd
of union that ought to exist among ‘all
Methodists. He had seen oreat .injustice
sometimes done by Annual fegislntion, and
he thought that there should be some inde
pendent court of appeal which should review
all matters of the Annual Conferences.

Dr. Rick reminded the Greneral 'Oonfer-
ence that, according to the basis of union,
the Annual Conferences havé not the power
of legislation, and such power is vested in the
General Conference, and in the General Gon-
ference alone.

Rev. J. LATHERN instanced the state of
Newfoundland Conference, which he thought
would be greatly inoonvenienced if tfé)"
could not re-elect oftener thrn oncé in four

ears.

Rev. T. W. CoNsraBLE read some extracts
from the Discipline, which, as he conceived,
had some relation to the case in hand.

Rev. A. HuRLBURT referred to the old
rule in the Canada Conference, which was
similar to the resolution now under dis
cussion, which met his hearty approval; but
it was well known that such rule had to be
suspended when a re-electien was desired.
He was for distributing honors as he would
distribute responsibilities ; moreover, he was
of opinion that, there was a kind of influcnce
and prestige that belonged to office, that it
was desirable should not be monopolised by
the same persons ; if the highest honors of
Confernoes were within the reach of young
men, ther they would be more likely to
make themselves familiar with the Wisci-
pline and usages of the church, so that’they
might be capable of administering the affairs
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of administrators. Still he could not very
well see how the law could obtain in all
cases, though at the same time, he was of
opinion that, the restriction was good, ex-
capt in the cuse of sinall Conferences,

Dr. ‘Pickarp thought that the matter
might be safely left in the hands of the
Annual Conference, as they would certainly
know best mow to manage such matters.
It might be that one Conference would have
a restrictive rule, while another would not.
He hoped that Newfoundland would not he
the only Missionary Conference, but that
there would be several others away ont
on the Pacific Coast. Such a rule could
easily apply to FEngland, where there were
so many men of large and extensive experi-
ience, but it can easily be seen that the case
is very different in our Annual Conferences,
He would therefore put no restriction on
the Annual Conferences, but leave them to
regulate the Presidency by such bye-laws as
they might deem necessary.

Rev. A. SUTHERLAND thought that a good
deal of the discussion wasirrelevent. If re-
elections were so objectionable, than he
thought that Chairmen of Districts, Book
Stewards, Missionary Secretaries and Editors,
should not be re-elected, but he fancied the
brethren who were the occupants of these
offices would not like the pringiple of res-
txiction to be 8o -extended. Some of the
objections made against re-election were in
his judgment very weak, as for instance, the
patronage of oftice. He did not think that
there was much in this, for nobody could
bid very high for favors in the Conferences.
As to prestige there may be something in
that, but as to the executive officers in
geueral, he thought there was not much of
prestige about them, and everybody seemed
to think ‘that they were kind of common
property, which they could find fault with
as they thought proper. He was of opinion
that this restrictive rule, should it obtain,
would be an interference with the rights of
the Annual Conferences, and therefore they
should buleft free, for certainly they were
not regarded as so many idle hoys who could
not be trusted. On the vote being taken
the resolution of restriction was lost.

Rev. J. H. Rosinson, Representative of
the Methodist New Connexion in England.
was introduced to the Conference and made
a brief speech, in which he thanked the
Conference for their kindness to him. He
had for several days anticipated the pleasure
and profit of attending this General Confer-
ence, and he felt sure that he would not be
disappointed.

The remaining portions. of the Report of
the Committee on Discipline were taken up
and Rules 25.32 on p. 169-176, and with
one exception were accepted with some
slight verbal alterations.

r. Dovaras presented a document con-
taining a plan for the better regulation and
time for the meeting of the various Standing
Committees which was adopted.

OUR HYMN BOOK.

In answer to the questions why some of our
Excallent Hymns are not sung. I think this may
be safely affirmed that a large number of that class
are peculiar meters and as a rule, a minister
can hardly venture on any of them -vithout long
previous notice to the leaders of singing and in a
multitude of our congregations it is extremly
hazardous to venture on a 6 lines 8's while any of
the peculiar meters are eniirely out of the ques-
tion. And I think another affirmation may be ven-
tured upon, that if the Hymns now popular, were
sent abroad without notes as the unsung hymns of
our collection are, they too would be left unused,
and in an age that has so much culture thrown
into its singing, the old Hymn Book without notes
has not a fair chance with popular collections in
small portable volumes, set to music,

But that. many the jingling dittics runming their
brief day at'the present, have any claim to rank
with the hymns produced by the old masters of
song is very far from being true.  Henry Ward
Beecher has recently said that a great many
modern hymns and tunes are ‘‘sentimentalism,
gonedrunk;” I feel he says, a righteous indignationg
when I think of the stalwart stanzas of old Watts,
of John 4nd Charles Wesley, of Dodderidge and
Maontgomery, 'and the hymns of many others of
modern date,noblerecitations of Christand the Gos-
pel, magnificent deliniations of the other life, and
of all'the bxperiences of a Christian, and see our
ohildren, breught up on such miserable trash and
garbage a8 they to oftenare,in our Sunday schools
it is g #in Mdl & shame. 1 know that children at
five years of age are old enough to feel the
grandeur of those old hymns an< they are being

cheated of them.

And to hastily revised our hggun hook, expunge
some of the grandest Christian hymns, that were
ever penned,- becanse they are not offen sung, to
malee roomi for the dwarfish gentimentalism of
mnch that is now popular would be a reproach for
. ‘

No, e are ebliged to do something, but let us

make haste slowly, andfif we could publish a sup-

lement, a small volume of choice selections, we
might from the two ultimately issue a oollection
as nearly perfect as possible. ~ But do not let us
throw .fmy the wheat to replace it with ehaff, be-
cause it happens to be either a native production
or having its brief popular run.

Rev. Epwin HoLMEs,
was born in the picturesque village of Old
Bolingbroke, Lincolnshiré England, of Eng-
lish parents, on the 10tn of-October, 1833.
He was brought up in the Church of Eng-

land, his futher being for nearly thirty years |

clerk in the Established Chuarch, Living,
however, . in the shire of the Wesleys,
Methodism was earnestly at work, and he
was first brought under its hallowing influ-
ences by being invited as musician to lead
the choir of the Wesleyan church. In the
latter part of the summer of 1854, while 1e-
siding in Boston, in the same shire, he was
invited to take part with the choir of the
New Connexion Church, West-street, ahd
almost immediately after, under the labors
of W. Pacey, was led to Christ, and united
with that Church. He, with three other
young men, formed a society in connexion
with the Church, named it “The Band of
Love Society,” and met weekly for prayer,
reading of the Scriptures, and making pre-
parations for public speaking. Immediately
after his conversion he was put in the plan
a8 & local preacher, appointed tract distribut-
er, a teacher in the Sabbath School, and soon
afterits Superintendent. In the esrly part
of 1857 he was appointed by the English
N.C. Conference as a Missionary to Canada,
and in July of that year, after hearing a
lecture on Cadada by Rev. J. H. Robinson
(who was then on a visitto England), a
“farewell sermon” by Drs Crofts, and enjoy-
ing a ““ Farewell Tea Meeling” given by the
kind friends of Liverpool, he with four other
Missionaries, sailed in the steamer Anglo—
Saxon, and in nine and a half days reached
Canada’s shore. Since then he has labored
in the Dereham, Norwich, Penville, London,
Nassageweya, Prince Edward, Milford, Ayl-
mer, Manvers, and Mount Forest circuits.
He bas had the honour of being Chairman
of Districts, Secretary of Conference, is now
Secretary-Treasurer of the Paternal Fund,
and also now is, and has been for several
years past, one of the four “Directors” of the
Superanuated Preachers’ Annuitant Society.
