THE INTERNATIONAL PHILATELIC
EXHIBITION.

NOTHER pleasant and interesting event has
begun, ended, and become a cherished recol-
lection.  When we do anything here in
France we do it well, and L’ Exposition
Internationale de Timbre Poste proved no
exception ; but as it is usual dissenters are
found, who being themselves dissatisfied
for some reason, wish to make others

feel likewise, and from a collector’s view of the
matter, with one or two possible exceptions, I con-
sider the exhibition a success. An objection—not
from a Philatelic, but rather from a human stand-
point—that the exibition was (00 far from the centre
of the city to be convenient. Tl.s objection comes
mainly from the inhabitants, of what Max. O'Rell
«calls ““ John Bull’s Island—are we to consider our
Anglo-Saxon brethren lazy ? It seemsso. It is true
the Exhibition was not very central, but it being the
best that the committee could obtain we had to put up
with this slight inconvenience. The Exhibition was
held in the Palace of Liberal Arts, on the Champs de
Mars.  When we were once in the Exhibition we
were loth to leave it, for where stamp collectors meet
there is more gossip than is made by any dozen old
women you ever heard of; this with the “‘sights” made
the time pass only too quickly. The capital repre-
sented by the exhibits was enormous. In the ex-
hibits of the dealers, our English brethren—to use the
regular expression—*‘took the cake.” I can scarcely
judge betwixt their merits, An interesting exhibit
was that of Messrs, Bright & Sons, which was in
charge of genial Harry Hilkes.  The varieties shown
by this firm were of the “‘first water,” their widely
advertised block of Saxony errors being among the
number. I also noticed among their exhibit several
frames of the English plate numbers, and a couple of
fine entire sheets of the Mulready envelopes, Near
by the stall of Wm, Brown, of Salisbury, attracts at-
tention, being very handsomely furnished, My,

Brown’s stock seemed an exc. ption to the general

exhibits of other dealers who exhibited their special-

ties, while Mr. Brown’s stock comprised a little of
everything. Another noticable English exhibit was
that of the well-known firm, Messrs. Theo. Buhl &

Co., of London.  The exhibit of this firm is ¢o be

found in every part of the building, and at every turn

some small exhibit of this firm was visible, Their
main exhibit being promi for their ifi
display of rarities. The arrangement of this firm’s
00ds is superb, Then the largest firm in the world,
gdeun. Stanley Gibbons Co,, Limited, of London,
have an exhibit which is, undoubtedly, the finest in
the whole exhibition, The collection of Western Aus-
tralian stamps, which they show, is the finest I ever
had the pleasure of inspecting, and it is considered
the finest stock of these interesting stamps in existence,
Their exhibit of philatelic publications is par excel-

lence.  Messrs. Stanley Gibbons are the only dealers
who do not sell goods at their exhibit, it being shown
for exhibition purposes only, The enterprising Aus-
tralian firm, Messrs, T, H. Thompson & Co., of
Bishop, Auckland, New Zealand : This firm are well
known here through their purchase of the Leeward
Island remainders, They did not bring their whole
stock of these stamps with them, but, nevertheless, a
large assortment was shown. This firm seemed to be
doing a brisk business in these stamps during the
whole exhibition. The above comprise the larger
dealers who exhibited, but the following also occupied
smaller stalls in a more remote part of the building :
Mr. T. H. Hinton, of Chelsea ; Messrs. Stafford
Smith & Co,, Brighton, etc. This latter firm made
a very noticeable and attractive exhibit with their*‘Per-
manent Album”, ~Mr.H. Hilkes showed me the ad-
vance sheets of his works on * Reprints,” and of
course, : < a result of the temptation, he * booked »
my order as well as those of my colleagues ; the work

is indeed a valuable and complete handbook on re-

printed stamps, one that every collector should possess,

Turning to the exhibits of the collectors, here we find
what may be termed the most interesting poition of
the whole exhibition, I have seen some very choice

collections of Swiss stumps but never did I see such

excellent one as was exhibited by Mr. Hauser, of
~ucerene. The genetal completeness of the collec-
tion may be judged from the following list of some of
the stamps I noticed therein : 21 specimens of the 4 r.
and 41 specimens of the 6 r., Ziirich, Geneva, He
shows 22 of the 10 c. in pairs ; 13 of the provisional
% of 10 ¢. ; a block of 10 of 5¢., hirst type, unused ; a
block of 14 § c., second type, unused; 8 of the rare 4c.
Vaud are shown; of the other local issues they are
there in immense quantities. Many of the plates are
complete, A block of 15 City Post are among the
gems shown in this most remarkable collection of
Swiss stamps,  One of our leading Parisian collec-
tors, Dr. Legrand, showed a portion of his large col-
leciion, among which were the Mauritius 1d, and 2d,
**Post Office” ; Reunion 1st issue, complete ; Sand-
wich Islands, several copies of the rare 13¢ , st issue;
Bokhara, complete set 3 Ziirich, about 20 specimens
of the 4r. and 6r. ; Roumania, 1st issue, set of 4;
Mauritius, 2 entire, Ish, envelopes with different
tresses, besides the above mentioned stamps are
dozens of others of equal values, M. J.B. Meens, of
Brussels, exhibited a full set of the many philatelic
works published by him ; Mr, Le Roy d’ Etrolles
shows an almost complete collection of the surcharged
French Colonial stamps, including many of the rarer
varieties ; Mr. M. Mahé showed a_beautiful complete
set of the French essays ; Mr, Walter Morley showed
a very complete set of English stamps ; M. Kuck
showed a complete collection of the stamps of Luxem-
burg ; M. Greau showed some entire sheets of essays ;
Messrs. Theo, Buhl & Co. showed some very fine
made-up plates of the early issues of the Australian
Colonies and Mauritius ; also a used New Brunswick
*““Connel” ; Suez, complete set used ; most of the rare
lucal stamps of Mexico, and a fine specimen each of
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the 5 and 13 cent, first issue of Sandwich Islands.
These, with many others, comprise one of the finest
collections of rarities exhibited ; Mr. M, Dapino, of
Milan, shows a magnificent lot of the old Italian
States ; Mr. Wm. Brown shows an almost complete
collection of the Straits Settlement surcharges ; in the
exhibit of Mr. Schaupmeyer is shown a circular British
Guiana of the 1st issue and a Lady McLeod, both on
the original letters. The collection of the stamps of
Luxemburg, shown by M. Raiisch, consists of over
400 varieties

Among the other collectors whase exhibits were
very fine but whose stamps I have not space to dis-
cribe are : M. Mackenzie, M. Schoeller, M. Parisot,
M. Muois, M. Taylor, M. Vervelle, M. Hell¢, etc.

Some Government exhibits were shown. Holland
shows a complete set of her stamps, both postage,
revenue and telegraph, post cards and envelopes ;
France has an exhibit but by no means complete ;
Bolivia, Portugal and Colonies, Siberia and San
Marino, ; all exhibit complete sets of their stamps,
The three leading French Societies, promoters of the
Exhibition, also had some very fine exhibits. Before
closing my letter I woulu mention another depart-
ment of the exhibition which will probably interest
your readers, M. Tissier shows an excellent portrait
of President Carnot, which is made entirely of French
stamps. This gentleman evidently has abundance of
time, to judge by the looks of his exhibit. Madame
Louis Vroomans-Leclerq, of Nimdégue, Holland,
shows some philatelic plates, ordinary plates being
taken, stampsartistically pasted ther- on and varnished
over giving them the appearance of Japanese ware.
I enclose you a list of the results of the distribution
of the awards, which I hope you will have room to
publish.  Our Exhibition has proved a financial and
a social success, for which we have to thank the
promoters and exhibitors who devoted so much ¢
their energy to make it an event long to be remembered
in the history of Philately. —M. DurionTEZ.

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PHILATELIC SUB-STUDIES.
IL—PERFORATIONS.
BY THE EDITOR,

HE number and kind of perforations on a
stamp quite often is an important factor in
the value of a stamp, just as pager has been
shown to be. Let us feisl clearly understand
the meuning of the term * perforated,”—

When the stamps are printed, they are usually found
in the entire sheet, with no means of separating them
except by cutting each stamp from the sheet separ-
ately ; this it can readily be seen is a very slow and
unsatisfactory method of separating the stamps ; yet
nearly all the earlier issues of stamps were separated
in this manner. Then followed the invention of the
various methods of perforation. The commonest
variety of perforation is that called regular perfora-
tion ; the stamp thus perforated has rows of small
round holes punched, or cut out, from between the
stamps, This is the ordinary variety generally met
with, Then, again, it is quite often the case that a
different perforating machine is used to perforate
quantities of a certain stamp, and the perforations
are of a different size, consequently further apart ; a
line commonly used, is when & stamp is said to be
perforated 9, or perforated 14, as the case may be,

he number, or size, ot the perforation described in
the two foregoing terms are determined by a measure
calied the Perforation Gauge, and the number of
these little holes punched in the space of tm0 centi-
metres determines the size ol the perforation. Thus,
if 9 of the little holes are punched out in the space
of two centimetres, the stamp is said to be perfo-
rated 9. As 1 have said before, the size of the
perforation often makes a great difference in the
value of a stamp ; for example, take the 2 pence
rvose of Prince Edward Island, perforated g ; this
stamp is worth $2.00, while perforated 13 it is worth
but 10 cents. The abbreviation of the word perfora-
tion, “perf,,” is nearly always used in preference
to the word spelled out in full ; therefore, a stamp
with 14 perforations to the prescribed measurement is
written, *‘perf. 14.” A stamp that is not perforated
is said to be unperforated, or imperforated—the ab-
breviations of which are, imperf. and unperf. The
other varieties of perforation outside of regular per-
foration are executed differently ; instead of the little
bits of paper being p:ssed out, the holes are pricked
out, little slits cut on little indentaticns made. 1In
cases where the holes are pricked out instead of being
punched out, the stamp is said to be pin perforated,
The stamps of some o} the later issues of Mexico are
an excellent example of this method of perforation,
When the stamps of a sheet are separated by rows of
sluighl little indentations, thus - - - - « , impressed
heavily, the stamp is said to be rowletted. At times
the rouletting is dor.c on the press where the stamps
are being printed, instead of on a rouletting machine ;
this makes the little roulette indentations colored like
the stamps ; it is then said to be rowletted in color.
Pointed, or denated perforation, or, as the French
call it, Perce en pointe, is a variety of perforation in
which the line of separation follows a_zigzag course ;
of one side will be found to fit into the opposite side
thus.__, when separated and replaced, the points,
Scolloped perforation, vr, in French, Perce en arc;
in this case the separation is effected by meuns of
successive small cuts in the form of curves. When
the stamps are separated ly a somewhat different
variety of wavy line, with small breaks beiween the

curves, it is said to be serpentine perforation, as its
appearance implies. In some cases one or two sides
only of a stamp are perforated, the remaining sides
being left unperforated ; in such cases, the stamp is
said to be part perforated. In rare cases, the little
punches used for cutting out the holes in ‘¢ regular
perforation” are of different sizes, resulting in making
the perforations of different sizes ; this is called irve-
gular perforation ; but this variety is seldom met
with. = The above form the principal varieties of
Lwerfara!ions; two or three other minor varieties a-e
nown, but they are of little or no importance,

I am pleased to see the interest manifested by the
younger collectors in this series of brief explanatory
articles ; and [ shall in all cases endeavor to make
my descriptions as clear as is possible.

Though a certain initial number of a philatelic
periodical recently brought $1.80 at an auction sale,
stamp papers in general are mighty hard things to
dispose of for cash. One can dispose of any quantity
in exchange for stamps and other philaizlic journals,
but when it comes to the real old cash, the papers are
‘‘not in it” with stamps for ogling the dimes from
their ** pocket-book home,”

There is one advantage used stamps have over un-
used ones, and that is, if not counterfeit, they have
come from tlie country they represent ; so if we have
a used stamp from Australia we know that the little
bit of paper has travelled from that far-distant land,
thousands of miles away ; while in the case of the
unused specimen, it nay have been received by the
dealer direct from the makers, and though it be all
right, and is a stamp of a certain country, it has not
the charm attending a used one, as mentioned above,

When I see those queer English stamps, some of
those ‘‘ revenue-used-for-postage” kind, with t4e
malediction ** Honi soit gui mal y pense” on them,
I cannot help thinking, {)id J. J. Morgan, Tingley,
or any of those philatelic brigands ever see them, and
realize the meaning of that little French phrase ?
For the benefit of those who may not be familiar
enough with French to understand the point, I will
state that the English interpretation of the phrase
is, “Evil be to him that evil thinks,”

$600,000. The Czar began his collection when a boy
and has been adding to it ever since, M. Ferrari,
who is said to have cast away a fortune because he
said it did not belong to him, hoards stamps as misers
hoard money.— Boston Daily Globe.

MAIL SERVICE OF BraziL,— Washington, Oct,
11,—The postmaster-general to-day executed con.
tracts for ocean mail service with a New York and
Brazil Majl Steamship Company. The service will
begin Dec. 1892, and three steamers will leave the
port of New York on that date and twice each
month thereafter.  The terminal points are New
York City and Buenos Ayres, touching en route
at St. Thomas, Mnrliuique, Barbadoes, Para, Mar-
anhao, Pernambuco, Bahai, Rio de Janeiro, Santos
and Montevideo.— Boston Daily Globe.
