NEWS OF THE MONTH

The most important event, directly af*
fecting stamp collectors that has occurred
since our last issue, is undoubtedly the
absorption into the “Greatest Empire that
has been ” of the Orange Free State, the
capitulation of the Capital of the South
African Republic, and the utter collapse
of the Boers as an independent power
in the Dark Continent. Several of the
interesting stamp issues and postal make-
shifts arising from the state of war are
recorded in this number. Doubtless
others will come to light in course of time.
The political events that will now ensue
as a result of the war, will certainly be
recorded in tiie postal issues that will take
place, once more proving that philatelical
science is the surest and speediest baro-
meter of historical events. Another step
towards stamps for the Commonwealth of
Australia has been taken by the introduc-
tion of the Federation bill in the British
House of Commons. When this measure
is completed it will mean the closing of
the record of the stamps for six different
colonies,

In commercial philately an event of
first class importance has also occured, in
the sale of Mr M. P, Castle’s wonderful col-
lection of unused European stamps. This
collection is undoubtedly the finest of its
class in existence, it comprises over
60,000 specimens, and has been purchas-
ed by an English collector for £ 30,000,
the largest sum ever yet paid for a single
philatelical purchase. The purchaser
whose name has not been made public,
will preserve the collection intact, and
being desirous of adding to it, is now
advertising through the agents who ne-
gotiated the sale, that he wishes to buy
fine unused stamps, especially pairs and
blocks.

ENTRANCES AND EXITS.

BAVARIA. — The German papers an-
nounce the issue of two high value adhe-
sives 3 marks brown and 5 marks light

green, of same design, perforation and
watermark as the 1 and 2 marks, (A 4)
also single and reply cards of 2 pf. value,
printed in grey.

BECHUANALAND PROTECTORATE.
During the siege of Mafeking runners
were employed to carry correspondence
through the Boer lines of investment. For
this service it 1s reported tht Cape Colo-
ny stamps were used, an extra tax for the
special service being surcharged on each
stamp. We have seen the current Cape
Jad surcharged 1d, the 1d surcharged 3d,
and the 3d surcharged 6d, with the words
*‘Mafeking” above and *‘Besieged” below
the added values. Whether these stamps
were a private speculation, or whether
they emanate from the post office, our
correspondent does not inform us. It
seems strange that Cape stamps should
have been employed instead of those of
Great Britain which have been regularly
used in Bechuanaland since 1897, but
stranger things happen during war time.
en's W, 8. News also reports the
British Bechuanaland 3d lilac (Scott 13)
and 4d green and brown (Scott 35) sur-
charged 6d and 1 shilling respectively.

BELGIUM.—The color of the 1 franc
stamp has at last been settled, it now
appears in orange on white and the 2 fr.

The new
inscription, which is in French, indicates
that the use of the cards has been extended
to comprise the colonies of Gold Coast on
the North and German South West
Africa on the South.

CRETE. ~The meaning of the surcharge
on the new stamps is now satisfactorily
explained. The unit of currency on the
island is still the Turkish piastre worth
22 lepta, and will so remain for some
months to come, until the law adopting
the monetary system of the Latin union
comes into force. In the meantime the
25 1. stamp is sold for 1 piastre, the 50 1.
for 2 piastres, thegr dr. for 4 piastres, and
so on. This necessitates the provisional

SPECULATIVE STAMPS AND
COUNTERFEITS.

The stamps described under this head-
ing, we would advise collectors to avoid,
as they are manufactured either by
official authority or by private individuals
for their own gain at the expense of
Philatelists.

BELGIUM.—ZLe Timbrophile Belge puts
its readers on guard against a forgery of
the 5 francs red brown, catalogued by
Scott at $7.00. It is being offered in
Brussels at 13 francs and both stamp
and obliteration are said to have been
very well imitated.

N EVIS. - The Briefmarken Journal re-
ports the appearance of a faked 6d green
(Scott No. 25) made by removing the

value oi the common 'id green and
printing in “sixpence ” in its place. The
green 6d is catalogued at $40.00 used.

ORANGE. RivER COLONY.—We hear
that an army order was issued to the
troops warning them against any old
obsolete stamps, surcharged “V. R.1."
some of which were manufactured by
local Speculators at Bloemfontein. What
values were so fraudulently coctored has
not yet transpired.

SPAIN.— The Philatelic Chronicle, (Eng-
land) reports : 1853 issue, 2 Rcales, red.
A very good forgery of the above stamp is
abroad. The principal points of difference
are as follows:— The 2 before Rs is leaning
over too much and has a different foot,
the R is too long and the S too small.
The shading on the neck consists of single
dots in the forgeries, whereas in the
originals it consists of dots and lines.
The paper is thin, but woolly and not
so tough as in the originals.

URUGUAY.—We have been shown a
counterfeit of the 1899 § m. purple. It
can be distinguished from the genuine by
the liberty cap, which is a cap in the
genuine stamp, but in the forgery looks
like an Indian head dress. The perfora-
tion is also different being 124 instead of
11%. Some of these counterfeits were
found in the stock of the Dominion
Stamp Co. (R. C. Bach) and were de-
stroyed, by the trustee, when he came
into possession ; we have since heard that
from the same source considerable quan=
tities were sold lust year to New York
dealers. This will be another matter to
investigate at the close of the South
African war,

Victoria.—Designs for the 1d. and 2d.
war stamps have been accepted, after a
competition of artists. They are of a
military character and took 1st and 2nd
prizes in the competition. Further par-
ticulars will be given when the stamps
appear.

STAMP VALUES.

In answer to our request, for the views
of our readers on the question whether
stamp values are fixed by the dealer or
the collector, a large number have written
to us on the subject. We have only space
to publish two of these communications,
one on each side of the question.

From the perusal of the mass of corres-
pondence that has come to us, we notice

that a confusion of ideas is very prevalent
in regard to two different matters i. e.
value and price. There can be no doubt
that the seller of any article, insomuch
as it is his property, has an undisputed
right to fix the price at which he will pary
withit, but it does not follow that the
price asked is the true value. The value
depends upon two principal considera-
tions, the quantity in existence or which
can be brought into existence, and ths
number of persons who wish to obtain
the articles in question —in our case
stamps. Inother words the value depends
on *“ supply and demand,” and as a last
resort, it is the “demand” that deter-
mines the value, for no matter how greas
or how small the supply may be, unless
an article is in demand it is practically
worthless. This universal law of values
is very evident when it applies to things
which have absolutely no value in them-
selves, such as stamps. Let it be sup-
posed that no stamp collectors existed,
and it is at once apparent that a stamp
no matter how rare, would have no value
whatsoever, simply because no one would
be willing to pay any thing for it. This
proves to a certainty that collectors alone
fix the value of stamps ; whether the
prices as quoted in the dealexs’ catalogues
reflect their value is another question. In
the great majority of cases we believe
they do, in a relative degree. But stamp.
collect'ng h=s its ebb and flow ; at one
time all the world seems bent on collect-
ing stamps, again something else attracts
the popular attention, and philately lan-
guishs, so that what may be the perma-
nent value of any stamp it is impossible
to say ; as the number of collectors.
increases or diminishes, the supply re-
maining stationary, in the same propor-
tion values rise and fall, A rvemarkable
example of the truth of this, is to be
found by a comparison of prices given in
the Scott Catalogue for the years imme-

diately before and after the Columbian
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expositicn.  The issue of the Columbian
stamps directed universal attention to
stamp collecting, its votaries seized the
occasion to laud its benefits and merits,
with the result that all the world caught
the philatelic fever, and prices advai

to hitherto undreamed of figures.
the era of speculation.

Many of the new
fledged collectors remained with us, but
not a few dropped out in a year or two,
and though prices are not likely to go
back to the low figures of 1892, still there
has been, ever since that Columbian
boom, a gradual settling down of values
in all cases, where some other unusual

figures, which record as the open
market price ich efforts are of no
avail however on the whole ; the inexor-
able law of supply and demand asserts
itself, and forins the true level of prices.

Have prices now receded to the true
value ? It is impossible to say, for in
reality there is no true permanent value
to stamps ; as we have shown above
values fluctuate with the nmnber of collec-
tors, and as the number of newly issued
stamps is increasing much faster than the
number of collectors, we are inclined to
think, that the collector of the future will
find plenty of material with which to
occupy his philatelic tastes in the new
issues and commoner grades, and wil]
leave the rarer varieties to the few who
care to indulge in them. It this prove to
be true the knell of high, inflated prices
is rung, and we many expect to see stamp
collecting regain that strong popular hold
upon the masses, that it enjoyed in the
early days, when dealers were almost
unknown, and all acquisitions were made
by exchange between collectors.

Can collectors regulate the selling

prices of stamps ? If so, how ? How do
finds, stocks of retnainders,exclusive hold-
ings owned by monopolists, etc., ete.,
affect values? These and many other
cognate questions have been raised by
our correspondents, and we hope to
discuss them all as time and space will
permit. As always our correspondence

That itis
a pleasant recreation is admitted but it is
more, it is a useful recreation as well use*
ful to young and old, useful to the stud-
ent, useful to the sage, useful to the
individual, useful to society, to the
business man, as well as to the profes-
sional man, to the wealthy as well as to
the less fortunate, to one and all who
taste its pleasures, it leads on step by
step the pleasant pathway of knowledge.
Itis not only a means to learn history,
but it is itself a fact of history, monu-
mental and commemorative of the world’s
most striking deeds, of mankind’s pro-
gress in all that goes to make life better
and happier. This is Philately and it is
its wonderful combination of pleasure and
utility that has enabled it to take and
maintain with so firm a hold its recognized
position in the world of science, and of
art.

Weregret that Mr, H.A. Chapman takes
our remark about the Adkesive's lack of
philatelic editing, as a personal allusion to

A cir-
culation of 23,000 was promised and
advertisements solicited at double the
rates of most established papers, casi
with copy, on the promise of that circul-
ation figure, We notice that the publish-
ers state they have postponed * the very
large circulation” number till a future
date. “ What would Sheldon do " under
such circumstances in regard to those
who paid “ cash with copy ™" for a 25,000
circulation? It is evident that the
publishers were too enthusiastic, too
sanguine of the frantic rush for reserved
seats at 25¢, extra, from benighted pnilate-
lists longing for a ray of Grant’s celestial
light. These little idiosyncrasies aside,

In answer to your question, “who fixes
the prices on stamps. dealers or collec-
tors 2 1 beg to say that I think the col-
lectors fix the prices of stamps, I mean of
course, the better quality, anybody can
fix prices on continentals. Take for
example the auction sales that have been
held duriug the past season, some stamps
don’t sell while others are bid up above
catalogue; this shows that the collectors
kuow whether a stamp is worth a_certain
value or not. The catalogue does not
figure verv prominently at auction sales.
Again, say a dealer advertises a stamp at
good reduction from catalogue, he will
probably receive no orders. This shows
that collectors do not wish to pay his
price. Say he advertises at a qnarter
less than his former price, he might be
overrun with order 'his will show that
the collectors are willing to pay his last
figure because they know it is not worth
any more and so on. ]. A STUART,

ANSWERS TO CORRESPONDENTS.

J. G. L. Hartford:—Your friend is
mistaken in saying that the word *“‘un-
perforated” is not to be found in the
dictionary. It isin Webster’s, in as early
an edition as that of 1861, long before it
was used as a technical philatelic term.
The discussion,whether the adjective‘*im-
perforate’'or the participle “unperforated”
should be used, has come down to us from
the earliest days of stamp collecting.
Many objected in those days to the word
“perforation” preferring ‘“denticulation”
as a better descriptive term ; the equiv-
alent French word has always been used
in France. Even if *“ unperforated " were
not a dictionary word, it would be allow-
able, as all sciences invent their own
technical terms before they are recognized
by lexicographers. The English prefix
“un’ has the same meaning as the
Latin ““in” [im-,ig-,il-] and is frequently
used with Latin words, for instance
Shakespear uses ‘“‘unproper” * unpose
sible ”  and many other similar words.
To describe a stamp from which the per-
forations had been cut, * deperforated ™
though unusual. could be properly em-
ployed technically but never ‘‘unper-
forated ' which simply means not perfor-
ated. Your friend in condemning the use
of either word displays not onlv an igno-
rance of philately, but of English gram-
mar as well.
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CASUAL COOK ISLAND NOTES.
BY RALPH W, GOSS

Rarotonga, Cook Is., April, 20, 1900,

A new stock of stamps was recently or-
dered from the government printer at
Wellington, N. Z, as he prints all the
Cook Island stamps, and also holds the
dies. These newly ordered stamps ar-
rived the mail before last and are all of a
different shade from the 1st lot printed,
notably the 24 d. value which was pink
but in the new lot itis of alilac-rose color ;
some very deep in color and others
again very light * which only shews how
carelessly the various colors were blend-
ed for the printing. Another notable
feature of this new stock is the exceed-
ingly careless manner in which they have
been perforated, which of course spoils
them for collecting purposes.

It was rumoured among a great num-
ber of New Zealand collectors lately that
the 1%d. lilac Cook Island was likely to
be withdrawn, as it was a uscless value ;
but I find such is not the case, as it is used
for postage between the various Islands
of the Cook group, viz: Rarotonga, Aitu-
taki, Ma L. Mitiaro, Mauke, Manuac,
and Atiu. The rate of postage being
(between the forogoing Islands) 1% d. for
every J¢ oz or fraction thereof. So the
122 d. stampis an indispensable value for
the group.

Quite a number of large orders continue
to come in to the Chief Post Office here
for the surcharged s d on 1d blue, but
of course they are out of stock and have
been for some considerabletime past.

The regular line of steamers only con-
nect with this place, Auckland and "%
ti, once a month, so the readers of this
can well imagine the interest taken on the
arrival of the steamer with the mails, war
news. etc.  Of course various craft trade
with New Zealand, Australasia and Tahi-
ti, etc., with Island produce, but one can-
not rely on the regularity of these boats,
