THE VULGATE AND THE NEW
REVISION.

When, on the 6th of May, 1870, it was
decided by the Auglican Convocation of
Canterbury to appoint a Committee for
the Revision of the Euglish Bible, it was
not generally expected that the result
would be a testivony to the general ac-
curacy of the Latin Vulgate, and in gon-
sequence a virtnal ackuowledgment of
the superivrity of the Catholic English
Bible over the version hitherto in use
among Protestants. Yet this is really
the casc.

Our resders ore aware that only the
Revision of the New Testament has yet
been 1ade. The Latin Vulgate, how-
ever, was not the text employed, nor, in-
deed, either the commonly received Greek
text, or the text of any eingle copy ex-
tant of the Greek New Testament, but a
Greek text constructed by the Revisers
themselves on such eritical considerations
a3 secmed to them satisfactory.

This celebrated passage is quoted by
Tertullian in his book against Praxeas,

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Dr. Roberts eays: “The words left out
can be proved to have no claim whatever
to a place in the text of Scripture. None
of the Uncial Manuscripts contain them,
None of the ancient Versions represent
them. None of the Fathers quote them,
even when arguing on the subject of the
Trinity. There are indeed two passages
in Cyprian which seem to indicate wn ac-
quaintance with verse 7, but even though
that be granted the fact goes for nothing
against snch powerful counter-evidence.”
(Comp. to Revised Vers, pp. 69, 70.) A

A PRIEST BURNT TO0 DEATH.

In the recent terrible accident on the
Hudson Railroad, we regretto have to
chronicle the death of a member of the
Society of Jesus, Rev. Father Marechel.
He was burned to death in the “Id}ewild"
car, and his body was found in the ruins
of the coach late Friday night, but was
not recognized until next day. It was
charred ladly, and the features were
burned away to euch an exte' t that they
could not be recognized. When thebody
was recovered, however, portions of a
priestly vestment were found clinging to
it, and a satchel containing some books
with the priest’s name in them were d -
covered in the ruins. Kev. J. H. Finne-
gan, of St. Francis Xavier’s college, West
Fifteenth street, after examinirg the body
and the accomy anying efivets, came to the
conelusion that it was Fr. Marechal. It
was known that the priest was on the
train at the time of the disaster. The
body was taken to the Grand Central
depot, with other bodies, and later m the
day was taken in charge by the sexton of
8t. Francis Xavier’s church, West Six
teemth strect. The funeral service took
place at that chwrch on Monday moining,
and the remains were taken to West Park
on the Hudson, for interment,

| Particulars of her Marvellons Stigmata

An Augunstinian, not a
Franciscan,

To the Kditor of Heview
We condense the following sketeh of St
Clare from her life pul ed at U n

1821, by F. Lawrence ly, Master Gen-
eral of the Augustinians, |
On the death of St. Clare, her body was
opened by her religious daughters, who
wished to find the cross which she had
told them would be found in her heart
T'Lis v-as the marvel—the pledge of divine
love which met their gaze., The heart |
was very large—as large as a child’s hiead,
and on being opened by Sister Francesca
Ermanui of Foligno, who was delegated |
to the oflice, the sections presen the
appearance of two nearly hollow

|

| cavities, as it were of flesh containing im-

bedded as in a casket all the instruments |
of the Passion, besides the figure of the
crucified One.  In the right half in a cav-
ity, lay the crucifix of flesh with the cross
of filaments interwoven; each part of the
sacred body was distinguishable; it was of
a pallid hue, except the wound in the side
w\llh',h was a livid red. The loin cloth
seemed tied to the sides of the heart at its
extremiiies, At the right of the Crucifix
lay three nails of black nerve; these were
suspended from the heart by three sepr-
ate filaments of flesh, one nail being
longer than the other two, which were
equal in size and length; beside them was
the lance also of nerve united to the heart
at its base, and having the opposite end
sharply pointed,as were also the nails. At
the left of the Crucifix were the reed and
sponge—a bunch of nerves of blonde color
at the end of a singie long nerve. Then
in the left section of the heart in the very
centre, was the scourge of a hard nerve,
round in form and with its pediment or
base fixed very firmly in the flesh of the
heart, while the top was attached only by
a few slender filaments; around the col-
umn was coiled a nerve, like rope which
served to bind the Siviour. At the foot
of the column lay the crown of black
nerves, closely plaited and bearing little
thorn-like pomts tipped with Tivid red.
Thus the heart held enshrined in its two
cavities, in alto relwevo, the Crucifix and the
instruments of the divine suffering, all of (
