Christianity in Lapland.*
Laplutnl fortiis the extreme northern por- 

11 o ta of t tie continent ol Europe. I he coun* 
try i* rude and cold, and most of the year is 
bri-iling with snow and ice. For about 
ei<’li! weeks in the year the sun does not as­
cend above the horizon. Corn ripens in 
Otib- a few pl aces. The forest is nothing 
m ire than • noted bushes ; hut ponds, rivers

Settlers from Norway, 
Sweden, and Finland have, in numerous in 
stances, :»k n up their abode among the 
people ot Lapland' Exclusive of these the 
w,,o!e pu. ulation does not exceed teu thou­
sand.

| hitherto unknown. His name is venerated 
! a* that of the apostle of the nation. Thomas 

Von Westen, born at Dronsheim, A.D. 1682, 
was the oldest of ten brothers and sisters.
It was with difficulty, and only through the 
aid of friends, that he was able to pursue 
his studies to a moderate point of advance­
ment. His own inclination led him to theo­
logy ; but, by the wish of his father, he en­
gaged! in the study of medicine. After the 
death of bis father, he followed out the 
wishes ol his heart, in the midst of many 
.Hardships and privations, and was thereup­
on appointed librarian, without salary, with 
the prospect of a parish. In the year 1710, 
he was established as Pastor at SVedoe, in 
the diocese of Drontheim, where he labour­
ed zealously for the planting ol a living 
Christianity. He was denounced as an in­
novator, but sustained, in his resistance of 
the wide-spread lukewarmness and obduracy, 
by six other clergymea ol^the same diocese, 
who were intimately associated with him. 
They' long lived in the memory of the 
people under the name of “ the seven 
stars."

Four years after Westen’s appointment at 
Wedoe, the Missionary Board was instituted 
at Copenhagen. F om the 19th of April, 
1715. the attention of this Board was di 
reeled to a Mission in Lapland. The plan 
adopted was to appoint competent Catechists, 
who should ultimately become Preachers 
among the Laplanders, report the condition 
of the schools fand churches, offer useful 
suggestions for their improvement, and 
watch over the professors of the name of 
Christ, that they might lead a pious and 
blameless lile among the Heathen. T he 
eyes of the Board were at once directed to 
Westen. He was appointed Reader and 
Notary of the diocese ol Drontheim ; and. 
subsequently. Agent and Plenipotentiary of 
the Missionary Board. He mailed in a ship 
belonging to Archangel, May” 29.b, 1716, 
accompanied by two Chaplains, and pro­
vided with Catechisms and volumes of the 
Gospels in Norwegian, a language with 
which most of the Sea Laplanders were ac­
quainted. He landed in July, in East Fin- 
mark. iThe ignorance and superstition 
which *ne found exceeded all belief.— 
Though there were Preachers among them, 
they knew nothing of the true God, the 
atonement, hr the resurrection. He arrived 
again at Drontheim, November 5th, 1716. 
accompanied by Isaac Olsen and two Lap- 
land children, who afterwards became im- 
■portant supporters of the Mission, and 
formed the nucleus of a seminary sustained 
by Westen in bis own house at his own ex­
pense.

The second journey of Von Westen was 
in the year 1718. At Tana, in East Tin- 
mark, the Laplanders bad already erected a 
chapel in testimony of their regard for him. 
In Porsanger, the principal station in West 
Finmark, there were several sorcerers, who 
had again sacrificed to idols. Others con­
fessed that they took no pleasure in idola­
trous worship, but still deemed it better to 
sacrifice a reindeer occasionally than to have 
aRjJie reindeer die off. Others, however, 
were steadiest in faith, and manifested ad­
vancement in the Christian life. A church 
was here erected by free-will offerings A 
hostile army prevented Westen’s return to 
Drontheim. He spent the winter, there­
fore, in the north, teaching and confirming 
the scattered Laplanders ; and he related 
that, wherever one met him, he generally 
had his book in his bosom, the name of God 
on his lips, and Christ in his life.

On a third tour in 1722, he had the joy 
of witnessing in Bodoe, and the surrounding 
country, a great awakening among the 
youth. They begged, witn tears, open 
their knees, for religious instruction. Most 
of them had been ground down by the 
oppression of Norwegian masters ; and now, 
for the first time, they sighed for a ray of 
light and consolation. Von Westen esta­
blished for them winter schools, to which 
the children gladly thronged. The largest 
part of them had brought nothing more than 
three pounds of oatmeal a week for their

Von Westen did ranch also by hi* writ­
ings ; particularly by a complete “ Directo­
ry for Northern Missions,” in three volumes. 
In this work he first describes ’he several 
Missions, and defines the duties ol the la­
bourer*. He implores the Preachers, for 
Christ’s sake, not to hinder the work, not to 
i< jure thv Missionaries by slander among 
the Laplander-, and not to impose upon the
Catechists. Besides the Bible, Hymn 
Hoik, an I C»techi*m, he desired to see 
every Missionary furnished with Muller’s 

Spiritual Mirror," Arndt’s “ True Chris- 
tianhy’’ and “ Garden of Paradisa," Bax­
ter’s “ Poor Man’s Portion,” and other 
books of similar character and spirit, both 
tor their own religious profit, and also to 
give to the converted Laplanders. Von 
Westen died at Drontheim, April 9lb, 1727. 
His life had been a ljfe of liard.-hip aud toil, 
hut his influence wide and salutary. His 
last words were, : Lord Jesus receive my 
spirit.” There is no word of praise upon his 
sepulchre ; but jthe Laplanders, for many 
generations, cherished his memory as “ the 
Minister who loved the Finns.” His funeral 
expenses were defrayed by Christian 
f.ier.ds, as he had uss.d both his own and 
his wife’s property in promoting the Mission.

After Von Westen'» death, the vigour of 
the Mission began to decline. Its external 
prosperity, however, under Christian VI., 
suffered no visible diminution. Under that 
King a law was made, in 1730, requiring 
that every Laplander should be confirmed 
(before the nineteenth vearof his age. This 
law made it necessary for parents, if they 
bad no Schoolmaster, to teach their children 
at least to read. He who did not bring his 
child to confirmation was deprived ol his 
privileges as a citizen, and perhaps put in 
the House of Correction. Thus the parents 
were stimulated to activity ; and their in­
struction sometimes yielded the best of fruit. 
Even if the Laplanders, by reason of dis­
tance, or for other causes, could seldom at­
tend public worship, their poor collages 
abounded in Christian discipline and instruc­
tion. It was esteemed shameful for any 
house to be without its altar of devotion. 
Parents were aided in the instruction of 
their children by the Schoolmasters, who 
sought out the scattered huts in th* deep 
valleys and among the glaciers. There it 
was that they collected the few children of 
a neighbourhood, remained in one house 
from eight to fourteen days, and then passed 
to others.

In later times, Niels Stocklleth, a Minis­
ter of the Gospel, went forth among the 
Laplanders,—in love and courage, a true 
successor of Von Western. To escape from 
want, and at the same lime to gratify a long- 
cherished inclination, he enlisted in the Da­
nish army, and received a commission as 
Lieutenant. Dismissed from the service 

itb the rank of Captain, he became private 
totor in the house of Christie, a Norwegian 
Clergyman, and thenceforward devoted him­
self to the study of theology. He had an 
irresistible desire to visit the polar regions. 
In the year 18*24 he passed his theological 
examination ; and in April, 1825. he was 
ordained Minister ot Badsoe, East Finmark. 
Toe Bishop who consecrated him set before 
him the intense labours and perils of his 
office. Stocklleth replied, “ Isha/l never be 
happy, if Ido not come {hither.'' The bish­
op applauded his decision, and commended 
him to go in God’s name. Bidsue and Le- 
deshye, the only two parishes in East Fin- 
mark, embrace a circuit of three hundred 
square miles. S ockflelh began his labours 
hy-visiting from house to house, and makine 
excur-ions to the fishing-places, whten reacn 
into Russian Lapland. Believing it to he 
impos-ihle that the baren, lifeless, and in­
flexible tongue, as he had learned it from 
books, could be the language of so sprightly 
a people, be formed the resolution to become 
personally acquainted with all the races of 
the people. For this purpose he exchanged 
the more able parish of Badsoe for the poor­
er one of Ledcsbye, from which be could 
more easily penetrate into the heart of the 
people. His wife put everything into the 
hand of God, being of like spirit with her 
husband. They sold all their property, and 
began, in January, 1838, their file ol wander­
ing. which continued without interruption 
till 1834. Accompanied everywhere by his 
wife, be travelled in the winter in the rocky 
districts, and in the summer on the sea- 
coasts. He endured the hardships of his 
wandering life with wonderful perseverance 
Often, with wearied reindeer, he reached at 
dusk the spot where they first shovelled

their whole life, and their language in all its 
dialects.

A* a fruit of bis studies in the language, 
pursued in this manner, 8,<)00 copies of the 
Lapland R»ader and Catechism were print­
ed, and 1,850 copies of the Gospels ol Mat­
thew and Mark. The “ Reader” closes 
with the following prayer:—

“In the dear and sacred name of Christ 
all our c orks should be done. In (Its name 
this little book bas been written and printed ; 
in His name should it be read and u«rd.— 
For His sake, may God more fully add His 
blessing to it ! May God bless all the young 
Laplanders, and all who learn in this book 
to read His blessed word I May God bless 
all the parents in Lapland, and give them a 
heart to bring up their children tor Him 
and His word I May God bless all ibe 
Teachers in Lapland, and prosper them in 
their labours, and give them a pure and holy 
Seal! May God show mercy to all the Lap­
landers of the mountains, the seas, and the 
rivers, and protect their homes and their 
po-sessions, their wandering and their rest ! 
May God defend, preserve, and bless ah 
men, and have mercy upon all sinners, and 
grant union, and peace, and happiness 1 
Ain en."

In process of time, several Clergymen 
entered with all their hearts into these Mis­
sionary labours ; and both in Finioark pro­
per, and in the south, where Laplanders 
uave settled, they united together for the 
same object. Hoist, who succeeded Stock- 
fleth at Bad sue, devoted himself with great 
leal to the spiritual illumination of the Lap­
landers.

The Christian instruction ef the Laplan­
ders living in Sweden commenced with an 
ordinance of Gustavus I., requiring that the 
Laplanders, when they came to pay tribute, 
should hear a sermon, give an account of 
their faith, and hare their children baptised. 
This Monarch also sent Preachers among 
them. Charles IX. caused several churches 
to he built for them, in which the sermons, 
preached in Swedish, were translated, sen- 
fence by sentence, into the language of the 
Laplanders, often by very ignorant interpre­
ters. Gustavus Adolphus erected schools, 
and procured books to be printed and dis­
tributed among the Laplanders in their own 
tongue. In 1675 the number of churches 
had increased to thirteen. The Diets of 
1733 and 1739 decreed A translation of the 
Bible into the Lapland tongue, and provid­
ed for the dissemination of Christianity 
among the Laplanders of Sweden at the ex­
pense of the kingdom. An influential Board 
was appointed to take charge of the Mission. 
In the year 1750, in Swedish Uapland, there 
were twelve Missionary stations, with eight 
out-stations, twenty-five Preachers, and six 
schools, each with iu Teacher. Twelve 
scholars, supported by a royal exhibition at 
the University of Upsala, were also requir­
ed to study the language, in order to qualify 
themselves for spiritual offices in Lapland.

The Ghu«ch will accommodate comforta­
bly, itTs thought, lrom three to four hun­
dred persons, ll has two side, and one 
end, galleries,and has a very imposing tower 
and steeple, forty feet in height.

exegelical or doctrinal, ean tie assigned, ll it 
be right and expedient in any -ase, to give 
bishop, as the meaning of i nsmu,-, it would 
«vein to be wiong and inexpedient not lo give 
that as the sense of the appeflation in the verse 
under consideration. Be this as it may, the 
highest prerogative which any Christian Bishop 
can scripturaliy claim, is ihel of being an ore,- 
seer or guardian el fhe deck of Christ; and with 
that sacred dignity and awful responsibility the 
Holy Ghost investsevrrv Preshylerln the Church 
of God. The presiding and administrative func­
tions of Scriptural Episcopacy, which are com­
monly reganied as the most digrffied and <)is 
tinetive, are clearly devolved by Divine autho­
rity on the Presbyterial office :—“ Let the Elders 
(or presbyters) who RULE WELL be counted 
worthy ol double honor, e»[>eciilly those who la­
bor in the word and doclr.ne"—1 Tim. v. 17 
Nor are there any qualifications required by tbe 
woid ol (iod, as necessary lo the discharge of the 
functions of a bishop, which are not represented 
as equally indispensable to the offi-e of an elder: 
—“ For this cause’’—says Paul to Titus—- left 1 
thee in Crete, that thou abouldett set in order 
things that are wanting, and ordain ri ders in 
every city, as l have appointed ibee.— For a 
BISHOP (obviously using the name Bishop and 
Presbyter ns reciprocal,) moat he blameless as 
Ihe steward of God’’—Titus i 5-7. And here 
I can no: refrain from remarking, that the most 
ingénions snd specious pleadings of the advocates 
of Episcopacy lo establish their favorite theory 
on the basis of Biblical argument or authority 
hgve aignally failed. Tbe Scriptures never men­
tion more that two orders of officers in the church 
—bishops, or presbyters, and deacons. With 
this view the roost unexceptionable testimony of 
Christian antiquity perfectly accords. Jerome 
declares with emphatic itération,—and fully sus­
tains tbe position by Ihe indisputable facts of 
history—that in the days of tbe Apostles, bishops 
and presbyters were the same, and that up lo the 
lime in which he lived,-w"
— no superior authority was accorded to bishops, 
except in togfird to ordination. Chrysostom 
and Theophylact also aver, that for ages after 
the days of the Apostles, tbe names bishop and 
presbyter were convertible, and their office iden­
tical. We dismiss, without further remark, this

translation—“ may tbe whole of you, the spirit 
and Ibe soul and the hotly, be preserved blame­
less unto the appearance of the Ixtrd Jesus 
Christ !

Listen, tremblingly, -ben, lo the heart-thrilling 
ex|iosition ol lhat responsibility, as it is announc­
ed by the living God Himself to the Prophet 
F.zekiel “ Son ol man, I have set thee a 
watchman unto the boose of Israel ; therefore 
thou shall have tbe word at my month, and warn 
them from me. When 1 say nnto tbe wicked, 
Oh wicked man, thou shall surely die ; it thou 
dost not speak to warn tbe wicked from his way, 
that wicked man shall surely die in his iniquity; 
but his blood will I require at tby band. Never­
theless, if thou warn the wicked of his way to 
turn from it, if he do not turn from his way, he 
shall die in his iniquity ; but thou bast delivered 
thy soul " (33d chap) A minister of tbe Lord 
Jesus whose hgart is susceptible to the profound 
and hallowing impression which these terrific 
words are adapted to produce, will be much less 
solicitons about the adjustment of the relative 
ecclesiastical claims of diflerent ministers, than 
concerning his own fidelity snd that of others, 
to the solemn vows they ;bave, in common, 
plighted at the shrine of a crucified Redeemer.

Our Missionary Income.
When Ihe proposal of ottr Leeds friends 

to raise the income of the Wesleyan Mis­
sionary Society to the sum of £150,000 
reached us, we fell at once rejoiced and em­
barrassed. The latter and less noble feeling 
was certainly not alleviated by a private 
hint which we received from the West Rid­
ing, apprizing us that not u Jy was the Con 
nrxion rxptcied to harmonize with the 
“ key-rioie ” struck at Leeds, but even our 
humble selves were required lo prolong its 
echoes until they should be drowned in the 
shouts of gratelul triumph over the accom 
plislted fact. Now, we had no doubt that 
the proposal could be accomplished, or lhat. 
with the divine blessing, it would ultimately 
be carried out, nnd lhat those who had ad­
vocated it with all (heir nob'e hearts, and 
supported it so lavishly with their means, 
mt"ht,—even the most aged, tried and ven­
erable servant of Christ nnd friend of His 
cause amongst them all,— live to see it 
moro than realised. -But then it seemed to 
us that our Leeds friends expected it to be 
done this year; and we thought, if that bad 
been the design, it ought to have been laid 
before the Society at (he Annual Mating 
In May last. It struck us that if the effort 
were made now, and if a work which ought- 
to be spread in point of time over the whole 
yaar, and in point of space over all the 
Connexion, with its affiliaied Conferences, 
its Colonial Congregations, and its Foreign 
Auxiliaries,^vere to be set as the task of six 
months, and set before the Societies in the 
United Kingdom alone, it might perchance 
turn out to be not only n failure but a dis­
couragement. And yet was it for us to 
throw cold waler on the fire which the zeal 
of Leeds had kindled? From ibir dilem­
ma, we were rescued by a kind friend who 
sent us such an account of the Leeds Meet­
ings as we knew would: fill a leading col 
unm heller than we, in ihe littleness of our 
faith, could just then have done ; and there­
fore,—honestly marking the article *•Com­
municated,(hereby disclaiming all credit 
to our own account for it,-—we gladly al­
lowed our Correspondent to be the spokes­
man instead of ourselves. Today, how­
ever, we find our difficulty gone, for the 
Chairman at one of the grandest and hap­
piest Missionary Meetings that even Leeds 
has cvei seen, has hims.-lf sent us ; scheme 
for the accomplishment of the propo-al in 
which, as will he noted, he assumes that it 
must have just a round year for successful 
operation. That removes all pardonable 
hesitation ; for we are convinced that, to 
add an annual Thirty Thousand Pounds to 
the Missionary Income such ns it stood for 
the year ending April, 1606, is not a chi­
merical project, providing lhat the entire 
Connexion .goes to work upon it advisedly, 
simultaneously, and courageously. But 
there are many points to be well considered, 
and we shall not shrink from placing some 
of them in as clear a light as possible. If 
the end is to be arrived at, all tbe hinder- 
ances in the way must be manfully looked 
at, Ln order that thsty rnay be overcome.

Of Mr. James Budgett’s scheme we leave 
himself to be the propounder. Two things 
in it will probably strike our readers. The 
first is that Ihe humblest Member of our 
Society who gives only one halfpenny per 
week more than he is now doing to the 
cause of Missions, and persuades four others 
of *is acquaintance lo do fhe like, is per­
forming hi# full share of tbe work required ; 
or, without any begging, an extra contribu­
tion of two-pence halfpennyper week would 
produce the same result. The other impor­
tant thing is the principle of a stated contri­
bution, always regular, however small. A 
weekly mile, offered with prayer and thanks­
giving, is a richer and more acceptable dona- 
tion than a yearly guinea given wtth a 
grudge. Something like a murmur has 
reached us, not from rich people—we never 
heard a very wealthy man complain of it— 
but from the poor themselves, who are nobly 
jealous for their own order, that the dona­
tions at some giand Anniversaries have 
been so made up that, while the golden 
gifts were neither too large nor too many, 
the silver and copper ones were not in full 
proportion. If there is any truth in this, it 
is well worth consideration, for it is painful 
truth. A cheque or a bank note may round 
off"a collection, and more than replace any 
lacking contributions of the poor; but it 
cannot convey their heart, and it cannot 
stand in lieu of their prayers. In tropical 
cultivation, tanks and reservoirs are the 
great means for the irrigation of the soil ; 
but in our happier clime we trust more to 
the fertilising rains of heaven ; and our 
streams are fed not by solstitial deluges, but 
by the innumerable drops which tha Mouds 
equably distil, and which collect into rills

The wise#! and most precious gain is that 
of souls, and if there is to be a permanent 
enlargement of income, there must be eon- 
liiuial additions lo the Çhurcli The mo*t 
successful advocate of the mission cause is 
not he who makes, the best appearance on 
the platform, or the happiest speech before 
the collection, but be who adds most largely 
to the ranks of Church-membership. Not 
on1;- the ::r;;ce of liberality is needed, but 
the grace that Uringeth salvation. And 
here our Foreign Missions work unites with, 
and partly bases itsrff upon, our Home 
Missions. When the tiviuiT from on high 
is poured out upon the masses ol heathens at 
home, these will make new collectors, sub­
scribers and Missionaries for the heathen 
abroad. To raise our Missionary Income 
to the point of £150,000 and suslain it 
there, it may even be—we do not affirm it, 
but it may beS-a condition, wisely and gra­
ciously imposed, lhat our Church be increas­
ed by an addition of 150,000 Members. Mr.
Budget! desires an increase of £30,000 
annually to (be it remembered) the Ordin­
ary Missionary Income. The Ordinary 
Home Income was last year £79,832 16.*.

The Leeds Proposal
OX OUR MISSIONARY INCOME 

To the Editors of the Wntch ma n.
Bristol, Nov. 15th, 1856.

Dbar Sirs,—Since thé anniversary of 
the Wesleyan Missionary Society in Leeds, 
I have been fearful lest the proposal then 
made fur a largely increased income to the 
Society should appear to many to be chi­
merical; whilst at the sanie lime, I fi-tl as­
sured that the idea of £150,000 as the in­
come of the Missionary Society, is one m I 
which every true Methodist, arid indeed 
every sincere Christian, would rejoice, if h< 
could only see it to be practicable.

Presented to my own view in another 
shape, it appears as a whole army ol addi- 
tiona)jUissionaries, going forth over yet un­
trodden fields of labour.

If an income of £115,000 enables us to 
support 650 missionaries, £150,000 would 
sustain 750. The possibility of sending out 
a hundred additional messengers of the 
Cross, is certainly worth the consideration 
of every member of the Wesleyan Society, 
who has adopted its Founder’s motto,— 
“THte world is my pariah," »ud who be­
lieves that tbe responsibility of its conver­
sion rests with the Church, This thought 
has pressed with increasing weight upon my 
own mind lately, followed by the question," 
is it practicable ? 1 believe it i«, and easily
so, provided lhat Methodists ore unitedly 
determined it shall be done.

The old proverb, “ Where there is a will, 
there is a way," will answer here. If ihe 
matter is only fairly and fully brought be­
fore the Connexion. I cannot persuade my­
self that there will not be a universal “ will." 
When I remember our profession of love to

Pompeii.
Pompeii, one ef the ancient citieaof Italy, 

wss situated in that pirl of the country 
which was given the name of Campanil, 
lis sue lies at the bottom of the Gulf of 
Cum», known in* modern time» as the Bay 
of Naples, five miles from the volcentc 
mountain of Vesuvius, and thirteen miles 
south-west from, the city of Nsptee. Pom­
peii was in no psrticular msnner distin­
guished either for ii« magnificence or its 
historical renown. Bui the de«tiny by 
which it was overtaken, is wonderful ss it 
is happily rare, renders it one of the most 
interesting spots on the face of the globe. 
In the year 79 of the Christian era, in the 
reign of ihe Emperor Titus, the eon of Ves­
pasian, it wsa overwhelmed by a deluge of 
aahes, water, end mud, discharged from • 
neighboring volcano; and alter heving lein 
buried ehout seventeen hundred yeers, in 
streets and houses, with its temples and 
theatres, have ooce more been leid open to 
the light of the sun, end re-ireverted by the 
fool of men.

Pliny the younger has described, in very 
moving lengusge, the circumstances of the 
destruction of Pompeii and Herculaneum. 
It wss in the month of August, in the year 
79. Puny wss at that time residing with 
his uncle it Myeenum, the principal station 
of the Roman fleet. An immense cloud of 
smoke and ashes were seen rising to a great 
height in the atmosphere. This cloud bore 
* marked resemblance in shape lo the trunk 
and branches of a gigantic pine tree. As 
it was impossible, from the distance ol My 
sœnum, lo secenam the cause of this extra, 
ordinary phenomenon, Pliny ihe elder, who 
commanded ihe port, gave orders io prepsre 
a swift sailing ship, on board ol which he 
immediately embarked, in order to obiam a 
nearer view ol so sinking a manifestation, 
and lo inquire philosophically into ns prox­
imate cause.

He had acarcely set sail when everything 
assumed a most appalling aspect. The 
earth shook with tremendous violence, and 
the mountains trembled to the topmost eum- 
mill‘. * noise like thunder was heard 
under ground : t>le rocks along the shore 
reh,Ck ** * ,lri,n8e *°d indescribable sound, 
7 "C . ,e*m*d to proceed from the innermost
.1, o 'he ea,lhi ,|,e 8011 *»» hot, and 
slm^t burning ; ,he sea boiled, and ibe eo-

The inhabitants 
fled from their tottering booses, and sought 
lor safety in the open flelds; while others, 
terrified by the solitary desolation of ihe 
country, sought refuge in the crowds which 
covered the highways neir the towns.

But the immediate neighborhood of Ve-
soviu, prawnnd a scene of «.II <*«•
. ruction and coosiernilion. At My»»- 
nurn e dwlance of peer I y twenty miles, the 
sshn fell »n such quantities thit the younger 
Pliny, who was obliged lo sit down in the 
fields'wiih hie mother to avoid the risk of 
being crushed by the throng of fugilivee 
who fled in the dark, relates that bid they 
not used the precaution of coos'intly shak­
ing ihe duel off their persons, ihey would 
have been completely smothered in s short 
time.

The elder Pliny, basing reached Siabie, 
pissed the night in the house of s friend. 
While be slept, lLe court which surounded 
ihe dwelling was filled with large stones 
and ashes to such s depth, tjist it was not 
without great difficulty thsi any individual 
belonging to ihe party made their escape; 
end in order to shield themselves Ir.im the 
showers of stones which were tailing in 
great quintities around them, they cover­
ed their bodies with cushions atui carpels.

The sun was now risen, but lus beirn» 
could not penetrate the thick cloud which 
brooded over Stain». Torches were there­
fore u»ed, in order to find a passage towsrde 
ihe beach; il hating been determined lo 
put to eel, ss the only means of safety pro- 
tided the waves were sufficiently allayed to 
render such a retreat practicable But the 
ocean was at that dreadful moment more 
agitated than e,er. Pliny threw himstll 
cn ihe ground, wrapped in a cloak or blan­
ket, and drank some co'd water which had 
been seasonably procured for him Another 
discharge from the mountain, however, 
made nl their cares prove fruitless. Every 
one yielded to the impulse of self-preserss- 
non, end fled, except two elites, who seem­
ed wilfmg to hsxstd their own lives with 
ihe new of sating that of ihe great natural­
ist. Pliny made in eflorl to lise, supported 
by his faithful attendants; but be almost 
immediately dropped down sgsin, suffocat­
ed, it is supposed, by the increasing heal of 
ihe sulphureous sunosphere, and by the 
cloud of duet which impregniied the sir. 
Two days elapsed before his friends had 
recosered sufficiently frbm their terror lo 
seerch for hie body and give ft burial,— 
i duly which wis performed, with ell the 
respect due to eo great a character, sod 
with these feelings of sorrow and regret, 
which never fail lo stlend lha obsequies of 
those public men who have fellen victims to 
their love of knowledge, or lo the exerlions 
ol pelrioliem. Scch is a brief description 
of that volcanic eruption, which buried be­
neath e mnss of ashes (be cine* of Pompeii 
and Herculaneum, concealing them from 
the eyes of man for more thsn seventeen 
centurie*.

Of the ?*rly history of Pompeii, hardly 
anything ie known. It is said to here been 
founded by Hercules, end that it* name is 
deprived liom Pompe, in ellusioo to the 
pomp with which that hero celebrated hie 
victories while awaiting hie fleet el the 
month of the river Sarnus, after hia alleged 
conquest of Spain. This refuge in mytho­
logy, to which men hive betaken them­
selves, in ecec.uoling for the origin of Pom­
peii, is e sufficienf proof that the obscurity 
in which it is hidden is loo profound lo be 
penetrated. Strabo, however, esaeris that 
ihe lowne on the const were founded by 
Pelasgians, and Tyrrhenians; and this state­
ment ie by no meene devoid of plausibility. 
We may, indeed, conclude with some de­
gree of confidence that Ihe foundetioue of 
Pompeii were laid long before those of 
Rome itself. The early history of the city
la ueelly ee underlain aa-tlie dale vf iie foun­
dation, and lbe derivation of ils nime. li is 
first mentioned in the account of the Mar- 
•ic or Social War, which broke out ninety- 
one years before the birth of Christ. Pom­
peii was one of those towns of Cimpania 
that bed revolted. Ill escaped the puniali 
ment with which some other places were 
visited. The only consequent event of sny 
moment which is related of it, is * quarrel 
between its inhabitants snd those of Nu- 
cens (now Noeers), in which the Inter was 
worsted. The transaction occurred in the 
59ih year of the Cbnalian era. Four years 
afterward», f "npeii wss almost destroyed 
by an eartr.quake, the terrible effects of 
which were recorded by Senecs. A great 
part of the town was reduced to ruins ; snd 
Herculaneum was likewise considerably in­
jured. Similsr alarms, ihe usual presages 
of an approaching eruption, were repealed 
until the memorable 23rd of August, a d. 
79, when the first recorded volcanic erup­
tion of Vreovius occurred, and ihe estas» 
trophe which we hive related took place.

It wss not lavs, hut showers of stones, 
cinders, and mud, which overwhelmed Pom­
peii. These showers poured down continu­
ously for more thin e week, snd much of 
the matter was deposited in a liquid elate. 
Neither wee it by one eruption alone that 
the cities were covered to their present 
depth. Successive layers ere clearly to be 
traced, end the lowest beers marks of hiv­
ing been moved, whilst ihe other* are un- 
lojuhed—a plain proof lhat some lime 
el^l.-d between their deposition, and thel 
the inhabitanis had made excavations in 
search of their more valuable property — 
The bed of ashes end stone which covered 
Pompeii varied in depth from twelve lo 
fourteen feel.

The resurrection of the buried city look 
piece in the following wise :—

" In the year 1689, during some excava­
tions in the plain at the fool of Vesuvious, 
where subsequently it was proved that Pom- 
pen had flourished, a workman observed 
ihe regularity with which the succes­
sive lavera of earth and solranic matter had 
been-iteptisiied. He compared them lo 
pavements, one upon ihe other with remain! 
of burnt vegetation, charcoal, and common 
esrth beneath volcanic deposit. Under one 
of ihe*e dense misses of ecorio, dust end 
pumie stone, he found Urge quantities of 
carbonized limber, locks, and iron work, 
evidently the remains of habitations, which 
ingeiher with e-nne old key», and inscrip­
tions. giving ihe name of the locality, satis­
fied ihe learned ol ihe day that they belong­
ed lo Pompeii. The discovery created 
little excrement at the lime; the Govern­
ment was indisposed to prosecute the re­
search, snd no further excssslion wee car- 
red on till ihe year 1794."

Mesnwlnle lhe accidental sinking of s 
well brought to light such treasures of »rl 
ss to indue-* a systematic exploration of e 
more profitable locality. This was io the 
neighborhood of Niplee, where, after seven­
teen centurie*, the city of Herculaneum 
wae once more rescued from oblivion. The 
cireumetance* which led lo the discovery 
ate briefly tht-e. The Prince D’Elbeuf, of 
the house of Lorraine, came to Naples, in 
1706, and ordered lhe construction of a sie­
nne ville loi h imeelf et Portici, in 1711___
He hed i Frenchman in hie service »bo 
possessed the art of making a durable 
stucco from pulverized marble, and ae many 
fragments of antique marble is possible 
were collected f.w ibe manufacture of bis 
composition. One day a countryman pre­
sented himsefl, asserting that in sinking » 
well st Resins he had discovered a variety 
of precious marbles, *fe of which he 
brought with him as specimens. These 
marbles were so beautiful and eo rare that 
lb# pries# wee induced to purchase of lbs

man the right of further excavation, end 
he immediately commenced i systematic 
course of explot étions upon that spot 1 he 
aiucco prepared by Ihe Frenchman wae 
not only an imitation of precious marbles, 
but also a cement similar to that employed 
by theanciem*. Most of lhe antique build­
ings were so plastered internally, because 
it wss harder and more durable iheo mar­
ble io ite natural state. The excavators, 
therefore were morejfdyligbied when they 
found large plain alab^and ehefie of col­
umns thno when they discovered elaborate­
ly carved folisges end etetues because the 
letter afforded a smaller quantity of sctusl 
material. At the expiration of iwo day* 
they lound a etatue ol Hercules, evidently 
from » Grecian chisel, and they remarked 
with asionifhmenl tbni it had formerly been 
restored. Some days after this they came 
upon a female statue, which was at once 
pronounced to be e Cleopetre. They next 
extricated a large square mass of marble, 
snd, upon removing a 'crust of bituminous 
matter, it was found to be the architrave of 
a gateway, with letter? ol liront* inlaid into 
ihe aurlace.

Many column» of variegated alabaster 
were next discovered, and this led lo the 
excavation of a circular temple, with twen­
ty-four columns, and aiatues of Greek mar- 
b> between them. The pavement of Ihe 
building was eoneirueied of that rich yel­
low marble called tiiallo Antico, and many 
columns of the eame material ley in the 
vicinity. Seven ol the twelve figure# be­
longing lo the t-mple were females, execut­
ed in a superior Grecisn siyle. Prince 
D’Elbeuf despatched ibem to Vienna, •» a 
present to P.ince Eugene of Sitoy. The 
best of these ststues were afterwsrd sold «o 
the King of Polsnd for 60,000 scudi ; they 
sre now at Dresden The prince evidently 
knew sery little of the real value of his dis- 
cosenes, snd during the next five yesrs 
continued disioterring pieces of mossie sis- 
baaier slsbs, snd • few aialuee, some of 
which decoretvd his villas, aod the rest were 
sent over to France. Upon the discovery 
of a beautiful statue of one of the daughters 
of Bslbus, the state interfered, and tb* Nea­
politan Government prohibited any further 
excavation», lo 1736, ihr King, Charles 
III., resol ted lo byibf a psleee at Poitici, 
and the ancient well was once more resort­
ed ttf. The excirslions were reeomed, sod 
very important events followed.

The Marquis Venuii, keeper of the Far- 
nese Library was appointed superintendant 
of the escavsliooaat iteeini. He commenc­
ed opera'ione oo the 10th of Nifeniber, 
1738, by carrying on a kind of Iqnnel, late- 
rally f om the old well. In a abort lime he 
found three lull-length marble figures larger 
than hie, of Roman dignitaries, dressed in 
logs. The esesMtore had now reached the 
interior of the theatre, wbieb the numerous 
seat* and steps clearly indicated. 4-n 
inscription, moreoser, oo the architrave 
contained pert of the word theatre, the 
name of the person at whose cost the build- 
mg was erected, sod tbst of the architect. 
Statues of Drusus and Antonia, snd of the 
nine mosea, were found in other parts of 
the building. A bronze colossal ststue of 
Titu*, filled with lead wae eo heevy thsi 
twelve men where uneble to move it.— 
Many- other bronge statues of municipal 
authorities snd benefactors were found with 
their respective inscriptions The tbeeire 
was capable of containing 8,000 person*.^- 
Nearly the wbo'e of its surfsce, •« well as 
the irehed walks leading to the seats, wss 
cased with msrble. The ares, or pit, was 
floored with thick squires of giallo soltco, 
ihe besutifvl msrble of yellowish color.— 
The pedestal of while marble which sup 
ported • chariot and lour broexe liuraea, is 
still to be seen io lie place ; but the group 
itself had been crushed and broken in 
pit eta by the immense weight of levs which 
fell upon it.

The greet difficulty of excsvsling Her­
culaneum, on iccounl of the soil above be­
ing occupied by crowded habitations, in­
duced lbe government to turn their stlen 
lion more pirliculsrly to Pompeii. The 
following vivid description of the marvel­
lous discoveries made by them is from Bui- 
wer Lynon’s novel. “ The Last Days of 
Pompeii —

" Nearly seventeen eentyries had rolled 
away when the ciiy of Pompeii wsa disin­
terred from i's aileni tomb, all rivid wiih 
iindimoed hues ; ns wills were ss fresh as if 
painted yesterday, nm a hue faded on the 
ihick moaiac of its floors; in its forum the 
half-finished column» s* left by the work­
man's hands ; in its gardens the sacrificial 
tripod : in il* balle the chest of treasure ; in 
its batfis the strigil ; in ita ibesues the coun­
ter of sdmissioo ; in its saloons the furnt- 
lure sod the limp; in he triplinia the frag­
ments of the last feast; in its cubicula the 
perfumes snd fsded beauty ; and everywhere 
the bones and skeletons of those who ooce 
moved the springs of that minute, yet gorge- 
ous machine of luxury and of life.

In the house of Dirooed, in the subter­
ranean fault*, twenty skeletons (one of a 
babe) were discovered io one epot by the 
door, covered by a fine ashen dust, that had 
evidently been wafted slowly through the 
aperiurea, unnl it had filled the whole apace. 
There were jewel» and coins, cindeisbre 
for unsrsiling light, snd wine hardened in 
the amphore"for a prolongation of agonized 
life. The sand, consolidated by damps, 
had taken the form» of lhe skeletons se in 
a cast; snd the traveller ipay yet see the 
impression of s female neck sod bosom of 
young and round proportions.

It seems to the inquirer •• if ihe sir 
had been gradually changed inlo a sulphur­
ous vapor ; the inmates of the vaults bed 
rushed lo the door to find it closed and 
blocked up by Ihe scorn without, sod in 
their attempts to torce i', hid been suffo 
cited with the simosphare.

•• fn the garden was found s skeleton, 
with s key by ns bony bind, snd near it s 
big of coins. This is believed to have 
been master ol the bouse, who bid probably 
sought to escape by the gardens, end been 
destroyed either by lhe vepors or some 
fragments of stone. Behind some silver 
vises Isy another skeleton, probably of a 
elaee.

“ The house* of Sellait and Pansa, the 
temple of leis, with tbe juggling conceal­
ment* behind the tietue*—ihe lurking 
place of us holy oracles—are now bared lo 
the gaze of tbe curious. In one ft the 
chambers of that temple was found a huge 
akwleton with an axe by tlie aide of it ; two 
walls bid been pierced by the axe—tbe vic­
tim could penetrate no further. In the 
midst of Ihe city was found another skele­
ton, by the aide of which was a heap ol 
coma and many ol tbe mystic ornaments of 
the fane of Isis."

The Miseries and Effects of In­
temperance

It breaks the 
father’* heart, bereave* the doatiog mother, 
extinguishes ihe natural affection, erase* 
conjugal love, blot? out filial attachment, 
blights parental hope, and bring? down 
mourning age in sorrow to the grave. It 
produces weakness, not strength; sickness, 
not health ; desih, nol life. It makes wires 
widow*, children orphans, fathers fiend», 
and all ol them paupers and beggar*. It 
hails ferer, feed* rheumatisms, nurse» gout, 
welcome* epidemics, invites cholera, im­
parts pestilenre. and embraces eon*omp- 
Itoos. It covers the lard ■<’ 't dimers, 
poverty, disease, slid Cf.uiv. It Alls your 
jails, supplies your alms-houses, and de­
mand» your asylums. It engenders con­
troversies, fosters quarrel?, snd cherishes 
riots. It contemns law, rpurn# order, snd 
loves mobs. It crowds your punit, ni lanes 
sod furnishes the victims for your scetTod- 
It is the *tfe-blo.»d of the gambler, the ali­
ment of the counterfeiter, the prop of the 
highwayman, and the support of the "mid- 
night incendiary. It countenances the liar, 
respecta the thief, and esteems the blas­
phemer. It violates obligation, reverences 
fraud, snd honor» infamy. It defamea 
benevolence, hues love, acorns virtue, snd 
slanders innocence.
