"METHODIST WORK IN ITALY.

The Civilta Evangelica of September
28th contains the following account by
Signor Luigi Capellini, Minister of the |
| Military Church in Rome, and colleague |

of Mr. Piggott and -Signor Sciarelli, in |
| which Capellini relates his operations
| this year among the camps and quart-
| ers of the Italian army, assembled for
| autumn manceuvres on the scene of one
| of the most famous victories of Hanni-
bal.

| Ever since last March, says Signor
| Capellini, I was aware of the intention
of the War Office to conduct great ma-
' neuvres on the plain by Lake Trasim-
ene, near to the city of Perugia. I
; spoke to certain ladies, benefactrices of .
| the work among the soldiers, and wrote
i to others, telling them of a plan I had
| formed for the summer. The ladies,
| pleased with the design, encouraged me
| by their language, and provided me
with all I wanted for my expedition. 1
was thus enabled to procure two thous-
and New Testaments, two thousand
| portions of Seripture, one hundred Bi-
| bles, and four thousand religious books,
' of which a great part consisted ot the
works of Desanctis, rec:ived from the
Rev. Dr. Stuart.

On reaching Rieti I found the regi-
ments belonging to the garrison of
Rome, and it would be needless to tell
how old acquaintances, friends and bre-
thren acted on seeing me. After a long
and fatiguing field-day, all the troops
were now resting to recover their ex-
‘hauated strength ; and as my vehicle
| had to drive through the midst of them

| I was soon recognized, and was greeted
| with long-continued cheers, which last-
ed till 1 had to stop. When I had open-
ed my trunk, and made the carriage go
at a slow pace, I began distributing
| Testaments and portions, books and
| tracts, right and left, along more than a
mile and a quarter of road.

THE “ WILLIES.”

At the meeting of the Evangel-
ical Alliance, last month in Liver-
pool, G. B., the Rev. Charles Gar-
rett produced an impression not soon
to be forgotten by the relation of
this sad incident in the history of
an English Methodist home:

1was the other day in a beauti-
ful residence where I havo often
been entortained before. - There was
a large gathering of friends, for this
family 1 knew had been prominent
for their hospitality, I knew that
total abstinence had not been smil-
ed upon there, but I was aston-
ished when I sat down at the table
to notice that there were no wine-
glasses. I almost took it as a com-
pliment to myeelf in my foolish-
ness ; but whispering to the lady, I
said, “I see no wine-glasses here
—are you teetotallers for the day
because I um here?” And I saw
in a moment the change in her face.
She said, “ I have something to tell
you about that,” and in aconversa-

tion after dinner she said: ‘“You
remember my Willie #” “O yes,
I remember Willie well.” ¢ Was

he not a bonny boy ?’' she asked,
with tears in her eyes. ‘ Yes,” 1
said, ““ one of the finest lads 1 ever
knew.” ¢ Yes,” she said, ‘ and he
was my pride. You know we have
used wine freely. You know that
the leading ministers in the Connex-
ion have always made this house
their home, and that they have al-
ways been welcome. I used to
allow the children to stay up
when the ministers were here, to
have the bemefit of their conversa-
tion. The children had & half-glass
of wine, tho ministers a full glass,
and s0 had their father. By-and-
by I noticed what aroused my sus-
picions. - Willie , used to ocome
. home smelling of wine, and I didn’t
like it, I spoke to him, and he said
there was no danger. He had only
been meeting a few friends. By-
and-by I noticed he was husky, and
at last he came home in a state that
made my heart ache. One night
he came home quite drunk. I
could not conceal it fram his fath-
er. His father is a hot tempered
man, and met him in the lobby, and
bitter words passed. His father
ordered him out of the house, and
he went, and for months we never
knew what bad become of him.
Father would mot let us mention his
nawe, and I and his sisters could
do nothing but pray. We did not
know whether he was dead or alive,
and one night wben the servants
had gone to bed, and we were sit-
ting together, I suddenly beard a
noise and I thought it was Willie's
voice.

These well-meaning but reckless
people do more mischief than those
who intentionally foment strife by
deliberate falsehood. There ismno
firebrand like your well-meaning
busy-body, who is continually in
search of scandal, and by sheer
habit misquotes everybody’s state-
ments.

This carelessness is a sin of no
small magnitude. A man’s duty to
God and to his fellows requires him
to be careful ; for what else were
brains and common sense given
him ? Of course that other class,
the malignant scandal-mongers who
take a fiondish pleasure in promot-
ing strife, who deliberately garble
men’'s words and twist their senti-
meants, is in the minority, and peo-
ple bave a very decided opinion re-
garding them. Most men misre-
present because they don’t seem to
think that care in speaking the truth
is & pre-eminent duty.

The effects of this careless misre-
presenting of others are seen every-
where. Its effect on the individual
is to confirm himin a habit of loose,
distorted, and exaggerated 'state-
ment, until telling the truth becomes
a moral impossibility. No other
thing causes so many long standing
friendships to be broken, so many
dissensions in Churches, so much
bitterness in communitigs, and so
much evil everywhere. It is an
abuse that calls for the rebuke of
every honorable man—a rebuke
that shall be given not only in
words whenever occasion de-
mands, but by example. The Per-
sians were said to teach their youth
three things: to ride, to draw the
bow, and to speak the truth. A
little more 1nstruction on this latter
heud would do no harm to our ad-
vanced civilzation.”"—Ezxaminer and
Chronicle.

PUBLIC SPIRIT.

There is no point at which person-
al meanness betrays itself so strong-
ly and surely as it does when
brought into relation to schemes of
public improvemert. Set a sub-
soription paper going through a
community, to raise money for some
public object, and it will usually
siftout the mean men as certainly
as a screen will sift the dust from a
bashel of eoal. We have a great
many men who are not stingy with
their families, who are by no means
parsimonious, yet who have insu-
perable objections to giving away
anything that does not miunister di-
rectly to their personal comfort or
gratification. A church is wanted
or a public library,or a park,or some-
thing else for the common benetit,and
the want and the effort to meet it fur-
nish a very reliable test of the char-
acter of those appealed to. We have
rich men in every community,sonoto-
riously stingy, and so unfriendly o
all schemes ot public improvement,
that they are not even approached
for acontribution. Onthe other hand,
we have men in every community
who have what we call “ public
spirit.”  Nothing that can minister
to the genernl good ever receives a
cold welcome from them, or a nig-
gardly response to its appeal.

Very few men are so stolidly sel-
fish that they cunnot see that mem-
bership ina family involves certain
duties toward the family—suppon,
pretection, mutnal assistance. The
head of a family—no matter how
seltish and stingy he may be—re-
cognizes the fact that he owes to
that tamily shelter,sustenance,cloth-
ing, education, ete. Very few, too,
fail to see that, as citizens, they
owe certain duties to the town they
i live in, to the State, to the nation.

and he cannot turn his back upon
any such scheme without a failure
in the offices ot good neirhborhood,
or without convicting himself ot a
mean selfishness that is disgraceful
to him, and to the family and town
to which he belongs.—Dr. Holland.

they carried thoir school books or
their sewir.g. But I soon found they
were mere ornaments.

For several years tho heads of the
children are closcly shaved. Some-

Ia
the “ star out of Jacob” Balaam be-
holds not David as the one king of Is-
rael, but th. Messiab, 1in whom the
royalty of Israel promised to the pat-

®ins its fullest renlization. The Jews
understoed this prophecy as referrimg
to Messiul or Obrist. [he false Christ
"h‘f. under Hadrian, took up arms
against Rome, gave himseolf out as the
Messiab when Balaam had foretold,
and assumed the name of “*Barchocab,”
or she “son of the star,” for the par-
pose uf placing hinmself in nearer ocon-
nection with that prophecy, although
after being slain in battle, the Jews,
fnding themselves deceived, called him
Bar-cotiba, the son of a lie. The corn-
rs of Moab—Literally, * the two sides
of Moab,” i. e., the length and breadth
of the land.

PROTESTANT INFLUENCE.

Tight as are the fences within which

A DEATH-BED TRAFFIC.

Staid old Pennsylvania and one or
twe neighboring States are in danger of
sad disgrace from the practice of ‘‘ Grave-
yard insurance.” Since the days when
the *‘Burking” system of finding.
subjects for medical colleges camsed
wide-spread terror in England, no such
ghoulish business has been practiced.
That of the liquor dealer alone, in civil-
ized lands, approaches it in point of en-
ormity. An American paper says of
this graveyard traffic: ‘‘ The stories
that are told of the amounts for which
lives are insured, and of the suspicions
attaching to the deaths of some of the
insured, are almost incredible. It is
said that doctors, base enough to do 80,
are bribed to disclose the condition of
their patients, or even employed to gain
information respecting the probability
of death. Men go about from place to
place, spying out the weak and sick, and
either take out policies themselves or
furnish the information to principals.
Infirm men and women, without a cent
in the world, are said to have been in-
sured for sums running up into hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars. In some
of these cases death has been followed
by suspicions of murder. A case occur-
red in Maryland a few months ago
where a poor old negro died suddenly
under suspicious circumstances, and it
was found aftcr his death that policies
upon his life amounting to many thous-
sands of dollars had been taken out by
strangers.”

had given the sacred, secret, direct call
to the ministry, and who, but for the
intervening period of instruction at that
- college would before now have been ap-
pointed to circuits, that it might be as-
certained there by due probation whe-
ther they were duly called to the work.

WILKES BOOTH.
The Washington cerrerpondent of
the Buffalo Commercial writes :—

“ It was only after some patient in-
quiry that I oould ascertain the facts,
which are interesging, and, as far as I
know, are yet nnpublished. Booth, the
murderer of Abrabam Lincoln, died, as
will be remembered, in a barn in Mary-
land, from a wound received from the
musket of Boston Corbett. The body
was brought to Washington, and, after
baving been idemtified by the court-
martial before which his fellow-conspi-
rators were tried, was dissected by the
Surgeon-General of the army. The
brain and heart and some other parts
of the body were preserved 1 alcohol,
and are now on exhibition in the miedi-
cal museum of the Surgeon-General’s
office. The building in which the as-.
sassination occurred was Ford’s Thea-
ter. The Government confiscated it,
but sfterward Ford was paid its fall
valuas, and it has since been used as
the headquarters of the medical corps
of the army. The brain and beart of
Booth are in jars, standing in a case
that is situated very near the actual
scene of assassination. Afer the sur-
geon had donme with Boeth’s budy it
was buried in a grave in the Arsenal
Grounds. Only half a dosen persuns
knew the exact which was un-
marked. In 1876, Bdwin Booth, the
actor, sent Mr. Weaver, the sexton of
Chbrist’s Church, Baltimore, to Wash-
ingten, with the request that the re-
mains of his brother miah; be taken
up and removed to the ily barial.

After some delay the request
was granted by President Johnson,
who was finally .mnlod to, and Mr.
