In the fiscal year 1916, when 102,182
were employed in the fisheries of the
Dominion, the capital invested amounted
to $25,855,575, which included the values
of vessels, nets, traps, etc., says a consular
report. - The total produciion of fish was
valued at $35,860,708, an increase of $4,-
596,077 over the 1915 production. Sea
fisheries produced $31,241,502 worth and
the inland fisheries $4,619,206 worth.

The value of the production, by Pro-
vinces, was as follows : British Columbia,

14,538,320 ; Nova Scotia, $9,166,851; New
Brunswick, $4,737,145 ; Ontario, $3,341,182;
Quebec, $2,076,851 ; Prince Edward Island,

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PROGRESS OF THE WAR

i
[May 10 to May 16]

NOTHER week of war has been
f\ added to the big total, and no end
is in sight, though signs are not ‘wanting
that some of the belligerents, at least, are
war-weary. The week under review
yielded no decisive results; and on some
fronts hostilities were practically sus-
pended.

The Western campaign witnessed the
fiercest fighting of the week, success at
several points alternating, but with a
tangible net gain for the Entente Allies.
The front between Lens and Cambrai was
the locality of the most stubborn en-
counters, as it is likely to be for some
little time to come; but there were fre-
quent and violent engagements south of
Laon in which the French at least held
their own. Elsewhere on the Western
front some activity was displayed during
the week, but no important changes of
positions resulted.

Throughout the entire Russian front in

Europe the week furnished no news of | his printing office and of the publication

any big military event, indicating a partial
if not complete suspension of hostilities.
In the Caucasian campaign in Armenia,
in Persia, and in Mesopotamia, the
Russians appear to have made no pro-
gress, the minor movements reported being
rather retrograde.

British operations in Mesopotamia were
reported to be at a standstill, the summer
weather now prevailing
doubtlessly, the cause of the halt. There
was no news of the campaigns in Pales-
tine, Egypt, and East Africa.

ed Articlés 11 and 12 in a slightly amend-
ed, final, form. Inthe absence of com-
munications from our readers in regard
to the Bill, we are constrained to make
the suggestion that Article 15 should
‘either be struck out altogether or amend-
ed so as to remove two most objectionable
features. The Article now reads as fol-
lows:— .

_“15. For the purposes of the vote or
election hereby provided for, the term
“Electors” shall mean and include all
persons, estates, companies, associations
or corporations assessed upon real estate
in the said Town on a valuation of at least
One Hundred Dollars, ($100.00), and no
other shall be eligible or allowed to vote
thereat, and the representatives of any
such estate, company, association or cor-
poration may indicate in writing to the
returning officer any person, agent or
official to vote for such estate, company,
association or corporation, who shall be
recognized for that purpose by such re-
turning officer and allowed so to vote.”

It seems to us unwise, indeed absolutely
wrong, to limit the vote to persons who
have real estate of the assessed value of

$100 and over, and to exclude tfibse asses-
sed on personal property only, though the
assessed value of such personal property
might run to thousands of dollars. A
manufacturer operating in leased premis-
es, though he might employ a large num-
ber of hands and transact a very large
business, could not vote on the water-

What counts, after all, is
that at the supreme hour all parties unite
in a common sacrifice on the altar of
their country; what does count is that
every citizen should remember that be-
fore belonging to any political party he
owes allegiance to his country; no
political divisions would be possible.

“ Well, what country could ‘have done
better than France to bring abeut 'this
sacred alliance? Everlastingly shall I
remember, as the greatest honor that was
mine in all my career, that eventful 4th
of August, when I entered into the French
House of Representatives with the declar-
ation of war that had been communicated
to mie, as President of the French Cabinet,
by Mr. de Schoen on the previous day.
My colteague, the Marquis de Chambrun,
a member of the French Parliament, will
also recall the occurrence. There were
all the members standing, quivering with
emotion, all the galleries filled with wives
and mothers who were going to send to

" the front their husbands or their sons;
everybody standing; no more political
parties ; no more groups ; none but French-
_men reconciled in their devotion to their
country. And as days followed days, all
parties rallied to the same flag and puton
the same uniform. Catholics no more;
free-thinkers no more ; Socialists nomore ;
Radicals no more ; Conservatives no more ;
but all children of the one France. All
Frenchmen, leaving aside their old dis-
putes, came to.the common conclusion
that there was no necessity' to arouse
political differences; that before fighting
between ourselves it was first of aall
necessary to keep under our feet a free
soil, an undivided France.

NEWFOUNDLAND

r Y \HE discovery and settlement of New-
1 foundland was a momentous event
in the history of the British Empire, al-
though our historians have given but
little space to its foundation as a colony,
or to its adventurous career and struggles
for existence during the centuries that
have passed since John Cabot first sighted
the Cape of Bona Vista in 1497. This
neglect to recognize the importance in
past days of our “Antient and Loyal
Colony of Newfoundland”, the original
germ of our Colonial Empire which now
belts the earth with English-speaking
races of men, is partly due to the fact
that the earliest records in English are
merely those of trading voyages made by
the masters of the vessels and . the mer-
chant adventurers of Bristol, who diverted
some of their ships from the Iceland
trade for stock fish to the new field for
the same industry. Judge Prowse, the
latest historian of Newfoundland, says
that these records are wanting in rom-
ance and are as dull as the log of a
dredge-boat, and that the real history of
the early days of the settlement are only
to be found in the Venetian and Spanish
archives. In these latter days we have
come to regard John Cabot’s discovery as
only second to that of Columbus, by the
light of its supreme importance as the
scene of the first effort of England to-
wards the colonization of lands across the
sea and its bearing upon the history of
Great Britain. Viewed in this connexion,
its discovery and early history may be
likened to the early history of artificial
light in the slush lamp or tallow dip, the
original germ of the mighty searchlights
that now sweep the heavens and the land
or sea beneath them.

John Cabot sailed out of Bristol ir the
good ship Matthew on May 2, 1497. The
Matthew was about fifty tons burden, and
was well set up, “ship-shape and Bristol
fashion”—a tribute to the Bristol ship-
wrights of those days which has come
down to our.own in describing a smart
sailing-ship, but which is becoming obso-
lete by the disappearance of the stately
* wind jammers ” from the oceans of the
world. The Matthew was manned by
sixteen men of Bristol and one Burgun-
dian, all of whom had seen service in the
Iceland trade. In this trade John Cabot,
a Venetian by birth and an adventurer by
profession, had also been engaged, but as
an agéent of the Danish Government, in
which capacity he was in touch with the
English Court and, what was more im-
portant, the courtiers. Henty VII was
then rei.gning, and desired to emulate the
successes of the Spanish and Portuguese,
in the discovery of America by the
mariners of the former with Columbus,
and the rounding of the Cape of Good
Hope, with all the Eastern world before
him, by Vasco de Gama, for the latter.
He therefore lent willing ear to the prayer
of the “merchant venturers” of Bristol
for the Royal permission to equip a goodly
ship for a voyage of discovery to the
“ Western Seas” The Matthew was fitted
out by the Bristol merchants at their own
expense, and was doubtless well loaded
_with what our American cousins call
notions, in this case—hats, caps, cloths,
and blankets, with which Bristol then
traded with Iceland. A Royal Charter
was issued by the King, who stipulated
that one-fifth of the profits were to be
paid into the Privy Purse, although it is
difficult to- conceive where the profits
could be derived from without a market
for the trade.

Cabot discovered land on the 24th of
June, 53 days out, and 420 years ago; but
the discussion is still alive in Newfound-
land as to his landfall, although Cape
Bona Vista appears to have the balance
of opinion in its favour. The charter
granted to Cabot laid down that he was
“to seek out, discover, and find, whatso-
ever isles regions, countries, or provinces
of the heathens and - infidels, whatsoever
they be and in whatsoever part .of the
world which before this time have been
unknown to all Christians”—a sweeping
authority ; but even a more eminently un-
christian direction followed, as Cabot and
his merry men Were given “our license to
set up dur banners and ensigns in every
village, town, castle, island or main land
of them newly found.” These unchristian
methods of dealing with our neighbour’s
landmark, on 'the grounds that we had
only just then wvered his existence on
the globe, had a precedent from the high-

- est authority in those times, as the Pope
had granted all the western coasts of
Africa to Portugal for ever, on the same
grounds of first discovery, and in the
hope of the conversion of the heathens to
the true faith of the Roman Catholic
religion. .

_ Cabot returned safely from his first
voyage and gave such flourishing accounts
of the " Newly Founde Land”, and es-
pecially of the abundance of fishes and
monsters of the sea, which like all fishing
stories lost nothing in the telling, and in

One outstanding result of this lack of
understanding of the psychology of our
own kindred abroad was the loss of our
original Colonies on the mainland of
North America; and, with a few excep-
tions—of which the late Mr. Joseph
Chamberlain was a brilliant example—
the same negative attitude towards our
Colonies has been handed down through
a long line of politicians to the Under-
Secretary of State who blandly informed
the assembled rulers of our Over-seas
Dominions that the door was,banged,
bolted, and barred against preferential
treatment for our Colonies from the
Mother Country.
