THE NEW STOCK OPTION

It Is Claimed by One of the Insiders
That the Stock Is to Be Used in
London to Bear the Shares of the
B. A. O.—A Funny Scheme.

The interview which Colonel W. W. D. Tanrner
had with a MINER reporter created a sensation
of nosmall size in Le Roi circles in Spokane.
Those interested at first refused to discuss the in-
terview, but they were of the opinion that Colonel
Turner had talked not wisely, but too much.
One of the stockholders, however, unbosomed
himself as follows to a Spokesman-Review re-

porter:

«“you see the ‘ Whitaker Wright group,’ as our
English cousins in London designate the London
& Globe corporation and the British America
corporation, is nota prime favorite over there.

Mr. Wright, like every successful man, has his
bitter enemies. If the market can be manipu-
lated to his disadvantage his enemies will not
hesitate to put up thousands of rg{ood gold to ac-
complish it. The British America corporation
quoting at about 16-9 to 17-6.
Their rise depends upon the securing of the Le
Roi mine as a wholeand not simply the majority
stock, with a Washington state injunction tied to
jt. The market is stagnant, waiting for the out-
come of the present:megotiatians. The high offi-
cials of the corporation have been put to serious
straits to explain to the anxious public why the
ILe Roi has not been acquired. No doubt you
have noticed the speech which Lord Dufferin
made the stockholders of the London & Globe
the other day, in which he made some queer as-
sertions regarding the Le Roi transactions.

«“Well, all this goes to show that the B. A. C.
future depends much upon the Le Roi. Governor
Mackintosh sees this and he believed the corpor-
ation had the opportunity of its life when it was
offered the shares at $8.12% last week. But the
ILondon crowd became dissatisfied for some
reason not made plain at this end, and the word
came back that the option would not be taken
up and that all deals would be declared off until
Whitaker Wright arrives in $ kane about No-
vember 10. That kind of mo eying was calcu-
lated to make us happy, and so when other Lon-
don people wanted an option on the stock it was
freely given at $8.50 per share.”

“Who has the option ?”’

As I under-
stand the scheme the . purchasers will take the
stock for the purposé of bearing the London
market.

One of the minority holders of stock in the Mas-
cot company explained Thurday to a MINER
reporter the reasons why the minority is trying
to block the sale of the property to the Waterlow

«“when A. J. McMillan went London last win-
ter,” said the small shareholder, ‘‘the Mascot
company gave him an option on its claim for
$22,000. He did not take up the option at that
figure, but instead offered up $4,500 cash, and goo

t shares in Mr. Waterlow’s London company.
The understanding was that the shares were to
be of the market value of £1 each. On that
basis the sale would have been for $9.000, half
cash and half stock. In round numbers there
have been goo,000 shares of Mascot stock issued,
so that the selling price would have been one
cent per share.

“«gome of the shareholders did not like the
stock feature of the offer, and wanted all cash.
If. as was claimed by Mr. waterlow, the stock of
his London company was worth par, he should
_have had no hesitancy in giving us its face value
jn cash. Instead of that he offered us ome-third
of the Sar value of his London stock. That is,
instead of £goo in stock he would only give us
£ 300 or $1,500 in cash. Thus, according to Mr.
Waterlow’s own valuation, the steck .instead of
being worth par is only worth one-third of par.

. 1t is evident, therefore, that whether we accepted
the all cash progosition or the half cash and half
stock offer, we should be getting only $6,000 for our
prcperty. At that rate the stockholders would
only get abont two-thirds of a cent per share,
and as many of them paid two or three for their
scrip they are naturrlly indisposed to sell at the
present offer. The property is crown nted,
and the company has a little money in the treas-
ury. Those ot us who are opposing the sale
would let things stand as they are. We are in
-no danger of losing our property, and the grat-
ifying developments in the Columbia-Kootenay
are certain to enhance the value of our claim,
the Mascot fraction.”

A JOYOUS OCCASION

W. T. Oliver Gives a Supﬁer in
Honor of H. Stikeman.

RESPONSES TO TOASTS

The Guest of the Evening Made a
Speech in Which There Were Many
Pleasant Allusions to the City Dwelt
in by His Entertainer.

W. T. Oliver, the local manager of the Bank of
British North America, entertained a number of
friends to a recherche dinner at the Kootenay
restaurant Saturday night to meet H. Stikeman,
Motitreal, general manager of the Bank of
British North America.

Mr. Oliver presided and Mayor Wallace acted
as vice-chairman. Amongst those present were:
H. Stikeman, the guest of the evening; W.7A.
Carlyle, A. J. McMillan, A. C. Galt, Alderman

Goodeve, Alderman Clute, Alderman Lalonde,
W. J. Harris, J. F. McRae, J. A. McDonald, F. W.
Rolt, J. M. Smith, A. C. Barker, manager of the
Bank of Toronto, Mr. Vincent, of' the Old
National Bank. Spokane, and others.

At the conclusion of the dinner, after the toast
of “the Queen” had been duly honored, Mr.
Oliver pro ‘“The Province of British Colum-
bia and the Provincia! Government,” coupling
with it the name of J. M. Martin, M. P. P., and

‘ rked that recent develop-

rovince led comservative men to

believe that British Columbia would make the

Dominion of Canada knowa in every quarter of
the world. /

Mr. Martin in responding spoke of ithe im-
mense resources of British Columbia ifl timber,
fisheries, agriculture, and especially in its min-
eral wealth. He said that everyone could look
forward with the utmost confidence to the
future. ‘The government was determined to
legislate in the interests of the people and not of
any special class.

Mayor Wallace in proposing ‘the health of Mr.
Stikeman, referred to the fact that the Bank of
'British North America was the first bank to open
a branch here.

Mr. Stikeman in replying expressed his grati-
tude and his astonishment at the magnificent
reception tendered him in the city of Rossland;
it was a reception he little expected. After re-
ferring to his visit to this city some two years
ago, he stated that what struck him most was
the marvelous development which had taken
place in that time. Rossland struck him asa
peculiarly delightful place to live in. and he was
sure that all men interested in the place must be
proud of the city of Rossland and the district of
which it was the center. In his judgment Ross-
land was the center of the most important min-
ing district in Canada, and he felt sure that the
city and the district had a great and permanent
future before it. As the groundson which this
belief was founded, he might state that the bonds
of the city of Rossland had lately greatly appre-
ciated in value and that to such an extent as
would satisfy, he was sure, the ratepayers of
this city. For his own part, he was extremely
satisfied with the business the bank had domne
here, and he felt sure that very few banks could
speak so favorably after two years of work as
could the Bank of British North America after
its two years’ experience in Rossland. This was
owing largely to the good management of their
efficient manager, Mr. Oliver. In concluding
Mr. Stikeman proposed the toast of ““The City of
Rossland and the Mining Interests of the Dis-
trict,”” coupling with it the names of Mayor
Wallace, Alderman Goodeve, W. A. Carlyle and
W. L Harris.

The mayor and Alderman Goodeve having re-
sponded on behalf of the city, W. A. Carlyle,
chief engineer of the British America corpora-
tion, speaking of the mining industry of the dis-
trict, said that all those who lived in the district
now had unbounded confidence in its future.
The city of Rossland was growing apace, and
there was a feeling on every hand that it was on
a firm and substantial basis. It was a very differ-
ent place to what it was a year ago. Mr. Carlyle
mentioned that he had yesterday been looking
over the Le Roi mine, and he was sure that very
tew had any idea of thesmagnificent deposits of
ore in that mine. There were ore chutes of mar-
velous richness and size, and on the 700-foot level
there were as many as five and seven drills work=
ing abreast, all in solid ore. Mr. Carlyle men-
tioned that some of the properties with which he
was connected and which he was developing
with English capital brought in here through the
British America corporation, were showing np
well, and he believed that English investors
would be fully satisfied with the investments
they had made in this camp.

w. J. Harris, general manager of the Le Roi
mine, also responded and stated that the Le Roi
mine was looking better today than ever before,
and that they were shi pmg ore today and treat-
ing it at a_profit, which did not yield more than
$8 per ton in all values. He also stated that they
were shipping ore from the dumps and making
from $6 to $10 profit on it—ore which 18 months
ago was looked upon as waste product and could
not be treated at all, He predicted that within a
very short time there would be five or six mines
within the Rossland district each capable of turn-
ing out 1,000 tons of ore per day.

A. g McMillan, in proposing “The Press,’’ re-
ferred to the fgres.l: work accomplished by the
newspapers o Rossland and in other districts in
making known the resources of the country. He
stated that in ’93 the mines of this district gnly
roduced about 1,000 ouncesjof gold per annum,
in 96 they produced 60,000, and in ’97 100,000
ounces, and at the present moment the mines in
the immediate jneighborhood of Rossland were
producing gold at the rate of 300,000 ounces per
annum. He predicted a great inrush of English
capital for inyestment at an early date.

Mr. Bogle, in responding, spoke of his early
connection with the Press in Kootenay and of
the useful work which it had accomplished.

F. W. Rolt proposed the toast of “The Ladies,”
which was responded to b{ Messrs. dJ M. Smith
and J. F. McCrae, afier which the dinner party
dispersed, after singing, “God Save the Queen.”

The company is
anxious to have the road placed in an operating
condition at the earlies:é)ossible time and hence
the work is being pushed.

The sale of the Yellowstone property for $50,000

Many Properties Being Equipped
With New Machinery.

$100 ORE IN THE LE ROl

The White Bear Getting Promising
Copper in the East Drift—An Im-
proved Showing on the Grand Prize
—The Jumbo’s Big Body of Iron.

Next to the ore shipments and the
number of men employed, the amount
of new machinery coming into a camp
forms one of the sure signs of the pros-
perity of a mining country. In this re-
spect Rossland has been peculiarly fav-
ored lately, and more COmpressors are
now arriving in the district than during
any time in the past 18 months. Chief
among the new machinery is, of course,
that of the War Eagle, which will be
running within the next few weeks.

The development of the Iron Horse is
proceeding 80 satisfactorily that the
management has ordered a complete,
new power plant, to be installed at once.
It will include an 80-horse power boiler,
a seven-drill compressor, and & full
complement of drills. The order was
placed with the James Cooper Manufac-
turing company, through its Rossland
representative, James Dennistoun
Sword. Mr. Sword promises to have
the machinery shipped from Montreal
within 10 days, and it should be on the
ground within & month.

The Iron Mask has let the contract for
its new compressor, and ‘the Mascot
plant is already on the ground ready to
be put in place. The Velvet is consider-
ing the purchase of a new compressor
and plant and the Virginia is to have a
new equipment sufficient to permit of
the development of the property on an
extensive scale.

The ore shipments for the past week
amounted to 3,815 tons, of which the
War Eagle shipped 850 tons, the Le Roi
2,905 and the Iron Mask 60. For the
same period last year the shipments
amounted to 1,295 tons. The incease 18
200 per cent. Since the first of the year
the output of the camp has been 82,924
tons.

In ' av of strikes there has been
nothi . .ore important during the past
week . thefind intheLe Roi between
the 5uu- and the 600-foot levels, where
eight feet of $100 ore has been met. The
Le Roi’s neighbor to the west, the White
Bear, has also been in luck, as its east
drift has come into two feet of excellent
copper pyrites, which promises to carry
good gold values.

The usual weekly review of the prog-
ress of some of the more important

mines of the camp is given herewith.

Le Ror.—Another momentous strike
has been made in the Le Roi between
the 500- and the 600-foot levels, where
eight feet of $100 ore has been met. The
assays are $50 in gold, 18 per cent cop-
ger and 10 ounces in silver,

asis of 1214 cents per pound for copper
the value of the ore in that metal alone

is $44.10, while the silver at 60 cents is
worth $6. The ore just encountered is
the richest in the mine with the excep-
tion of the Ridpath stope, where rock of
a similar grade is met. The new strike
was made in an interesting way. The
ledge between the 500- and 600-foot lev-
ols is about 60 feet wide, and the ore
occurs in streaks. The development of
the mine had been carried on in one of
these streaks, which had been sto
out for 20 feet. A large body of low
grade ore remained on the foot wall
side. Last week Su perintendent
Treager put a machine at work
crosscutting the low grade rock towards
the foot wall. Within about 15 feet the
works exposed a splendid body of gold-
copper ore, which has since been proven
to be some eight feet wide, and to carry
values ranging around $100. A similar
streak of ore has been found in the 450-
foot level, and in the 700-foot level as
well. Mr. Tregear is now prospecting
the 600 to see if the streak is continuous
to there. If such proves to be the case,
the mine will have a new stoping ground
altogether foreign to that which has al-
ready been opened. What lends peculiar
interest to the present find is that in the

ast most of the rich ore in the Le Roi
gas been found on the hanging wall side,
while the present strike was made
towards the foot wall. The property is
now employing 290 men, and the ship-
ments for the past week were 2,905 tons.
The output is somewhat smaller than
usual on account of lack of cars to get
the rock to the smelter. For the first
half of the present month the shipments
have averaged 415 tons per day.

War EacLe.—The electrical machin-
ery for the new gallows frame is rapidly
arriving, and is being Flaced_ on the
ground ready to be installed. The struc-
tural part of the new gallows frame will
be completed in about three weeks.
Already the main frame is in place.
It is 107 feet eight inches from the
ground to the summit of the main beams
and 14 feet more to the roof of the house
covering the pulley wheels. The flag
staff which surmounts the building is 36
feet long so that the entire elevation of
the structure is a trifle under 158 feet.
The shipments last week amounted to

850 tons, but nearly as much more was

stored underground awaiting improved
hoisting facilities.

GranDp Prize.—The shaft is now down
about 22 feet counting from the higher
side of the workings. The showing is
very satisfactory. Three stringers ©
quartz continue to be met, and they will
evidently unite at some point beneath
the present level. One of the stringere
is about two and a half inches in width,
another three inches, and the last an
even foot. The quartz is getting more
heavily mineralized all the time. Much
molybdenite is being met. Superinten-
dent McDonald opened a fine quartz
showing yesterday about 1,200 feet dis-
tant from the shaft, and he has
put a small force to- work there opening
the ledge.

Irox Horse.—The double compart-
ment shaft on the Iron Horse has now
reached a de;ilth of 34 feet and two sets
of timbers have been installed.

ANADAS PRECIOUS METAL IN-
DUSTRYX.

According to the statistical year book of

Canada the output of old in the Domin-
jon in 1897 was of the value of $6,190,000,
of gilver $3,322,905, of lead $1,396,863
and of copper $1,501,660. This is not a
bad showing when it is considered that
xmost of these values were derived from
lode mining, which is but in its almost
helpless infancy at present. There has
been a great deal said about the product
of the xold placers of the country, but
the figures do not show that it has been
wonderful, This is revealed by the fact
4that the total product of gold in all the
years from 1862 up to and including 1897
was $73,264,820. This includes both the
product of the lode and placer mining.
The latter reached its high water mark
in the year 1863, when the output was
$4,186,011. From then the tide of placer
gold began to recede for some years and
kept going down until the low water
mark was reached in 1892, when the
total gold output of all of OCanada
reached the comparatively insignificant
sum of $907,601. Then the miners be-
gan to turn their attention seriously to
lode mining, and from that time on the
output began to increase, until last year
the total gold product was $6,_190,000,
This shows that lode mining is by far|
the most productive of the two forms
of mining. The great increase,
however, has practically been in the
Kootenays. Had it not been for the
phenomenal activity shown in this sec-
tion it is certain that the gold product
of Canada would have fallen below even
that of 1892. The discoveries here and
to the north stimulated the production
till the large total of the four metals in
1897, mentioned in the beginning of this
article, was reached. It was here that
the big addition was made and it is here
that the future additions will be made.
Indeed, the outlook is that the out-
put; for the present  year will
be 25 per cent greater than the total for
1897. As large as the increase will be
for the present year, the augmentation
in 1899 will be still greater and this will
be for the following reason:

There has hitherto been communication
' porth and south through the Kootenays
by means of railways and the lakes.
Lack of transportation has to a large
extent restricted the output for the
reason that many mines through an
absence of thie convenience were coms
pelled to lie dormant. Now, however,a
railwav line is being built across the
center of the Kootenays from east to
west. This will bring into market a
large area of mineral-bearing country,
and in many instances mining proper-
ties on which considerable development
work has been done and some of which
have reached the productive stage.
These in addition to the mines that. are
ai present producing with the natural
increased output by reason of the more
advanced stage of development will
swell the gross yield to wonderful pro-
portions, and it looks as though 1899
ought to produce nearly twice as much
as 1898. The effect of this enlarged pro-
duction will give a great impetus to all
Canada, just as the immense output
of the Transvaal has an invigorating
effect on the whole of South Africa, and
the same a8 the output of gold in Cali-
fornia had a quickening effect on
the whole of the United States. From
this it will be seenm that the growth of
the mining industry of this section will
play a most important part in the future

of Canada.

A MATTER OF ENTERPRISE.

Tae MINER is constantly perfecting its
district news service. It is our intention
to continue the improvement of this de-
partment until a complete news service
is established from every town and set-
tlement between the Rockies and the
Okanagan.

This
will be because the fame of our mid-
winter carnival has traveled far and
wide. It will be remembered that some
of the larger eastern papers printed ex-
tensive articles concerning them, which
were copiously illustrated. The begin-
ning was well made, and there is every
reason for the presumption that the im-
portance of these annual meetings in
Rossland will grow and expand till we
can aspire to immense ice palaces and
games of such supreme interest that
visitors will attend them from many
countries.

TECHNICAL MINING EDUCATION.

At Montreal, Que., McGill -Univer-
gity recently completed chemical and
metallurgical laboratories at a cost of
$350,000. The mining department is
équipped with three rock breakers,
Cornish rolls, screens of all sizes; a
battery of 1,000 and another -of - 600-
pound stamps, and & Huntington mill,
each with its complement of plates and-
concentrators. It has also & get of
amalgamation pans, and a chlorination
and cyaniding plant.

The fact that Canada’s greatest uni-
versity should in so pronounced a man-
ner and at such alarge expense,recognize
the mining industry in its curriculum,
must be gratifying to those interested in
that industry. It is evident that the
faculty of McGill feels that an industry
that produced $28,000,000 in the Domin-
jon last year, and capable of infinite
expansion, should be studied by the
young men who attend that institution
of learning. Another good feature is
shown by the paraphernalia gelected. It
is not intended that the graduates shall
only have such a knowledge- of
metallurgy as can be gleaned from
the books ~ and in the labora-
tory. They are to have access to genu-
ine practical milling and cyaniding
plants so that that they can master the
practice as well as the theory. Thus
will be removed one of the greatest ob-
jections raised against the graduates of
the mining department of the higher
schools, the lack of practical experience.
In the future this cannot be urged
against those who come from the McGill
university, as it will turn out those who
are both scientific and practical.

THE SCHOOL OF MINES.

It is reported that a determined effort
is being made to establish in Nelson the
school of mines for which the enter-
prising people of Rossland have 80
persistently and energetically worked
for upward of a year. It is further re-
ported that his constituents are bringing
great pressure to bear on Hon. J. Fred
Hume, minister of mines, to exercise
whatever influence he possesses to have
the government ignore Rossland’s sup-
erior claims for the school and locate it
in his home town.

Tar MINER cannot bring itseli to be-
lieve that the government would be so
mistaken, or Mr. Hume 80 prejudiced,
as to desire to act against popular senti-
ment in this matter. If Nelson was the
center of a mining population like Ross-
land, if the need of 8 school of mines
were as great at Nelson a8 it is at Ross-
land, if Nelson bhad worked as diligently
in the matter a8 Rossland, there might
be some reason for the government to
hesitate before coming to & decision.
But as it is, there is no argament that
can be advanced to show that Nelson is
as much entitled to a school of mines a8
is Rossland. In, and directly around
Rossland, there are nearly 10,000 people
who are desirous of further enlighten-
ment with regard to geology and
metallurgy. It is equal to at least half

residents of this camp are so]anxious to
add to their knowledge of all conditions
appertaining to mining that for upwards
of a year they have maintained- & class
of instruction by private gubscription,
and persuaded the most competent en-
gineers and scientists of Roesland to ex-
pound to them the mysteries of rock
formation and how to distinguish one
metal from another in their native state.
The result of this is that a very consid-
erable addition was made to the army of
prospectors which makes its headquar-
ters in Rossland, and 8 vast area of coun-
try that would otherwise have remained
unexplored has been carefully and sys-
tematically prospected and many valua-
ble mines have been discovered.

When compared with that ‘'of Ross-
land the proportion of the popnulation of
Nelson interested in mining® is+ very
amall and scarcely worthy of considera-
{ion. Nelson is 8 community of mer-
thants, not of miners. Because the
minister of mines happens fto represent
Nelson in the legislative assembly it
does not follow that the school of mines
should be located in his constituency.
Mr. Haume was made rainister of mines
because he represents a Kootenay elec-
toral district, not because his home is in
Nelson, and as minister of mines it is
hoped he will advocate the establish-
ment of a government school of mines
where the mining interests are greatest
and where there is the greatest demand
for it. If he does this he will give Ross-
land his undivided support.

When the dread angel of death spread
his wings over the doomed steamship
and took the lives of scores of victims he
at the same time scattered long lasting
grief in hundreds of households in many
distant lands. The people of Rossland
have only sincere sympathy for the vic-
tims and their mourning relatives and
sincerely hopes that the name of Miss
Merryweather may yet be found among
the list of those who were saved from
the awful death amid the wild winds
and the mad waves that gsurrounded the
Mohegan at the time that she was
wrecked.

Real Estate is Moving Well in Ross-
land.

PROPERTY IS GOING UP

Houses and Lots on Columbia Avenue
Changing Hands .at Big Figures—
30,000 Worth Disposed of in the
Last Seven Days.

Within the past week real estate to the value
of nearly $30,0co has changed hands. One irm
alone, J. B. Johmson & Co,, which perhaps
handles as many big deals as any other brokers
in Rossland, has sold  $22,000 worth of business
property since the first of the month.

One of the most important transactions of the
past week was the purchase by H.S. Wallace of
the Brumswick hotel property on Columbia
avenue, adjoining the Queen’s. The sellers were
McLaren & Armstrong, old timers in Rossland,
who have been in business here since 189s. The

rice paid was $9,000, practically cash. Mr. Wal-

ce ex to take possession of the property
about the first of the year. Meanwhile the pres-
ent occupants will remain, and they expect to
close their hotel business by the end of the year.
The sale was put through by J. B. Johnson & Co.

McLaren & Agmstronf bougl':ht the lot threc
years ago and 'F‘ud $800 for it. The building cost
about $2,000. The. firm has had the occupancy O
the place for the three years and now
out for $g9,000 oOr OVEr three times the
amount of the investment.

Yesterday the Collins House property on
Washington street, north of the Bank of Mon-
treal’s new building, also changed hands for
$9,000. The purchasers were A. J.and Alfred
McMillan, and the seller was John O’Brien.

The purchasers are securing the premises for
an investment and it promises to be a good omne.
Mr. O’Brien bou;ht the lot and the house onm it
over a year ago for $1,200. His profit, beside the
revenue derived from the building in the mean-
time, has been nearly eight-fold. The sale was
made through J. B. IIo.hn.son & Co.

Another big deal just completed was that
whereby H. S. Wallace sold to Hunter Bros. his
half interest in the building now occu ied jointly
by the two owners. The price was 52,000. Mr.
Wallace paid $4,000 for his interest last summer,
and now sells at an advance of 50 per cent.
Hunter Bros., the purchasers, will use the ground
floor in connection with their big %eneral store.
A year ago the¥ transacted their business in a
single room. Then they secured the adjoining
store room of similar size, and now they are
compelled by the rapid increase of their business
to secure a third store room which will be occu-
pied by the hardware department.

THE C. P. R. THROUGH YMIR.

Excellent Grades Via Midge and Wild
Horse Oreeks.

«1t looks as if the extension of the Crow’s Nest
Pass railway from Kootenay lake to the Colum-
bia river will certainly pass through Ymir,”
said George Rotherham, a Ymir business man
who is in the city. *‘‘W. Burans, the engineer for

the C. P. R., who has been engaged in prospect-
ing for the proposed new line, is much pleased
with the result of his investigations. Mr, Burns
has found that from Kootenay lake u Midge
creek to the summit there is an admirable grade
with very little rock work, while from the sum-
mit of Midge creek down to the Salmon river
wild Horse creek offers a splendid level. Itis
calculated that by this route the distance from
Kootenay lake to Ymir would be about 28 miles.

“‘From Ymir the g line would follow
the Nelson & Fort Sheppard road down Beaver
creek to Champion creek pass, and then down
Champion creek to the Columbia river. The
Columbia would be reached about five miles
above Ttail, and a bridge across the river would
connect the new line with the Trail-Robson
branch of the C. P. R. The total distance from
Kootenay lake to the Columbia river according
to this line would be about 54 miles, and the
grﬁdes ,for the whole distance would be ex-
cellent.”

Town of New Duluth.
. elifton” A. Baldwin, formerly of the Le Roi
clothing house, is in the city from the Boundary
country. He has become interested in the new

townsite of New Duluth, which is located on the
Colville Indian reservation, one mile trom Cas-
cade City. There isa good mining country in
the vicinity of the new town, which for a time
was known as Monte Carlo. Several buildings
are in course of erection, and a number of the
inhabitants are living in tents pending the time
that they can erect more substantial structures.
Further on the intention is to build a bridge and
road and divert the main road that runs into
Cascade through the new town and so place iton
the main line of travel.

The poten-
tial of the current is 2,080 volts. Without the
sl‘ilfhtwt hitch the whole plant consisting of 80
pulleys worked perfectly. The credit of this
successful installation is largely due the com-
pany’s constructing engineer, T. W. Fisher of
Helena, Montana, assisted by his foreman, W. L.

The Water and Light Plant Worth
$37,896.25.

AN INADEQUATE SERVICE

It Will Not Be Suited For Rossland
When It Grows a Little Larger—
The New Arc Lights Strongly Orit-
jcised by the Councilmen.

At the meeting of the city council last night
City Engineer H. B. Smith presented his report
and valuation on the water works plant of the
Rossland Water & Light company. The report
was a very complete and comprehensive one. It
covered 18 typewritten pages,and was accom-
panied by an a iliary report nearly as exten-
sive. The council decided that the matter was
to weighty and too elaborate to be handled off-
hand, and referred the reports to the fire, water
& light committee.

Mr, Smith’s valuation of the plant covered the
entire cost of construction and installation up to
September 30, of the Xment ear, exclusive of
legal, engineering an clerical expenses, as well
as the salaries of officials. The cost of the

works as they stand, according to Mr. Smith,

was $37,806,25. The detailed items cover nearly

evety factor of expense but the summaries are

as follows: ;

The report, while commending. the foresight
and the enterprise of the water company in
building its line into the city, ata date when the
future of the place was precarious, did not ap-
praise the plant in its present condition as being
of much practical worth.

“The service as it now standsisa domestic ser-
vice only, suitable ‘only for a few thousand peo-

le.” said Mr. Smith in his report, “‘and cannot

y any means be converted into an efficient do-
mestic and fire service such as the future of Ross-
land demands and must obtain.”

The new electric street lamps came in for a
hearty and cheerfully unanimous share of con-
demnation.

‘Alderman Goodeve brought the matter up.
He sugiested that the new arcs are plainly far
below the ordi standard inuse for street
lighting all over the world. Mr. Goodeve sug-
gested that the West Kootenay Power & Light
company, which is supplying them, should at
once install arcs of at least 2,000 candle power.
The idea was approved by the entire council.
There had not been such unanimity before on
any subject since the administration was seated.

The subway at the junction of Columbia avenue
and Davis street, which has been the bugaboo of
the council, again poked its head up in the meet-
ing last night. Sol Cameron, who has the con-
tract for removing the bluffon the west end of
Columpia avenue, wanted the subway or some
similar arrangement built at once, so that hecan
get his rock away to the dumping ground west
of Davis street.

Mr. Cameron would be satisfied with a tem-
porary trestle, which would cost about $300. It
will cost about $5,000 to build a first class subway
with masonry approaches, but a less expensive
gne could be constructed for a little more than

2,000.

Alderman Lalonde of the board of works, ex-
pressed the opinion that the present administra-
tion still has about $13,000 to its credit, counting
$5,000 unpaid taxes, which would finally be
liquidated. If the council thoug he
explained, it was still in position to carry out
further improvements.

THE GRAND PRIZE.

Satisfactory Results From the Recent
Development of the Property.

The management of the Grand Prize has made
very satisfactory progress with the development
of that property since work was resumed.. Not
content with the showing that was made on a
vein near the northern boundary, where a shaft
was sunk by the old management for a depth of
about 50 feet, Superintendent McDonald, since
taking charge, has done considerable surface
work. This was the wisest move that could have
been made, for he has exposed three other veins,
one of which is supposed to be the Deer Park
lead, while the others contain much better show-
ings than have been tound in the old workings
of the mine.

This surface work is mostly in the nature of
open cuts. The Deer park lead is exposed with
a face of several feet. Tem rarily satisfied with
this, work was commenceda few days ago on a
small outcrop that was found running across the
center of the claim from east to west. It was

1f an inch wide on the surface, but
a 10-foot hole shows ledge matter for a distance
of about six feet, contained in clear cut and
smooth walls. Running through this are string-
ers of fine lookiny quartz, S rinkled with iron
ites and molybdenite. But as this is too near
the end line to justify extensive development Mr.
McDonald traced the outcrop of the vein to the
opposite end of the property, where the showing
is even better, and in all probability the future
development of the Grand Prize will be con-
ducted at this point.

Not a few of the best known mining men of
the camp have lately visited the Grand Prize.
Among the number are George Pfunder, Dr.
Langhammer and Professor Luekman, and each
one has spoken very encouragingly of the pros-
pects of the property.

Tuesday Charles Liftchild of Spokane, who
is manager of the Grand Prize, made a careful
examination of the several workiogs, and ex-
pressed himself as very well pleased with the
showings that have been made in the last few
weeks. He seems confident that with the money
now at his command he can make the Grand

Prize a dividend paying mine.

The Steamer Brixham Wrecked on
Blahe Island.

THE PASSENGERS SAVED

J. O. Ferguson’s Application for &
Manadmus Compelling the Board
of Examiners to Issue Him a Prov-
incial Surveyor’s Certificate Denied.

VICTORIA, Oct. 18.—The steamer Dirigo, which
reached here this afternoon from Skagway
brought news of the wreck of the steamer Brix-
ton on a reef. off Blahe island, about 30 miles
south of Wrangel. The disaster occurred on the
night of Thursday last, while the steamer was on
her first trip to the ports of Lynn Canal, she
having been all summerin theSt. Michaelstrade.
The passengers were asleep when a cannon like
crash startled them into a rush for the deck.
The calmness of the officcrs and crew prevented

any panic, and the passengers were told off in
squadas to their places and tbe boats lowered in
the most orderly manner, and soon all were en-
camped on Blahe island. An examination of
the steamer being made, it was found that her
hold was filled with water. The day after the
disaster the steamer Alki, of the Pacific Coast

hove in sight, and in

some distance from the wreck, which then ap-

ared-to be well filled with water and hard and
tast on the reef, and a_boat put out to her from
the camp with a number of the passengers and
crew, who asked a passage downward for the
wrecked men: as, however, the Dirigo was al-
ready crowded to her limit, she had 190 passen-
gers, the request was 1 ily refused.

The Brixam was an iron screw steamer 13 years
old, having been built by Boolds & Shares of
sunderland, in 1885. She was 18 feet in length,
27.1 feet beam and 14.4 depth of hold. Her own-
ers reside at Amboy, New Jersey, from which
port she is classed as hailing. She was brought
around the Horn by the Boston & Alaska Steam-
ship company when the Alaskan trade was atits
best, and made several trips to St. Michael’s in
the services of that company.

HURRIED NAVAL MOVES

THE SPANISH IDEA.

They Now Have a Poor Opinion of
American Troops.

WASHINGTON, D. C,, Oct. 17.—Information has
reached the war department that a high cfficial
of the Spanish army very recently made the
statement that had the Spaniards been aware of
the condition of the American army and its in-

ability to withstand the hardships of a campaign,
its lack of medical and other supplies and gen-
eral inefficiency, as told in the American papers,
the Spaniards would not have given up, but
wonld have continued fighting for a long time to
come, fully believing that they would have been
able to prevent the capture of Cuba by the Amer-
jcap army. This statement is known to have
been made to the American officers now in Cuba
and causes some uneasiness in official circles, as
it may mean that the § ards are notready to
yield the island under the terms of the protocol.
It is believed by the officials in Washington that
had it not been for the outcry rega ing the
army and the conduct of the war that there
never would have been any question raised by
the Spanish peace commissioners regarding the
Cuban debt. It is pointed out that under the
protocol the sole question left for the commis-
sioners was the settlement of the Philippines
uestion and nothing was said about the Cuban
ebt or any other Cuban question by
all those who are in El posi-
tion to know. \It is asserted that the Madrid
government was aware when it asked for tKeace
and when the negotiations were opened that it
was useless to ask that the Cuban debt be taken
into consideration by an commission, and it is
only since the reports o the bad condition of the
United States army has reached Madrid that the
question has been raised. Another matter that
coused grave consideration in the war depart-
ment is the temper of the Spaniards in Cuba and
the fear that the impression which now prevails
there may lead them to regard the American
troops of not much account and act accordinigly
after the occupacy by the United States. he
matter has been zscussed in the wardepartment
and it is probable when the troops are sent to
Cuba there will be a torce of such size and char-
acter as to give the'islanders a different im-
pression of the United States soldiers than they
now entertain.

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ORES OF LOW GRADE

Two Million Tons on the Dumps
and in the Mines.

IT CAN BE UTILIZED

Cheaper FProcesses of Treatment Are

Coming Into Vogue and Already |d

This ore 1s Being Treated — Will
Add to the Wealth of the Camp.

Lying on the dumps and in the stopes
of various mines over the camp there is
two million tons of low grade ore
averaging about $10 per ton in gold,
with traces of copper and silver. Under
the conditions prevailing at present it is
absolutely worthless, and is sent over
the dump with the sheer waste. Super-
intendents look upon it with little favor.
They mine it only when mnecessary

either to develop the property or to get
out more valuable mineral which can be
shipped to financial advantage. It is as
valueless as so much country rock, and
is looked upon as one of the evils inci-
dent to mining. e

Changes, however, are raYidly taking
place whereby not only will the $10 ore
be treated, but it will be done at such
profit as will place many a property now
classed as a more oOr less ferocious wild-
cat among the dividend payers. For the
most part the low grade ore in the Ross-
land camp carries a very high percent-
age in silica. There are, of course,
exceptions, such as the Columbia-Koot-
enay and the Monte Christo, where
nearly all the mineral has an iron
excess, but the rule holds good never-
theless that the low grade rock of the
camp is essentially silicious.

The newer processes for treating such
‘ores are numerous. Among the best
known of them is the Pellatin-Clerici
method, combining an electrolytic treat-
ment with a chemical process. The new

lant just completed at Silica by the

ritish Columbia Bullion Extracting
company is modeled on the Pellatin-
Clerici system, and it is expected that it
will be running at once. The initial
capacity of the plant will be 60 tons
daily, and it is planned so that the
capacity can be increased as rapidly as
the company deems advisable, It is
expected that the new mill will be able
to treat at a profit ore running $6 per
ton or better. This figure does not in-
clude the cost of raising the ore to the
surface, which may be set at about $2
per ton. The compaZzy, however, ex-
pects to devote the capacity of its works
chiefly to the low grade ore which must
be hoisted necessarily in developing
properties in the camp. Since the ore
must be raised, whether it is reduced or
not, the cost of hoisting and mining need
not be considered. The company already
has a contract with the War Eagle com-
pany for treating 4,000 tons of ore from
its dump, and” has begun removing it at
the rate of two car loads daily. Besides
the ore contracted for there is perhaps
3.000 tons more now on the dump at the
War Eagle, averaging $12 per ton. Un-
derground there is perhaps 35,000 tons
similar rock, assaying around $10, while
on the lower grade dumps there is thou-
gsands of tons more which, under im-
der improved reduction rates, can be
treated at a profit.

The Le Roi dump i8 one of the mar-
vels of the camp. It contains more
than 100,000 tons of mineral valued at
about $6 per ton. Half of it will aver-
age closer to $10 than $6. The Le Roi
company is solving the problem of treat-
ing the dump in its own Wway, for the
company owns its smelter and is ship-
ping the dump bodily to Northport to
treated. The cost of getting it upon the
cars is about 25 cents per fon, and the
freight rate is 50 cents. 80 that the total
charge for delivering it at the reduction
works is about 75 cents per ton. The
company does not make public the cost
for treating the ore at the smelter, but it
is of course much less than the commer-
cial rate of $6.50 per ton, plus the freight
charge of 50c per ton which now prevails
here. In smelting the matter of tonnage
is one of the most serious items 10 be
coneidered, and the proportionate cost
of smelting 500 tons per day is much less
than the cost of handling 100 or 200
tons per diem. On this account the Le
Roi company can very well afford to
treat its dump even at very low margins,
for the saving thus effected on the cost
of handling its higher grade product is
very considerable, and the profit goes to
the company’s credit. At present the Le
Roi is shipping about 50 tons daily from
the dump. It is casually sorted about
three into two before being shipped.

Underground in the Le Roi there is
an immense body of low grade ore, the
extent of which can only be with diffi-
culty determined, but it certainly runs
into the hundreds of thousands of tons.
From the surface of the mine to the low-
est workings the ore is divided intothree
streaks. On the hanging wall is a ban
of the smelting ore such a8 has furn-
ished most of the ore shipped in the past.
Next to it is & band 0 silicious rock,
which will doubtless be treated in the
near future either by an electro-chem-
jcal process or by smelting.
streak is a big body of iron.ore, which is
not taken into consideration under the
circumstances now prevailing.

In the south belt the Deer Park i8
especially rich in low grade silicious
rock such as is best adapted to the
Pellatin-Clerici process. The ore is al-
most entirely iree from copper and car-
ries around $10 and $121n gold.The com-
paratively gmall amount of work thus
far done has exposed thousands of tons
of the mineral. The property is most
advantageously situated, as it lies on
Deer Park mountain directly above the
works being erected by the Bullion Ex-

" tracting company. A tramway would
enable the Deer Park to market its ores
at the minimum cost.

The Evening Star has much ore very
gimilar to that produced by the Deer
Park, and tests have shown that it is
almost perfectly suited to the Bullion
Extracting company’s process, The
Evening Star has perhaps 5,000 tons of
the ore of this class already either on
the dump or else in sight. |

The Iron Colt is similarly fortunate,
and there are tie ... .5 upon thousands
of tons of low grade ore there which can
be marketed by the aid of such a pro-
cess. It is, perhaps, conservative to

credit the Iron Colt with having in its

The Monte Christo perhaps has the

THE SAN POIL MINE.

The Ore Runs From 825 to $60 Per
Ton.

RepusLic, Wash., Oct. 12.—[Special.]—
Your correspondent visited the San Poil
and its workings yesterday, under the
guidance of Acting Manager Thomas
Beck. The mine is two miles north of
town, and the road leading to it is per-
fectly level. The developments on the

mine include a 50-foot shaft and seve-
ral surface cuts showing the edge.
Tunnel No.1 taps the ledge at 130 feet;
on the ledge a drift was run 200 feet and
a winze sunk 15 feet. The average value
of ore taken from the drift ran $26 per
ton gold. In the winze the values were
about $60. Tunnel No. 2 is now in 530
feet. At the pointin the tunnel where
the ledge was first encountered it was
only a thin ribbon of quartz, and that
fact led to the belief that only a stringer
had been encountered, and the tunnel
was continued 10 feet farther. There
being no sign of a vein they returned to
the stringer and a drift was started.
After running five or six feet it proved
to be the long-sought ledge and widened
out to five feet, and yesterday afternoon
it had swelled to & width of about seven
feet. There is now five feet of clean,
solid ore that averages about $40 per
ton. The face has a fine appearance,
the quartz white as 8now, and curled
and twisted in all shapes. But it is
biard and the night shift dulls over 120
drills boring into it. The vein is ap-
parently widening, and evidently will
soon fill the drift. Yesterday evening
the drift was in a distance of 21 feet,
and the face 300 feet from the surface.

WILLIAM’S PILGRIMAGE.

The Journey to Jerusalem Will Cost
About 5,000,000 Marks.

BERLIN, Oct. 15.—The question as to who shall
bear the expense of Emperor William’s trip to
the Holy Land will be threshed out early during
the coming session of the reichstag. In govern-
mental circles the opinion is expressed that it is

not fair to expect the emperor to bear the entire
expense of the journey, as it is said that the cost
of his majesty's trip, exclusive of the presents
and liberal tips, will amount to at least 5,000,000
marks. The costly gifts to the sultan of Turkey
and to his harem, etce,?ﬁo figiire up from 3,000,
000 t0 4,000,000 marks. / herefore, it is suggested,
as the voyage is expected to redound to Ger-
many’s greater glory and advantage, that parlia-
ment ought to grant a credit to cover the main
expenses, more especially so_as otherwise the
emperor will have to run into debt. The Conser-
vatives have answered the government’s ap-
proaches favorably, but the Centrists have replied
with a flat negative.

Glass Workers on a Strike.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Oct. 15.—The window glass
plants throughout the United States failed to
start- operations at midnight. The fires were
blocked and many were extingnished and 15,000
workers who have been looking forward to a
general resnmption on October 15, are forced to
remain idle. The strike is for an advance in
the wages of the cutters and flatteners, the result
of a fight between the Knights of Labor and the
American Federation of Labor.
