SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

fTIHE sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old. may homestead a 

quarter-section of available Dominion land 
In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant must appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not 
Sub-Aguncyi, on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A 
habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader la 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of 
three years after earning homestead pat­
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre­
emption patent may be obtained as soon a» 
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in 
each of three yea's, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re­
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony 
land. Live stock may be substituted foe 
cultivation under certain conditions.

Many of Mr Bryan’s friends are al­
ready busy. Representative Buchanan, 
of Illinois, has undertaken to line or­
ganized labor up against any possibil­
ity of war with Germany, and other 
supporters of Mr Bryan are at work 
in other directions.

On the other hand, the retirement 
of Mr Bryan is sure to create a pro­
found impression in Berlin. Official 
reports received here recently have 
indicated that the Kaiser’s advisers 
were not alive to the seriousness of 
the controversy with the United 
States.

The retirement of Secretary Bryan 
will throw a flood of light upon the 
determination of President Wilson, 
and is bound to have a good effect 
unless a feeling against the Adminis- 
stration’s course immediately asserts 
itself in this country.

The retirement of Mr. Bryan to­
day was due to his overthrow as a 
force in shaping the Administration’s 
foreign policy, 
said of President Wilson’s disposition 
to conduct his Administration in his 
own way, Mr. Bryan’s influence has 
operated powerfully in determining 
the policy of this Government until 
recently. Mr. Bryan as an adviser m 
foreign affairs has been superseded oy 
Secretary of War Garrison and Secre­
tary of the Interior Lane.

Rome, June 8, via Paris, June 9.— 
The Italian official version of the 
Austrian aerial raid upon Venice this 
morning is contained in the following 
statement issued to-night at the war 
office:

“A-n enemy aeroplane flew 
Venice this morning and dropped a 
number of bombs which slightly dam­
aged several private houses. Frag­
ments of- bombs bruised a woman’s 
arms and struck a young girl in the 
head. Several bombs also were thrown 
further inland, killing one person and 
wounding several others.

ONE KILLED
Venice, June 9.—One person was 

killed and several were wounded by 
bombs dropped this morning from 
an Austrian aeroplane, which flew 
over the city.. The property damage 
was not heavy and no historical build­
ings suffered.

When the hostile air craft was sight­
ed, the residents of the city flocked 
to St. Marks square. Apparently they 
were not concerned about their per­
sonal safety, but were chiefly concern­
ed lest damage be done the famous 
Basilica, the rebuilt Campa'nile and 
the Palace of the Doges. No bomb 
fell in this district, however.

No Escort Till Near Britain— 
Passengers Very Nervous.

Letter from Dr Chas. R. B. Cromp­
ton, giving particulars of passage of 
Toronto base hospital staff, divisional 
ammunition column, and cycle corps. 
On board S. S. Corinthian, May 26m, 

My Dear People,—We have had a 
wonderful trip across, but no escort 
at all until to-day at 12.50 p.m. when 
to our great relief, out of the slight 
fog that was hanging over the smooth 
sea, two destroyers came suddenly in­
to sight, and at first we did not know 
whether they were British or German 
vessels, as they were disguised 
to exactly imitate the German type, 
Then we saw the stern of one of them 
with the ensign flag fiying, and be­
lieve me, a mighty cheer went up 
from our boat; then they signalled for 
quite a long time, using some of our 
signalers, as they did not want to 
the wireless, as it might be picked up. 
After a while when the captain had 
received his orders, one of them 
dropped astern and disappeared, go­
ing to escort the “Carpathia,” an­
other transport, not so very far be­
hind us.

It is at last definitely certain that 

something will be done in the erection 
of the new school-room and parish 
house of Grace Church, for at the con­
gregational meeting, held last night, 
W. F. Cockshutt, M.P., chairman of 
thc church improvement committee, 
said that either one of two things 
must happen. He would either va­
cate the office, or the plans and build­
ings would be gone on with, and the 
whole scheme brought to a head. He 
would no longer serve if there was 
any further continuance of the do- 
nothing policy.

Plans of the new building had been 
prepared by Mr. Jesse Bartle, and 
were on exhibition at the meeting. 
The estimated cost is from $25,000 to 
$35,000, depending on whether brick 
faced with stone or stone entirely is 
used. There is a large basement and 
an auditorium capable of seating 700 
persons. The auditorium can be di j 
vided off into class-rooms for Sunday ' 
school purposes by means of folding 
doors, which can be put out of the way 
when not needed. There arc also sev­
eral rooms for Bible classes, reading- 
rooms, etc. The members of the con­
gregation present were very well 
pleased with the plans, which embody 
the ideas of the rector, Ven. Archdea­
con Mackenzie, and Rev. C. Paterson- 
Smythe and workers of the Sunday I 
school. While it was felt that actual | 
building operations could not be start- j 
cd this year, thc congregation decided 
to adopt thc plans, subject to altera­
tion by the church improvement com­
mittee, and they will be placed at the 
back of the church, so that all will 
have an opportunity to become famil­
iar with what is needed.

ÊThe destroyer that met us is from 
Davenport, close to Plymouth; so I 
expect we are going to land at Ply­
mouth. She was called the “Linnet,” 
and is one of the most modern type 
able to make 34 knots an hour, has 
four torpedo tubes and three 4-inch 
guns, one aft, one at the bow and one 
abeam. She is set very low in the 
water, and I can assure you she was 
a fine sight for sore eyes like ours 
were, sore from looking for them.

We left Montreal about 4 pm. on 
Sunday the 16th, and came out south 
of Newfoundland. Any time we saw 
any sort of a ship in the offing we 
changed our course. At the moment, 
we are about 180 miles off “Lands 
End,” and be sure we cannot get 
there too soon to suit me, as I am 
quite anxious to get my feet on dry 
land again (leaving the briny deep) 
on board a tram car or motor bus, or 
some form of terra firma locomotion.

I do not know, of course for cer­
tain, but we expect to be under can­
vas for a short time, but just keep the 
address I ieft you, and use it until 
otherwise instructed.

During the voyage we had physical 
drill twice a day, two sick parades, 
three meals, and any amount of time 
for sleeping and reading in the int;r-' 
space. /

I have felt fine all the way over, but 
we have had some sick men with us, 
and it almost made you sorry, to see 
them render tribute to Neptune, the 
way some of them did. The bugle has 
gone for parade, so I shall have :o 
go for the moment, but will add a 
few lines at the last minute.

The sight coming into harbor has 
been extremely delightful, my chum 
and I have been up all night. We pass­
ed torpedo boats, torpedo destroyers, 
armed trawlers, and little fishing 
smacks. We came in sight of land at 
4.30 this morning, May 27th, and I 
can assure you they had about twenty 
lookouts, on the destroyer, on this 
transport, besides the military, and 
not a periscope of a submarine did 
we see. At 11.30 last night we wer; 
going 13 miles an hour, and the “Liu 
net” hard by, first along side, and 
then astern, when two blasts sounded 
from our whistle (as a signal of 
some alarm), zshe just raced like a 
grey hound, shot past us, back and 
forth like a spectre ship, and then 
gradually came back along side. It 
felt queer to see our spectre larg; 
ship, and that little grey hound, and 
to think of the comfort she provided 
us with on the most dangerous and 
perilous part of our journey. When 
she left us this morning at Plymouth 
pier, three mighty cheers went up 
from our boat, and be sure, we all 
meant it.

I am not going on shore until high 
tide, which will be about 9 o’clock. 
Thankful that we have been protect­
ed from danger during all the jour­
ney.
