House of Commons,
Ottawa, 3rd July, 1895.
D. Donaldsen, Esq., Vancouver, B. C.

My Dear S8ir,—It is now quite clear that 1
cannot be in Victoria on the 12th inst., as I
do not feel at liberty, at present, to leave my
duties here, and I take this means of askipg
you to apologize for my absence, and to ex-
press, on my behalf, how much I regret my
inability to take part in the demonstration at
Victoria on the anniversary of the Battle of
the Boyne. I am sure, however, both you and
those who think with you and we will agree
that my proper place is the House of Com-
mons until the Government determine, which
up to this moment they have not, as to
whether they will attempt to pass a remedial
bill through this Parliament for the purpose
of re-establishing a separate school system in
Manitoba. No more imporiant question, In my
mind, has come before any Canadian Parlia-
ment duning my experience—now not very far
short of 20 years' service—and I have been
obliged in consequence to delay my departure
for England; and I may be obliged to relin-
quish the-briefs which I hold in the cases for
argument before the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council at their present sittings. I @o
not, however, regret this if my presence here
can be of any service, or if I may in any way
be the instrument by which the Government
can be prevented under the domination of the
French wing of the Cabinet, from interfering
with the educational affairs of the young but
rapidly growing Province of Manitoba. It is
not merely a question as to Catholic schools;
but a question as to the continuation of French
schools and French teaching in the schools.
‘The agitation for the restoration of separate
schools, which, as I have already sald, were
in reality French schools, comes not from
the Catholics of Manitoba, but from the French
Canadian hierarchy who have all along en-
deavored, in some way or another, to create
another Quebec in the Northwest -Territory of
the Dominion. If they succeed it will render
the task of creating a homogeneous people in
Manitoba almost a hopeless one; it will re-
tard the development of the central Provinces
of the Dominion and be the means of stirring
up an agitation from one end of Canada to
the other, to the great detriment of our ma-
terfal and national interests. The French-
Canadian hierarchy who seek to create in
Manitoba the same racial division which has
proved so disastrous in Quebec, do not hesi-
tate at the means to which they resort. The
whole country has recently been scandalized
by the publication of a communication from
one of the prominent bishops of Quebec in
which it appears that that prelate pald a
visit to Rome for the purpose of interesting
the body known there as the Sacred College of
the Propaganda in the school question of
Manitoba. In his narration of the history of
events, he was guilty of the most astonish-
ing misrepresentations, This so-called loyal
French-Canadian openly assailed the honer
and Integrity of the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council of England in the decision which
they gave with respect to the constitutionality
of the Manitoba school acts. And more re-
prehensible still, actually entered into a con-
spiracy. with the Prefect of this Sacred Col-
lege of Cardinals to tamper with the admin-
istration of justice, and proposed using His
Eminence, Cardinal Vaughan, of England, for
that purpose; so as to secure a favorable re-
sult in the- appeal which the Judicial Com-
mittee had then under consideration, This
precious document naturally enough has arous-
ed indignation throughout the whole English-
speaking portion of Canada.

It required many years and many heroic
exploits to take away the reproach
which that ignominious rout left upon the
Irish name Yet, even before the day
closed, it was aburndantly proved that te
reproach was unjust. Richard Ham:lton put
hfmself at the head of the cavalry, uud,
under his command, they made a gallant,
although an unsuccessful attempt to re-
trieve the day. They maintained a des-
perate fight in the bed of the river with
Solmes’ Blues. They drove the Danish brl-
gade back into the stream. They fell im-
petuously on the Huguenot regiments,
which, not being provided with pikes,
then ordinarily used by foot to Tepel
horse, began to give ground. Caillemot,
while engcouraging hi§ fellow exiles, re-
ceived a mortal wound in the thigh. Four
of his men carried him back across the
ford to his tent.

CROP STATISTICS.

The following carefully prepared table
will be found to give a very close ap-
proximate estimate of the actual acreage
in grain and hay between Enderby and
Kelowna, including White Valley, says
the Vernon News. In figuring out the
probable result in bushels, we have been
careful to make an extremely conser-
vative estimate, and in many cases we
believe the actual harvest returns will
considerably exceed our figures. The
season has been one of the most favor-
able for years for the growth of cereals,
and between this city and Enderby there
are a number of wheat fields which may
safely be counted upon to produce at
least 40 bushels to the acre ‘this fall.
The statement of acreage is as follows:
Fall wheat ... o R acres
Spring wheat acres
Barley ... . s acres
Potatoes A .. 250 acres
This gives a total of fall and spring
wheat of a little over 9,000 acres which,
allowing an average yield of 28 bushels
to the acre, will give 252,000 bushels, or
close on to 8,000 tons. Allowihg for
what will be cut green for hay, this
should leave about 6,000 tons to be divided
oetween the two mills at Enderby and |
this city. At the very lowest figure |
that wheat can be expected to bring |
this fall—$20 per ton—this will mean that
at least $120,000 will be ecirculated this
year among the farmers, as the price
realized on wheat alone The hay crop
will probably reach between 9,000 and 10,

A MILK AND BUTTER TEST.

In view of the recent discussions of milk
and butter tests in this Province it may
interest some to learn that in a public
butter test and milking trial at the Tring,
(England) agricultural show 54 cows com-
peted—13 Shorthorns gave an average yteld
of 47Ibs. 4 oz. milk, from which 1 .
113-4 oz. butter was made; 33 Jerseys,
with an average of 32 Ibs. 9 ozs. amilk,
1 Ib. 121-4 ozs. butter, and eight classed
as crossbred cows, with an average of
41 Ibs. 1 oz milk, 1. 1 oz. butter. The

PEST EXTERMINATORS.

It is interesting to learn that a beetle
which [eeds on the larvae of the potato
bug has been discovered in Japan by
Praof. Koebele, of the California Harticul-
tural Commission, who recently discov-
ered the Australian ladybird, which is
fast clearing California orchards of scalée
pests. He nas not communicated any
details concerning the new discovery, but
says he belleves the beetle will exter-
minate the potato bug, which has cost
American farmers so many millions of
dollars.

In front of these were others wearing
golden crowns, whilst ome little girl, about
the size and age of my own little daughter,
carried a large heart made of red plush and
plerced by an arrow. The whole picture was
most affecting. - Bands were playing and people

;the singing of the lttle ones. Of these there

wetre 1,000 in the procession. Then came the
orphans, the young girls of the sodality of the
Sacred Heart, dressed in royal blue; 100 Grey
Nuns, and the Archbishop in the midst of aill
seated under a magnificent canopy of white
silk embroidered in gold, carried by eight
priests. 'After the procession "had passed the
point where we were standing we drove to the
cathedral, where we arrived in advance-of the
throng. Here we saw the great crowd enter,
the scene being even grander than the one we
had 'witnessed a short time previously. This
church is neither so grand nor as large as
St. Michael’s cathedral, Toronto. The altar
was ‘beautifully illuminated from top to bot-
tom, many colored ‘lights belng used. It was
one vast blaze of glory. The mrusic by the
cholr ‘was impressively beautiful. The service
lasted 15 minutes. I really do not understand
how the people in the ®ast in these hot days
can stand such sweltering heats as they have
to endure on Sundays in the churches and
other places where large crowds congregate.

Some time ago our despatches contain-
ed an item to the effect that a decision
had been made by the board of«United.
States  General Appraisers and Judge
Coxe of the Unifed States Circuit court

Clark was a hard and untiring laborer. pis the best manhood available in its coun-

Sixteen hours a day was his working
time, and so studious 'wad he that he
mever, if possible, lost-a moment for
relaxation; even the time spent in his
carriage driving from patient to pa-
tient he spent in reading. He very
rarely went into soelety, weq are told,
though when drawn thither he enjoyed
it. Sir Andrpw was an Aberdeenshire-
man, a people esieemed to be the
“longest headed” in all Scotland. But
it seems that their heads are large as
well as long, for Gladstohe says 'that a
hat of a size larger than is commonly
required in Scotland ls known in trade
as “an Aberdeen hat. ‘His parents
were both delicate, and died young,
and his own boyhood was so feeble
that he had little expectations and not
much desire to live. But live he did,
and he gave early promise of becom-
ing a distinguished man.. Not only so,
but he seemed to live on :a higher
level than all his fellow students, be-
ing as a boy singularly pure and no-
ble-minded, #torning thing that
was mean. His diploma was that of a
 surgeon, and ‘he engtmd for service on
the establishment the Royal Navy;
but he never served afloat, and early
became connected with London hos-
pital, This was in 1854, and sbon he
won success and fame. The motive
force which constantly directed his ac-
tions was one passed through a three-
fold cord of love; love to God, love to
man, and love to his profession; but
for self-love, Gladstone says, there was
in Sir Andrew Clark no room. His
practice embraced personages of wealth
and rank, and he was pre-eminently
the physiclan of intellectual men.
“‘Poets, scientists, and generally the
first men in every Kind of distinction,
frequented the consulting chamber of
8ir Andrew Clark,” and what may be
thought curfous of an Aberdonian, he
came through their relations with Lon-
don Hospital to be the medical adviser
of many of the well-to-do Jews in the
city, and formed soclally and morally
a very high estimate of them—a fact
which Gladst"ne notes with pleasure.
It e his rule never to make a de-
manda for .a fee, even where money
ought on every xrou'nd to nave been
freely tendered; and to those who could
not afford his services he was kind-
mess personified. If he acted freely on
the generous rule of exempting the
poor from charges on account of pro-
fessional aid, in its application he gave
to the word poor a very wide inter-
pretation. “I doubt if he ever téok
fées from anyone who could be deem-
ed relatively poor; from classes whose
necessary calls, either palpably :or pre-
sumably pressed thard upon theIlr

cils, not tricky politiclans ‘whose states-
manship is a matter of dollars and cents,
and who cling to power as long as there
is a sou in the treasury.

“These will sell in preference to Aus-
tralian in the market being paler in color
and at least equal in fayor. For these
we made 86s. to %0s., which is*more than
Australian brought. Most of our custom-
ers were surprised at the guality of this
parcel, as they expected Canadian to be
something inferior.”

AN INTERIOR TRIP.

How to Reach the 8!milkameen—The Scott
Mines—Glorfous Scenery.

G. D. MacKay, of this city, writing of
@ trip to Scottston and the S.milkameen,
says:’ Leaving Vancouver for Hope 1
crossed the Fraser in a canoe to the old
township, which lies' on the south side
of the river. I there arranged to cross
tthe mountains 'with the pony express run
by Lee Garden weekly between Hope and
the ‘various mining camps on ‘the other
side. We left Hope on horseback at 9 p.
m. and rode‘l4 miles along the trall to the

 Lake - House. 'where we -arrived shortly

after midnight and a&lept in our blankets
until 6 ai' m. After a breakfast on ex-
cellent itrout, caught in the lake, we
mounted and pursued our way., The scen-
ery is “magnificent, in fact is fine and
varied as any I have seen on the con-
tinent. The trafl winds up the mountain
side giving views of rugged snow- capped:
peaks, rising 5,000 and 6,000 feet above the
sea.. In the valleys &re streams, and on
the hillsides waterfalls as picturesque as
any in Switzerland. Man alone is want-
Gng. The couniiry is a wilderness. Game
is abundant; we saw numbers of grouse
of three kinds; four ideer, 'rabbits and
several eagles. By 4 p. m. we crossed
the summit, 6,000 feet above the sea level.
There was still snow on the ground, but
the ‘trall was elear: After crossing the
‘trail winds down the valley of the Whip-
saw. The scenery is quite different from
tthis side. It resembiles the Okanagan val-
ley, havicg the same timber, bull pines,
but is more timbered: and also ' more
mountainous. The air is smply grand;
dry, clear. and cool: We camped nime
miles below the summit and next mofrning
rode “into Scott's camp for - breakfast.
Capt. Scott has buflt: his house close to
the junation of Whipsaw  creek and the
Similkameen ' river, mine’ miles above
Princetown.. The captain is in. charge of
the Anglo-American Gold and Platinum
Hydraulic Mining Co. Ltd., whose works
are now almost completed ‘and are well
worthy of a visit, if only ito see what can
be accomplished by a capable and emer-
getic man in a short time. This mine was
only sfarted this spring, and the water
wtll  be turned on in Amugust. The ditch
and- flume is 21-4 miles long through a
very mough country. The genial captain
has built a substantial and commod:ous
residence of' 10gs. There is no saw mill in
the -country yet, and everything had to
be made out’'of the bush. It is wonderful
what can be done when you go about it
the right, and now Scottston has quite a
dlvilized” appearance. It is a charming
s’tuation’ on the left bank of the clear
and rapid Similkameen, in which there is
excellent fishing. It is hot in the sum, but
cool in the shade, or at night, as it is 2,000
feet above the sea, distant 58 miles from
Hope by a good mountain trail. {1 is
an ideal plaice for hydraulic’ mining.
There are 10 miles of gravel bencdhes on
the Similkameen, 30 miles on the Tula-
meen and four miles on Granite creek,
all with ‘excellent water falcilities and
first-rate dump, while all the gravel is
permeaited with gold and platinum tn
paying quantities. All that is required to
make one of the finest hydraulic mining
countries in the world being the right men
to open It up and capital. The cEmate
is dry and mild and the winter short.
It is caflculated that you can wash at
least eighit or nine months a year on the
average. There are various other mines
on whilch prospecting is' belng carried,
but actual development is confined to the
Anglo-American and Stevenson mine on
Granite creek, besides which Mr. Water-
man has a small bucking hydraulic of
which the dam has unfortunately burst
and stopped operations for the present.

A WONDERFUL MACHINE.

Invitations were fssued in London the
other day to several hundred prominent
newspaper men to witness a test trial
of a new type setting machine, which, it
is claimed, will compose 50,000 letters an
hour—a ‘task equal to the labor of 36
compositors. The new machine is the
invention of the Rev, Father Colendoll, a
Sicilian, and a member of the Dominican
order. The difference in speed as com-
pared with existing machines lies in the
fact that, instead of the letters - being
made to fall gseparately. into the compos-
inig stick, entire words can be composed
in an instant by the simultaneous appli~
cation of both hands. It is in appearance
like a harp, whose cords are replaced by
metallic tubes adhering to each other In
four series. All these tubes communicate
through an engenious electrical device
with a keyboard, or rather chessboard,
divided into 21 squares, covered with
electrical knobs. Each letter is printed
on the little knobs. In those squares
consonants are nhot repeated, but the
vowels are triplicated and surround the
consonants in a very ingenious way,
which permits the composition of most
syllables with a single finger, in touching,
two knobs at the same time, as be, bi,
bo, bu, ete. Practically the skilful oper-
ator plays the part o1 a pianist, ‘who, by
the use of his 10 fingers, is able to strike
50,000 notes an hour. “Justification” is
accomplished by the foot of the operator,
and the copy is always in sight, render-
ing correction practicable on the spot.

The
dealers want no other than c¢réamery
butter of finest quality. It is a sad
reality that there are upwards of 1,000
tubs of old butter on the coast markets
yet the wholesale men are trying to ‘sell
it at 8 cents per Ib., and jt.works off
very slowly. This creates a very bad
impression and forces the dealers to in-

‘be exercised in order to Tetain that|
trade. We must study the taste of the
people in every detail and aim to.place
mething on the market but prime quality
of butter and cheese and fresh eggs.
Every precaution must be taken to pack
and finish the butter in a neat tasty
manner.  The tubs should be lined with
parchment paper and the paper should be
left long enough to lap over the tops
of the butter say an inch deep, then
a round paper cap should be placed on
top of the butter and salt placed upon
the paper. The parchment paper is
very much superior to the butter cloth
for lining purposes. Where the cloth is
used it permits the salt to work through,
when the butter is warm and comes in
direct contact with the butter thereby
presenting it in an untidy condition.
The butter should not be overworked.
This is a great fault.. The best gquality
of butter is made by Ileast working.
After it has been removed from the
churn it should be weighed to .ascertain
the amount of salt reguired then the
salt should be applied and the  butter

worked just enmough .to  distribute the |

salt well through it, then the butter
should be placed in the cold room for at
least four hours, when it should be taken
back to' the worker and worked care-
fully until the color be uniform and not
injure the grain. ~‘The salt should be
of the purest guality; inferior salt im-
parts a bitter flavor to the butter.

- After cut-
ting stir slowly for 10 minutes before ap-
plying the heat to the vat; heat slowly
at first, ‘gradualy increasing as the whey
seperates and the curd becomes firm.
The curd should be stirred continuously
while the heat is being applied and until
the lactic acid is sufficiently developed to
permit of the removal of the whey, when
ay quarter of an ich of acid shows by
the hot iron and the curd should be hand
stirred until it has a shotty appearance,
that is. when a handful is squeezed to-
_gether and liberated it will readily fall
apart, then the curd should be packed
up in the vat or sink to the depth of 12
inches. When it has become sufficiently
mottled it should be cut into pieces six
or eight inches wide and turned over
to allow the whey to drain off fully;
the pieces should be turned at intervals
of every half hour, retaining the tem-
perature ‘at ‘94 to 96 degrees until sthe
curd is mellow and has the color of fresh
made butter or has a welvet feeling,
when it may be put through the cutter,
after which it should be hand stirred
for 20 or 30 minutes before ‘applying the
salt. = The rate of salt is from two and
three' quarters to three lbs per thousand
pounds "of milk. ‘When, the salt . is
thouroughly mixed the curd should be
put to press and pressed lightly at first
for one hour when the cheese should
be turned in the hoops, the bandages and
top cloths should be put on as tastily
as possible; the cheese should be again
turned  in thé hoops, on the following
morning. This gives the cheese a tidy
appearance and - shape. The = cheese
should be turned regularly every morn-
ing in the curing room, until they are
weighed and@ boxed for shipping. Great
care must-be exercised in laying cheese;
the boxes should exactly fit the cheese
both on the sides and tops, the boxes
should be cut down so that the cover will
rest partly on the box and partly on the
cheese, the cover should be well nailed
on, and no cheese should be sent without
a box; this has been doné too frequently
and it very objectionable. . Every cheese
maker ‘should avpid having cheese ‘with
cracked surface as the value of such
is impaired by at least one cent per
1b. - Small cheese of from 10 to 15 and 20
1bs., weight are desirable to a limited
amount. 'To conclude let me urge upon
everyone interested in dairying in Mani-
toba to put forth every effort to give the
consumers in any market just what they
desire ‘and we will have no trouble in
getting the prices.

Several Views of the Unfortunate
Cornell Incident—Winners of the
Grand Challenge Cup and Other
Honors. i

London, July 11.—~The concert of the
Cornell Glee club last evening was
sparsely attended. There were about
25 persons present, including most of
the crew, and only two or three Eng-
fishmen, including. Secretary <Cooper,
of the regatta committee.

The Associated Press correspondent
observes: ‘‘There is muich discussion
and excitement at Henley over Tues-
day's incident, and a determined effort
is being made by the Britisher’'s, led
by the Leanders, to place the Cornell
crew in the wrong and put the whole
responsibility of the outcome on their
shoulders. ; The Leanders and their
sympathizers ignore the decision of
their own umpire, which is upheld by
the decision of the stewards. As a
matter of fact, the Cornell crew are
not only strictly within their rights,
but, in view of the umbpire’s orders,
they could not well have done other-
‘wise. It would bave been a quixotic
thing had they disobeyed the umpire
and returned to the post; meantime the
Leanders would probably have gone
on and won the race. It is the Lean-
ders who are showing a most unsports-
manlike spirit, and in every way try-
ing ‘to discredit the ‘Americans.” An-
drew 8. White, & nephew of ex-Presi-.
dent-Andrew D, White, of ‘Cornell, said
to & reporter of the Associated Press
in regard to this thing: ‘It is the
greatest outrage that was ever perpet-
rated on God’'s earth. The attempt to
put the blame on our boys is a das-
tardly thing; they could only obey the
umpire. You must remember that be-
fore the regatta we were warned on
all sides to beware of the Leanders,
‘They will do you in any way possible,’
it was said, ‘they will run you into the
post as they did the French crew last
year.’ We were told even before the
draw that the thing had been fixed
that our first race would be against the
Leanders. In our hearts we believe
that the Leanders: went to the post
determined not to.race. We had the
best position and had beaten their best
time.”

{_STEAMER BURNED.

Lewiston, N. Y,,  July 15.—Steamer Ci-
bola, of the Niagara Navigation Com-
pany, was entirely destroyed by fire last
night. The engineer was caught in the
engine room and was burned to death.
A hotel near the docks caught fire and
was burned to the ground.

It is supposed that the flames origin-
ated in the engine room of the steamer.
When discovered they had obtained such
a grip that the villagers were powerless
to" extinguish them. Whén the fire threat-
ened the destruction of the town the Ci-
bola cut loose and was allowed to drift
down dhe river, affording a beautiful
spectacle of a ship of flames until burned
to the waters’ edge. The dock and Am-
erican hotel and barns owned by H. Cor-
nell  were utterly destroyed .and the
flames damaged the Anglers’ Retreat and
a portion of the plant of the New George
Electric railway. The: total loss outside
of the steamer is not more than $20,000.
The steamer was valued at over: $200,000.

The death of Wm. Hammell, the third
engineer, was witnessed - by many. He
was hemmed in by the flames. His pitiful
cries for help moved John Wilson, one
of the crew, to follow the burning Cibola
in a boat, shouting to Hammell to jump
into the water, but he was toe much
dazed by the awful situation to do so,
and was burned to an unrecognizable
mass. The body was recovered this
morning and an inquest is in progress. He
was a bachelor, 30 years old, and lived
in Toronto. A. J. Woodward, the second
engineer, was badly burned about the
face and neck, but will recover, Chief
Engineer Welsh was burned about the
legs, not seriously. First mate John Mec-
Keown, assisting at the pumps, was
somewhat burned. The crew of 40 lost all
their effects. Manager Foy, of the steam-
boat line, says that the boat was worth

Montreal, July 15.—Steamship Assaye
passed Father Point yesterday with part
of the crew of the wrecked steamship
Mexico on board. Private dispatches re-
ceived here state that the Mexico, bound
from Montreal to Bristol with general
cargo and live stock and produce, went
ashore on Belle Isle at the outer en-
trance to the Straits of Belle Isle at the
extreme north of Newfoundland,on July
7th., at 5 p.m., during & dense fog. Her
bow is high up on the rocks and her
stern 10 feet under water. Capt Daly
and eight men remain beside the wreck;
the remainder of the crew are taking
passage on the inward bound steamer.
The Assaye brought the first tidings
of the disaster. The Mexico is in a very
exposed position and will probably prove
a total wreck. Before her departure
frorn Montreal, the Mexico was fitted up
by, the Dominion Government with cold
storage apartments as an experiment of
the shipment of produce to England.
From the marine underwriters it w Yearn-
ed that the cargo of the Mexico, com-
prised principally of cattle, sheep, cheese,
flour, wheat and lumber, is valued at
over $300,000. The steamer was owned
by the Elder Dempster Company, of
London, and is valued at $175,000, making
the total loss about half a million. All
the losses are fully covered by insurance.

THE MYSTERY UNRAVELLED.

Another Case of Child Murder for In-
surance Money—Startling Disclosures.

Toronto, July 16.—Yesterday afternoon
the long and vigilant search_of detective
Grier, of Philadelphia, for proof of the
guilt of H. H. Holmes, the insurance
swindler, now under sentence for fraud at
Philadelphia, was rewarded. In the cel-*
lar of a vacant house on St. Vincent
street the deteetive found the two dead
bodies of the Pietzel children, who, the
detective asserts, were done to death by
Holmes, or through his. instrumentality,
in order to secure the insurance money.
Neudell, clerk of the education depart-
ment, recognized a photograph of Holmes
as the\man who rented the cottage. He
only h it for a few days, but long
enough to kill and bury the children. The
little girls were stark naked and weve
buried without a coffin of any kind. The
house was searched and the cellar last of
all. Here a pl#ee was dug up and pre-
sently the bare shoulder and arm of a
little body were discovered. Then the
whole body came into view and under it
another ome was found. No  traces of
wounds were found and it is thought
that Holmes decoyed them into a trunk
under some pretext and took them into
the house. Gas was inserted by means of
a tube through a gmall hole. The trunk
with the hole in it nearly covered with a
strap tacked down, has been found in one
of Holmes' rooms. No trace of the other
boy, Howard, a lad aged eight, has been
found, but he is thought to be dead. The
house has been taken possession of by
the police, and an inquest will be held to-
day. . The names of the two girls were
Etta Aljce, aged 14, and Nellle, aged 12.
As the ¢rime was evidently committed in
this country, it will be necessary to ex-
tradite’ Holmes and put him on trial here
for murder.

Indianapolis, July 16. —The announce-
ment here last night that two of the
murdered Peitzel children had been found
buried in a Toronto cellar created a sen-
sation, as the children ‘were. last seen
alive in this city. Detective Grier traced
the children ‘from here to Detroit, and
from there to Toronto. He was unable to
get any evidence that Herbert left this
city alive and he went from here believ-
ing that the boy had been murdered and
the body shipped from here in a trunk.
The children were taken away from here
during the last week in October.

The Journal to-day prints an article
containing a tement that the Pietzel
boy, brother of*Alice and Nellie Pietzel,
whose dead bodies were unearthed at To-
ronto yesterday, was beyend doubt mur-
dered in this city on Oct. 6th last, pre-
sumably by Holmes, the insurance swin-
dler, now in custody at Philadelphia, It
develops that a certain express driver by
agreement with Holmes, called at the ©ld
Circle House that day and removed
through the rear door a large trunk which
is believed to have contained the boy’s
remains. The driver, Louis by name,
identified the picture of Holmes as the
man who employed him:.

STAMBULOFF WILL DIE.

Sofia, Bulgaria, July 16.—F'ull details re-
garding the attempted assassination of M.
Stambuloff are as follows: His assailants
attacked the carriage, compelling the
coachman to. stop. M. Stambuloff’s ser-
vant fired but missed his mark. M.
Stambuloff jumped out and received a cut
which almost severed his hand from his
wrist. M. Stambuloff then tried to es-
cape, but was followed and stabbed ™ in
the head and received a revolver shot
when he fell to the ground -where his
assailants continued their stabs, M. Pet-
foff, running to his assistance, was also
stabbed. The outrage is believed to be
the personal vengeance of persons who
suffered during his regime as Premier.

THE STAMBULOFF AFFAIR.

London, July 17.—The attempt to assass-
dnate M. Stambuloff was a painful sur-
prise in Vienna, the correspondent of the
Times wires. *“The belief is openly ex-
pressed in competent circles,” he" adds,
“that the Bulgarian Government is mor-
ally responsible for the dastardly attempt,
and it'is feared that it will be attended
by consequences more serious for Bul-
garia than are generally supposed.” The
same newspaper prints a despatch from
‘Berlin of a similar tenor, and quotes the!
following statement in an interview with
M. Stambuloff: “They have taken an oath

to assassinate me, and to avenge Major
Pamt.la. (executed for treason in 1890 at
the instance of M. Stambuloff.) Prince
Ferdinand is included in the list of intend-
ed victims.”

‘A Berlin despatch to the Daily News
reports that the Vossitche’ Zeitung says
that the Stambuloff outrage was political,
and that he is” the first victim of the
new course directed from 8t. Petersburg.
‘The Bulgarian Government is pronounced
accessory to the crime, and Prince Ferd-
inand is also accessory. The latter always
preferred the better part of valor. He
wert abroad before every great uprising.
With the death of Stambuloff the banner
3¢ ‘Bulgarian independence sinks to the
ground and the land becomes a Russian
Government.

The Standard's. Carlsbad correspondent
says: The Stambuloff outrage caused a
great sensation here. Prince Ferdinand
of Bulgaria is staying .in_:the English
quarter ineognito surrounded by detec-
tives. He is rarely seen and sits at a
corner table in the ‘Posthof cafe, outside
Carlsbad, every morning with a large
suite. He is almost invisible for the rest
of the day. He now, as at the time of
Major Panitza's execution, goes about in
fear of his life.”

All the London newspapers have ar-
ticles on the Stambuloff affair condemning
Prince Ferdinand and the Bulgarian
Government. <

The National Zeitung says that July 16th
was a black day for Bulgaria, for not only
Stambuloff, but most probablyg also inde-
pendent Bulgaria received its death blow.

Sofia, July 17,—The condition of ex-
Premier Stambuloff has grown worse
and symptoms of cerebral affection have
developed. ' The right eye was not goug-
ed out like the other but he has lost
the sight of it. The doctors in atten-
dance upon the patient 'give no hope of
recovery. Nevertheless the Government
prgan, Mir, announces that he will be re-
stored to health in a few weeks. A
reward of 1,000 francs has been offered
for the discovery of the assailants.
