A
higher critic it one who makes a stu-
dy of all coutemporary languages and
literature as well as everything to be
found in sources more ancient than
the bible, which is, after ll, compar-
atively modern.

Ol course there are critics and erit-
ics but I have before me the first part
of a serial issue of the Encyclopaedia
Biblica, the very latest and most an-
thoratative work on the subject, first
issued for the use of clergymen aod
edited by conservative critics in good
stggding. The contributors are over
oue hundred of the best biblical schol-
ars in the world, and many of them
are noted clergymen with such uni-
versities as Oxford and Cambridge
back of them.
