But there was no evidence of any sort
to offset the statement made by the mur
derers that they had not eaten the white
man. Their statement found confirma-
tion in the condilion of such of tne
bones as were recovered, for eath had
bern brought to a high polish and
staimed with turmeri¢ to a brill ant yel-
lony .

The charge of ealing white men seems
very hard to down. Even now, when
every one should know betler, it is Ly
no m ans unusual to find the statement
tiial the Hawaiians at Ikecalakekuka ate
Copt. Cook, yet they were not cannibals
at all.

In the western Pacific, where cannibal-
ism is constantly practised exceplt un-
der the immediale eye of white men, 't
1s natural to be suspiciovs of practi-
tconers of such gastronomy. Yet it s
highly . improbable that a while man,
who might be killed in the most jovial
way by these savages, would ever be
caten by ‘them.

| Here is a piece of lestimony on the
subject from a selate German who has
| ved for thirty years and more among
lhese cannibals of the Pacific, Herr
Parkinson of the Bismarck Archipela-
go :
““pPming my long residence in these
islands, ‘ he writes, “I have not vet been
{ able to eslablish to my salisfaction a
sing'e case in which white men, though
but-hered, have actually been eaten by
the Melanesians, The bodics of the
murdered have often enough been dis-
memd ered and single peces sent o re-
mote districts as trophies of the per-
petration of the mpeder, but as to the
eating of any of these porlions no de-
finite information can Le had.

“It seems quile difficult to compre-
hend why the cannibal who eats his owp
k nd should :reject the white man as an
article of food. Yet if we consider the
senseless supersc.tion of the Melanesian,
which in my opinon has driven him lo
cannibalism, because through eating the
bodies of the slain-he expecls to come
into a fu'l enjoym:nt of all the pawers
of hilm who is eaten, thus does il be-
ccme comprehensible that he will not
eat the body of a while man whom he
has kilked because of his Lelicf that the
spirit of the murdered mapn will exert
an influence over him'which he does.not
al all regard as desirable.

“The late King Gord of the Shorlland
Islands once lo!d me in answer to my
question the not parlicularly flattering

reason ‘Spirit belong all white man no
good!” In general one receives the re-

ply that the white man as meat does
not taste good. This 1T hold to be a
sublerfuge under which the. sly native
hides his dread of the spirit of the
slain.”

GALL-STONES,

An altack of gallstone colic in its
sovorest form is one of the most pain-
ful affcetions which  humanity is ever
called upon o endure. Forlunately it is
nol a very common affection, and it i9
not always so painful, bul one never
knows when it may become so; hence
the cecurrence of one atlack, however
mild, is a danger-signal which Lhe sul-
ferer will do well lo heed,

The pan is due to lhe passage of a
gall-stons through the bile duct towand
the intestine, and varies from more dis-
comfort lo intense agony, according lo
tho sze of the stone. The pam usually
begins cudd nly, when the stone enler
the duct leading from the gall-bladde:
(o the intestine, and ceascs with equal
suddenness when  the  offending body
drops out of the bile «duct into the intes-
tire. The pan is sharp, usually con-
L nuous, but occasionally intermittent,.
end may lest from a few hours to sev-
eral days.

If the atla“k continues a long time, it
i+ accompanied by vomiting and signs
ol colapse—pinched fcatures, cold,
clammy sweat, exireme restlessness,
pallor or blueness of the skin, hiccough,
rapil and fecbl: pulse, and chills.
Jaundice is nmot uncommon, but is not.
always present,

There may be only one at'ack, but as.
a ru'e lhere is a succession of them;
some mild, others scvere, The treal-
ment is therefore twofold—relicf of the
immaodiale pain and preveznticn of future:
atlacks.

The suiferer should keep as quiet af
possible, lying on the back with hips:
cievaled, Sometimes a firm bandage €n-
circling the abdomen affords great re-
i.cf. ‘The palient should take no food,
1.0, even rniilk, as long das the attack
lasts., Fasting even for {wo or three
days will do no harm. The popular fear:
of loss of strength from starvation n
such-casos is groundless.

Water, preferably hot, may be taken,
urnless, sometimes happens, it in-
creases the pain. Olive-oil in generous
amount often seems to give relef and
shorten the attack, althougnh the beliet’
that il dissolves the guall-stones is pro-
pabply erroloous,

The bowels should be frecly moved,
prefcrably by an injection, Hot cloths:
laid over th» m of the liver are usu-
ally grateful, and somet'm:s a hot bath
well by relieving the spasm.

If simple remedies do not bring re-
licf, more powerful, or even a surgj
cperation, may Le nec ssory.

After th» slore hes pa-s d, trealment®
stwuld b> institutd to prevint a rcturn
if possibile. The patient should live
chiefly on fruils, fresh vegetables, and
a moderale amount of farinaceous.
foods, avoiding meat, ospecially fat
meat, and high'y seasoned foods of alk
lkinds.

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The Official
Crop Estimate

The official estimate of orop
conditions was issued from the
provincial department of agricul-
ture on July 21st. The estimate
is based upon reports sent in by
regular correspondents and gen-
erally betokens a favorable con-
dition in all parts of the province,
The estimated yield of spring and
winter wheat is very nearly twice
that of the yield of 1907, The
aoreage of spring wheat is given
es 193,731, an increase of 70,747
acres in the area sown, The yield
is estimated at 4,262,082 bushels,
figures based upon a return of 22
bushe!s per acre, The yield last
year was 18 per acre. The acreage
to winter wheat is 95,000 acres, an
increase of abount 14,000 acres over
1907, and the yield is estimated at
2,366,000 bushels on an acre re-
turn of 23 bushels. Last year it
was 23.8.

Oats show an acreage of 424,
825 acres. an increase of 120,637
over last years acreage. The yield
is figured to 14,426,997 bushels,
based on an acre yield of 33.6 bush-
els, The acreage return last year
was 30.14 bushels per acre, The
barley acreage is placed at 87,924
acres-against 54,191 acres in 1907.
The estimated total yield is given
as 2,351,967 bushels at an average
acre return of 26.71 bushels, The
1907 barley yield was 19.79 bushels
per acre, The flax area sown is
12,293 acres from which a yield of
153,662 is oxpected; an acre yield
of 12,3 bhusbels, as against 6,478
acres sown in 1907, a tetal return
of 49,947 bushels and an acre
yield of 7.71 bushels, There were
1,009 acres sown this year to speltz
as compared with 151 acres a year
ago, A return of 28,261 bushels
is expected, a yield of 27 to the
acre in comparison to 22,15 bush-
els in 1907.

The Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-
way Company was incorporated
five years ago for the purpose of
constructing the western division
of the National Transcontinental
Railway and operating the whole
of that great system. The west-
ern division extends from Winni-
peg to the Pacific Ocean. It is
now under construction from
Winnipeg to the Rocky Mount-
ains and as far as Edmonton it
has been practically completed.
So much of the road was the
other day formally declared
open for traffic.

Farming Conditions

Anyone who is abroad in the
farming districts of the west at
this season, if he 18 capable of
being impressed at all with the
problems and necessities of agri-
culture must have one fact at least
clearly and forcibly impressed
upon him, that the farming ques.
tion of first maguitude in this
country is the conservation of
moisture in the soil. This is no
new statement, nor are we going
to put the matter in any new light.
Up and down the grain growing
districts of western Canada there
are thousahds of acres of [grain—
wheat, oats and barley—that is
thin and spindly on the ground,
that has been checked in its
growth, that will not yield any-
thing like the returns it shouid,
simply because the soil in which
it is growing does not contain
moisture sufficient to maintain
vigorous growth. Whatever the
railway magnates, the politicans
and others who seem interested in
booming the country may say in
regard to the bumper crop we are
about to harvest, anyone who is
practically engaged in grain grow-
ing knows that the dry spell during
the last week in June and the first
two weeks of July seriously in-
jured the growing crop in a good
many districts. Previous to that
over almost the entire Canadian
west we had had abundance of

rainfail. That a drought of“about
three weeks could affect the grow-

ing crop us it has apparently done
does not reflect favorably upon the
methods employed by a good many
farmers in grain growing,

Summer fallows in most cases
stand out strong and vigorous,
nowhere with any indication that
injury thiough lack of moisture
is affecting them, but un-
plowed land or land that
was put into grain with
scarcely any preparatory cultiva-
tion at all has been unable to
retain in it sufficient of the moist-
ure it received less than a month
ago, to carry its crop over one brief
drought of two or three weeks
duration. The lesson is to pre-
pare the land better, open it up so
that moisture can be retained and
handle it in such a way that the
minimum moisture loss will eccur
during the growing season, that
every ounce possible of the water
in the soil may be available for
nourishing the plant,

The principles of such a system
of cultivation have been preached
frequently enough, but there dif-
ficulties and obstacles in the way
of most farmers carrying them out
It seems sometimes that if farmers
would put less land into crops and
make certain, by careful prepara-
tion, that their soils were capable
of nourishing a full growth they
would get more returns from less
land and labor than they do now,

A Michigan editor retired from
the business and his good bye is
chronicled in the following lan-
guage.

Under these circumstances of
trial and having a thorough con-
tempt for himself he retires in
order to recruit his moral g¢on-
stitution. "

. The South Dakota Experiment
Station has just issued a bulletin
giving the results of some co-
operative experiment work in
sugar-beet growing carried on in
that state during the past year.
The average returns per acre for
the whole state totalled $65.33 and
the cost of production amounted
to $37.64, leaving a clear profit to
the farmer of $27,67 per acre, In
addition he had the tops for feed-
ing and his land was oleaned of
foul weeds. The averago percent-

age of sugar was 18,44 per ceat.

The great Marathon race which
is one of the greatest athletic
events in the world of sport was
won in London England by ITays,
American; Hefferon of Souath
Africa was 2nd, Durando finished
first but had to be aseisted for the
last few yards of the course,
Both Hays and Hefferon were
former Canadiane, The later
went to South Africa with the
Strathcona Horse and has since
lived there,

SYNOPSIS OF
Coal Mining Regulations

Coal mining rights of the Dom-
inion, in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
Alberta, the Yuzon Territory, the
North-West Territory and British
Columbia, may be leased for a
term of twenty-one years at an an-
ual rental of $1 an acre. not
more than 2,560 acres will be leas-
to one applicant,

Application for a lease must be
made tc the Agent or Sub-Agent
of the district in which the rights
applied for are situated.

In surveyed territory the land
must be described by sections, or
legal sub-divisions of sections, and
in unsurveyed territory Lhe tract
applied for shall be staked out.

Each application must be ac-
companied by a fee of $5, which
will be refunded if the rghts ap-
plied for are not available but not
otherwise. A royalty shall be paid
on the merchantable output of the
mine at the rate of five cents per
ton.

Every lessee of coal mining
rights which are not being oper-
ated shall furnish the district a-
gent of Dominion Lands with a
sworn statement to that effect at
least once in each year.

The lease will include the coal
mining rights only, but the lessee
may be permitted to purchase
whatever available surface rights
may be considered necessary for
the working of the mine at the rate
of $10 an acre.

For full information application
should be made to the Secretary
of the Department of interior,
Ottawa, or to any Agent or Sub-
Agent of Dominion Lands.
