THE TILSONBURG HORROR.

Further Particulars of the Death
of Miss Collins.

[FROM A CORRESPONDENT.]

. Andrew Smith, the pioneer in the
checse factory business in the Conn‘;}- of
Oxford. When her parents removed West,
Theresa, then fifteen years old, was left
with her younger brothers and sisters at
her uncle’s, Mr. A. L. Wilcox, at Spring-
ford. From time to time, however, she

id visits to Tilsonburg, staying at Edwin
ntz', where _she was cou! by young
John Lutz. Under the promise of mar-
riage, as he admits, he seduced her at his
father's house last New Year's eve, and
continued his intimacy for several months ;
in fact almost to the time of her death.
Sometimes in earnest, but oftener in joke,he

ke before others of his approachy
i e to her; but though !?e dehnxxgg
knowing of her pregnancy, he admits that
he had heard the neighbours hinting at it.
On the 30th November Theresa left the
Latz's and went back to Wilcox's ane
thence to the house of her sister, Mrs. In-
gleby. There on the 4th inst. her mother
eame to her from Ohio. What brought
Mrs. Collins back to Canada just then is a
mystery. She denies that she was written
to by the Lutz people, and they also de-
clare that they did not send for her. Leav-
ing Mrs. Ingleby's on the 5th, mother and
daughter went to Wileox’s, and thence the
same evening by train to this town, putti
up at Lutz’s. On the afternoon of the 7
the girl died. Dr. J. T. Moore and Dr. 8.
Joy made a post mortem on the 8th, and the
inquest was opened by Coroner Ault the
same day and continued on the 10th and
11th. It is unnecessary to repeat the evi-
dence of the medical men ; they found that
deccased had come to her death from the
effects of attempts made with instruments
to procuré abortion, and that she was three
months advanced in pn;gnm y.

As. Mrs. Collin’s and Mrs. Lutz, John's
mother, were the only persons wtu&lly
present when deceased died, their
testimony was looked for with great inter-
est. Mrs. Collins denied entxgh.ﬁully that
she knew anything as to the cause of her
daughter’s death ; and declared she even
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a decided sensation in. Prescott, as occur-
rences of this nature are somewhat rare in

these parts.

¢ The O'Donoghue amnesty is not a thing
-of which Reformers have reason to be proud.
But a few months have elapsed since leaders
of the party declared it improper and im-
poseible, and the then Minister of Justice
denounced it in the strong terms with which
he is accnstomed to condemn that of which
he disapproves. To-day we see the Cabinet
undoing what was but such a short time
ago pronounced img:mcticable and impolitic,
and the organs of the party openly applaud-
ing what was fiercely inveighed against last
session. There is little wonder that Con-
servatives chuckle over this sudden somer-
sault, and declare that party exigencies
have prompted it. It may be that the
change of policy is defensible on grounds
of justice, but we confess that we cannot
discern them. The interests of State may
have demanded the surrender of an appar-
ently impregnable position, but it is difficult
for ordinary vision to see them.”

There is another phase of this matter,
however, which the Express overlooks,
to wit, the entire abrogation of the prin-
ciple of parliamentary control involved
in the Government granting that which
‘Parliament thrice refused. But possibly
the Express has grown weary of bemoan-
ing violations of old-time principles on
the part of its friends.
