White came 
forward, and a scuffle ensued, in which 
the shoemaker, who was under tho in­
fluence of liquor,stumbled and fell down, 
bruising his head and face. Brohman 
then repeated to White his determination 
not to have him around the house as a

The following is a synopsis of tho jail 
report for year ending Sept. 30th 1883 : 
Number of prisoners committed for the 
year, 58 ; of these 46 were males and 12 
females. 20 were committed as vagrants 
as follows 11 males and 9 females ; 
8 for larceny, 7 for contempt of court, 6 
drunk and disorderly, 5 for insanity, 1 
for horso stealing, 1 for asseult with in­
tent, 1 for forgery, 1 for perjury, I for 
illegal voting. The remaining 8 were 
for minor offences. Of tho whole num­
ber, 15 were married and 43 unmarried. 
The greatest number confined at any 
time during tho year was 15, lowest 
number 2, daily cost per prisoner for 
rations, 9 cents. The daily average of 
prisoners during the year was 6 and a 
fraction. Whilst the total number of 
prisoners committed during tho year is 
tho lowest that has been for the past 12 
years, the daily average for the months 
of May June, July,August and Septem­
ber is tho largest that has been for the 
past 16 years, it being a fraction over 7. 
The average number of days to each pri­
soner was 41 and a fraction. The total 
number committed last year was 87, viz, 
72 males and 15 females, showing a fall­
ing off in the number of committed from 
the present year of 26, which speaks well 
for the morality of our county.

The steamer Oatario Ashore.

On Friday, October 12, the steamer 
Ontario, of Beattie’s line, which left 
Sarnia Thursday night, with about 300 
tons of freight, 100 deck and forty or 
fifty cabin passengers, for Duluth and 
intermediate points, went hard aground 
about 3 p.m., during a heavy fog, about 
half a mile from shore,eight miles south­
west of Port Elgin. After ineffectual 
efforts to extricate her from her rocky 
bed, and fearing the effects of the ap­
proaching storm, Capt. James Mc.Waugh 
about midnight decided to land the 
ladies and children, which was success­
fully cairied out, although a heavy sea 
was running at the time. In the morning 
tho balance of the passengers were also 
safely put ashore and are encamped in a 
wood on tho beach. Great praise is due 
the captain, officers and crew for their 
admirable conduct under trying circum­
stances.

Constable Robinson, of Emerson, 
Man., arrested John W. Peters at Gode­
rich for horse stealing, and was taking 
him up on board the Ontario. When 
the steamer went ashore, Peters escaped 
while the passengers were being landed. 
The handcuffs.wero taken off him as l hero 
was danger of tho boat capsizing. He is 
believed to be lurking in the swamp 
now.

The Ontario has since been hauled off, 
and taken to Sarnia, to bo put upon the 
dry-dock.

VOWING VENGEANUE 
upon the landlord. Nothing further 
was seen of White until late in the even­
ing, when he was esjaed coming into tho 
hall by a number of person* who were 
chatting in the sitting room, Brohman, 
amongst others, noticed White passuig 
through the hall and up the stairway, 
He immediately started after him to de­
bar him from taking possession of the 
room. White, when Brohman went to­
ward him on the upper landing, said :

“you had better not bother mb,” 

to which the reply was made, “I don't 
want to bother you, but I don’t want 
you in the house. I have given, you due 
notice, and you must pack your trunk 
and get out.” White, however, insisted 
upon going to the bedroom which lie had 
>een in the liabit of occupying,and Broh­
man reached forward to take him. by the 
shoulder to eject him White then 
struck savagely at Broil, .an, aud inflict­
ed a wound on his wrist, after which the 
men grappled. In the struggle that en­
sued, Brohman receiveu a slash across 
the hip, and a knifo wound in the back 
near the spine, and finding himself grow­
ing weak, left the room atW staggered to 
the stair-landing, to summowXid. The 
barkeeper, Hugh Balkwill, at.4 Fred 
Seeemiller came up stairs at the call of 
tho injured man, who, on their arrival, 
s|id :

“ OLD MAN WHITE HAS «TABBED MF." 
Upon examination it was found that 
blood was freely flowing from the 
wounds. The wounded man then be­
came insensible from loss of blood, and 
was carried to his room, after which 
Balkwill sent a special messenger for 
Dr. McLean, and, leaving a couple of 
men to guard against the escape of 
White from the bedroom, proceeded to 
the Square, to secure theservicee of con­
stable Yule, to arrest Brohman'e assail­
ant. The constable, on his arrival, went 
to White’s bedroom, and found it 

LOCKED ON THE INSIDE.
After repeatedly asking to be admitted, 
and receiving no response, he proceeded 
to burst in the door, and was surprised 
to find White lying in bed, apparently 
in a calm slumber. Advancing to the 
side of the bed the constable said, 
“Here, my man, I want you to get up 
and dreas ; where is the knife you 
stabbed Brohman with White imme­
diately aroused himself,'and surrendered 
tho knife, (which he had placed under 
the pillow), to tho constable. The pri­
soner was then convoyed to gaol to 
await his trial for tho offence.

THE KNIFE 
is one of the kind usually used by shoe­
makers for trimming leather, and is as 
sharp as a lance. White is supposed to 
have obtained it at the shop in which he 
had been employed, and brought it with- 
him to the hotel, to use if any attempt 
was made to eject him. The attempt 
was made, and the knife was used. Af­
ter being arrested the prisoner is report­
ed to have said, “ If I had a pistol there 
would now be no Brohman.' Very 
little is known of

THE ANTECEDENTS OF WHITE.

He was an old soldier, and purchased his 
discharge from the British annv at 
Kingston some years ago. Since that 
tuns he has worked i:i different parts 
of Canada. He came to Goderich from 
Brampton in May last, and has 
been employed in one of our princi­
pal boot and shoe simps. H-U a 
first-class workman, and but for a tend 
ency to indulge immoderately in intoxi­
cants Would bo a useful member of 
society. His shopmatee have all a good 
word to say for “tho old man,” and 
regret that lie has placed himself in such 
an unfortunate position through his 
drunken habits. He is over 60 years of 
age.

THE WOUNDED MAN
is gradually improving, although still 
weak from loss of blood. The prelimin 
ary investigation before the magistrate 
is set down for today, at the mayor's 
office, when it is believed, Brohman will 
be sufficiently recovered to bo able to 
give testimony against his assailant

USEFUL MEANS OF TRAVEL, 
Whether for an hour’s ride, a day's run, 
or a week’s tour, it is equally available, 
always ready to hand and foot, requiring 
no food and far leas care than a horse ; 
untiring, and, if 'properly used, uncom­
plaining, whatever amount of work be 
required of it. The moral aspect of the 
question is also worthy of considera­
tion, not only is its use beneficial 
to health, but conducive to temper­
ance—for no man of intemperate habits 
can ever bo a successful bicycler—and it 
never takes its rider into low company. 
The great majority of bicycle riders are 

MEN OF EDUCATION
and correct habits, whose physical con­
dition enables them to accomplish with­
out excessive fatigue, a day's run that 

- low horses could attempt ; and who can 
appreciate the beauties of nature suffi­
ciently to enable them to enjoy without 
weariness the ever-changing scenery in­
cident to a country tour. If bicycling 
increases in popular favor as much in the 
next five years as it has done in the 
past, the G. P. It. Janies of the future 
Instead of commercing his novels with 
the well-known “solitary horseman, ’ 
will in deference to the popular taste 
begin his opening chapters with a 
“solitary wheelman ” Among the vota­
ries of the silent steed are numbered 
statesmen, authors, ports, artists,doctors 
and even ministers of the Gospel ; and I 
had almost forgotten to add, editors.

EARLY SUMMER'S MORNING, 
while the woods are musical with the 
song of birds, and the air is filled with 
the sweet scent of the newly-cut hay and 
clover, mingled with the faint oder of 
the far off skunk. Excuse me if 1 ap­
pear to verge upon the poetical ; but the 
theme Is one worthy of an shier pen ; 
worthy even of the graphic descriptive 
powers of a certain Clinton paper's Gode­
rich correspondent, or the soul-stirring 
lays of the inspired Hibbard, the bard 
of Milwaukee However, when I'm on 
my bicycle i m on my hobby, and beg to 
be excused if Iride rather hard occasional­
ly. nut not to digress further, I will 
«ndeavor to give you some account of 
my wanderings. I had for some time 
contemplated a week's holiday on the 
wheel, and with this endinview made my 
preparations and planned my route ; and 
and having carefully packed my luggage, 
mainly consisting of a clean pair of socks 
and pocket comb, which, with one or 
two other necessaries I strapped on the 
handle bar, I was ready for the road.
On Thursday, September 27th, at 4.15 
p.m , I left town, accompanied by two 
other members of the club, whose native 
modesty makes them dread to have their 
names in, print. The weather looked 
decidedly threatening, and their was 
evidently a storm somewhere in the 
ylcinity, but we were bound to go, and 
went.

anxious enquiries respecting the mem­
bers of the Goderich cricket club, who 
were to have been there to play a return 
match, but who )had not put in an ap­
pearance. One or two appeared to 
think we were simply the advance guard 
of the club, who were all coining on the 
wheel. After about an hour’s rest in 
Wingham, my two companions started 
for home, tria Blyth. and I was left to 
pursue my journey alone. Another 
hour s rest and dinner at the Brunwick, 
made me feel more like going, and as 1 
wanted to fetch

HEAFORTH BEFORE DARK,
I had no time to lose. The road from 
Wingham to Bluevale was a good mud 
road, and very fair riding. Ou reaching 
Blnevale, 1 found the bridge over the 
river gone, and had to carry the machine 
across a dam, through a saw mill and 
over a pile of slabs, which occasioned 
about 20 minutes delay. On reaching 
the gravel road 1 found it good to within 
about 2 miles of

BRUSSELS,"
when it became so bad that I had to dis­
mount and walk. On arriving at the 
hotel the first familiar countenance that 
met my gaze was that of our esteemed 
friend, “ Giff.’’ We smiled. I then 
called on our old friend, Mr. Rogers, 
of the county council, but as my time 
was limited, having to make Seaforth be­
fore dark, I could only make a few 
minutes’ stay. I did not like to aay 
anything to hurt our friend's feelings, 
or I might have suggested that he stir 
up the pathmaster to improve the ex­
ecrable roads in that vicinity. I don't 
wonder that I saw no bicycles in Brus­
sels. Leaving there at 4, I rode for 
about a mile and a half when I was again 
obliged to take the shoe-leather route, 
the road consisting of a pile of stones 
on one side and a foot or more of mud 
on the other. This state of things con­
tinued as far as

WALTON,
some 5 miles from Brussels. Here the 
road became ridable and I put on 

ALL STEAM FOR SEA FORTH, 
and reached the Queen’s hotel just about 
dark, somewhat tired and as hungry as a 
wolf. If Mr. Stephens had observed 
the amount of supper I stowed away, he 
wouldn't consider bicyclers very profita­
ble . travellers to entertain, and might 
think himself lucky that he had not the 
whole club. I certainly did 'full justice 
to his excellent table. After a good 
night’s rest, 1 felt as fresh as a daisy 
and ready for another start, but the 
weather was unfavorable. Saturday 
morning was raw with a drizzling rain, 
so I had nothing for it but to wait for a 
clear up. Towards mid-day it looked 
brighter, and at 2 p.m., I determined to 
make a start for Stratford. The road 

FROM SEAFORTH TO DUBLIN 
was in a horrible condition—nothing but 
mud —and I had créât difficulty In push­
ing the machine through it. After pass 
ing Dublin it improved wonderfully, and 
I made good time from there to Mitchell 
which place I reached at 3.40, and after 
a few minutes rest and a schooner of 
lemonade, made a fresh start. A few 
miles out an apple orchard by the road- 
aide looked so tempting that 1 dismount­
ed with the idea of helping myself to a 
few, and was just about to climb the 
fence when it occurred to me that there 
might oe a dog on the premises. My sus­
picions were well founded, as just then 
a young girl came out of the house ac­
companied by an ugly looking collie,who 
evinced decidedly hostile intentions. I 
asked her fora few apples and as she did 
not appear to understand me, pointed to 
the tree. She evidently grasped my 
meaning as she plucked three or four 
and came forward with them. A closer 
approach showed her to bo a rather 
pretty little Dutch girl. I endeavored 
to express my thanks for her kindness, 
but as she did not understand English 
and I was equally at a loss for Dutch, a 
good deal had to be taken for granted 
A little further on I climbed

poor until I struck the gravel road 
mile or two east of Crumlin, when I 
had

FAIR RIDING INTO LONDON, 
where I arrived about 9 %.m. My origi­
nal intention wae to have gone on tarough 
St. Thomas and Wallaeetown, over the 
route of the Chicago tourists, as far as 
Windsor, and home by beat, bat when I 
got among my old fi lends of the Forest 
City and Ariel slabs, their eolitstions, 
in addition to the attractions of the fair, 
changed my plans, and I remained. On 
Wednesday I ran

DOWN TO ST. THOMAS 
and back, to see the place and renew my 
acq uaintance with Capt. Hepinstall, of 
the St. Thomas club; and the same even­
ing joined the parade of wheelmen on 
the fair ground by electric light. Friday 
morning saw me en roitfc for home, over 
the old familiar route. After passing 
St. John's, where the bridge was not yet 
repaired, and another place further on 
where the road was new it became so 
good that I rode from 10 miles below 
Lucan to the Central hotel at Exeter, 
some 23 miles, without a dismount An­
other 13 miles brought me to Brucefield, 
where I halted for dinner; and then came 
the cream of the trip, the 10 miles from 
Brucefield to Bayfield, the finest stretch 
of road I was ever on. The staunch old 
wheel seemed to know she was 

ON THE HOME STRETCH, 
as she bounded along with scarcely an 
effort, the rapidity of the pace making 
her sing under me like a delightful 
Thomas cat. 48 minutes at this pace 
saw me in Bayfield, and after a halt of 6 
minutes at Morgan's, I entered on the 
last stage of my journey, and reached 
home shortly after 4 p.m., in good order 
and condition without haying loosened a 
•poke or nut during the trip. I may re­
mark, in conclusion, that I never felt 
better in my life, and would recommend 
any individual suffering from indigestion, 
biliousness or loss of appetite, to supple­
ment the Scriptural injunction by the 
purchase of a bicycle and to “go and do 
likewise.’’

that the road to Wingham was some­
what hilly, and it certainly fulfilled our 
expectations.

The natives call the distance 12 
miles, but if rolled out it would be at 
least 14. Within three or four miles c*f 
Wingham we got some fairly good road, 
and I pushed ahead into town, closely 
followed by Harry.

be brought into requisition on every 
occasion where two partisan justices of 
the peace make affirmation that they ap­
prehend disturbance at an election, and 
request military aid in preserving order.

The government of Sir John A. Mac­
donald has received fair play from this 
journal. Never have we said a harsh 
thing of him in a partisan spirit. W# 
have supported, and still support much 
of his trade policy, but that is no reason 
why wo should not protest against a 
soldiery armed with weapons of death 
being imported into our election affairs.

Had the soldiers been our own fellov 
citizens of Ontario the offence would 
have been great, but the soldiery of 
province hostile to us, with interests 
antagonistic to ours, having been sent 
with their murderous artillery and field 
guns, to shoot down, if an excuse could 
be got, our fellow provincials, was in our 
opinion one of the greatest outrages ever 
perpetrated on the electorate and freemen 
of our country.

Thousands of those usually in sympa­
thy with Sir John A. Macdonald in this

A youthful speaker, nervous at the 
prospect of addressing a literary society 
on its anniversary, was advised by a 
clergyman to look upon the audience as 
if it were so many cabbage-heads. The 
suggestion was not a bad one, provided 
the youth had thoroughly prepared his 
speech for heads with brains. The young 
man, though he did not know it, held in 
that nervousness at least one claim to a 
place among orators. For there is scarce­
ly a speaker whose words move men who 
does not feel a similar tremor every time 
he rises before a great audience.

“My throat and lips” said the late 
Lord Derby, surnamed the “Rupert of 
debate,” from his dashing, fearless style, 
‘when I am going to speak are as dry as 
those of a man who is going to be hang­
ed. ’

Mr. Matthews, in his essay oil ‘The 
Orator’s Trials,’ has collected a number 
if cases to illustrate the fact that the 
very sensibility which gives the orator 
his power makes him nervously anxious 
before resing to address an audience.

Patrick Henry usually began with a 
hesitating timidity, which continued un­
til the excitement of speaking threw it 
off. Win.Pinkney,a haughty, defiant and 
vehement orator, would turn pale when j 
about to speak, and his knees would 
tremble as if he were Belshazzar gazing 
at the mysterious hand writing on the 
wall. Even years of practice failed to 
repress this nervousness.

It is fortunate for the orator that years 
do not do this. For without the sensi­
bility whicli begets it one of the forces of 
oratory would be wanting.

Tristain Burgess, * the bald-eagle of 
Rhode Island,’ while speakinn on some 
important question in the House of Re­
presentatives, suddenly painted Ins fore­
finger towards his opponent and made a 
long pause.

‘ That pause was terrible,’ said a col­
league to Mr. Burgess, on leaving the 
House. ‘ To no one so terrible aa to 
me.’ replied the orator, ‘ for I couldn’t 
think of anything to say. ’

‘ Nothing hut strong excitement and a 
great occasion,' wrote Lord Macaulay, 
while he was looked upon as one of the 
orators of the House of Commons, ‘over 
came a certain reserve and wauviase 
honte (bashfulness) which I liavoj in 
speakin ; not m-tueaUe honte whicli in the 
least confuses me or makes me hesitate 
for a word, but which keeps me from 
putting any fervor into my tune or ac­
tion.’

Dr. Storrs. the most finished of pulpit 
orators, whose extemporaneous sermons 
are marvels of rhetoric, thought and elo­
quence, it is said made a dead failure 
when lie first preached without notes. 
After floundering for twenty-five minutes 
he came to a full stop.

‘I sank back in the chair,’ he said, de­
scribing his mortification, ‘almost wish­
ing that I had been with Pharoah and 
his hosts when the Red Sin went over 
them.’

‘My Lords,’ said the Earl of Rochester, 
as he began a speech in the House of 
Lords, ‘I—I—I rise this time—my lords, 
I—I divide my discourse into four bran­
dies. My lords, if ever 1 rise again in 
this house, I give you leaf to cut me off 
root and branch, forever.’

The lesson taught by these incidents 
is this ; The orator should master, but 
not eradicate, his nervousness. Canning, 
one of England s wittiest and most clas­
sical of orators, used to say he was sure 
of speaking his best if he rose in a great 
fright. The more his heart beat, the 
more certain lie was that the heart of the 
audience would soon beat in responsive 
sympathetic rhythm.—[Youth s Compan­
ion.

Mow aFralhrr Lrow».

In> the skin of a fowl, where a feather 
is to appear, there is to be seei» » little 
pit, and in the bottom of th» rises a 
little mound or pyramid. Around this 
pyramid certain little grooves extends 
deeper at the base and seeming to radiate 
from one large groove at one side—all 
growing shallower, and finally disappear­
ing at the top. This whole pyramid is 
covered with a skin composed of the 
same scales, or flattened cells, as those 
which cover the wliole body. In the 
ordinary process of growth the new for­
mations on the surface of the body throw 
off, as effete matter, the older portions 
of the skin ; but here they are retained, 
and become so closely united to each 
other that they form a sort of horny coat 
more or less strong (according to its age), 
over the surface of the pjratnid. As new 
culls grow at the base they push up this 
Little horny protuberance till it breaks at 
its thinest point, which is opposite the 
large groove. Then as new growths still 
push it onward and flatten it, it assumes 
the form of a feather, the ridge in the 
main furrow or groove being the shaft, 
while the side grooves form the separate 
barb? of the vein. When all this web of. 
the feather is completed the pyramid 
loses its grooves and becomes smooth. 
All parts are ef equal thickness, and so 
hard as not to break easily, but remain 
tubular and form the quill, which is at­
tached to what remains of the pyramid. 
The finger nails, and even single hairs 
are developed and formed in the same 
way; and everyone who has injured a 
nail and lust it knows by how long a 
process—some three or four months— 
the' missing finish to his digit is being 
reproduced.

Apliorlunift for She Dyspeptic.

BULL'S-EYES AND BANK XOTES.
We think A. H. Roe has gained f-»r 

himself a name and a fame that will 
guarantee him a front place in the ranks 
of the electoral corrupt km ists of Canada. 
John Shields, Frank Madill, 4i Big 
Push ” Wilkinson, “ Gum Swamp ” 
Anderson, and the other bribers, too 
numerous to mention, will now have 
to hide their diminished heads, and 
acknowledge that A. H. Roe has out­
stripped them all in the art of buying 
votes and voters. A. H. Roe is a 
staunch temperance man and does not 
deal in “ frozen whiskey;” but he knows 
that the child can influence the mother, 
and the mother the father, and the 
father the vote.

Origin oé* Ihe “Tc Dcuni.*'

When Augustine, he who was "«after­
ward Bishop of Hippo, and who is known 
alike among Protestants and Catholics as 
St. Augustine, was in the Baptistry of 
Milan, in the year 336, and Ambrose, 
Bishop of Milan, was pouring over him 
the purifying water in the name of the 
Father, the San and the Holy Ghost, 
Ambrose, in his great joy over the con­
version of such a notable sinner as was 
Augustine, broke forth into the jubilant 
cry

“Wcpraise Thee, O Cod !” 
Whereupon Augustin3 replied :

“We acknowledge Thee to be the Lord.”
And so the grand hymn to the Trinity 

which we now call “Te Demn” was anti- 
phonally extemporized by these two.

Such is the beautiful tradition of the 
origin of the “To Deum;” but, alas ! it 
is based upon a very slight foundation. 
The authorities which set forth this view 
of the authorship have been impeached, 
and tiie stronger opinion is that the “Te 
Deum’' antedates Ambrose and Augus­
tine. There is a Greek morning hymn 
in the Alexandrine MS. of the Bible. 
This morning hymn is made up of parts 
of the “Te Deum’’ and the “Gloria in 
Excel sis,” and is sf:il in daily use in the 
Greek Clmrch. hr. Cyprian, in his 
treaties “On the Mortality,” etc., then 
(A.D. 352) inlllicting Cartbage, refers to 
quotations strikingly familiar to the 
language of the “To Deum,” Blunt, in 
his “Annotated Prayer Book,” concludes 
that it represents the ancient Greek 
morning hymn in the Alexandrine mm- 
uscript, and that in its present form it is 
a composition of the Fourth <>r Fifth 
Century; while Dr. Hersli, in his | 
“Church Dictionary,” gives it a Gallican j 
origin. It has been variously assigned 
to A bondi ua, Ziicplrius, the 1 shop of 
Triers, Hilary <-f Poictivrs and Hilary, of 
Arles. But whether its composition be 
assigned to Ambrose and Augustine, oY I 
to any of the foregoing, or whether it be I 
founded on the Greek morning hymn, or I

Household Hints.
Potato Pudding. — Two pounds of 

potatoes boiled and mashed, one-half 
pound sugar, one*half pound butter, aix 
eggs, one nutmeg. Bake quick.

Take a white china plate and spread a 
thin covering of common lard over it ; 
place it on the floor or ahelf infested by 
ants, and you will be pleased with th^ 
result. Stirring them up every morn­
ing is all that is required to set the trap 
again.

After the dust has been thoroughly 
beaten out of carpets, and they are tack­
ed down again, they can be brightened 
very much by scattering corn meal mix­
ed with salt over them, and then sweep­
ing it all off, Mix the salt and meal in 
equal proportions.

A pretty new jacket for housewoar is 
gathered at.the waist in the back and has 
a ribbon belt, which, beginning at the 
gathers, ties across the front precisely 
like the belts of the large wraps ; in fact,

Take small cucumbers and let them lie 
for thirty-six or forty-eight hours in a 
brine that will v; .Le them as y oil' like 
them for eating. Take two quarts 
good cider vinegar, with cinnamon red- 
pepper and horseradish to taste ; boil 
hard for fifteen minutes, then throw in 
the pickles aiid put enough vinegar to 
cover them. Let them scald, not boil, 
set back and keep hot until they are 
green, then pack in jars. Scald fresh 
vinegar in the proportion of one pint of 
s.,gar to a gallon of vinegar, pour over 
them and seal tight.

A dressy little apron for afternoon 
wear can bo made by taking a piece of 
cheese-cloth twenty-nine inches long by 
twenty-one wide, and after hemming the 
biles, fringing out the bottom fo the 
depth <>f four inches ; a couple inches 
above the fringe draw the threads for 
two more, and run in either satin or ot­
toman ribbon of light weight. If the 
ribbon Us pink, embroider in the left 
hand corner above it a spray of wild 
rosea in natural colors in outline stitch. 
If blue, corn flowers are pretty. At tin- 
top of the apron make two small g oes 
so that it will lit smoothly, and after 
binding with the cheese-cloth, tack on a 
piece of the ribbon long enough t - tie in 
a bow at the back. For one it requires 
one yard of cheese-cloth and three of 
ribbon, two inches wide.

The full sleeve is closed 
at the wrist.

Pretty Marguerite corsages for yonng 
girls are made of royal blue, laurel-green 
or ruby plush, pink, mauve or pale blue 
velvet, to be worn over airy skirts of 
tulle veiling or embroidery muslin. In 
front they open broadly over a dainty 
lace chemisette russe. The very short 
sleeves are edged with frills of lace, and 
frequently the edges are cut in blocks, 
with lace shell plaiting let underneath.

Dress skirts are growing decidedly 
fuller and wider, and this decided ten­
dency to bouffant styles has, as history 
plainly reveals, been almost invariably 
the forerunner of crinoline, and crino­
line we are to have, unless scores of 
manufacturers, who have summoned 
their hitherto idle forces and began the 
work anew of making hoop-skirts, have 
listened to a delusive rumour of their 
coming popularity.

The coming season will be a velvet one 
so far as fashion is concerned. Dresses 
for drawing room entertainments and for 
the street will be worn in all colours, and 
cloaks will be made of them. For 
woolen stuff it will be the popular trim­
ming. Velvet basques will be worn 
with all kinds of skirts. Velvet bon­
nets will be the most elegant of all styles 
in millinery. For velvet bonnets feath­
ers will be the principal trimmings.

A standing antidote for poison by poi­
son-oak, ivy, etc., is to take a handful 
of quicklime, dissolve in water, let it 
stand half an hour,then paint the poison­
ed parte with it. Three or four applica­
tions will never fail to cure the most ag­
gravated cases.

If children do not thrive on fresh milk 
it should be boiled.

Powdered restn is the best thing to 
stop profuse bleeding from cuts. After 
the powder is sprinkled on, wrap the 
wound with a soft cotton cloth. As 
soon as the wound begins to feel fever­
ish, keep the cloth constantly wet with 
cold water.

For burns, sweet oil and cotton are 
the standard remedies. If they are not 
at hand, sprinkle the burned part with 
flour and wrap loosely with a cotton 
cloth. Don’t remove the dressing until 
the inflammation subsides, as it will 
break the new skin that is just form­
ing.

For nose bleeding, bathe the neck and 
face with cold water.

If an artery Is severed, tieasmall cord 
or a handkerchief tightly above it.

For bilious cholic, soda and ginger in 
hot water. It may be taken freely.

Broken limbs should be placed in nat­
ural positions and the patient kept quiet 
till the surgeon arrives.

Nervous spasms are usually relieved 
by a little salt taken into the mouth and 
allowed to dissolve.

Hemorrhages of the lungs or stomach 
are promptly checked by small doses of 
salt. The patient should be kept quiet 
as possible.

Sleeplessness caused by too much 
blood in the head may be overcome by 
applying a cloth wet with cold water to 
the back of the neck.

For pains in the chest or stomach, as 
much Dover’s powder as will lie on a 
5 cent piece.

Wind colic is promptly relieved by 
peppermint essence taken in a little warm 
water. For small children it may be 
sweetened. Paregoric is also good.

Chlorate of potash dissolved in water 
in a standard remedy for sore throat, 
particularly if the throat feels raw. 
l|Tickling in the throat is best relieved 
bv a gargle of salt and water.

Indigestion is the prolific cause of 
colics, diarrhea, headaches, constipation 
and many diseases of the bladder. Food 
that is not digested ferments and be­
comes powerfully acid, causing inflam­
mation and irritation whatever it toucher. 
Many fevers are caused by it. Pepsin is 
the best remedy, if taken immediately 
after eating. If pepsin is not taken, the 
acidity should be controlled by doses of 
bicarbonate of soda or by potash.

Sickness of the stomach is promptly 
relieved by drinkinu a teaspoonful of hot 
soda and water. If it brings the offend­
ing matter up all the better.

A teaspoonfyl of ground mustard in a 
cup of warm water is a prompt and re­
liable emetic and should be resorted to 
in cases of poisoning, or cramps ot the 
stomach from over eating.

Pains in the side are most promptly 
relieved by the free application of mus­
tard.

Sprains and bruises call for an appli­
cation of the tinctures of arnica.

Avoid purgatives and strong physics, 
as they not only do no good, but ire 
positively hurtful. Pills may relieve for 
the time, but they seldom cure. The 
pill-taker’s latter end ii always worse 
than his first condition. Stomach bit­
ters are a snare, and only create a desire 
for stimulants.

Eat only such things as agree with 
you, and not too much at a time. By 
heeding the warning of your stomach 
many doctor’s bills and undertaker's,too, 
may be avoided. Shun feasts and big 
feeds. Give children plenty of milk and 
bread, graham or oatmeal crackers and 
plenty of good ripe fruit. They will not 
only 'thrive on this diet, but keep 
healthy.

In every house there should be a little 
nook in which a few simple remedies are 
kept. Among them should be extract 
of ginger, Dover’s powder, peppermint, 
chlorate of potash, bicarbonate of soda, 
sweet oil, paregoric, camphor, arnica, a 
bottle of pure whiskey, cotton, old mus­
lin for bandages, some sticking plaster, a 
box of ground mustard, and some ready­
made mustard plasters. Always strike a 
light when you go to get any of these at 
night, and be sure you have the right 
one.

POPE LEO AT HOME.
Everyday life ef Ile *ely rallier-» ■«- 

reiitlea la Irina Pilgrim».

The Capitan Fracatua, of Rome, pub 
fishes a conversation which one of its 
correspondents had with the Rev. Philip 
Barry, canon of Cashel Cathedral. The 
canon is said to have spoken as follows : 
—“Leo X 'll is now 74 years of ago. He 
is tall, l.. i and bony. His face is of an 
ivory tint, and his eyes and lips are veiy 
expressive and smiling. He looks very 
firm. Siineoni says he resembles Voltaire 
but Leo XIII.’s smile is totally different 
to Voltaire’s smile. The Pope wears his 
age well and walks remarkably straight. 
Ho lias snow white hair and very finely 
marked eyebrows. His eyes are wonder­
fully intelligent looking and his voice is 
extremely harmonious. He speaks sev­
eral languages as well as any professor of 
languages. He never says a foolish thing 
nor does a foolish thing, like poor Pius 
IX., whose policy was fatal to the Pope’s 
temporal power. He rises very ÿarly 
and spends the first hours of the day in 
p ayer, and generally in his bedroou , 
At 6 o’clock he breal • his fast with a 
cup of chocolate, reading his correspon­
dents all the time. At 9 o'clock he re­
ceives Jacobini and those chiefs of re­
ligious societies why may demand audi­
ence. At noon he receives those Roman 
patriarchs who have remained true to 
him and the Ambassadors. At 1 o'clock 
ho dines, his dinner rarely costing more 
than two francs, half a dollar." “And 
he keeps so many cooks ?" said the cor­
respondent. “He is obliged to keep up 
appearances," anspered the canon. 
“Once upon a time Popes were great 
eaters and drinkers and given to every 
kind of extravagance, but Leo XIII. is 
nothing of all this.

IN THE GARDEN.
“After dinner he takes a little walk in 

the Vatican grounds, or he visits the 
museums and galleries. Sometimes he 
is carried in a chair quilted with white 
satin. He Is very fund of the garden. 
He frequently receives visitors in the 
garden and talks of flowers to them to 
avoid other subjects. The first and sec­
ond time 1 saw him was in the garden. 
When I went with the pilgrims he wae 
preceeded by three noble guards, ^and at 
his side was Mgr. Macclii. his sccre 
chamberlain. He wore a wide brimmed 
hat and a large red cloak. We were pre­
sented to him one by one. He looked 
at us and scrutinized us well. I saw he 
recognized me, and ho treated me like 
the others—as if he saw me also for the 
first time. ‘Are you all Irish ?’ he said ; 
‘1 am happy to receive the faithful of 
that nation !’ He then looked again at 
us as if he would have read into our 
souls. ‘Your bishop’ he continued, 
‘brought me offerings from a people 
pressed with poverty. ’ Then seeing me 
still on my knees, he offered me his hand 
to raise me. ‘I had thought,’ he contin­
ued, ‘that the offerings would have de­
creased, but it was not so. We live on 
charity’ (and here he smiled sadly), ‘for 
all we had has been taken from us. Oh, 
these persecutiens 1’ he cried with a 
loud voice. ‘They purify us, even when 
the leaven is pure and immaculate.’

AT AN AUDIENCE.
“I seem to see him now," said the 

canon. “His head looked like a relief 
on the blue sky. The sun was setting 
and ho looked up to the sky.as if seeking 
an insi irai ion there. ‘I have heard,' he 
then said, "that, notwithstanding the 
general state of anguish in Ireland the 
churches are full of people. May the 
Lord be praised and blessed, and may 
my prayers bring peace on the people ! 
Lord, hear our prayers and judge us I' 
He then blessed u , and the audience wee 
finished. 1 have nevir seen so much 
sympathy. At four o’clock the Pope re­
sumes his official audience in the Vatican. 
At 7 o’clock only he takes a little rest, 
but at 8 o’clock he leturne to work in his 
private room, where he remains until 10 
o’clock, when he retires for the night.
