sity, delivered a most convincing and 
opportune address on the relation of 
the farmer to the university. He was 
followed by F. 6. Carr, of the Edmon­
ton High School staff, who told many 
very interesting things about the birds 
and animals that affect the farmers. 
Musical selections were rendered by 
Miss Marie Gerdung and Mr. Alfred 
Melsaacs 0/ Edmonto. Miss Jean 
Forsythe and Mrs. Melsaacs were tire 
accompanists at the organ.

Prof. Alexander, in his introductory 
remarks, said that the university has 
a new scheme under way to testify 
whether the university can be justi­
fied in this province. His hope was 
to see the farm and the university 
linked hand in hand. He cleared 
away certain antagonisms which have 
been shown for the -universrity in 
a community by saying that Canadian 
universities are not snobbish but giv 
equal opportunity to all who wish to 
proiit by the teaching offered.

"Is higher education worth while?” 
asked Prof. Alexander.

University and the State.
His answer was a plea for the teach 

ing of the university on general more 
than specific lines. The real duty of 
the state was to .train men and women 
tor good citizenship. He showed .tnat 
the formers of many of tlie American 
states realize the good*of the univer­
sity to the individual by making in­
creased requisitions for its support.

“Agricultural colleges in the prov­
ince should be closely allied with the 
university," continued the speaker. 
“This arrangement brings the best ag- 
ru .'itural experts Into the community, 
will, aril at the beck «rr.d call of Hit 
forme! This afro buiMs upon

to prosf*r, whereas isolated institu­
tions will not prevail. A very large 
percentage of the universities across 
the line are in close touch with the 
agricultural college.”

Prof. Alexander pointed out how- 
farmers were justified in maintaining 
a university in their midst. He did not 
see why the university trained mari 
should not ga back to the farm and 
spread his influence throughout his 
community. The practical sice of the 
farmer's relation to the univrsity was 
also argued. It was a college profes­
sor in the corn crop who taught the 
farmers how to grow two blades of 
corn instead of one. Scientists would 
do more for the farmer in a lifetime 
than the politician could do in a mil­
lennium. Moreover the university 
could serve as a radiating centre for 
the betterment of the people and can 
teach A1 hot a to have Alberta ideals 
and to look to Alberta men for he 
leaders oi thought and action, the 
farmer should see that his community 
turns out a certain number of educa­
ted men every year so that the farmer 
had not to be satisfied to have a city 
man represent him in jjarUament.

Wants Farmers' Srooert.
On the other hand, the speaker 

allowed that the university needs the 
farmer as well as the farmer the uni 
versity. It casts itself on the farm 
ing community far its support and for 
that support it needs the -aimer’s 
sympathy, substance and also his 
sons.--

Prof. Alexander concluded his 
splendid address by expressing a wish 
that the province might be blessed 
with men who would hold firm and 
true the helm of the ship of state.

Mr. Carr reviewed the 
birds and animals of the fields and 
meadows and showed wherein they 
are a benefit or a curse to the farm­
er’s cause.

Nova Scotia Coal and Steel Companies 
Have Not Yet Got Together.

Montreal, Mar. 26—A hitch has ar­
isen in the negotiation^ between the 
Coal and Steel companies which at 
present bids fair to delay a settle­
ment, dr perhaps prevent any immedi­
ate agreements. This is the reported 
demand of the Steel company for $400,- 
000 dam a ecs for losses caused by -the 
shutting down oi their plant in 1906, 
owing to the failure of a coal supply.

This claim is not regarded with favor 
by the coal people and acute differ­
ences of opinion appear to have de­
veloped on the market. In lac-i, so

The Fruit Marks Act.
Martin Burrell (Con., Cariboo) open­

ed an interesting debato when he ask­
ed for severe,! emeiulrnttnts to the 
Fruit Marks act and some changes in 
the customs regulations. He urged 
that, while it was perhaps nq.t. advis 
net.- to change the lew. TVe ‘Wâïrféd ft 
better enforcement of it to protect the 
British Columbia producer and the 
prairie consumer. The customs de 
partment admitted four boxes as the 
equivalent to a barrel, wh°reas, they 
contained more, giving Americans an 
advantage. He quoted inspectors and 
others to prove that the imported fruit 
was often one and sometimes two 
grades below the quality stioulated 
He pointed out British Columbia pay­
ing particular attention to the rrrotec- 
tion of fruits from pests and disease 
the province employing 26 inspectors 
On the other hand, the Dominion had 
onlv one inspector -in the province, one 
at Calgary for Alberta and Saskatch 
wan. and another in Winnipeg. He 
thought imported fruit should be 
brought within the -act and a more 
thorough inspection provided, suggest­
ing two additional inspectors in Man­
itoba, one each in Alberta and Sas­
katchewan and two more in British 
Columbia, one being chief inspector. 
It was unfair to the fruit crowing in­
dustry of British Columbia not to 
afford it protection from unfair com­
petition.

J. E. Armstrong (Con.. East Lanub- 
toril spoke on behalf of the Ontario 
fruit growers, pointing out that of the 
total 21 Dominion inspectors, eight are 
confined to the cifies, leaving 13 to 
cover the rest of tlie country. Hon. 
Mr. Fishsr expressed pleasure at the 
fair handling of the matter by the 
preceding speakers and reminded the 
House that jhe original intention of 
the Fruit Marks act was not to inspect 
all fruit, its main purpose being to 
inspect Canadian fruit for export, as 
Canada was getting a bad reputation 
abroad and to give the purchaser nr 
any one else the right to prosecute, if 
he did not get the specified grade. 
Answering the suggestion of Mr. Arm­
strong the minister did net think it 
possible to appoint a number of ex­
pert packers as inspectors during the 
season, as they were none too plenti­
ful at that time.

Protection of the West. 
Inspectors had been placed in the 

wj>=t to prevent flooding with eastern 
fruit, not choice enough for the east, 
The minister announced his intention 
to ask the minister cf customs to have 
throe boxes of fruit considered equi­
valent to a barrel in future. He in­
tended to stimulate the inspecting also 
ftnd although tin- number of inspect­
ors was limited bv appropriation, he 
would not hesitate to exceed it if ne- 
ces-Riv. With regard to American 
fruit, the inspectors reported it gen­
erally well necked. From what he 
knew, he little doubted that British 
Columbia would capture the western 
market as soon ns it raised fruit in 
sufficient quantities to supply the de­
mand. H - had circularized the west-

that the. woman, who had been found 
to be the offender, should not be al­
lowed to marry again in Canada, un­
der penalty of the bigamy law.

holders. appears in the Canadian Gaz­
ette. The original bill was thrown 
out by tlie stanch»g orders committee 
because the advetiaement did not fully 
describe the objects aimed at by tha 
company. Tlie portion relating to the 
contentious clause. No. 2, now r< 
as follows : “Declaring that in aoe 
ance with the uniform pngetiee 
company the profits, in which partici­
pating policyholders are entitled to 
share, are those realized from the 
company’s liie asurance, because ex­
clusive of interest earned on paid up 
capital, and on other moneys at the 
credit of shareholders, arising trom in­
terest so earned, or from the share­
holders proportion of profits.”

ing Plant.

EXTEND IRRIGATION SYSTEM.

C.P.R. Irrigation Department at Cal­
gary Let Contract For 660 Miles
of New Canals.

The'J. Y. Griffin packing plant pre­
sents a scene of activity six days in 
every week, which justifies the pro­
phesy made last fall, when the plant 
commenced operations, that the 
nuclei» of the great American “pack­
ing towns” had been established and 
would only have to grow to attain to 

of the leading packing houses 
on the continent.

The chief undertaking which is oc­
cupying the attention of Manager 
Bradley is the construction of a great 
eewer, which is to convey the refuse 
-water from the plant to the Sash 
atehewan river, two miles distant. 
For two months the work has been in 
progress and will probably be com 
p to ted by the first of May.
No idea of the magnitude oi the un­
dertaking can be ha*d until one sees 
Boaie 240 men of all nationalities un­
der heaven at work from early morn­
ing to six o’clock at night throwing 
the égrth from the trench to the bank 
above.- The depth of the sewer pipe 
will vBry from thirty feet at the be­
ginning to sixteen feet where it 
reaches the river. The pav roll of the 
men amounts to $1,800 per week 
which is a charge on the packing 
plant in addition to the regular 
running expenses!

The Fertilizer Plant.
The fertilizer plant which has been 

in course of construction, apart from 
the main works, will be completed 
and ready for operation in ft few days 
The machiner” is now being installed 
and the lighting and heating system 
tested. This building, which has di­
mensions of 75 feet by 85 feet, will 
probably not be excelled by any 
building in the province as a dispen­
ser of odoriferous concoctions of every 
imaginable description.

Manager Bradley informed a Bulle 
tin representative that the plant is 
running through jthe regular quota of 
live stock from week to week. Hog 
prices are steady ht 6% cents and the 
quantity is up to the standard. The

day Premier Gouin introduced an 
amendment to his bill eventing the 
commission by Which the commission 
is, empowered to distribute the costs 
or any portion of them incurred in 
establishing any charge upon the per­
son or persons found guilty, or if 
not proven upon the complainant. It 
is feared that this will result in per­
sonne having knowledge of essential 
facts not coming forward to present 
them. On the other hand, the conten­
tion is set up that the commission will 
have the right, if the charges are 
made in good faith, to excuse the pay 
ment of costs, thus only shutting i ff 
frivolous or self-interested com­
plaints.

Calgary, March B6.—A contract ttns 
been let by the C.P.R. irrigation de­
partment for the excavation of over 
600 miles of canalwand ditches which, 
when completed, -kill serve thé" entire 
western section of the already exten­
sive irrigation system. Foley, Welch 
& fltewart secured the contract and 
will start work on April 15.

The main distributing canal is to b 
forty feet wide in the bed and will 
carry six and a halt feet of water. >11 
the work two and a half million yards 
of rich Alberta soil must be handled 
A quarter of a million acres will ..e 
irrigated by the new work embracing 
the territory east of the 0. & E. line 
between Rosebud and Service Berry 
creeks. Two hundred and fifty teams 
will tie required for the work, and as 
far as possible the labor will be drawn 
from among those who have bought 
land in the irrigation block. The 
forces will be divided into a dozen 
camps.

There will be some nice engineering 
work in the system. In one instance 
a fill of a mile in length and ten feet 
high will have to be made. Three 
million feet of timber will be required 
but this is outside the present con­
tract.

Importation a Serious Menace to Eng­
land’s Health.

Chicago, Ills., Mar. 27—In its issue 
of March 13th, the London Lancet, 
England’s great medical journal, com­
plains about the importation of dis­
eased frozen “offal,” from the United 
States. In the same issue is an illus­
trated review of the Chicago stock 
yards, noting some improvements in 
sanitary, conditions there since the 
Lancet’s last inspection tour years ago. 
But the importation of frozen offal, the 
Lancet considers a serious menace to 
England’s health. It calls attention to 
the report of Dr. Herbert Williams, 
medical officer of health, of the port 
of London, to the common council on 
March 4th. A significant feature of 
that Report for this country is that it 
intimates that when American Pack­
ers have goods condemned as unfit for 
food in England they s»hip it back to 
America and put it on -the market 
here.

London, Mar. 27—Mrs. Humphrey 
Ward, the novelist, presided at a meet­
ing of anti-suffragettes last night. Lord 
Cromer spoke, or tried to speak of the 
significance oi the granting of th 
franchise to women. The moment Lord 
Cromer began lip was interrupted by 
questions from the women suffragists, 
hundreds of whom were present and 
his lordship was not oermitted to utter 
a single sentence without interruption 
Mrs. Ward vainly tried to keep order 
but whenever anv speaker suggested 
that a woman's place is her home, he 
or she was roundly hissed. The list 
of names of vice-presidents of the meet­
ing discloses the fact that Mrs. Lewis 
Harcourt and Lord Curzon oppose wo­
man suffrage.

THUGS TERRORIZE CALGARY.

People Attacked on Streets and Man/ 
Buildings Broken Into.

Bulletin Special.
Calgary, March 26.—Just before 

midnight last* night two men held up 
Duncan Cooke, of tlie Bow River 
Kanehe, Cochrane, on Tenth avenue. 
After beating him they took $30 arid 
a gold watch from him and left him 
unconscious, in which condition no 
remained for over an hour. The rob­
bed man was unable to furnish the 
police with any description of his 
assailants. He was attacked from be­
hind and did not see the men.

The police have received two ot 
three complaints lately of thefts. On 
Thursday morning one arrest v#is 
made of a young man charged with 
breaking into a pool room and taking 
away a quantity of goods valued at 
$60. Another case was reported , y 
H. R. Kitto. gunsmith on Eighth av­
enue west, who has also been a vic­
tim of thugs. In this case entrance 
was made from the back and several 
revolvers were stolen. As far as can 
be ascertained the culprits did nut 
take any other goods but revolvers.

The municipal commissioners award­
ed tenders for some miles of sewer 
pipes yesterday afternoon. Though 
there were three lots and eight ten­
derers, not one lot went to a Canadi in 
firm, which in each case were among 
the highest. Of the eight tenderers 
six were from the United States.

Ottawa. Ont., March 25.—While no 
formal decision has been reached by 
the government with regard to t'lyt 
question of offering assistance to 
Great Britain from Canada in view 
of the present naval situation in the 
motherland, it can be definitely stat­
ed that the rhenYbets of fire " cSbînêt 
are a unit in declaring that Canada 
must not hold back in the present 
juncture from giving the Imperial 
authorities every assurance that thé 
premier Dominion of ihe empire is 
ready and willing to offer all needed 
support to Britain to insure the main­
tenance of the present naval supre­
macy of ilhe empire.

It is probable that at the meeting 
of tlie cabinet on Saturday, when 
there will be time for full and care­
ful consideration as to just what 
Canada .should do, a message will be 
drafted for transmission, through Earl 
Grey, to the Colonial Office, assuring 
the British people that there is no 
doubt as to where Canada stands in 
the matter oi loyal co-operation in any 
steps deemc-d desirable and necessary 
by the Imperial authorities to secure 
the adequate defence and to maintain 
the present invincibility of the em­
pire. Tlie government desires that 
Canada should not be behind any of 
the other self-governing dominions in 
respect to bearing a proper share of 
the burden of impérial defence.

Canada to Lead the Van.
In fact it may be stated that Can­

ada is prepared to lead the way in 
this as in other instances wherë it 
has been necessary to show tangible 
and practical evidence of loyalty. At 
the same time the government be­
lieves that there is no reason why 
at the present juncture they should 
depart from the tong-established prin­
ciple of maintaining Canada’s auto­
nomy as a self-governing Dominion in 
respect to retaining full control of all 
expenditures voted hy parliament. 
It is felt that there is no necessity 
for any precipitate or immature ac­
tion. The assurance of a readiness 
to assist the mother country will pro­
bably be coupled -with a request to 
the Imperial authorities as to their 
views on what should .be the rifost 
practical and wisest form this assist­
ance should take. The government 
is anxious that ftnv further step to be 
taken by Canada iri co-operation with 
Britain should be one that could be 
worked out gradually along permanent 
and definite lines- of developirient. 
Whether this shall be along the lirie 
of developing a Canadian navy to co­
operate with the imperial fleet in time 
of need, or along the line of providing 
for Canada’s coast defence, or in some 
other suitable way, are details yet to 
be worked out.

The Opposition's Policy.
The members of the Opposition 

will meet in caucus tomorrow night to 
discuss their policy. Some are in 
favor of the course suggested in Mr. 
Foster’s resolution providing for the 
assumption by Canada of her own 
coast defence. Some militant Im­
perialists, like Colonel Sam Hughes, 
are understood to be in favor of the 
immediate offer of one or two Dread­
noughts. Mr. Foster’s resolution will 
come up in the House on Monday, 
and will undoubtedly provoke -onç of 
the most important and interesting 
debates of the session.

TERRIBLE HARDSHIPS 
WERE EXPERIENCED

Additional Details Concerning Lieut. 
Shackleton’s Dash for the South Pole 
—Party Almost Died From Starva­
tion—Were Almost Given up for 
Lost,

NARROW ESCAPE FOR 300. CASTRO COVETS POWER.

BADLY BURNED AT MINE.
A miner named Robert Lamb was bad­

ly burned at the Twin Cities Coal Co.’s 
mine at Mill Creek on Monday last. He 
was working in the mine when a blast of 
powder which he was using exploded 
prematurely severely injuring him about 
the face and hands. He was taken to the 
Stratheona Public Hospital where he is 
now doing well. «

The unfortunate man is a brother of 
John Lamb who with five others lost his 
life nearly two years ago in the disas­
trous fire in the Stratheona mine. This 
is tha first accident of a serious nature 
that has occurred in the Twin Cities 
mine.

DESTROYED BY FIRE.
The home of Mrs. J. H. Kaller at De- 

ville, near-Cooking Lake, was complete­
ly destroyed by fire several days ago. 
The only occupants of . the house at 
the time were her daughter and her six 
year old son. Mrs. Kaller was. in 
Stratheona at the time. The children 
had barely time to escape from the build­
ing, clad in their nightclothes.

The fire started in the roof outside 
and was not discovered until part of it 
had fallen in. The wind was blowing at 
a high rate and everything was des­
troyed in a few minutes. A particularly 
sad circumstance of the case is that Mrs. 
Kaller is a widow, who was trying hard 
by nursing to keep a home for her three 
children. She hafl lost everything.

ICR HOUSE FINISHED.
The new ice house built at Strath­

eona by the C.P.R. to supply their 
C.&E. line has been completed and 
is now being filled by the Arctic Ice 
Co. of Edmonton. The ice house will 
hold twenty-two car loads of ice and 
this amount will be packed away in 
the course of the next week.

Christchurch, New Zealand, March 26 
—Lieut. Shackleton’s ship “Nimrod” 
lias returned here with the exploring 
party aboard, all of whom ere well. The 
members give some additional details of 
the trip. Professor David and hie com­
panions recount that when they started 
on the journey to the magnetic pole the 
weather was so that they had to pull 
their two sledges in singles. There was 
half a ton of provisions on each sledge. 
After a comparatively easy 250 mile 
journey along the sea ice they had a 
hard and almost hopeless climb to the 
inland plateau. They carried their lives 
in their hands and suffered great pri­
vations on the return journey. When 
rescued by the "Nimrod" they were a 
party of gaunt skeletons. The "Nimrod” 
had almcst'given them up for lost.

Bodily Strength Diminished.
When they were compelled to turn 

beck their bodily strength was dimin­
ished so rapidly that their temperature 
went down far below normal, in some 
cases reaching to 93 degrees and in oth­
ers considerably, lower than that. They 
nearly died of starvation before find­
ing one of the depots and were always 
on short rations. Had this party been 
two days later in reaching the "Nim­
rod" it would have been frozen in for 
another season. They declare that any 
future explorer attempting to reach the 
pole mast be provided with much larger 
supplies of food, because there is no 
doubt that the South Pble is situated On 
a high plateau and the coldest and 
stormiest weather prevails (here, there 
being 76 degrees of frôst undeï the mild­
est? conditions:

King Sends Congratulations.
London, Mar. 26—King Edward has 

joined in the congratulations which 
are being showered on Lieut. Ernest 
H. Shacjcelton since the keen enter­
prise oi the Daily Mail brought to 
England an exclusive account of his 
achievement in almost reaching the 
South Pole. In a telegram of con­
gratulation the King accedes to Lieut. 
Shackelton’s request for permission 
to name a new range of mountains dis­
covered.

years has been in the employ of the 
Braehman Ker Milling Co., has left 
for Seattle where his brother resides.

Mr. McLean holds the 
western records for the 100 yards and 
220 yards dashes, and represented Al­
berta last summer in Toronto in tlje 
Olympic tryouts. Besides being a 
fast sprinter he is an all round ath­
lete. Last fall "he played on the Ed­
monton rugby team which defeated 
Calgary, and he takes part in football, 
lacrosse and baseball.

While in Seattle Mr. McLean will 
continue to run at the sprints dis­
tance, and lie thinks with some good 
men looking after him he oan do bet­
ter than any of his previous attempts.

WIRELESS FOR THE U.S. NAVY.

Two American Ships Are to Have 
Powerful Apparatus.

Washington, March 25.—By an 
agreement reached between .Secretary 
Meyer and representatives of the Na­
tional Electric Signalling Company, 
of Pittsburg,, the naval establishment 
is to be furnished, under contract, 
with wireless apparatus which will 
transmit messages three thousand 
miles day or night, and two ships are 
to be furnished with similar appara­
tus capable of sending messages one 
thousand miles.

The apparatus will be thirty times 
as powerful as that in ordinary use, 
and it is believed will enable the 
department to communicate with its 
vessels practically across the Atlantic 
Ocean. If successful, it will be one 
of the greatest achievement in pavai 
practice. The tower in which the 
apparatus is to be installed will be 
erected here, end will probably be 
constructed by the government.

Fierce Battle Between Sheriff’s Posse 
and SCO Negroes in Oklahoma.

Henrietta, Okla., March 25.—Fifty 
negroes have been arrested and lodged 
in jail as the result of last night’s 
battle at Hickory between 500 blacks 
and a sheriff’s posse of a dozen men 
in which three were killed and twen- , 
ty or more were wounded. The settle­
ment has been deserted by tne ne­
groes. The battle was the result of 
the attempt of the pokse to arrest cat 
tie thieves thought to be concealed in 
the house of -one of the negroes.

The officers were met at the outer 
edge of the camp by a party of armed 
negroes who refused to allow them to 
come into the settlement. The officers 
insisted and the negroes commenced 
firing. The light was a series of duals 
fought from tree to tree, the negroes 
gradually retreating before the deadly 
fire of the officers, finally barricading 
themselves in their huts, from which 
they could not be dislodged. As the 
Bent progressed, .reinforcements were 
sent from Henrietta until the white 
attacking party numbered between 50 
and 75. The fights was continued at 
intervals all night, ceasing at day 
break.

At 10 o’clock another battle occur 
red. About 300 shots were fired. A 
message for assistance was sent to the 
sheriff of Ogmulgee county, but he *c 
fused to send aid because Hickory set­
tlement is just over the line in McIn­
tosh county. The advisability -of ap­
pealing for state troops was overruled 
by the whites because the acting gov­
ernor was slow in sending assistance 
when the Crazy Snake Indians threat­
ened a massacre last year at Hickory 
grounds.

Hickory settlement is known as the 
home of Crazy Snake, the Creek chief, 
but he has taken no part in this fignt.
It was at Hickory last summer that 
the Creeks assembled and defied the 
state, officers. Crazy Snake was finally 
persuaded by Adjutant General Canon 
to lay down arms. For awhile- the 
calling out of the militia was consid 
ered. About 30 whites live in the set­
tlement. The rest are* negroes and 
Indians.

CHICAGO GRAIN MARKETS.

THE NAVAL SCARE
IN GREAT BRITAIN

Germany's Activity in Battleship Building Renders Increased Naval 
Expenditures Necessary—The Feud Between Admirals Sir John 
Fisher aiM Lord Charles Beresford—What is At Stake—Writer in 
Manitoba Free Press keviews Situation.

It is difficult no doubt for the peo­
ple of Canada as a whole, but irk)re 
particularly those in the central pro*- 
vinces, to realize the meaning of the 
present alarm in the United Kingdom 
as to thé ‘strength and efficiency of 
the navy. To the people of. a vast 
country where the chief Settlement is 
inland, add where' the only other 
nation in close prtpeimity to its bor­
der^ .is one united to it by ties of 
blood, and by traditions which 'preyent 
territorial aggrandizement, and which 
la no more, likely to think of invading 
Canada tlian it is of setting up an 
absolute monarchy, the very nature 
of the British fears must be misun­
derstood, and the dangers ol the Bri­
tish position hardly appreciated.

The present naval scare has been 
working to a head ever since 1906, 
and it appears to have received, an im­
petus recently from the treatment of 
Admiral Lord Charles Beresford, who 
has been the coitimandcr-iixihief of 
the British combined battle fleet since 
March, 1907, but who has been super­
seded about a year before the usual 
time for such a command, and who 
hauled' down liis flag on March 24.

J. W, Hill’s Launch Burned.

It is pretty certain that one of the 
first uses the fighting admiral ot the 
British, navy will make of his liberty 
—he 1 laving been tongue-tied while 
holding. his office—will be -to offer 
some vigorous criticism of ttie present 
naval conditions,, and tile United 
Kingdom is waiting today to hear from 
tiie man who has on more than one 
occasion and entirely without self- 
seeking, successfully fought govern­
ments on both sides of politics on the 
question of naval efficiency.

The actual trouble arose from the 
statement of the admiralty just be­
fore the present session of the British 
House of Commons commenced that 
it was necessary to lay down six ves 
sels of the Dreadnought class this 
y eat. These vessels, of wliich there 
are now seven, counting the Van­
guard, which was launched at the end 
of last month, are the latest and most 
formidable type of battleship afloat 
They displace 10,250 tons of water, 
and cost over $10,090,000 each to 
build. They are armed with a new 
gun known as tile. 13.5 inch, which 
throws a projectile weighing 1,260 
pounds, with a muzzle velocity of over 
3,000 feet per second.

The navy has never been a party 
question, and one government can 
claim as much credit as another for 
what has been done from year to year 
to keep the British navy equal in first- 
class battleships, cruisers and des­
troyers to the strength of any two 
navies of the rest of the world com­
bined. Liberal government have, 
however, been hampered by dissen­
sions-in their own followings on this 
subject, and: the present government 
Has divisions in its own cabinet on 
this matter, supported by a section of 
the more extreme party press.

The Divided Cabinet.
The speech from the throne in the 

English House of Commons a few 
weeks ago announced an increase 
which has become necessary in the 
cost of the navy, and forecasted an 
expenditure considerably in excess of 
last year owing to this fact and to 
the cost of old age pensions. The 
extreme radical element in the 
Liberal party at once opened fire, and 
the British cabinet found itself be­
tween the two fires of the Unionists, 
who urged a larger appropriation, and 
the section of its own following, 
which in fear that the increased ex­
penditure would make impossible the 
carrying out of the old age pensions 
policy, demanded reduced estimates.

IO11 February 15 last the Daily News, 
Which is supposed to represent the 
‘‘Little Navy’’ section of the cabinet, 
said, “We believe that the party for 
economy have not retreated in-any de­
gree from their position, which is 
that there should be four Dread­
noughts, and not six, laid down dur­
ing the coming year." A week or 
more later the Daily Chronicle placed 
itself in the peculiar position of pub­
licly advocating the cause of the 
“Little Navy” party on its front 
page, where it criticised the govern­
ment for having swung round to the 
Liberal Imperialist section, "which, 
although influential, is not numeri­
cally strong,” and predicted if the im­
pression was deepened that it meant 
the "first fissure in the mighty ma­
jority which has so far supported the 
government,” while in the same issue 
of the same paper on its editorial psige 
it supported the government on the 
necessity of maintaining the supre­
macy of the British navy, and de­
clared that “a necessity is not leea^ a 
necessity because it is unwelcome." 

The New Arrangements.
The new admiralty arrangements 

which appear jo be dictated from mo­
tives of economy provide for a redis­
tribution of the principal fleets. 
These 41 the present time are three in 
number. The Channel fleet of four­
teen battleships and six armored 
cruisers; the Atlantic fleet of sfi bat­
tleships and four armored ciuièers, 
and the home fleet of she. battleships 
and sjx armored cruisers, à total of 
26 battleships of first class and 16 
armored cruisers of a like degree of 
efficiency. This arrangement 
made in 1906, and in 1907 Admiral 
Lord Charles Beresford was appoint­
ed commander-in-chief of the Chan­
nel . fleet, with the virtual .command 
of the whole force. The official me­
morandum issued to parliament on 
February 26, 1907, with regard to Lord 
Charles Beresford's appointment, 
stated:

"As the fleets at home will continue 
to be combined for war under the or­
ders of the commander-in-chief of the 
channel fleet, the channel, Atlantic 
and home fleets will carry out periodic 
peace exercises together under nis 
command at such times and places 
as tha admiralty may direct.”

Sir John and Beresford 
arc old colleagues and old opponents, 
and rumor states that Sir John Fish­
er has carried Iris private feelings into 
his official work in a manner as re­
markable as it ia rare in British pub­
lic life. • Lord Charles Beresford’» pre­
decessor in the command he still holds 
for a few days, occupied the position 
for four years, and then received the 
rank of admiral of the fleet, and the

The 
appointment of Sir John as the head 
of the sea lords of the admiralty, and 
Beresford as commander-in-chief 
brought the two once more into an­
tagonism, with Lord Charles, as the 
junior, very much restrained byfiaval 
discipline from carrying his end of 
tira- struggle on with any chance of 
success. His retirement appears to 
have been largely due to Fisher’s hos­
tility, with tlie fact that Jiis keen com­
mon sense in demanding what is ab­
solute! v essential to make his com­
mand efficient, which would doubtless 
antagonize the bureaucrats trying to 
keep expenses down. The retirement 
of Sir John Fisher may, however, be 
looked for at an early date.

With Lord Charles’ retirement there 
is to be a rearrangement of the fleets 
as already méntiofledt The Channel 
and the jiomc fleets like Lord Chari îs 
Beresford are to be superseded, and 
the new arrangement which goes into 
effect next month' will give a main 
fleet first division, whicli will consist 
of only six battleships and six cruis­
ers, and a second division of this fleet 
consisting of eight battleships and six 
cruisers, while the Atlantic fleet i-s 
newly constituted to replace the Chan­
nel fleet will only be six battleships 
and four cruisers strong.

Probable Criticisms.
One of the first criticisms that 

Beresford will likely make both as to 
the fleets under his command, and ;s 
to the new arrangement, will be as to 
the small number of cruisers, and in­
efficient supply of otfier scouting ves­
sels, the “eyes and eats" of the fleet. 
Hè will probobly next direct his at­
tention to the question of the manning 
of tne fleet, and the fact that the home 
fleet while jinder his command was 
never properly manned. The nucleus 
crew of eight of the ships was only 50 
per cent of the full complement, and 
of six ships only two-flfths of the full 
complement of officers and men who 
should be aboard if an emergency re 
qujred these ships.

It ia this combination of shortcom

We stand now upon our own 
feet and determine our course for our­
selves. The course wc have adopted 
—which we were driven to adopt by 
the unwillingness of the United States 
to trade with us—-has proven very 
satisfactory, thanks, and is not to be 
altered save for reasons good and num­
erous and specifically assigned—cer-

ed States tariff—so alarmed that it 
admits its dread in the significant 
heading, “Britain or Washington.” 
The manner of its reasoning is this : 
The new United States minimum dut­
ies are to be allowed only on goods 
comyag from countries which,, do not 
maintain discriminatory tariffs against 
the United States. This the News 
fears may mean that to secure the 
benefits of such duties Canada would 
have to abandon the British Prefer­
ence and set its face, in commercial 
matters, toward Washington rather 
than London.

Well if that is the case it may as 
"Well be understood at once that West­
ern. Canada at any rate—which the 
News seems to consider the dangerous 
element in the situation—does not 
■want to do business under the mini­
mum United States duties. Correct 
as the contemporary is in interpreting 
western sentiment as favorable to low 
tariff—even to the abolition of many 
items of tariff—it is absolutely and 
entirely wrong if it imagines that the 
people of this country have any no­
tion of abandoning their trade rela­
tions with the Mother Land for the 
purpose of getting easier admission to 
the markets of any other country. Just 
as certainly as they refuse to believe 
that the solidarity of the British Em­
pire is threatened unless the people 
of Great Britain levy taxes on the 
bread they eat, so surely do they re­
pudiate the idea that Canada should 

■ turn her back on Britain commerci­
ally for a share of the friendship of 
the United States or any other 
country.

But it seems to the Bulletin that the 
News, as some other exchanges, is tak­
ing a too restricted view of the attitude 
of the United States toward this coun­
try in commercial matters. The pres­
ent revision of the United States tariff 
is the first for many years that has 
been framed with a view of encourag­
ing trade with Canada. This attitude 
has been taken not for sentimental rea­
sons but for business reasons. The 
factories of the United States have 
been consuming the natural resource’s 
of the country—therefore the duty is 
framed to encourage the importation 
of raw material from the forests and 
mines of Canada. The factories of 
the United States have flooded and 
swamped their home market and arc 
now seeking xithcr worlds to conquer— 
■hence the United States offers Canada 
a tariff designed to promote the sale 
of U. S. goods on this side of the line.

We are now in the position that tin* 
United States is coming to us for 
terms, and file course of wisdom 
would seem to be to simply “stand 
pat” until the terms offered are emin­
ently and decidedly satisfactory to us 
This course is the more commended bv 
the fact that the circumstances which 
have dictated the change in our neigh­
bor’s opinions are hound to press upon 
him more Strongly in future. H:s fac­
tories must keep running and the 
longer they run the less raw material 
will they have left and the greater 
will be their need for markets for fin­
ished products.

Melbourne, .March .24.—The .com­

monwealth government, which recent­
ly assured Lord Dudley that in case 
of emergency the whole resources of 
Australia wuuld.be at .the disposal of 
Great Britain, has decided not to offer 
a Dreadnaught after the fashion set 
by New Zealand, preferring to adhere 
to the settled policy of defending Aus­
tralia, thereby relieving the mother 
country of that responsibility.

Ex-Premier, Deakin has worked out, 
a plan which has met with the ap­
proval of the admiralty, whereby the 
foundations were to lie laid for. an 
Australian localized naval defence, 
consisting primarily of torpedo and 
submarine craft capable of defending 
home ports, thé same to be manned 
by Australians, but trained under ad­
miralty regulations and being inter­
changeable with other stations of the 
Royal Navy.

The Commonwealth gov.-rhment pre­
fers to proceed along that line to pre­
senting Dreadnaughts to England, 
which, while satisfying the present 
flow of patriotic ardor, would be a 
contrary move to the whole tendency 
of Australian nationality and would 
not satisfy the National Aspirations o' 
the Commonwealth.

JOE CLARK, STORMY 
PETREL OF THE NORTH

Yukon Politician Who Has Taken Up 
His Home in Alberta After Over 
Eleven Years in the Golden Klon­
dike—Has Had Checkered Career in 
Politics.

Pianist in Montreal Theatre Could no 
Longer Stand Strain.

It subsequently de­
veloped that Stevens had been a 
pianist at. the Royal theatre, and while 
there his wife had been burned to 
death, since when he had been sub­
ject to recurrent fits of insanity. He 
felt one of these coming on and had 
himself sent to the asylum before it 
became acute.

In August* 1897, Joseph A. Clarke, 
stenographer and law clerk,, arrived at 
Skaguay and from that time to tb.o 
present he has been "inside,” continu­
ously with the exception of t\yo short 
trips of less than four months. Mr. 
Clarke during his entire residence in 
the Yukon, remained in Dawson where 
he was a stenographer, newspaper editor 
and lawyer, but above all, and all thé 
time, a politician, Strenuous and at 
times extreme and one of the best plat­
form orators in the Klondike, Joe Clarke 
indeed had a meteoric career.

Known as "Yukon’s Stormy Petrel/’ 
/'The Irrepressible,” . “The People’s 
Fearless Champion,” and finally during 
the last Federal election as "The Lion 
of the North,” and described generally 
as a Radical Conservative with Socialis­
tic leanings, it would require a .much 
close!’ acquaintance with Yukon condi­
tions than is possessed by “outsiders” 
to actually form any conclusion regard­
ing either Mr. Clarke’s political opin­
ions or Yukon politics.

Although Joe Clarke always allied 
himself -with the forces opposing the 
Yukon Federal administration, it is a 
fact that his principal opposition and 
frequent defeats were owing to the fact 
that tfye many Conservatives of the Yu-. 
ken were as strongly opposed to him as 
the administration Liberals. In all Joe 
Clarke was a candidate for office in the 
Klondike on five different occasions, 
twice for the House of Commons—in 
1902 arid 1$09—and three times as a can­
didate for the Yukon Territorial Coun­
cil and he was successful only once.

In Yukon's first election in 1902 of an 
M.P. Mr. Clarke opposed ex-Commis- 
sioner, now Senator Hon. Jas. H. Ross, 
and in this campaign he ran as an In­
dependent Anti-Yukon Administration 
candidate but failed to secure the sup­
port of such Conservatives as Dr. Alfred 
Thompson,, ex-M.P. now, and a large 
number of other Conservatives, and al-

ver is.a better çfcty than, Seattle. But Van-, 
couver just at present is the best city | 
for its siae that the Pacific Coast has 
ever seen.”

In giving an idea of the appreciation 
which Mr. Clarke received from his op­
ponents in the Yukon, the following 
from- the Whitehorse Weekly Star, the 
Liberal paper of southern Yukon, in its 
issue of February 2Gfh, 1909, after his 
departure frdm Yukon, speaks for it­
self : .

In the departure of Joseph Andrew 
"Clarke from Yukon she loses one of her 
most distinguished men—distinguished 
for the reason that lie was never in all 
his checkered career, accused of having 
accepted a bribe or selling out, although 
he had many opportunities for doing so 
to his own financial betterment in the 
early days. In the ten years we have 
known Clarke it has .been the decree of

FREIGHT PIER DESTROYED.

Costly Fire at Jersey City Caused by 
Tinsmith's Furnace.

New York, Mar. 24—Fire which 
started today at the land end of an 
800-foot Lqhigh Valley freight pier in 
Jersey City,.-destroyed the .pier, store­
houses and sheds and nearly $100,- 
000 worth of merchandise before it 
was flooded out by the combined 
forces of the Hoboken and Jersey 
City fire departments, and a large 
fleet of tugs and fireboats, which pour­
ed in water from the riverside. With 
the damage to the pier, the total loss 
will reach $200,000. A hand furnace 
overturned by tinsmiths at work on 
the roof of the (pier caused the fire.

Great Demand for Land Warrants.
Johannesburg, South Africa, March 

24.—There has recently developed 
here a very noticeable demand for 
land warrants issued by the Domin­
ion government to the Canadians who 
served in South Africa. It is impos­
sible to quote any average price, as 
the sales are solicited and closed by 
agents with the individual holders of 
the scrip. A month ago several war­
rants were disposed of at five pounds 
each and today the price paid would 
fluctuate around ten pounds. There 
are between two and three hundred 
warrant holders in this district. A 
Montreal land firm has a representa­
tive here purchasing all warrants ob­
tainable.

Howard Douglas Making Arrange­
ments to Move Herd at Elk Island 
Park, and For Receiving Remain­
der ot Herd From Montana—Pab­
lo Will Supervise Shipping—Great 
Park Ready For Them.

Not since the great buffalo herds 
roamed the prairie a few decades ago 
has there been such a grand rally of 
the monarohs of the plains as there 
will be at the new buffalo park at. 
Wainwright when tlie arrangements 
which have been made for tnia year 
have been completed.

Howard Douglas, commissioner of 
Dominion parks, is in Edmonton on 
his spring tour of inspection to the 
buffalo reserves at Elk Island Park 
and in the vicinity of Wainwright. 
On Thursday Mr. Douglas and Sheriff 
Van Wart, who came up from Calgary 
for the express purpose of viewing the 
buffalo, left Edmonton for Fort Sas­
katchewan and from there drove the 
sixteen miles to Elk Island Park, 
where they saw the magnificent sight 
of 400 buffalo in one herd quietly 
•munching hay. Mr. Douglas and the 
sheriff returned to Edmonton Thurs­
day evening, and when seen by a 
Bulletin representative, were enthu­
siastic over the splendid way in which 
the animais have stood the winter.

"They will not be there much long­
er," said Mr. Douglas, “as he began 
to unfold the arrangements which 
have been decided on for the increas­
ing of the buffalo herd. About the 
first of May, 350 of them will be cap­
tured and transferred to the great 
park at Wainwright, which is to be­
come the headquarters of buffalodom. 
The surplus of the herd at Banff, 
where there are 95 in the reserve, will 
also be moved to Wainwright, leav­
ing about 45 head at. Banff and 50 
head at Elk Island.”

Remainder of Herd.
"Will the remainder of the Pablo 

herd be delivered this year?" Mr. 
Douglas was asked.

“The contract made with the Do­
minion government,” replied Mr. 
Douglas, “calls for the delivery of 
300 head of buffalo at the park early 
in May. The first installment was to 
have been • delivered last fall, but 
when all were thought to be safely ;n 
the corral, ready for shipment, the 
barriers gave way and the great herd 
broke away. This is the second in­
stallment which it is hoped will be 
"safely delivered. These will not come 
through Edmonton, but will be ship­
ped into the park via Saskatoon and 
Wainwright, where the unloading 
platform is within one-half mile of the 
track.

The delivery of the remaining 300 
of the herd purchased by tho Can­
adian government from Michael Pab­
lo, will be under his personal super­
vision, and he will be assisted in cor- 
alling the herd and in transporting 
them by Mexican cowboys. Specially 
constructed cars with separate stalls 
for each animal and with trap doors 
in the roof to enable the animals to 
be easily fed have been provider!, to 
diminish the inconvenience of the 
journey as much as possible.

800 In the Herd.
When all told the buffalo, which 

will roam the great stamping ground 
near Wainwright, will number about 
300. The park has been found to be 
almost ideal ior the shaggy beasts 
and it is expected- that they will 
thrive there without any knowledge 
of their captivity. An area of 110,000 
acres of loosely shrubbed prairie with 
ft circumference of 75 miles is not cal­
culated to give any cause tor repining.

“A new development will be found 
this year in the stocking of the parks 
with animals,” continued Mr. Doug­
las. “As soon as the buffalo arc 
rounded up safely at Wainwright 
park I shall see getting moose and 
cariboo fbr the Elk Island Park near 
Lament. E. Carey, of Andrew, north 
of Lament, has undertaken to let me 
have a dozen moose and Allie Brick, 
M.L.A., has said that he will supply 
me with all 1 want. It will be the 
aim of the department of thé interior 
to stock this park with all animals 
natural to the country.”

The National Parks.
Mr. Douglas spoke of tlie attention 

which the department of the interior 
has given to park reserves in the west. 
There are now six in all, viz: Banff, 
Yoho, Glacier, Elk Island, Buffalo, 
and Jasper. Four of them are in Al­
berta arid two in British Columbia. 
The Jasper Park, which has only re­
cently been acquired in the Yellow- 
head pass, is 5,400 square miles in 
area. The natural conditions are said 
by surveyors to be superior to those 
at Banff. In August Mr. Douglas ex­
pects to visit the park and will take 
in fire rangers to prevent any out­
break of fire and squatters taking up 
holdings'. In 1910 special appropria­
tions will likely be made for exten­
sive improvements.

If thrown upon 
the money market under unfavorable 
conditions, they would probably have 
to be sold at a sacrifice which would 
materially diminish the amount to be 
realized from them and might injui-

the utilizing of these bonds by taking 
them at their par value as a security 
fcj- a loan not exceeding $10,000,000 
for a period not exceeding ten years.’’

The necessity for a further issue of 
bonds, Mr. Hays points out, arises 
bom the fact that the estimate of $13,- 
000 per mile as sufficient for the prai­
rie section', and which the government 
guaranteed, has been found to be an 
error. Up to the present time the 
cost has been $32,198,351. which is ap­
proximately, $35,151 per mile for the 
916 miles completed.

The sum of $24,989,743 had on Sep­
tember, 1908, been paid out, which 
leaves a balance of nearly $10,000,000 
to be provided for.

The return contains other informa­
tion in respect to the G. T. financée,

This shows that 
249.000 shares have been fully paid up 
for $24,960,000.

Thursday's Session.

Senate Kills -Lancaster Bill.
The senate railway committee this 

evening, by a vote of 15 to 9, accept­
ed an amendment proposed by Senator 
David to tlie Lancaster bill to provide 
for greater precautions at level cros­
sings. The amendment Was in the 
form of a bill passed last year in sub­
stitution for the Lancaster measure, 
which was not reached by the House 
of Commons. Acceptance of tlie David 
amendment means that the bill will 
go back to the Commdhs for reconsid­
eration, but it has to take its place at 
the bottom of the list of public bills 
and. orders which cannot be reached 
again this session unless the House 
consents unanimously, and this hap­
pened last year.

Senator David’s amendment would 
have the effect of putting the machin­
ery of the railway commission in mo­
tion immediately to order the protec­
tion of level crossings, thus throwing 
upon that body the onus ol responsi­
bility of seeing that protection is giv­
en. This was the interpretation given 
in committee by Senator Beique, who 
also says that until the commission 
issues orders in respect to crossings 
the speed of trains in cities, towns and 
incorporated villages shall be limited 
to ten miles an hour.

Senators Choquette and Ferguson 
argued in favor of the principle of the 
original bill. The amendment then 
carried.

RATE WAR TO SECURE 
GRAIN TRADE ON LAKES

American Interests Losing Hold on 
Business—Montreal Becoming the 
Principal Grain Port—American 
Vesselmen Will Precipitate the 
Rate War.

Port Arthur, Ont., Mar. 25—Local 
vessel interests are interested in the 
prospects of a race war in the carrying 
of grain between Port Arthur and Fort 
William and the Atlantic seaboard. It 
looks as rf there would be a drop of 
from fifteen to twenty-five per cent, in 
grain rates from Port Arthur to Mon­
treal at the opening of navigation, oc­
casioned by .cutting off rates by United 
States carriers in an effort to keep the 
trade in United States channels, from 
which it has lately been slipping very 
fast. During the last couple of years 
the shipping trade o* Montreal has 
made great advances and it has been 
giving promise of becoming the prem­
ier grain-shipping point of the Atlantic 
seaboard. Naturally, this prospect 
does not please tlie United. States, 
transportation companies, and an­
nouncement has been made that they 
;ntend making a cut in rates between 
Buffalo and New York and other east- 
-m points. This cut is calculated to 

divert trade from Montreal back to the 
United Statei routes..

To offset this. Canadian vessel own- 
rs will be likely to cut thçir rates 

from Port Arthur and Fort William 
to Montreal. The carrying rates of 
last year averaged about 6 cents per 
bushel between the head of the lakes 
nd Montreal. It is expected that in 

the early part of the coming season 
the rates will drop down to 5 cents 
ind possibly -4 1-2. At the present 
time no very great rush of grain to tho 
-ast at the opening of navigation is 

looked for, or. if there is, it will not 
ie Cor long. There arc about 2,000,000 
!oss bushels of grain at the head of 
the lakes now than at this time last 
year. The possibility of a light grain 
‘raffle is, however, offset ior Canadian 
boats in the outlook for large ship­
ments of goods to the west. Ship­
ments in this direction will be much 
heavier than last year and this is look­
ed to help the Canadiap vessels’ in­
terests in the prospective rate war with 
the United States transportation com­
panies.

KIDNAPPERS WAIVE EXTRADITION

Taken to Pennsylvania to Be Charged
With Life Imprisonment Crime.

Cleveland, Ohio, March 25.—The 
stage setting of the public portrayal of 
the details of the kidnapping of 
“Billy” Whitla was shifted this after­
noon, when James S. Boyle, of Sha­
ron, Penn., and the “woman of mys­
tery” arres'ed with him here on Tues­
day night, boarded a train for Sharon, 
there to plead to an information 
charging kidnapping. They waived 
extradition, returning with Chief of 
Police Grain, of Sharon, and a party 
of Mercer county officials on the Erie 
train leaving Cleveland at 5.25 o clock. 
The waiving of extradition came only 
after Boyle, identified by “Billy” as 
his kidnapper and by James P. 
Whitla, the abducted boy’s father, as 
a Sharon man, had made a plea to 
Assistant Police Prosecutor Cull for 
legal aid for “the woifian,” as he 
spoke of the supposed Mrs. Boyle.

“She has friends and money and 
can fight being railroaded to Penn­
sylvania, ’ said Boyle. “As for me, 
I am willing to be railroaded and I 
dbn’t even want a lawyer.”

But the woman changed her mind, 
apparently. The Cuyahoga county 
grand jury indicted the two for black­
mail, a crime punishable in Ohio with 
a maximum sentence oi five years’ im­
prisonment and $1,000 fine. Kid­
napping under the Pennsylvania 
statute is punishable by life impri­
sonment. The Cleveland police be­
lieve the woman may be returned 
here for trial upon tlie blackmail 
charge. It is declared, she committed 
no crime in Sharon at least. It is 
pointed out that no evidence has 
shown her presence in Sharon after

RASIES IN THE SOUTH.
Word was received by Chief of 

Police Lancey yesterday that the 
attack of rabies amougs the dogs of 
Bed Deer and Innisfail had. it was 
thought, been wiped oui, after a 
large number of the canines of these 
towns had been billed. A Red Deer 
exchange, speaking of the matter, has 
the following: "Considerable alarm 
has been caused in town owing to the 
discovery that several dogs have been 
troubled with rabies or hydrophobia, 
and the government veterinary has 
been in town the past few days in 
regard to the matter. Dogs have 
been noticed acting strangely, biting 
oilier dogs and frothing at the mouth. 
The veterinary pronounces it rabies, 
and that most stringent- measures 
mus be adopted to stamp out the 
disease. The mayor has issued an 
order that dogs must be kept in, and 
all dogs found running at huge will 
be shot. Chief Rothnie and several 
assistant have destroyed some fifteen 
or twenty dogs and their bodies have 
been burned. It will uow be up to 
the citizens to see that thc law is 
carried out, and the first symptom of 
anything wrong should cause the 
death of the animal. A person trifling 
with this matter is trifling with life 
and death. It has been suggested 
that all dogs be muzzled, as they are 
in the old country during an epidemic 
of this kind, then there would be no 
danger of being bitten. The town 
will be quarantined probably for some 
months.
