THE LUSITANIA.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.

Count Von BernStorff, German Am­
bassador, presented to Secretary of 
State Lansing to-day a proposal to 
pay indemnity for Americans lost in 
the Lusitania disaster, and thereby 
conclude that controversy. He gave 
assurances that any German submar­
ines in the Mediterranean would not 
attack combatant ships of any char­
acter, without warning, or destroy 
them without the opportunity for 
non-combatants to reach places of 
safety. While offering to pay indem­
nity in the Lusitania case, Germany 
makes' the reservation that it is done 
without admission of wrong-doing. 
No official indication was given as to 
the acceptability of the proposal, but 
one set of American officials took the 
view that It would end the controver­
sy. Assurances regarding the sub- 

' marine warfare in the Mediterranean 
are of a broader scope than those 
given after the Arabic "disaster, and 
covering warfare in the North Sea. 
The latter guaranteed only the safety 
of liners. Those for the Mediterran­
ean cover all non-combatant ships. 
Count Bernstorff also told the Secre­
tary of State that his Government 
had heard of the sinking of the Per­
sia, through news despatches, but had 
no other Information. The assuran­
ces regarding the conduct of sub­
marine warfare in the Mediterranean 
convey the first information that 
German submarines were operating 
there. As for the disavowal asked 
by the United States, the German 
Government was represented as con­
sidering that the most effective form 
of disavowal was the assurance that 
Hueh acts should not bo committed In 
future.

IN THE CONGRESS.
WASHINGTON,. Jan. 7.

Representative Gardner was vigor­
ously assailed, to-day In the House by 
two Republican colleagues, Stafford 
and Cooper, of Wisconsin, when he 
made a speech, criticizing German- 
Amerlcans and the German nations. 
“The remarks we have Just heard 
were as violent as could have been 
made in the British Parliament," 
shouted Cooper, who is ranking mem­
ber on the Foreign Affairs Commit­
tee. On Gardner’s demand for the 
regular order of business, Cooper sat 
down. He had scarcely taken his 
seat when Stafford gained the floor, 
and in an impassionate address he 
declared Gardner to be more British 
than American. He criticised him 
for the nature of his remarks, saying 
that every member should weigh his 
words carefully. He strongly de­
fended German-Americans.

An effort will be made to keep this 
port open by the Bellaventure and Ad­
venture, as it was tir this purpose 
that our local ice-breakers were 
bought. The ’Ventures may not be 
heard from again for some time ow­
ing to the difficulty experienced in 
negotiating the passage from Alexan­
droosk to Archangel. However, the 
Lintrose covered this journey in five 
days, having mine sweepers clearing 
her path, and it is thought the ’’Ven­
tures will have even less delay, 
though they will have to encounter 
heavy ice.

his inclinations. Mr. White based the 
liquor dealers' claim for compensa­
tion, 1st vested rights as demonstra­
ted by the renewal of the licenses 
from year to year; 2nd, deprivation of 
property ; 3rd, loss on output which 
may be of no value for other purpos­
es; 4th, stocks on hand; 5th, loss of. 
profits ; 6th, loss of “good will.”

He was well sustained by Mr. Wal­
ter Butt, the second speaker for the 
affirmative, also by Mr. Wm. Drover.

Mr. Geo. Peters made a good speech 
as leader for the negative, and con­
tended that there was no such thing 
as vested rights, that there was no 
suggestion for compensation in the 
Government’s debate last year. That 
the value of the liquor dealers inter­
ests was only for 12 months. That 
the liquor dealers took the risk of a 
iti months’ license in spite of the tem­
perance sentiment which they knew 
was going against them for the past 
ten years. That this claim had been 
fought out in Canada and the United 
States and every case had failed. That 
instead of compensation the liquor 
dealers should compensate their vic­
tims, the wives and children from 
their enormous profits.

Mr. R. Curtis was a good seconder 
for the negative and showed that the 
Government has full power to stop 
any trade that, is injurious to the peo­
ple without compensation.

Mr. Scott contended that property 
and buildings could be used for other 
purposes without loss to the owners.

The time for open discussion was 
fully taken up by the other members 
and a good debate was the result.

A practically unanimous vote for 
the negative was given, showing that 
the M.C.L.I. is practically solid 
against compensation. Mr. Thos. So­
per occupied the chair to the entire 
satisfaction of all present.

Protest Against Delay.
On Monday last the price 
of coal was advanced 
Two dollars and eighty 
cents a ton. More than 

** ^ seven years ago when
the price was but two-thirds of what 
It is to-day, it was recognized pub­
licly as a national - grievance. To-day 
the grievance exists in a far more in­
tensified form. But seven years ago 
if. was bad enough to induce the pres­
ent Premier to promise to find a rem­
edy. The intensified form of the 
grievance calls much more loudly fûr 
redress and reform. On Monday last 
we suggested that the Government 
should commandeer* the coal In port 
at present and take control of sup­
plies In future. On Tuesday wo offer­
ed the co-operation of the Opposition 
in carrying out these suggestions or 
others calculated to remedy the griev­
ance. On Wednesday the Government 
invited the coal dealers to a meeting, 
and also asked certain leading mem­
bers of the Opposition to be present. 
After the situation had been discussed, 
the Government and Opposition mem­
bers agreed that the Government 
should submit a proposal to the coal 
merchants under which the coal in 
stock should be offered for sale, un­
der regulations as to quantity, at a 
slight advance on last week's prices, 
say $8.50 a ton, and the Government 
would undertake to replace the coal 
ton for ton without loss to the dealers, 
and would aid in obtaining as low 
freight as possible for future ship­
ments. The decision to make this of- j 
fer was taken on Wednesday after­
noon and left to the Government to 
arrange. About half past twelve to­
day we received a telephone message 
stating that a report on the matter 
had been received and arrangements 
were made for considering it this af­
ternoon. We hope that there will be 
no further delay and that the matter 
will be finalized this afternoon and re­
lief afforded against the grievous bur­
den of $10.80 for soft coal, with the 
slack weighed in. We object to any 
more delay.

How He Won the DSM.
The story of the heroism 
of Reservist Leander 
Greene, of St. Jones’ 
Without, T. B„ winner of 
the Distinguished Service 

Medal has not yet been told, but en­
ough facts are at hand to show that 
the action for which he was awarded 
the distinction was one of daring and 
that it involved great personal sac­
rifice.

Our hero was an able seaman on 
board a British Destroyer, which was 
chasing a submarine that had launch­
ed a torpedo at another British steam­
er. To save the ship was impossible 
and those on board were helpless and 
in imminent danger. As the destroy­
er carried no boats, there was only 
one chance that presented itself, that 
of sending a strong swimmer with a 
line to the helpless ship. A volunteer 
was called and Leander Greene came 
forward, leaped over the side, and 
forcing his way through a heavy sea 
reached the doomed vessel with a line 
to which a hawser was afterwards 
attached. With communication estab­
lished a cradle was rigged and one 
by one the shipwrecked sailors were 
rescued. In all probability Leander 
Greene was the last to leave the doom­
ed ship, but, be that as it may, to him 
comes the honour of accomplishing a 
deed of heroism worthy of the best 
traditions of Newfoundland seamen. In 
his own letters very little is told, 
showing that he possesses the charac­
teristic modesty of a true hero. Con­
gratulations again to Reservist Lean­
der Greene, D. S. M.

DESTRUCTIVE
Fire This A. M.
AT CARBONEAR

Sir Edward Morris received the fol­
lowing message from Mr. J. R. Goodi- 
son, M.H.A. :—

CARBONEAR, Jan. 8, ’16. 
To Hon. Sir E. P. Morris,

Prime Minister, St. John’s.
Devasting fire swept part of Water 

Street this morning, starting in a fine 
house owned by Monsignor McCarthy, 
opposite Rorke’s store, then crossing 
the street destroyed Hogan’s dwelling 
and barn, Brocklehurst’s dwelling and 
drug store, McCarthy’s hotel and house 
next, also Soper's dwelling, next to 
Penny’s store. Town was saved by 
splendid work of Carbonear volunteer 
fire brigade and citizens generally.

J. R. GOODISON.

Fire starting in a store occupied by 
Charles Penny, of Carbonear, occurred 
at. that place this morning and result­
ed! in the total destruction of practi­
cally all the residential and business 
section on both sides of Water Street 
within a space of a little over 100 yds. 
The property destroyed includes Pen­
ny’s store where the fire originated, a 
house adjoining the same, Rorke’s 
store and its contents, Brocklehurst’s 
drug store and residence, Soper’s re­
sidence, the McCarthy Hotel and a re­
sidence adjoining, Hogan the butcher’s 
dwelling, and an adjacent barn, the 
whole representing a loss of about 
$150,000 very little of which is cover­
ed by insurance.

The fire was discovered by Thomas 
McCarthy, son of Mrs. McCarthy, the 
proprietress of the hotel,. He woke 
about three o'clock this morning to 
find his bedroom illumined by the 
flame from Penny’s store which by 
this time was nearly demolished. He 
dressed hurriedly and routed the oc- 
cupdnts of the hotel and sent in an 
alarm. The volunteer fire brigade 
and a large gathering of citizehs were 
soon on the scene but they were un­
able to cope with the flames which 
were spreading fast in all directions.

Having started at Penny’s store the 
flames spread east to Soper’s dwelling 
and west to Rorke’s store, thence 
across th4 street to Hogan the butch­
er’s, then to Brocklehurst’s drug store 
where the drugs, of which a large 
quantity was stored, helped the con­
flagration. From Brocklehurst’s the 
fire went to the McCarthy Hotel and 
to the house adjoining. By 7 o’clock, 
four hours after the fire began, all the 
property mentioned had been destroy­
ed, and other buildings that were iii 
danger had been torn down to help 
prevent the total destruction of the 
town. The fire brigade and citizens 
worked hard, and despite the excite­
ment that reigned no person was seri­
ously injured. A few persons however 
received some slight burns, one of 
whom, ’Mr. John Hamilton, who had 
his back charred while endeavouring 
to fight the flames.

From an eye-witness of the fire we 
learn that there was no wind at the 
time, which was a fortunate circum­
stance, as probably the whole town 
would have been destroyed. A large 
quantity of coal was stored at Penny’s 
and also at Rorke’s, all of which 
caught fire and was burning when the 
train left Carbonear this morning. 
Amongst the many valuable articles 
of furniture lost by Mr. Brocklehurst 
was a piano valued at $500.00. Thos. 
Moore, driver on the Carbonear train, 
who stays at the McCrathy Hotel, lost 
his boots and pants during 'the con­
flagration and had to borrow a pair 
of boots and some clothing before 
leaving with his train this morning.

Herring FishSy.
There has been a slackening off In 

the herring fishery all round- during 
the festive season. At Bonne Bay the 
fish have been very scarce the past 
week or so. Some of the fishermen 
who went there from here, have re­
turned to Bay of Islands and went to 
Bonne Bay some weeks ago, seeking 
herring cargoes are now awaiting 
favorable time to return here, owing 
to the slackening off of the herring in 
Bonne Bay, and the fear of being 
caught there by the ice floe later on.

At Bay of Islands there was very 
little doing in the fishery last week. 
Four to five tubs were taken per haul 
off the Flag Staff on the north side of 
North Arm the first of the week, but 
on Friday and Saturday the fish^ were 
very scarce.

In. Middle Arm there was a scarcity 
of fish except at the outer part of the 
Arm, where some fishermen secured 
good catches when weather permitted 
them to attend to their nets. Gales of 
wind interfered considerably in the 
prosecution of the fishery, and many 
of the fishermen had their nets sunk 
or otherwise wrecked.

The first of this week herring struck 
in in abundance at North Ai’ta and on 
Monday all the fishermen had good 
catches, many of them loaded their 
boats.

There were three vessels at Woods 
Island on Sunday, and one at Middle 
Arm, all seeking frozen cargoes. All 
the salt bulk vessels have loaded and 
sailed.

The S.S. Wren came from Bonne 
Bay on Sunday and went into North 
Arm. On Monday, she took a load of 
herring from there, and finding the 
Humber Arm full of ice thus being un­
able to reach Curling she put into Be­
noit’s Cove and landed her cargo.— 
Western Star.

en to It in Dec. 1910, when A. J. Bal­
four, then leader of the Opposition, 
gave his pledge at a monster Union­
ist meeting in London that no Tariff 
Reform Bill would be enacted with­
out its submission to the referendum. 
A Bill providing for the use of the 
referendum in disputes between the 
House of Lords and the House of 
Commons was introduced in Parlia­
ment with influential backing, in 
1911, but was not pressed to the final 
stages. The advocates of the refer­
endum now plead that the question 
of compulsion, being isolated from 
other questions of domestic politics, 
is suitable as the test of a popular 
vote.

"The Christian temper Is that of a 
fulness of love of Qod for humanity, 
Involving hatred of all that Insults 
Qod by Injuring His humanity.

"The Christian temper must stand 
firm and true in national thinking and 
national life, Insisting upon It that no 
terms can be made with any nation, 
or any system of government, that Is 
guilty of any sin such as that of Ar­
menia. I declare to you in the midst 
of this city that I cannot conceive that 
the Christian Church can ever give its 
consent to any Government to con­
sider any terms of peace with the Ger­
man Emperor.

“It seems to me that this nation at 
least will have to say we cannot dis­
cuss terms of peace with the present 
constitution of an empire that has vio­
lated every sanction of humanity and 
trodden under foot all things bright 
and beautiful. That to me is the 
Christian temper, born of a passionate 
love for humanity.

“It is the vision and power of God’s 
love for humanity, for humanity is 
such that we must hate with His 
hatred, not the individuals, but the 
conceptions and philosophies, and if 
Governments .abandon themselves to 
these conceptions and philosophies, 
and identify themselves with these 
things, then we must be in conflict 
with them also until the thing is end­
ed in the name of Truth, Right and an 
Infinite Compassion.”

“The statistics supplied recently by 

the French General Staff show that 
the German wastage has actually been 
maintained at a higher rate than the 
French anticipated when they pub­
lished their first estimate of numbers 
in January last,” says Col. F. N. 
Maude, C.B.v in the Star.

“Then they calculated that by the 
current month, unie* the Germans 
modified their tacticfl, the whole 4,- 
500,000 valid fighters available to re­
inforce the first line of about 4,000,- 
00 men would bj exhausted, and after 
that date the numbers at the front 
woult^begin to fall. Further useful 
reinforcements simply did not exist 
In the country,

“But the average rate on which the 
French had calculated was materially 
Increased;. The result Is that the 
whole of' the 4,500,000 Is practically 
exhausted, and nothing remains in the 
country to make good the dally losses 
but the more or less ‘medically un­
fits’ and the elasses of Landetrum over 
45 years of age (which have been de­
pleted by the volunteers they furnish­
ed at the outbreak of the War) and the 
contingents of 1917-18, which also have 
suffered from the same cause of de­
pletion.”

The Chairman, Messrs, Ayre, Mc­

Namara, Bradshaw, Mullaly, Mc­
Grath, Morris, Anderson and,Withers 
were present at last night’s meeting 
ot the Civic Commission.

After the minutes of the previous 
meeting had been read, the Chairman 
referred to the death of the Hon. John 
Harris, in whom the Board had lost 
one of its valued members. He spoke 
of the deep interest taken by the de­
ceased in all Municipal matters, and 
of the many benefits which the Board 
received from his past experience in 
these matters, and from his sound 
Judgment. “To him,” said the Chair­
man, “the present improvement in the 
water system is largely due.” But 
this is only one of the many matters 
in which his assistance was of such 
value to the Board. The Chairman 
continuing said that in business life he 
had known him Intimately for nearly 
35 years and he had found him thor­
oughly upright and honourable. In 
closing his remarks Mr. Gosling said 
that In the passing of the Hon. John 
Harris the Board had lost one of its 
most trusted Councillors and the city 
one of Its most useful and respected 
citizens. He then submitted the fol­
lowing resolutions; —

WHEREAS it has pleased Divine 
Providence to remove from our midst 
the late esteemed and beloved brother 
member, Hon. John Harris;

AND WHEREAS Mr. Harris was 
actively and prominently identified 
with the Municipal life of the city, 
both as a nominee of the Government 
and a representative of the citizens of 
St. John’s,

BE IT RESOLVED, That the mem­
bers of this Board place on record 
their high appreciation of the con­
scientious. faithful and efficient ser­
vices of their late colleague, and the 
energetic and assiduous manner in 
which he discharged the duties of his 
office as a member of the City Coun­
cil with which he has been connected 
at intervals during the past twenty- 
five years.

As one of our leading merchants 
and public men he was a broad-mind­
ed gentleman, and in all his activities 
he displayed a keen intelligence and 
level-headed judgment.

BE IT ALSO RESOLVED, That the 
members express their deep sense of 
sorrow in the loss the community has 
sustained in the early Remise of one 
who reflected so much credit on his 
natWe city, and tender to the rela­
tives of the deceased their profound 
sympathy in their sad bereavement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That 
a copy of these Resolutions be sent to 
the family of the late Mr. Harris, that 
a copy bei entered in the minutes, and 
also that publication be made of the 
same.

Mr. J. W. Withers, In moving the 
adoption of the resolutions submitted, 
paid a touching tribute to the memory 
of the deceased councillor. He felt 
that mere words were inadequate to 
express the loss of his friend and col­
league. He referred to the zeal and 
enthusiasm with which the depeased 
entered upon the duties of his office, 
for which he was in every respect em­
inently qualified. His deep Interest 
in every phase of Municipal work 
made him a colleague of whom those 
a.Nociated with him may feel proud. 
"To-night," said Mr. Withers, "the 
Board mourns a great lose, and in the 
death of the Hon, John Harris the 
community mourns the loss of one 
who In every sense of the word was 
respected and beloved." He then 
went on to refer to the character of 
the ’deceased. Honourable and kindly, 
charitable to a degree the extent of 
which very few knew, was the late 
Hon. John Harris. "In these times," 
said Mr. Withers, "death assumes a 
peculiar aspect. From day to day we 
hear of the thousands shot down in 
the mad vortex of war, and conse­
quently life does not seem of the same 
importance as when it comes home to 
us in the intimate associations of 
every day life. It is only then we 
realize the significance of life, and 
our views of life and death become 
vastly different.” In conclusion he 
said that in moving the adoption of 
the resolutions he wished to place on 
record his deep sympathy for the de­
ceased’s family, and hoped that time 
would soften the sorrow that the rela­
tives of Hon. John Harris must feel at 
his passing.

Mr. F. McNamara In a speech of 
deep feeling seconded the adoption of 
the resolutions. He had been, associ­
ated with the deceased in business for 
twenty years and felt that he had am­
ple time to judge his character. The 
best assurance of his business ability 
was the prosperous state of his busi­
ness at his death, a condition of which 
he as a former employee of the firm 
felt proud. Continuing, Mr. McNa­
mara said that the deceased while 
strong in the essential character­
istics of a business man, was weak In 
some respects. To his kindness of 
heart was due this weakness, and Mr. 
McNamara felt that he could safely 
say that the Hon. John Harris could 
not say “no” to any reasonable appeal 
or request for help. He then told a 
story to illustrate this particular trait 
of character for which the deceased 
was notable, and the recital of it ap­
pealed to the Board. In conclusion, 
Mr. McNamara said that in the death 
of Mr. Harris the community had lost 
a valuable citizen, and that he 
mourned the loss of a great personal 
friend. ' !

Mr. Mullaly speaking as a school­
mate paid a splendid tribute to the 
memory of ,the deceased. He had 
known him 'intimately in private and 
public life, and had noticed that there
