Our Clear Obligation
We are entirely in ao- 
cord with the views ex­
pressed by our contem­
poraries on the subject of 

our returned soldiers and sailors and 
the imperative duty that is laid upon 
the country of providing for their 
present and future; with some of the 
practical suggestions that have been 
made we may not agree so fully, but 
this is a minor matter, and once the 
problem is taken energetically in hand 
it will easily solve itself. But there 
will be a problem, different only in 
degree from that which is presented 
to other parts of the Empire.

In attacking it, we shall only be 
following the lead of England and 
the other colonies. Fortunately, we 
have not to face the same perplexing 
difficulties that arise there, and in 
particular in Great Britain. Our men 
have been drawn from all sources,— 
professions, trades, industries and so 
on—but these have not been dislo­
cated and revolutionized as they have 
been in the old country. The amaz­
ing results that have followed the in­
troduction and extension ' of female 
labour in Great Britain themselves 
constitute a social revolution, which 
will in the end undoubtedly effect an 
enormous economic improvement, but 
must at first offer practical problems 
of the greatest difficulty. Women have 
shown their equality with men in 
many industrial pursuits and their- 
superiority to them in many more; 
they cannot be expected lightly to 
leave those profitable avenues of em­
ployment to which they are better fit­
ted than men, and it would be a pity if 
they had to. One obvious and happy

solution of a great part of the prob- 
: lem has been found, and is beiyg ap- 
‘ plied, in the revival of agriculture 
and the settling of men everywhere 
upon the land where they can with 
profit be settled. The same thing Is 
being done systematically and under 
State supervision in Australia, in New 
Zealand and in Canada. The Govern­
ment not merely, allots the land to the 
men but gives them financial assist­
ance on generous terms.

The same measures exactly are 
neither suitable nor necessary with 
us. In the great majority of cases, 
we think we may safèly say that those 
of our lads who left positions to don 
the khaki will find- them available, if 
they wish to reoccupy them, on their 
return. But they may not, for per­
fectly justifiable reasons, wish to re­
occupy them, nor—and this is 'most 
important—may they be capable of 
doing so. This the Daily News has 
well and forcibly pointed out. Many 
men may return wounded and unfit to 
engage in the manual work in which 
they were formerly employed. They 
may find it difficult or impossible to 
find other work to which they are fit­
ted. If so, the work must be found 
for them. There can be no two 
opinions on this point.

We think everyone will recognize 
the truth and force of this. But it is 
not enough to recognize it: action and, 
above all, organization are necessary. 
Tiie suggestion, again, of the Daily 
News is the best that can be made. 
We should have some sort of Employ­
ment Registration Bureau, where 
there should be recorded, first, the 
names, ages, physical conditions, 
former employments and other 
pertinent and available details of all 
returning men; and, second, every 
position of every sort that is vacant 
throughout the Island. Employers, 
by giving all the information they 
can, will be benefiting both these men 
and themselves. In this way alone— 
and it is a very simple one after all— 
thé greater part of the whole problem 
will be solved. If it prove to be a 
smaller problem than we anticipate, 
so much the better. But there will 
certainly still be left a good deal to 
be done; there will be men, handicap­
ped either by want of training, educa­
tional • deficiencies or honourable 
physical disabilities, who will be un­
able to fill any of the positions avail­
able. It will be our everlasting dis­
grace it they are left to themselves 
to seek others. If they need financial 
assistance it should, and must, be giv­
en them. The country will demand, 
if necessary, to be taxed in order to 
give it. If they need educational train­
ing, it should be given them. The 
splendid efforts of some of our wo­
men in this direction have shown, not 
merely how great the need is in this 
direction, but how much can be ac­
complished by a little effort and in­
telligent co-operation.

It is impossible here to do more 
than indicate generally the need, but 
that is all that ought to be necessary. 
If it is really recognized by everyone, 
and if the suggestion of the Daily 
News is adopted, in a literal or modi­
fied form, we can feel confident of the 
result. It must be remembered, too, 
that these men who come home to us 
are not the men that went cut. They

MAGNIFICENT AND INVALUABLE 

HEROISM.
PARIS, To-day.

' .A despatch to La Liberté, dated 
from North France says the Germans 
yesterday furiously counter attacked 
the positions taken the day before by 
the British north of Pozieres. An or­
der had been issued to the units of the 
Pozieres sector to re-take from the 
British at any cost Hill 160, as shown 
by an order of the day issued by Gen. 
Von Buelow and read to the troops 
yesterday. The order said. "We must 
at any price regain possession of the 
Pozieres plateau, which if left in the 
hands of the English would give them 
a precious advantage. The attacks 
will be led by successive waves separ­
ated by a distance of 80 metres. The 
troops which have first gained a foot­
ing on the plateau must remain there 
and await the necessary reinforce­
ments whatever loss there may be. 
Any officer or man who fails to resist 
even unto death -on' the conquered 
ground will be summoned immediately 
before a court martial.” A number of 
copies of this document were taken 
from the prisoners of two divisions, 
which participated in the heavy at­
tacks. The Australians again covered 
theiyselves with glory. One regiment 
which occupied advanced trenches to 
the left of the Bapaume Road on tli<? 
edge of the plateau gave proof of mag­
nificent heroism, resisting the assaults 
of three Bavarian and .Saxon regi­
ments, and holding out ‘strongly un­
der a deluge of shot and shell and 
yielding not an inch of ground. The 
regiment sustained appreciable losses 
but its courageous resistance enabled 
the English Commander to make the 
necessary dispositions and to check 
the German counter offensive. All the 
enemy attacks against Hill 160 and 
Pozieres Mill were repulsed, the ene­
my sustaining a serious loss. The 
Germans sent forward three strong 
columns of one battalion each. The 
British artillery immediately began a 
barricading fire of remarkable pre­
cision, which cut down the assailants 
ranks, forcing a precipitate retreat.

First Mail From the 
Last Contingent

Mr. A. W. Martin of the G.P.O. re­
ceived a letter from his son, Lc.-Corpl. 
Wm. H. Martin, now at Ayr, describ­
ing the trip across on the S.s. Sici­
lian, in which he says:—“On Sunday 
after leaving home the men of the re­
spective denominations attended Di­
vine service. Rev. Capt. Nangle offici­
ated for the Roman Catholics; Lieut. 
K. Outerbridge conducted service for 
the Church of England ; and Lieut. 
Holloway for the Methodists. Several 
hymns were sung and all through the 
Service was thoroughly enjoyed..

On approaching the coast of Ire­
land they were met my two British 
warships who accompanied them for a 
day and a night, dashing in all direct- 
tions, sometimes making circles 
around the Sicilian, and directing 
that ship on lier course, which to the 
surprise of the passengers was made 
around the North of Ireland, thence 
across the Irish Sea to Liverpool. 
While crossing the latter stretch of 
water battleships and cruisers of all 
discriptions would loom up in the dis­
tance, and as if by magic- would sud­
denly disappear. The trip across was 
all that could be desired, and all en­
joyed- themselves. This is the first 
mail from the contingent that left 
here last.

This is the second time since the 
outbreak of the war that the Berliner 
Tageblatt has been suspended, the 
first suspension having occurred two 
months ago. The Tageblatt, formerly 
one of the staunchest journalistic sup­
porters of the Government, joined the 
opposition early this year, when the 
newspaper agitation against Chancel­
lor Von Bethmann Hollweg began.

Question of Disabled Soldiers.—Re­
modelling and Reorganisation After 
the War.
Sir Edward P. Morris, Premier of 

Newfoundland, in the course of an in­
terview in London with a represnta- 
tive of the Salvation Army, referred 
to the two battalions Newfoundland 
has sent to the Allies, with a third in 
training. One of the objects of his 
visit to England was, he said, to in­
spect these fine fellows at their train­
ing depot; also to cheer the New­
foundland men who are in hospital. 
The province also. Sir Edward ex­
plained, had some two thousand men 
in training for the. navy. For half a 
century Naval training had been one 
of its special cares, the British Gov­
ernment having presented the pro­
vince with a ship, in which the men 
-make their home, under the super­
vision of British Officers.

One result of the North Sea fight, 
said Sir Edward, was to give Naval 
recruiting in the provinces a stimulus. 
That is a typical British characteris­
tic.

Asked whether Newfoundland will 
offer any facilities for the settlement 
of families who have suffered by the 
war, and for whose benefit the Salva­
tion Army has a carefully laid scheme 
of emigration, regulated in regard to 
its finances, by the Public Trustee, 
Premier Morris said he was sure the 
province would make a smypathetic 
contribution towards the execution of 
any emigration Scheme 'for widows, 
orphans, or disabled soldiers.

"Any Newfoundland Government 
would be friendly towards any Scheme 
proposed by the responsible British 
bodies that deal with this matter, and 
reasonable concession would be grant­
ed in respect to settlement.”

A Famous Submarine.
In Its Day Le Diable Marin Was Con- 

sidfered a Marvel.
Le Diable Marin (the Sea Devil) 

was one of 'the most famous of the 
nineteenth century submarines. It 
was the invention of Wilhelm Bauer, 
who launched it in 1856.

This vessel was built of iron. She 
was fifty-two feet long, twelve feet 
wide and eleven feet deep and shaped 
somewhat like a dolphin. Her sides 
were six-tenths of an inch thick and 
could resist the pressure of a 150 foot 
column of water.

The motive power was provided by 
a screw, which was operated by a 
treadmill, and the up or down motion 
was achieved by shifting water in 
longitudinal tanks by means of pis­
tons.

At the bow was a bomb or torpedo 
containing fifty pounds of powder, and 
near it were two heavy india rubber 
gloves, by means of which a man in­
side the vessel could reach out and 
fasten the bomb to the bottom or side 
of a ship. To purify the air Bauer 
arranged long pipes, which were quite 
effective in revifying the stale air for 
a short time. •

The Russian government supplied 
him with a crew of eighteen men, who 
werfe to make a trial trip with him, 
but on 'his first descent they were so 
alarmed as to be useless, and when 
the Diablo Marin rose again to the 
surface they cried "Praise God!”

When his men were more accustom­
ed to the work Baux executed many 
wonderful manoeuvres, and on one oc­
casion stayed under ' water while he 
wrote letters to his mother, King 
Maximilian of Bavaria and the Grand 
Duke of Constantine.

WALKING FOR BEAUTY.
There is nothing better than walk­

ing to enhance beauty and suppleness 
of the body. If one’s walk has been 
always directed over smooth and level 
paths, walking would not be so ardu­
ous for the exertion would only call 
into action such muscles that are 
brought into play ’in the ordinary 
movement of the body.

But stairs must be climbed indoors 
and hills surmounted in one’s rambles, 
so muscles that control such move­
ments of the legs must be considered. 
Running up either stairs or hills Is 
not only bad for the health, but it is 
also ungraceful and undignified. To 
climb either should not be fatiguing, If 
properly executed.

For instance, instead of bending the 
trunk far forward, as many do, it 
should be helderect and the chest 
not be allowed to droop. Holding this 
posture one foot is raised and placed 
flat on the stair, then steadily raise 
the body. One should not pause be­
tween steps; to do so is to lose mo­
mentum, and this requires additional 
energy to advance the next step. In 
climibing hills, so far as possible the 
same rule should be applied.

Fatigue or weak back muscles has 
caused many a woman to forego the 
pleasure- of an outing, for she knew 
that her physical condition would not 
allow her to keep pace with the com­
pany. Weak muscles usually result 
from lack of exercise ; to strengthen 
them practice this movement.

Lying face down, on the floor, hands 
resting on .hips, feet held firmly by an 
attendant or placed under heavy fur­
niture foj support, begin exercise by 
raising the head; the head should be 
slowly raised and lowered from four 
to six times.

The above exercise not only 
strengthens the back, but acts strong­
ly and favorably on the muscles of the' 
cheat and abdomen.

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Gratefulis' nothing to do but wait, sometimes 
for hours, sometimes for days. Offi­
cers and men of the waiting vessel 
know what’s going on down in. the 
green depths. They know that in 
time bubbles will come to the sur­
face and oil will spread over the sea. 
The destroyer waits for the bubbles, 
‘death bubbles’ they call them, for 
they tell of death struggle's going on 
in the submarine.” That may seem 
simple to people who never tried it, 
and of course an Enfelishmaj? should 
not bother about how much an enemy 
of his country suffers in war time.

Still men are more or less 
human in their thoughts, if not in 
their acts, and the doctor says it is 
frightful there over an expiring corps 
of men who are experts in the worst 
kind of warfare practised. They suf­
fer until the horrible end, and in some 
cases it appears that the waiting men 
safe above them suffers more and 
longer until the death bubbles rise to 
the top and show through the oil, and 
then the hoisting crane comes and 
lifts up the submarine and the net 
and the disentanglement takes place.

Make Strong Men Weak.
And you may expect to read what 

the English naval men find in the Ger­
man submarine. On that point the 
doctor says: “Seamen who fouglit 
through the maelstrom of Skaggerac 
will tell you their story, but no sailor 
speaks of the sights seen in a recover­
ed submarine. Those sights make 
strong men weak and drive sensible 
men delirious with horror.” ' Then 
there is something about the war 
which is not allowed even to get as far 
as the censors. It is too horrible for 
the observers to talk about. And sail­
ors are not as a rule squeamish. For 
that reason and some others, it is 
probablly not true that for months, as 
the cable reports have it, the German 
people have been urging the Imperial 
Government to turn the submarines 
loose to do their worst with the peace­
ful shipping of all nations.

the most horrible of deaths of war, 
the doctor claims. When a submarine 
strikes one of the thousands of wire 
nets set all around the British Isles, 
there is no known means of escape. 
Every move of the boat means more 
mixing up with the ■ enmeshed - wires. 
And the wires also telegraph the 
capture to a naval station automatic­
ally. Then a destroyer boat hurries 
to the trap like a hunter who ' dis­
covers that game has been caught in 
his deadfall.

Master, and Ronald, Principal of the 
R. C. Academy, all at Harbor Grace ; 
Michael, Mgr. and shareholder in 
Joyce Bros., & Co. of Boston, Mass, 
and Mrs. Thomas Keefe and Mrs. Har­
ry Strapp of the same city.

The late Mr. Kennedy was an ex­
emplary citizen in every way, ever 
ready for any public service.

Serious Fire Caused 
by Children.)

At 3.30 yesterday afternoon an 
alarm from Box 331 brought the West 
End and Central fire brigades to (he 
residence of Mr. Frank McNamara, 
59 LeMarchant Road, where a serious 
fire was raging in his barn at the rear 
of his house. Thick inky volumes of 
smoke were pouring out of the south­
west corner of the building, while the 
flames aided by the high wind licked 
the fringes of the large balsam trees 
in the next yard west of the building.

Arriving 
at the scene the firemen’s first duty 
was to remove Mr. McNamara’s horses 
and also the pony of Hon. M. P. Gibbs, 
who owns the east end of the building. 
On first entering the building two of 
the firemen were forced to, withdraw 
before the thick and blinding smoke, 
when the streams of water started to 
play on the flames. The men worked 
hard and fast and considering the 
place was most difficult to approach it 
was a wonder the building was saved. 
Capt. Kane of the West End brigade 
received a nasty cut in the left hand 
by getting It caught in a rusty nail.

Large Part Being 
Played By Japan in 

ihe Big War
The Country’s Ambassador to the 

Court of St James, at Present fa 
Toronto, Says Japan will not Give 
Eian Chow Back to Germany.—Jap­
anese Munitions Helping the Bus. 
slang Drive Back the. Enemy.
Toronto, August 3.—Marquis Inoye, 

Japanese Ambassadqr to the Court of 
St. Jaihes, arrived in Toronto last 
night, on his Way from London to 
Japan, and is staying at the Queen 
Hotel. Sir John and Lady Hendry 
returned yesterday from Niagara-on- 
the-Lake, to receive His Excellency, 
who is accompanied by the Marchion 
ess and suite. They will be enter­
tained at Government House to-day 
It is expected the Ambassador will be 
able to attend the commemorative 
service on Friday, on the second an­
niversary of the declaration of war.

“Will you give Kiau Chow back to 
Germany after the war?” the Marquis 
was asked. t

“We will give it back to China, to 
whom it belongs."

“Japan is playing a large part in the 
war,” said the marquis. “All our 
government arsenals and our private 
industries are mobilized against Ger­
many. We are doing everything pos­
sible to help Russia. We are sending 
munitions to the eastern front via 
Vladlvostock. I might safely say that 
Japan has supplied the major part of 
the munitions being used by the Rus­
sians In their offensive and in that we 
have contributed a great deal toward 
the Russian success."

Beecher Knew
His Germany,

One of the leading policies of the 
mighty but unscrupulous Bismarck 
was to so represent his case to the 
world that the world might believe 
that Germany’s foes were always the 
aggressors. He did this in the case of 
Austria, but his most signal triumph 
in this respect was that of 1870, when 
although engaged in a deliberate plot 
to drive unprepared France into war, 
he made it seem universally self- 
evident that Napoleon was provoking 
the struggle. And Napoleon did not 
have intelligence enough to perceive 
or prevent the scheme. The dwarf 
was pitted against the Titan and diil 
not see the disparity. This German 
attitude of “he-was-picking-on-me" 
did not deceive anybody, however. 
The great Cardinal Manning clearly 
saw through It and the keen intellect 
of Henry Ward Beecher was in no­
wise deceived. In 1875, he thus sar­
castically referred to the same:

“It Is wonderful what bad neighbors 
poor Germany seems to have. There 
Is that greet hectoring Belgium try­
ing to pick a quarrel with her. There 
is France, recovering from her great 
defeat with a rapidity, which shows 
very little consideration tor Ger­
many’s feelings. Austria, too, retains 
her sovereignty over twelve million 
subjects of German race, which, of 
course, Is exasperating to the great 
Empire. And don’t Holland and Den­
mark persist In holding on to their 
nice bits of seacoast with an obstinacy 
as annoying as Naboths of old? And 
Isn’t there the Pope, who, as every 
one knows, has countless armies at 
his back ready to march to Berlin? 
It really looks as It poor Germany 
might feel obliged to go to war with 
somebody, Just to keep peace! And 
to mhke her case harder, the unsym- 
pathizlng persist in thinking that there 
is a war in Europe at present, it will 
probably be because Germany—or the 
group of soldiers who rule Germany— 
chooses it” •

The great Preacher knew his Ger­
many all right. The whining hypo­
crite playing martyr Is invariably the 
most brutal of bullies fnd barbarians 
when his opportunity arrives.—Hali­
fax Review.

MICHAEL T. KNIGHT.
The news of the passing of Mr. 

Michael T. Knight yesterday, while it 
could not have been altogether unex­
pected, was heard with sorrow by 
very many, particularly the older 
residents of the city. The venerable 
citizen had attained the age of 84, and 
died full of years and honor. He be­
longed to an earlier generation, and 
for some years had lived In the quiet 
seclusion of his home, content to let 
the bustling Wajld roll on without; 
but he always remained the same 
kindly and genial friend to all that' 
knew him and, In knowing, loved and 
respected him.

There was no more loyal native of 
St. John's than Michael Knight He 
was born on January 29th, 1832. This, 
we might remind our readers, was the 
year the Reform Bill was passed In 
England; the year that saw the death 
of Goethe and of Sir Walter Scott; 
Wellington was still living. Educated 
first under Joseph Bacon and later at 
Castle Rennie under Messrs. New­
man and Nugent—ancient and honor­
ed names they are now!—Mr. Knight 
entered business as a clerk In the em- 
ploy of P. Rogerson & Co. His finff 
connection with the public life of the 
Colony began in 1865, from which 
time until 1876 he held the position of 
Collector of Customs on the Labrador. 
He resigned It to become Secretary of 
the Board of Works. In 1882 he stood 
for the District of Bay de Verde, but 
was unsuccessful. Three years later 
he was returned member for Twillin­
gate and for four years was Financial 
Secretary. Another unsuccessful 
candidature followed In 1889, but he 
was elected in 1893 and became Sur­
veyor General the next year.-This was 
the last time he sat in the Legislature, 
but he soon afterwards was appointed 
Deputy Minister of Public Works, re­
tiring a few years ago on a pension.

No man was more faithful to his 
country, his city and his friendships 
than Mr. Knight. He is remembered 
as one who brought to the vocation of 
politics no feeling of animosity what­
ever. His enemies were such in a 
political sense alone. He never re­
sented criticism, which consequently 
was never directed bitterly against 
him; he was the first to appreciate 
a jest against himself. His memory is 
enshrined in the hearts of many in 
our city and island as that of a true, 
honorable and kindly gentleman. His 
wife, a sister of Mr. Stephen March, 
died a few years ago. He leaves a 
brother, Mr. J. R. Knight, of Military 
Road, and a sister, Mrs. Heyfleld, 
widow of the late Rev. Jesse Heyfleld, 
to whom the Telegram offers its sym­
pathy in their bereavement. The fun­
eral will take place on Wednesday 
afternoon, from his late residence on 
Circular Road.
