The Siberian
Resurreectior.

(From the Boston Transcript.)

The home-coming of the Siberian
exiles is one of the most striking in-
cidents in history. Back they come,
2 hundred thousand; back by sledges,
back on foot; the railway trains
crowded with men and women who
but yesterday were slaves, now chant-
ing their liberty, and acclaiming a
free fatherland which yesterday was
but a cherished dream of the night of
tyranny; at Tobolsk appearing even
in their chains, because there were
not blacksmiths enough to knock the
gyves from their feet. There is but
one idea of the human soul which
presents adegquately this sudden ris-
ing to freedom of hopeless exiles and
prisoners, and that is the idea of the
resurrection ® day, when men shall
throw off the shroud of death and put
on the . garments of immortality.
Darkest before dawn! At the Alex-
@ndrovsk prison the political convicts
were called up one day by the gover-
nor for a flogging, which not one of
them bad done anything to deserve.
Innocently they suffered its pains;
when in rushed a provincial State
attorney, or prosecutor, - who ex-
claimed, “Russia is a republic—you
are free!” Then thpy knew that the
governor, with the spirit of the tyrant
to tht last, knowing that the liber-
ation was coming, had beaten them
to “prepare them for sweet liberty!”
Home
over the Siberian snow wastes and
the thawing Russian steppes — and
what then? What will Russia do with
its hundred thousand political exiles?
Has Czarism turned them into moral
and mental wrecks, into beings who
will plot and disturb forever? Some
of them, perhaps. Among them will
be .some who will try as hard to up-
set any moderate regime seeking to
do its duty by the great cause in which
the country is enlisted—trying to
unite rich and poor, noble and peas-
ant, Christian and Jew, in a com-
mon cause—as they did to upset the
autocracy. Never mind; that is a risk
that freedom must take. Wrongly
they were captives; rightly they are
froe; liberty is the mother of order.
These exiles who have been brought
back will be an immensely valuable
addition to the energy of Russia. Mes-
sengers of progress, their banishment
cut off a good deal of light from
Russia’s path. Their restoration will
bring back many a ray 'of public in-
syiration, even if in the case of some
of them %he illumination should prove
a little too lurid for the general good.

Once more the price of

victory has fallen heavily

on our brave Regiment.

It was known that it must

E be playing the part in

the advance which its reputation had
marked it out for—how great a part
we have yet to learn—and a casualty
list was looked for almost as a mat-
ter of course. It has come, or the
first part of it, and the blow is a ter-
ribly severe one, the worst since last
July. It is true that not one of the
names of the officers contained in it,
names of the most splendid types of
our manhood, bears the fatal “Killed”
opposite it, but many of them are un-
der the almost more torturing de-
signation “Missing.” In «each case
hope remains, but the hope which has
so often been cruelly disappointed
that none will place too much reliance
in it. None the less it exists, and the
rather striking fact that none of these
officers is definitely reported killed
indicates that the nature of the fight-
ing may have been peculiar and dif-
ferent from that of former occasions.
Thus there is always the possibility
that some of these men were seen to
fall -(and therefore are  reported
wounded), and were afterwards pick-
ed up by other troops in the impetuous
advance. The very nature and un-
usual classification of the list en-
courages some such impression, and
the best consolation we can' offer is
that it is quite impossible as yet to
form any definite conclusions. AH
will pray that their worst fears be
not reaflzed, for the names on the list
are ‘household names with " us, ‘the
best in .the Regiment. They tell a
story which’ we hardly need the mes-
sages to- eonfirm, and' the - messages
will soon comeé. They will tell *of
deeds worthy of the regiment that has
been mentioned in despatches. = They
do not need to tell of the heroism of
those that led it: we know it already.

IMPRESSIVE SERVICE AT ST.
PAUL’S.
LONDON, To-Day.

The British people and Americans

Captured 4,000 Germans.

Much war material was left behind
by the flying foe, including as yet an
unstated sumber of heavy guns. The
yield of prisoners is much larger than
the first reports indicated. Already
3,280 men, including sixty officers,
have been recorded and many more
are to come. The final total may
reach 4,000 prisoners to the Canadian
troops alone.

To a young Texan, who came to
Ontario to enlist, and who is now ly-
ing wounded in the hospital, belongs
the honor of first carrying the Ameri-
can flaz into the battle in the Euro-
pean .war, iato which the United
Statcs as a Dbelligerent has just en-
tered. He went up to the assault at
Thelus carrying the Stars and Stripes
on his bayonet and fell thus.

Swept Away Enemy’s Line,

The ground won in Monday’s great
battle gives evidence of the terrific ef-
fect of the artillery preparation on
a scale believed never before to have
been attempted. The German tactics
in withdrawing from the first line to
their deep dugouts when the bombard-
ment began, and leaving only their
patrol exposed, is fully explained by
the condition of the enemy’s line,
which is smashed almost beyond re-
cognition at some points. Our bar-
rage and direct fire wbkre so intense
that the Germans sought to escape it
by advancing. The number of their
dead, found well forward in the front
lines in such positions as indicate
hand-to-hand fighting, and the utter
sweeping away. of their protective
wire, which the -enemy believed im-
pregnable, must have had a most de-
pressing effect on them.

Canadian Gunners Good Work.

Their wire was practically no ob-
stacle, so splendidly was the artillery
preparation carried out. The co-
operation of the British with their
heavy guns, with the Canadian gun-
ners, added much to the effectiveness
of, and confidence in, our infantry’s
ability to keep the Germans on the
move. This confidence 1is greatly
strengthened by this latest demon-
stration that the German barb wi;e
is no longer a bar to a carefully pre-
pared advance.

The Spoils of War.

The spoils in ‘war material is large,
and it will increase as the remaining
unexplored ground is cleared up. A
partial list of the guns taken by the
Canadian Corps at the front shows
two eight inch, seven 5.9, two 4.2, 11
field guns and several non@escripts,
including one gun of four-inch ecali-
bre, dated 1881.. This indic#fes that
the enemy is using everything in the
shape of guns at his disposal. Fifty
machine guns are already enumerated
as taken, and many more may come
this (Tuesday) afternoon.

The advance of the Canadian troops
has Been resumed in “the northern
part of the front, and further pro-
gress is being made, with a number of
additional prisoners taken.
