In Doctor Rendell’s opinion it was
not a disease that comld be success-
fully treated by the general prac-
titioner unless he had lots of time
and money, and generally = he ‘had
neither. Successful treatment could
only be given by a specgialist, and
should be administered in buildings
specially prepared for -the purpose,
The whole world was affected with
tubercolosis germ, but it was no use
to give up the fight. If one buys a good
seed he cannot expect a good crop if
the ground is not fertile. The tubercu-
losis germ is very harmless if it does
not get assistance, and to prevemt it
from gaining a hold wr -should
make our  bodies sterile. The dis-
oczses which affect the respiratory or-
gans, such ‘as = colds, -pneumonia,
whooping cough, etc.,, are what we
must guard against. When the tissue
of the lungs becomes affecteéd, the
otherwiise 'compargtively harmless
germ: is given an opening. What we
must do is to mike the lungs sterile
against these  attacks. The ' doctor

It is reported that
one large New York factor in the her-
ring trade is offering more than ten
thousand packages at a price that
ought to find plenty of buyers, but
which, on the contrary, has failed to
create even a flicker of interest. One
reason for this, perhaps—a reason
whieh we believe not altogether unten-
able—is that the goods are probably
not of very choice quality. Complaints
have been rife this season concerning
Newfoundland herring, and prices
have varied from the floor to the ceil-
ing. For instance, 1919 large winters
are quoted in some quarters as high as
$22 per barrel, emphasis being placed
upon the superior quality of these
goods, while other dealers are offering
—or claim they are offering—for as
low as $10, with no attempt to capi-
talize the “Q” in quality. After sifting
ali available information, however, it
is probable that a fair, all-round price
for winters is $14@16 per barrel for
fish “as they run”, While it is said that
very much better prices are obtainable
for “tlncy" stocks, we would like to

Nfld. Scotch
Cured Herring.

While stocks of -Newfoundland
Scotch cured herring are moving
freely, due to a tendency on the part
of dealers to “get out from under”
before the arrival of new goods on
the market, the curtailment of the
supply of Scotch herring on account
of the longshoremen’s strike has not
affected prices materimally. One large
factor give it as his opinion that this
is due largely to the fact that Scotch
herring is arriving in large quantities
via Baltimore, Philadelphia, and other
ports which have not been affected
by the strike. Alcng about the mid-
dle of December the new goods will
be in the market, which explains the
almost frantic efforts of large hold-
ers of old stocks to unload at almost
any price. One large dealer advises
that he has on hand over 10,000 pack-
ages, and that some of these goods,
while not in the pink of condition,
have been sold for as low as $11 in
crder to get them off his hands. - The
reason advanced by several New. York
factors for the inferior Newfound-
land goods this year is that they were
allowed to remain cn the wharves in
Newfoundland during the heat of the
summer before being shipped. Prices
remain on & level with last week’s
quotations, — N. Y. Fishing Gazetts,
Nov. 8.

A Make-Shift.

It is generally admitted on
all sides that the new - Execu-
tive of Hon. R. A. Squires,
sworn in on Monday, is but a
make-shift, and appointed mere-
ly to assume control of the
Government. As a make-shift,
it will, of course, suit the ideas
of the party following, but that
it meets with the full approval
of the electorate supporting the
Liberal Reform Party is de-
bateable. Nor does it, so far as
the North is concerned, receive
the full approbation of the
Fishermen’s Protective Union,
the organizaton under Mr.
Coaker, which gave Mr. Squires
the Government. In fact the
F.P.U. have been treated very
cavalierly, and the signs indi-
cate a disturbance in that body
which will not easily be quelled.

" A solid North gave (with the
inclusion of St. Barbe) eleven
seats in the House of Assembly
earmarked for the Fishermen’s
Protective Union. That num-
ber is all but one-third of the
total Assembly membership,
and to be proportionately re-
presented in the Government,
the North should have had one-
half of the Administrative ma-
chinery. Yet when the divsion
was made Mr. Squires appro-
priated eight seats and pawn-
ed Mr. Coaker off with .three.
And the joke of it all is that
the redoubtable President stands
for the shake-down. The F.P.U.
gets two seats in the Executive
and Mr. Jennings, member for
Twillingate, is given the Publie
Works Department, as a sop.
Mr. Squires corrals four depart-
mental offices and seven seats
in the Executive as his factions
share of the spoils, and in ad-
dition gives W. H. Cave, mem-
ber for Bay de Verde the port-
folio of Shipping.

The Big;
Biggest Animals.
So far the biggest animals, says
Sir Ray Lankester, of which we have
any knowledge are tiie various kinds
of whales still fiomishing in the sea.
A mechanical Hmit is set to the size
of land-walking animals and that
limit has beem reached by the ele-
poants. “Flesh and Flood,” and we
may add “bome,” eammot carry on dry
land a greater hulk than his. He is
always in damger of sinking by his
own weight into soft marsh land.
His fest have to be much thicker in
proportion than those of smaller an-

 imals—made of the same material—

or they would bend and snap. His
leet have to be padded with huge dises
of fat and fibre to ease the local
pressure, and his legs are kept
straight, not bent at the joints, when
Be stands (a fact to whkich Shake-
speare make Ulyssis refer), so that
the vast weight of his body shall be
supported by the stiff column form-
ed by the upper and lower half of the
limb-bones kept uprigit in one
straight line. A well-grown elephant
weighs  five tons. Compare his
weight and shape with that of a big
whalebone-whalée—no extinct animal
approaches the existing big whale in
bulk and weight. He is eighty to
ninety feet long, and kas no neck nor
any length of tail. His outline is egg-
like, narrower at tke hinder end. He
weighs 200 tons—foity tiwnes as much
as a big elephant—and is perfectly
supported without any strain on his
structure by the water im which ne
foats. There is no such limit to his
possible size, as there is in the case
of land-walking = &nimals. But it
seems probable that he, toe, is limit-
ed in size by mec'anical condltions
of anether kind. Probably he can-
not exceed some ninety feet in length,
and 200 tons of bulk on account of
the relatively great increase of pro-
portionate size and power im the heart
required in order e propel the blood

: through such a vast mass of living

tissue and keep him “going” as a
warm-blooded wammal. The original
pattern—the saall dog-like ancestor
of the Wwhale—ecannot he indefinitely
expanded as an efficient working
machine, though its limits is not de-
termined by the same mechanical
causés as those which limit the bulk
of the terrestrial quadruped.

Probably not one person in a. hun-i|}

dred fully realises the great health’
value of fresh fruit. Among thnnev
who eat apples and pears, chercies
and plums, the majority, and thcn.‘
too, who most need them, refuse to
swallow the skins. ‘

Yet the consumption of raw fresh i
fruits with their skins assists in'
}

maintaining a high condition of the "

blood, and simultaneously ef keeping :

the digestive orgams of the body_ p

clean, in part because of the nature
of the food, and in part because 1!:
acts as a natural laxative. i

The seeds of fruits, like the pips of
the apple and the pear, the kernel of
the plum and cherry-stone, and all
nuts, are among the richest of all
food materials, while the skins supply
the mineral substances, which are
necessary to the nourishment of the
blood, without which nobady could
live.

‘Where thé blood is examined be-
fore one commences to eat fruit with
its skins, and again at the end of
three months, the improvement is|
marked by the increase in the red
cells and the red colouring wmatter, ||
which are of such vital importance ta
health and to life.

There are numerous faods which |
we ought not to eat in excess, but of
which we do:eat too much, that leave
something behind them in the organs
of digestion and elsewhere.- Fruit is
the natural remedy to employ and' not
medicine. Tts systematic employment
at; all meals is quickly followed by a
healthy change.

The skins with the aeid which all
fruits contain are perfect cleansers,;
the former acting almost like a broom]
in sweeping all before it, as it passes !
through the digestive organs.

The apple is the best of all fruits,
and for the purpose indicated should
be grated finely, amnd eaten with
coarse oatmeal as porridge, being
sweetened with condensed milk. Ap-
ples should be bought now, and suit-
able varieties will keep through the |
winter if placed in a cold, dry, dark !
store, where frost cannot harm them. }

Horse Shoes of Straw. |

In Japan, most of the horses are
shod with straw. Even the clumsiest
of cart-horses wear straw shoes. In
their case the shoes are tied reund
the ankles with straw rope;, and are
made of the ordinary rice straw, braid-
ed so that they form a sole for the
foot, about half an inch thiek. These
soles cost about a half-penny per pair,
and when they are worn out they are
thrown away. Every cart has a stock
of fresh new shoes tied to the horse
or to the front of the cart, and in Jap-
an it was formerly the custom to mea~
sure distance largely by the number
of horseshoes made a day’s journey,
and the average shoe lasted for about
eight miles of travel.

The “Polyp” at Home.

The coral-animal or “polyp” ‘is
very. simply constructed. A month
surrounded by a flshy body and fring-
ed with tentacles armed with sting-
ing-threads for securing food, and an
enviably simple stomach, complete its
make-up. The majority cf living cor-
als vary in size from about a quarter
to one inch in diameter; small in
comparison with the earlier fossil
forms as found in the limestone of
Wenlock, Malvern, etc., which some-
times measure a foot or more across
with thick dividing walls; though
others, of another type, were very
tiny, the individual polyps being no
larger than a pin's head. Reproduc-
tion takes place by automatic divis-
ion of individuals, or by “budding,”
the buds remaining attached to the
parent whence they sprang and ad-
ding to the mass, or by eggs. The
soft-bodied larvae resulting from (he
eggs move actively abouf by means of
rowting-threads for some time before
settling down for good. W‘hen the day
arrives on which it feels a roving
existence no longer appeals, the young-
ster chooses an anchorage and lays
the foundatiom~stone of its chosen
home; a basal plate by which it vol-
untarily anchors itseif for life. Its
next procedure is to build an exter-
nal skeleton. An outer wall is built
up, thin partitions are made, and us-
ually a pillar from the centre of the
foundation-stone grows up to the cen-
tral food-cavity as an internal sup-
port; its material for this somewhat
extensive job being carbonate of lime
taken from the sea-weter!

Coral “Flowers”

Though certain species cling to a
golitary mode of Jife, others are out-
and-out communists, combining to
form more or less extensive colonies.
These communities take well-ordered
forms. The well-known ‘“brain-
coral,” so-called from the resem-
blance of dts ridged surface to the
convolutions of the brain, forms large
areas of skeletons massed and weld-
ed together, the shape cf the mass
and even the details of the skeltons
varying considerably in different sit-
uations and under different conditions
of growth, many influences dictating
the exact shape it shall take. The
branched “stag’s horn” and flattened
“mushroom” corals adopt the shapes
indicated by their titles, though
neither rival in beauty or form or
colouring the purpie-crimson “organ-
pipe” of the Indian Ocean; a striking
object when seen with its bright green
living polyps with tentacles expand-
ed flower-like in readiness to convert
into a meal any tiny organism ven-
turing within reach. This deceptive
appearance, as of elegant petalled
flowers blossoming on the soft “bark”
of the coral stems, led cighteenth
century observers tc declare the
“flowers,” that Pliny and Dioscorides
were undoubtedly correct in pro-
claiming the coral to be a subterran-
ean shrub which, when dragged from
its sea~-bed and exposed tc the air,
suddenly became petrified!

UnM'le Foundations.

The greatest depth at which the
reef-building corals can work is be-
tweec twenty ard thirty fathoms.
Confined to water, the temperature of
which in the ccldest weather does not
fall below 68 degrees F., coral-reefs
are abundant in the Pacific and In-
dian Oceans and near the West In-
'dies, and’ are most plentiful where
volcanic upheavals are mnot looked
upon as extraordinary. The founda-
tion of the living coral, which extends
in many reefs far below the above-
mentioned depth, is no longer living,
the once elevated portion of the sea-

In consideration of itz slow growth
the coral reefs are “fished” once only
in ten years, the fishing boats engaged
in ihis extremely _lucrative-business
varying in size from thres to fourteen
tons. The most valuable fisheries are
among the coral reefs off Tunisia, Al-
geria, and “Morocco, the raw material
going chiefly to ltaly. The red coral
of the Mediterrarean and the Red Sea
is exported in large quantities to
India for the manufacture of orma-:
ments and articles of personal adorn-
ment. The black coral of the Persian
Gulf and Great Barrier Reef is still
more highly prized, but the most val-
nable of all is the rose-pink coral,
which even in pre-war days fetched
anything from £80 to £120 per
\ounce!—John o' London's Weekly.

Armenia’s Agony.

1

Lord Bryce and the Atroc!ﬁes of the
Young Turks.

Lurid revelations of the massacre
of Armenians in 1915 were made by
Lord Bryce at a luncheon given at
Pagani’s restaurant by Lord Glad-
stone and the Armenian bureau. The
massacre, said Lord Bryce, formed an
unsurpassed chapter of horror in the
blood-stained annals of the East.
The statements made in the Blue
Book had been confirmed by German
missionaries, and it was to be hoped
that the Germans would now know
the atrocious conduct of their Gov-
ernment, which had allowed a Chris-
tian people to be almost extermina-
ted, The Armenians had hoped that
the people of the United States would
receive a mandate for the country,
but a decision had been postponed.
“I cannot conceive,” added Lord
Bryce, “that the rule of the Turks
will be restored. That would be an
atrocious erime. The Young Turks,
who rose in the name of liberty, have
surpassed the crimes of Abdul Hamid
in Armenia. I plead that the Turks
shall not be allowed to rule over
Christian populations.” The fiim
called “Auction of Souls,” founded on
the book, ‘“Ravished Armenia,” and
on Lord Bryce's officlal report on the
Turkish atrocities, was afterwards
shown at the Queen’s Hall, and will
shortly be presented to the general
public. The chief part is played by a
young Armenian girl, Aurora Mardi-
ganian, who managed to escape from
the Turks, and the drama pr:sented
is at once enthralling and terriblé—
Ex.

War Words We've Won.

The word “dragon” in French was
not taken from the fact that soldiers
bearing a dragon on their shields
took their name from it. As a matter
of fact the French dragons never
wore & shield. The word came from
dragonne, an ornament ending in a
tassel or knot worn on the sword-hilt
in full dress.

The first soldiers to wear this or-
nament were called “dragong”; they
appear in history for the first time
under Francois I., of France as Drag-
ons du Rol. This ornament dragonne
is still worn in France in the army
and navy in full dress.

With reference to the word “cuiras-
sier,” it has no reference whatever to
the word ecmivre (copper), but to
cuir (leather) and euir (armour), In
French “cuirasse” literally means any
kind of metal armour. We read of
“cuirassiers” of Henry IV. of Na-
varre wearing steel breast and back
plates—cuirasses de ecuir (leathern
armour) of the ancients. During the
eighteenth century “cuirasse” meant
breast and back plates which, under
Louis XIII, XIV. and XV. were of
steel, and worn by Gemndarmes du Rol
Even now we have in the French
Navy Gardecotes cuirasses (armoured
coast-guard ships) and Croiseurs
(armoured cruisers.)

LONDON, Nov. 1,
HOTELS FOLL.

Londen is suffering from another
spell of war crowéing. It ic almost
éimpossible to find hotel accomodation
in any of the big West End hotels.
On October 21st twelve hotels Te-
tosed accomodation until the middle
of November, and one said that the
bureau had been forced to “turn
down” over 1,000 applications during
the past week. The hotel propri-
etors say that it is the Motor Show.
This is hard to believe. More likely
4 is the moving population that the
war has produced and the anxiety of
all who can afford to evade the dif-
ficulties of modern hcusekeeping.

LONDONS NEW RESTAURANTS.

At the same time the difficulties of
home catering, and the elusiveness
of the efficient servant, are being re-
@lected in London’s tea shops. The
habit of dining out has been nour-
tahed on domestic adversity, and to
the same exigencies is traceable a
heroic and cheerful endurance of the
discomforts of the practice. Popular
habit has outstripped catering enter-
prise, with the result that there are
not enough establiskments to ac-
comodate the tea ~seekers. Apart
from restricted space, organisation is
not all it might be, London being in
this respect far behind some provin-
cial cities, Overcrowding and fren-
gied scrambles result, and it is there-
fore with relief that Londoners hear
of som dozen schemes for super-
restaurants now being considered. A
Welsh company will open a house
fn the Strand to: seat 3,000, and
another in Leicester Square. Lyons
and Company are, however, more
smbitious, and are negotiating for
the linking up the Corner House in
Coventry Street with the Trocadero,
and forming ore giant restaurant
which will cater for 7,000 at a sitting.

WOMEN POLICE.

Women police have hitherto con-
stituted one of our silent moral and
physical forces, and whatl little was
known of their activities was wrong-
ly ‘interpreted by reason of the rid-
feule of the scoffers. It is now being
recognised, however, that their duties
are multifarious, important, and well
performed, and encouraged by the
favor with which the women in blue
are now being rewarded their officials
are desiring thefr inclusior in the
farisdiction of the constituted police
authority. During the war there
were two or three voiuntary organi-
sations whichh did excellent service,
but now that more or less normal
conditions prevall a system of co-

operation might well be introduced.
The official women police force in
London is at sanctioned strength—
115—but applications for enrollment
continue to pour in. The emoluments
are attractive, and new rates of pay,
including 48s. per weck for patrols,
have beea drawn up, bot the work
i{s arduous. It is mostly of a pre-
ventive character, and pertains to
matters affecting the welfare of -wo-
men and children. The women police
have no power of arrest, and their
organisation is in close touch with
philanthropic bodies. The force,
therefore, is in reality an organised
rescue society, but as its work is
still in the experimental stage it is
impossible to forecast any increase in
its numbers.

BISMARCK AND A DIETETIC
FRONTIER.

The question asked of the Chairman
of the Kitchen Committee of the
House of Commons (Sir James Agg-
Gardner), as to whether German wines
are again to be supplied to members
proved somewhat futile. The ques-
tion was answered in the affirmative.
It recalls a story of Bismarck. When
the ex-Kaiser came to the German
throne it was one of his fancies that
everything on the Imperial dinner
table should be of. Teutonic pro-
duction. “The All-Highest” noted to
his annoyance that the great “Iron
Chancellor” deliberately passed the
German champagne when it was of-
fered him, and even preferred what
to Bismarck was the unaccustomed
drink of plain mizeral -~ water.
“Pprince,” exclaimed the monarch at
last, “you do not seem to appreciate
our German champagne, a vintage
far superior to its French rival”
“Majesty,” grimly rejoined the Chan-
cellor, “I never in internal relations
allow frontier  differences to affect
my digestion.”

THE SUBMARINE MONITOR.

Submarine M 1 is just back from
the Mediterranean, where ~ she has
been on trials since the early part of
the year. She is at present the only
submarine in the world to carry a
12 inch gun, and the results of the
tests made with her are awaited with
interest. The heaviest gun, mounted
in a submarine before the war was
a 3-inch, firing a 121 pounds pro-
jectile, and, although larger calibres
of weapons: were introduced during
hostilities, it does not appear that
tle German submarines mounted a
gun heavier than 6-inch calibre, and

EMBARGO ON THE FLAPPER.

Many of the women and girls whose
services in the Government offices in
Whitehall have been dispensed with
are finding grea: difficulty in secur-
ing employment in private offices. It
appears a period of service in a Gov-
ernment department is proving to be
a serious handicap in the competition
for clerical posts in the City and
elsewhere. However ill founded,
the popular idea that the so-called
Government flappers spent most of
their day brewing and drinking tea
dies hard; ard there is a deep seated
reluctance on the part of employers
to recruit them to their staffs. An
official at an important Labor Ex-
change tells me that there was a
large number of firms who absolutely
refuse to consider women who have
been trained or have served in a
Covernment department for any vac-
ancies they may have, and notwith-
standing whatever recommendations
or qualifications the applicant may
possess. The business man’s hostile
attitnde is likewise manifesting dtself
in advertisements for women em-
ployees, and in not a few cases ex-
Government servants have' been
warned that they “need not apply.”
The embargo is one which is natural-
ly resented by the women, many of|
whom claim to have performed valu-
able service im the national emer-
gency.

A FAIR FOOTBALLER FROM
FRAXNCE.

I met at tea recently a very dainty
Parisienne, probably not yet out of
her teens. She told me she had come
here primarily to study our lan-
guage, but also to follow our wo-
men’s sports.
