Few people renllzo how appalling
is the toll of life exacted from the
human race every year by the man-
eaters of the forest. Such figures as
are available show that lions, tigers,
snakes, and crocodiles do their dead-
ly work with staggering effect.

In one year, for example, more than
28,000 people were killed in British
India, 1,923 being slain by tigers and
other beasts, while 26,385 perished
through being bitten by reptiles. This
number does not include the native
States, for which, with their popula-
tion of some ninety millions, no fig-
ures are obtaifable.

The highest total of deaths due to
wild animals within recent yearf in
any one province was for Behar and
Orissa, where 684 people lost their
lives, tigers alone accounting for 376.
In the United Provinces one man-eat-

ing tiger in the Almore district killed 2

-ten persons.

In Nepaul there is on record a case
in which a train was derailed because

Cromwell’s Skulls

Near the Marble Arch, at the north-
east cormer of Hyde Park, (a land-
mark known to all Canadian visitors
to London) is the site of Tyburn, for

678 years (1196-1783)!'a place of pu-}-

lic execution, to which criminals
were brought from :Howgate Prison
and the Tower. Here, in 1661, the
bodies of Oliver Cromwell and his
lieutenants, Ireton and Bradshaw, ex-
humed from their graves " in West-
minster Abbey, were beheaded and
exposed. Workmen, making . an ex-
cavation for the laying of water mains
near the historic ground the -other
day, came upon a find of hones and
skulls which were certainly those of
the malefactors who died at “Tyburn
Tree.’ It has been asserted that some
of these relics may well have been
those of the Protector, and the ro-
mance of this idea attracted many
people. Unfortunately, no evidence
can be produced in its favour, es-
pecially as Cromwell’s skull has ‘al-
ready been located in several differ-
ent paces. In 1847 it was stated in the
Times that the embamed head was
then in the possession of “ome Mr.
Horace Wilkinson, of Sevenoaks,
Kent. It had {the appearance of dried
leather, with a small hole in the fore-
head, representing the famous’ wart.
A story of more recent date credits a
Miss Wilkinson, of Shortlands, Kent,
with the ownership of the relic. This
lady, who claimed -descent from
Cromwell, is said to have been in the
habit of giving what she called “head
parties,” when, after refreshment, the

The First Ol Well.

Commercial production’' can 'really
be dated from the time when Drake
put down his first well at Titusville,
Pa., in 1859. That ‘does not mean to
say that petroleum was unknown be-
fore then, for we have references to
it even in the Bible, and the ancient
‘Fire Worshippers of Peru’ undoubtedly
used oil in their ceremonies.

Ever since Drake’s well was sunk
gixty-four years ago, oil operators
have been forging ahead all over the
wherever - geologists ~have
thought there is a chance of oil.

When a likely spot has been- set-
tled upon, a - derrick—a tower-like
structure—is erected over the' place.
This is made of either wood.or steel,
and tapers up from a base ‘sixteen to'
twenty-four feet squédre to a four foot
square at the top, eighty to onme hun-
dred and thirty feet above. Round
the sides at the bottom are various
sheds housing drilling machines and
wheels.

Cables, passing over pulleys at the
top of the derrick, are wound on
drums on these wheels, and they are
used for drilling and for pulling tools
or lifting casing out of the hole.

All Done by Drilling.

For drilling with this system, which |~

is called the percussion, or standard,
method, the cable, with the drilling-
bit attached, is clamped to :a strong
beam, which is given an up-and-down
stroke by means of a crank
other end.  The drilling-bit is a long,
chisel-shaped, steel' weight with .a.
working face at one hundred and
fitty-seven degrees for the larger bits
to one hundred and ten degrees for.
