The Great Western Railway, in view of 
the rapidly increasing business flowing 
through Port Stanley, have decided on 
important additions to their yard and 
pier accommodation at that place.

Galt—The Branch Line.—The rails 
on the Grand Trunk are now laid to the 
station building at Galt. The first 
construction train arrived on Thursday. 
It is expected that the line will be opened 
for traffic immediately.

The Welland correspondent of the St- 
Catharines News reports that while the 
excursion train on the Great Western 
Air Line was running between Marehfrille 
and Darling Read, about ten o’clock yes­
terday, a man named Campbell, a resi­
dent of Cayuga, fell between two of the 
cars and was killed.

Sad Accident.—Mr. William Roberts, 
of South EaUthope, drove a reaper over 
his three year old son on Monday, and 
out the bone of his leg clean through, 
leaving his foot hanging by a piece of 
skin. The boy had been playing in the 
field, but the father had not noticed him, 
hence the accident.

A Young Man in Montreal stepped on a 
nail recently ; for about six days he felt 
no great inconvience, the wound healed, 
and nothing was thought of the matter. 
After some time he felt stiffness in his 
back and legs, he got rapidly worse, 
and yesterday was attacked with lock-jaw 
and pronounced hopeless.

Molten Brass. — At Hamilton on 
Thursday, a moulder in Young’s brass 
foundry allowed the ladel from which he 
was pouring the liquid metal, to drop in­
to a bucket of water ; the result was an 
immediate explosion. The hot metal flying 
into the man’s face, inflicted burns of a 
very serions nature. It is thought he 
will lose his eyesight.

Colonel Peters, of the Canadian team, 
has presented Earl Dtteie with a fine 
sporting trophy in the shape of a moose 
head and two heads of the Cariboo deer, 
handsomely mounted.

The horse 
which he was driving took fright, and, 
one of the reins breaking, the frightened 
animal ran into a ditch, throwing Howell 
eut, breaking his neck and killing him in­
stantly. The deceased was a married 
man, 24 years of age, and has been in 
Canada six years. He formerly acted as 
servant to Sir JV>hn A. Macdonald, and 
was also at one time servant to Lieuten­
ant-Governor Howland, and porter at the 
Roesin House, Toronto.

Suicide at Hamilton.
On Wednesday afternoon» distressing

She made her appearance at 
home about half-past 11 o’clock, but it 
was not for nearly half-amhour later 
that her aunt noticed anything peculiar 
in her conduct, though she had been 
drinking the whiskey. Mrs. Stephenson 
was, by this time, lying in a deadly 
stupor, and the laudanum bottle being 
found empty, the woman in the house 
sent to the shops for the husband. When 
he came he saw that his wife had evi­
dently poisoned herself, and he at once 
sent fer Dr. Ballon, who found the de­
ceased in a perfect strte of ooma, and he 
was unable to rouse her. The strongest 
emetic)» failed to act, and the stomach 
pump was useless as far as effectual work­
ing wao concerned. Tho woman- lay like 
a corpse, and all the symptoms were 
those of poisoning from an overdose of 
the deadly drug. Mrs. Stephenson con­
tinued in this state until about 8.30 
o’clock when she died. The verdict at 
the inquest was that “ the deceased came 
to her death by an overdose of laudanum.”

An interesting article upon this 
subjeot lately appeared in the London 
Milk Jinsmal, in which it ifl stated, on 
the authority of Dr. Benjamin Clarke, 
that in the East Indies warm mjlk is 
used to a great extent as a specific for 
diarrhoea. A pint every font hours will 
check the most violent diarrhoea*' stomach 
ache,, incipient cholera, and dysentery. 
The mild should never b» boiled, but 
only heated sufficiently to be agreeably 
warm* not too hot to drink. Milk which 
has been boiled is unfit for use. This 
writer gives several instances! to show the 
value of this simple substance in arrest­
ing the disease, among which is the fol­
lowing. The writer says :—“ U has never 
ftûled in curing in six or twelve hours, 
and ihave tried it, I should think, fifty

communicates to the Medical Times and 
Gazette a statement of the value of 
milk in twenty-six cases of typhoid 
fever, in every one ef which 
its great value was apparent. It 
checks diarrhoea, and nourishes and 
cools the body. People suffering from 
disease require food quite as much as 
those in health, and: much more so in 
some^iseases where there is rapid waste 
of system. Frequently aU ordinary food 
in certain diseases is rejected by the 
stomach, and eves loathed by the patient ; 
but nature, ever beneficent»has furnished 
a food that in all diseases is beneficial—■ 
in some directly ouritive. a food
is milk.

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Extraordinary Struggle Between a 
Horse and a Dog.

A short time since a combat occurred 
between a rabid dog and a horse, in Old 
ham. The former was a half-bred bull 
and terrier dog, weighing about 30 lbs. 
The horse was worth some £50. It ap­
pears the dog was irritated by the horse 
kicking, and made a furious onslaught 

it, catching it by the lower lip and 
holding on for some time, despite the 
Efforts of the horse and its driver, assist- 
ed by numerous bystanders, to oast it off, 
At length the release was effected, but 
the brute instantly fixed its teath mto 
the leg of an incautious onlooker, and 
then turned to its equine prey. Th 
driver succeeded in getting his untortu 
nate charge down the road, however, and 
several volunteers drove the uog into a 
by-street with the intention ofsecoring it. 
Their efforts were vaui, and the cur 
scoured off in pursuit of the horse, which 

its approach started off at a mad 
gallop. The dog got to its flank, 
however, and inflicted several wounds, 
inducing the terror-struck animal even 
to increase the speed of its blind career. 
A firm hold of one of the hind legs was 
improved gradually, a series of bites 
being given ’ îeanwhiie, till the dog, with 
all the tenacity of its race, hung from the 
loose flesh on the chest of the large-sized 
but really helpless object of its- attack.— 
This would probably have continued tffi 
one or the other was compelled to drop 
off from exhaustion, but the cart to which 
the horse was harnessed came to a wreck 
against another similar vehicle, and all 
were brought to » stand still, and with 
much difficulty separated. On the horse 
being attended by a veterinary surgeon, 
it was found necessary literally to pm 
up the flesh round the wounds on the 
mouth, breast, and legs. — Liverpool

The Duke of Edinburgh’s Allowance.
Loudon, July 31.—In the House of 

Commons, to-day, the Bill granting an 
annuity of £25,000 to the Duke of Edin­
burgh, upon his approaching marriage 
with the Princess Marie Alexandrowina, 
came up on its second reading.

Mr. P. A. Taylor, member for Leices­
ter, moved that the second reading of the 
Bill be postponed for one month from 
this date. He protested against the fre­
quent applications by the Crown for grants 
of annuities to the Royal children. He 
thought that if the civil list was sufficient 
for the proper maintenance of the Royal 
household, the Crown ought to surrender 
to the public treasury the immense pri­
vate property now held by it. He stated 
that the whole management of the civil 
list naturally gives rise to numerous 
grave suspicions on the part of the public 
by reason of the secrecy with which it is 
invested.

The present allowance of the Duke of 
.Edinburgh was an ample one.

Mr. George Anderson, member for 
Glasgow, seconded the motion and some 
discussion ensued.

Mr. Gladstone regretted the tone of 
the discussion. He denied that the 
Government had maintained any secrecy 
toucMng the management of the Crown 
property. The civil list, he said, Jwas 
never intended to provide for the por­
tioning of royal children. Parliament 
must either adopt the course st present 
proposed, and as pursued with regard to 
those of tiie royal children already mar­
ried, or provided for an increased civil 
list. He upheld the proposition contain­
ed in the Bill, as it gave to Parliament 
the control of the conduct of the Ciown 
and Royal family.

The motion to postpone was lost, end 
the Bill passed on the second reading. 
162 aye, to 18 nays.

Extraordinary Struggle Between a
Horse and a Dog.

A short time since a combat occurred 
between a rabid dog and a horse, in Old­
ham. The former was a half-bred bull 
and terrier dog, weighing about 30 lbs. 
The horse was worth some £50. It ap­
pears the dog was irritated by the horse 
kmking, and made a furious onslaught 
on it, catching it by the lower lip and 
holding on for some time, despite the 
efforts of the horse and its driver, assist­
ed by numerous bystanders, to cast it off. 
At length the release was effected, but 
the brute instantly fixed its teath into 
the leg of an incautious onlooker, and 
then turned to its equine prey. Th 
driver succeeded in getting Ills untortu 
nate charge down the road, however, and 
several volunteers drove th* dog into a 
by-street with the intention ofsecaring it, 
Their efforts were vain, and the cur 
scoured off in pursuit of the horse, which 
on its approach started off at a mad 
gallop. The dog got to its flank, 
however, and inflicted several wounds, 
inducing the terror-struck animal even 
to increase the speed of its blind career. 
A firm hold of one of the hind legs was 
improved gradually, a series of bites 
being given meanwhile, till the dog, with 
all the tenacity of its race, hung from the 
loose flesh on the chest of the large-sized 
but really helpless object of its attack.— 
This would probably have continued till 
one or the other vVas compelled to drop 
off from exhaustion, but the cart to which 
the horse was harnessed came to a wreck 
against another similar vehicle, and all 
were brought to a stand still, and with 
much difficulty separated. On the horse 
being attended by a veterinary surgeon, 
it was found necessary literally to pm i 
up the flesh round the wounds on the 
mouth, breast, and legs. — Liverpool

The civil list, he said, "was 
never intended to provide for the por­
tioning of royal children.* Parliament 
must either adopt the course at present 
proposed, and as pursued with regard to 
those of the royal children already mar­
ried, or provided for an increased civil 
list. He upheld the proposition contain­
ed in the Bill, as it gave to Parliament 
the control of the conduct of the Coown 
and Royal family.

The motion to postpone was lost, and 
the Bill passed on the second reading, 
162 aye, to 18 nays.

From one of them 
he secured a valuable quantity of silver 
ware and laid it on the sidewalk in readi­
ness to be carried off, when a passing 
hotel omnibus disturbed the ruffian, and 
he started leaving his booty behind.
