Tae ScrooNer Mereor Lost, — On

The
erew of five men got safely on board the
Milwaukee with the yawl, and informed
the captain that the schooner was the
Meteor, bound from Oakville to Ogdens-
burg with wheat. She had started on
Friday, and on Saturday night part of
tho sails had been carried away, and
the remainder frozen so that they could
not be reefed, and in the attempt to run
in this condition she had -sprung a loak.
The crew arrived safely in St. Catharines
by the Milwaukee or Monday.
