PORT ARTHUR TAKEN.

. We presume that the news which reached
uh yesterday of the taking of Port Arthur is
true. Ithad heen taken—by report—two
or three: times before, 8o yesterday’s tele-
gram will need to be confirmed ‘before scep-
tical readers can be sure that the Chinese
haves lost that very important naval station,
It is probable that the required confirmation
will have ‘arrived before our readers see
this article. At any rate, such has been
the progress of the campaign that the report
if not true is sure to be an anticipation of
the truth. ' It has been for some time seen
that the Chinese = ‘were sure, _soonmer
or later, to lose Port Arthur. . The Chinese
have proved to be no match for ‘the Japan-
ese either by Iand or sea, in the open field or
behind fortifications. The Chinese have
courage without discipline or proper equip-
ment, and the Japaness have courage and

discipline. They are, besides, well equip- |

od, and bave been aarefully taught how to
use the engines of war that they possess,
* It does not appesr, so far, that the Chinese
have had superior numbers on their side,
At the seat of war the Japanese have been
in every respect more than a matoh for their
slow and stolid enemies.

Before Port Arthur fell into the hands ‘of
the Japanese there was a good deal of talk
about the intervention, or rather the tnedia-
tion, of foreign powers. - But it ib not likely
that the Japanese; flushed with viotory,
énd knowing that Peking is within easy
reach, will agcept the mediation of either
Great: Britain, Germany or the 'United
States. They will naturally want to have
the settlement of the dispute in ‘their own
hands, " It is for ghem now to dictate. the
terms of peace. 'They may oconsider: that
lookers-on, nio matter how powerful they
may be, have no right to enateh from them
the fruits of the viotories which they have
fairly gained.

There are, we imagine, now very few who

will blame them for refusingthe mediation of |

forelgn powers. Chins, it appears, is hum-
bled and Ie already sueing for peace. ‘She ia
. willing to pay Japan a good ronnd sum to
let her alope. Ibis more than likely that
Japan will, after a little hesitation, name
the terms ‘on which she is willing' to ‘agree
to a treaty of peace. A'very large sum 'is
named as an indemnity. to Japsn. . We
would not be surprised to hear that the sum
she will now demand will be larger still.  She
has China at her meroy and will ‘make the
most of her advantage. '
