REGINA, July "6 — Saskatchewan
will this year set a record which has
never been .reached for ten years
when the binders turn on August 10,
according to a statement made by
Hon. W. R. Motherwell, minister of
agriculture, who returned today from
a month spent in the northern and
eastern sections of the province. Mr.
Motherwell. has been out on farmers’
institute work, and has had the very
best opportunity for sizing up the
crop situation. His views, therefore,
are of great importance and will have
much to do with the influencing of
the markets.

“On the whole,” he said, “the ecrop
this year is a week or ten days ear-
lier than last, although the yield will
not be as high, taking-it all over the
province. It will keep us scraping to
get ag much wheat as we had last
year,” he said, “but, then, last year
was an exceptional one. It was the
kind of year that spoils the farmers,
and a good many of them will learn
by experience this season that they
must farm scientifically. if they are
to secure results.”

FROWNS ON FRENCH

German Military Decree Against Use
of the Language in Alsace-
Lorraine

PARIS, July 6.—The promised au-
tonomy for Alsace-Lorraine has be-
gun on a strange note. A decree
published by a military paper circulat-
ihg in the two provinces formally for-
bids the employment of the French
language in the regiments.

‘“Alsatians ought,”  says this docu-
ment, “to make it a point of honor
to use German in their correspond-
ence, which is the language of their
country. They ought to see to it
that their parents do the same, par-
ticularly when they write post cards,
by reason of the bad impression this
correspondence can produce in the
barracks.”

The decree recalls the fact that
formerly some Alsatian soldiers re-
ceived French papers, but that they
had ‘ceased to receive them on the ad-
viee of their superiors.

“This is the more satisfactory be-
cause French journals are for they
most part Socialistic in tone and con-
tain expressions which are not real

~ French, but provincialisms incompre-
hensible to the foreigner.”

Colonel Guy C. Jones of the Da-
minion Service in City on/a
Tour of Inspection to Orga-
nize Nurses

As the result of the visit of Colonel
Guy C. Jones, director general of the
medical forces of the Dominion, who is
in Victoria on a visit of inspection, it is
probable that a detachment of the army
nursing reserve will be enrolled.

During the Boer war, when the Can-
adian service was organized on a war
basis, Major Hart enrolled a number of
local nurses in a similar force privately.
Colonel Jones, it is understood. proposes
to organize the nurses into a reserve
corps, and on Friday night, at the Alex-
andra Club, he will address the nurses
of the ¢ity in this regard at the Provin-
cial Royal Jubilee Hos L He will
speak régarding the dut ‘of nurses in
the field ‘and at the Base hospitals, and
all nurses are invited to be present

Speaking to a gathéring of nurses at

Vancouver on .the subfect of the army.

nursing reserve, Colonel Johes sald:
Although there might be no immediate
prospect of war, the necessity of having
an efficient nursing service was felt.
‘Wherever an army existed, there should
also be an adequate medical service
ready to be requisitioned in the event of
war. Prior to the Crimean campaign,
the military nurse on duty on the battle-
field had been unknown, and military
annals contained harrowing aceounts of
the sufferings that the wounded soldiers
had been forced to endure. Since that
time extended arnd careful provision had
been made for field nursing, but the lack
of organization that evén now existed
had been apparent during the South Af-
rican war. It was a most formidable
matter to deal with, say, ‘40 to 5O per
cent. of wounded men in a retreating
army. It was necessary not only that
the army- should be relieved of its sick
and wounded in order that the advance
of troops might not be hindered, but it
had been found that the rigors of cam-
paign life also told upon the nurses and
there had been an appalling lack ot
nursing reserve from which to draft
fresh recruits to the front. The fact
that an efficient nursing staff was at-
tached to a fighting force had, too, an
almost incredible effect upon the moral
courage of the men, who were heartened
to action by the assurance that should
they fall, capable and kind hands would
bind their wounds, The military nurse
played as important a part in the de-
fence of empire as did the soldier.
Two Main Organizations

The two main organizations were the
Queen Alexandra Imperial Nursing Ser:
vice, founded by the Queen Mother, with
the reserve bearing the same name, both
constituent parts of the Imperial army,
and the Army Nursing Reserve, of which
the Princess Christian was patroness.

This reserve was an Imperial organiz-

ation, all.parts of the empire being called
upon to offer their sedvices voluntarily
as occasion should arise. At the re-

quest of the Princess Christlan the mat- |
ter had been ‘brought before the people

of Canada by the governor-general, with
the Tresult that a movement had been
begun towards the formation of a Can-
adian branch of the Army Nursing Ie-
serve.

SECURES SPECIMENS

Assigtant Curator of the Provincial
“Museum Returns from Queen
ks Charlottes.

Mr. E. H. Anderson, assistant cura-
tor of the Provineial Museum, has
Jjust returned home, via Pringe Ru-
pert, from the' Masset section ‘of the
Queen - Charlotte Islands, -where the
past few weeks have been spént by
him in collecting unusual specimens
of the birds and mammals making
these latitudes their habitat. He re-
ports the iglands as being ‘exceeding-
ly interestihg, and especially rich in
bird life both on land ‘and water. A
very fine collection of hair seals was
secured with o ] ulty,
both young and old being taken. The
largest specimen measures over six
feet in length, and three and one-half
feet in girth, tipping the scales at up-
wards of 300 pounds,

On the 10th ultimo a trip was made
to North Island, thirty miles distant
from Masset, and famous as the breed-
ing place of the glaucous-winged
gull, the black oyster-catcher, the
pigeon guillemot, the ancient murr-
clet, the tufted puffin, Cassins’ auk-
let, and the violet-green cormorant.
The gulls and cormorzants nest on the
bare ledges, the oyster-catchers on
the bare rocks, while .all the other
various species are found represented
in crevices in the rocks, in holes in
the cliffs, in holes under the spruce
tree roots, etc. Eggs, downy young,
adults and many photographs were
secured.

detected the fine grasp of thought
which held it together. Dr, Smith is a
master of Anglo-8axon; he has drunk
at the same fount as John Bright, and
uses as few big words; yet all is so
llqluld. 80 transparent, so lucid that a
child could follow his every utterance
This s, indeed, the highest form of art
which; eonceals art, and it is too rarely

British
influence in Mesopotamia has been
strengthened, a British protectorate
over Koweit and Eastern Arabia has
been assumed, the Yemen has been
placed under British control, and now
England’s statesmen are engaged in
strengthening their hold on the Ara-
bian littoral of the Red Sea.

The writer tells the Turkish gov-
ernment that these far-seeing plans
will infallibly result In making both
Arabja and Mesopotamia British sat-
rapies, and that should the Porte take
steps to secure its position- it can be
assured of the sympathies of Europe.

The Post cannot understand how
France and Russia can. watch the
trend of events with equanimity, or
subscribe to this “brutal Anglo-Saxon
egotism and unscrupulousness.” Ger-
many, says the Post, is certainly pre-
paring to study this question.

Hope That Evils of Street Idi-
ing and Drifting to Casual

Labor Will Be Partially
Overcome

LONDON, July 4—A development
of the warking of the recently estah-
lished labor exchanges in England is
their direct attachment to schools.

employers, to take advantage of this
provision to secure as:far as possible
that boys should be found useful and
promising work as soon as they left
school, before the  idleness of the
Streets or the futility of the “odd job”
had had time to sow the seeds of fy-
ture lifelong misery and incompetence.

At present this is a great evil in
every country; in.England it hag been
found that only one-third of the boys
‘leaving the national sc¢hools go to the
skilled trades; 61 per cent. take to
unskilled "labor. For four or five
years these may earn their wages as
messengers. Then comes the day
when, only because they are boys no
longer, 'they are dismissed. . Then
they- have nothing; they drift to cas-
ual labor, to unemployment, and
thence often to every kind of ruin.

A good deal has already been done,
it seems, in Scotland to meet' this
evil by establishing “school employ-
ment agencies,” where the idea of
some consecutive and promising life-
work is impressed on the pupils from
an early age, and where employers are
forming the habit of looking for pro-
miding service with sure guarantee of
character and other fitness. It is now
proposed ‘to, attach these officially to
the labor exchanges.

telopes. They have also very much shorter,
horns on the average than the true Oryx besia,
and in this respect again more nearly resemble
Oryx Callotis. Their ears, too, are longer and
narrower than in the former species, and
though in the specimens which came under
my notice none were so fully tufted as in
the typical fringe-eared species, they were alt
tufted to a certain extent, and in the case of
the female which I shot, the fringe at the end
of the ears was quite well developed. In gen-
eral ground color they are not so red as in
the typical Oryx callotis, -though here again
they vary, as in the ‘same ‘specimen shot by
myself, in which the. ears are well fringed ;
the ground color of the face is of a pinky
fawn.

Curiously enough, this undetermined race
of East African oryx, which far more nearly
resembles the fringe-eared species than the true
beisa, is' separated from the nearest point of
the former’s range by some hundreds of miles
of country, in which there are-no oryx: at all,
whilst northwards ~ from the Sungarirongai
river to the west of Mount Kenia, where 1
obtained my specimens, oryx are met with
continuously all along the Gwa_sa-narok and
the Gwasa- nyiro, and from thence, without
a break in their range, to Lake Rudolph, Abys-
sinia, and Somaliland, In these latter coun-
tries there is only one species of oryx, and that
is the true beisa, and ‘it would be interesting
to determine how far south this true species
is found without any trace of admixture with
the fringe-eared Oryx callotis, whose : true
habitat is far to the south and eastof Mount
Kenia. It would certainly seem that at some
not very distant time'a certain number of
fringe-eared oryx must have wandered north-
wards beyond their usual habitat until they
reached the most southerly country ranged
over by Oryx beisa, on the confines of which
the two species now interbreed. In the most
southerly herds the animals are still prepon-
deratingly Oryx callotis, but grade gradually
into the pure Oryx beisa to the north.

As my experience has been so very limited
I am perhaps scarcely justjfied in putting for-
ward speculations concerning the origin of
this somewhat puzzling race of antelopes, but
their near approximation in several particulars
to the fringe-eared oryx and their presence

-on the southerly confines of the range of the

true beisa, which is far removed from the
nearest habitat of the true callotis, are matters
of great interest to the naturalist, which I must
plead as my excuse for making any sugges-
tions on the subject.

THE DRUMMING OF THE RUFFLED
GROUSE

Ve (By H. E. Tuttle.)

In May of 1909 an unexpected opportunity
offered to me the chance to photograph a
wild cock grouse in the act of drumming. I
had often sneaked up on the wary bird hoping

trophy; ‘so T picked the one amongst the other
five with the best: horais-a:

to catch a glimpse of him as he rolled forth
his thundering call (?), but af the last moment
he had seen me and flushed with a roar of
wings.

Once I spent the better part of an after-
noon stalking a ruffed grouse that was drum-
ming at intervals in a birch thicket on the
outskirts of a grove of pines. I had approach-
ed near enough to hear the vibrant hiss of
the air through its wings at the end of the
opening drum-beats. A ‘wide swinging hem-
lock bough shadowed the bird and the indis-
tinct something that stood erect behind the
hemlock bough might well have been'a stub
of the prostrate log, had I not seen vaguely
the blur of wings and heard the throbbing
wing-beat. I tried to, crawl nearer, but tha
partridge, wary as always; éeased its'drum-
ming and ‘with ruffs exténded 'and tail spread
strutted-slowly to the-end of the log, whistling
the querulotis; ¥Hreaty "Quit, quit” of alarm.
A moment lateriﬁt%ﬁéﬁt?&'thoroughly scared,
and leaving the drumm log, sprinted for the
shelter ‘of the low branches,. .

I lay on'the soft brown leaves and felt
vaguely that I*had unconsciously stumbled
on a serial story and had’arrived: at the unsat-
isfying catchwords, “Fo be. continued in our
next.” . :

The Small Boy. Assists

Weeks later a“small boy came to tell me
that there was a_partridge back of his. cabin
that “Sat on a"'lgg“beat§ng himself with his
wings like anything.”: My eager questions
surprised hith; but”he was quite certain = of
what he had séen and offered me the use of
his cabin. T conferred with one who had often
followed the trail with the camera and we
made ‘our plans. With the boy’s generous
permission to sleepin his cabin we were not
long in getting started.

We found the drum log easily. It was
distinguished from the other fallen logs in the
vicinity by a few feathers and other signs of
usage. The fact that an old kerosene can,
several tin pots and scrap timber lay near,
rather detracted from the romantic idea of an
ideal trysting place. These weather-stained
relics, -however, helped greatly in converting
the cameras and their tripods into inconspic-
uous features of the landscape. The tripods
were set up within a ten-foot radius and the
cameras arranged to sweep the log. We then
focused by the aid of a lighted match, as by
this time it was quite dark, adjusted the cords
to their triggers and finally covered cameras
and’tripods with twigs, leaves and 2 rusty
tin cup! (We' later found that this elaborate
concealment was wholly unnecessary.) Before
turning in that night we speculated, as was
naturdl, as to whether “our bird” would drum
under the new conditions. We had little hope
that he would, :

A Woodland Reveille ‘

The night passed quickly. I do not think
either of us slept very well, And at five in
the morning I heard the seemingly muifled
drum-beat, “Thump, thump,” and then the
roar of wings ending with a staccato whirr.
*“That bird must be well down the valley,”
I thought, sleepily. A moment later when I
looked out of the window I needed no fleld
glass to pick out the stiff, erect form on the
drum log, barely hidden by a chestnut sapling
in leaf.

Successful Photographs on the First Trial

The woods were very still and the sun had
not yet broken the gray light of early morn-
ing. Crows cawed and flopped overhead, un-
afraid. The cock grouse on the log stood
erect, his crest and ruffs extended, and his
broad tail braced across the log. Suddenly he
seemed to stiffen perceptibly, his neck and
breast swelled, then his wings flashed out and
fell limply at his sides. The throb of the pre-

liminary' wing-beat boomed out. = A moment .

later it was impossible to follow the wings. as
the bird blurred with the effort of the thunder-
ing drum-like roar, I forgot all about the
camera man, asleep in the bunk. I forgot
everything except the bird on the log. It was
fascinating to watch him. The wings seemed
merely to flash out at his sides and then drop
loosely. He rarely changed His position, stand-
ing motionless after he had finished and seem-
ing to be listening intently. Then I remember-
ed the camera man and woke = him with a
whisper:

“He's theré—on the log,”

He watched the bird for some time and
then decided to spring the cameras. One ex-
posure was made while the bird stood listen-
ing. I waited until I saw his wings flash and a
moment later I pulled the cord. The bird
never stopped drumming. He never so much
as turned his head,

We rejoiced and planned whole series of
pictures - which, unfortunately, never were
taken. It was now about seven o'clock and
the sun well up. We removed the cameras, the
bird having flown almost as soon as we left
the cabin. ; 5

There was a good deal of susperse in the
darkroom until the “fixing” was over and we
could hold a rather weak negative to the light.
The pictures were a decided success. Later in
the week we were at work on a partridge's
nest found within a hundred yards of the
drum log in some thick oak.second. growth,
Mr. Starbuck, the camera man, secured several
pictures of the sitting bird. My attempts
failed utterly, owing to a faulty shutter. The
hen was very courageous and allowed us to
approach within two two ™ or three feet of
where she sat deep in last vear’s oak leaves.
As the cock grouse was scared off during the
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week we were unable to get any more pic-
tures. Two of the three pictures of the drum-
ming grouse have béen retouched. e large
one, however, was merely darkened to coun-
teract the effects of a stain on the negative.
Because of a bad stain on the other negative
it ‘Was necessary to retouch the bird’s tail, a
difficult and unsatisfactory job, especially on
a 4 X § hegative. !

How is the Drumming Produced?

It is impossible for me to explain how"the
booming roar of the grouse’s drumming is
produced, but it is not difficult to ‘destroy the
last remnants of the old illusions. That the
bird does not strike the log with its wings
has been pretty well established as a fact. It
is inconceivable to me how the bird could
strike the log with its wings, yet this theory
was long regarded as a likely one. All of the
logs on which the grouse were in the habit
of drumming and wHich came under my notice
were solid, not hollow, though some were
rotting away in decay. In drummnig the wings
neither touch the body, nor are they thrown
forward so as to touch in front. This ob-
servatioh is thoroughly substantiated by the
camera, which shows the wing - at i the full
swing of ‘the preliminary “thumps.” I also
noticed that the upper breast and throat ap-
peared to be'swelled with air so that the bird’s
outliné before making the first wing-beats was
somewhat that of a pouter pigeon, What ef.
fect, if‘a‘ny, this swelling of the breast has in
producifig “the "‘dryum "call T icahnot say. To
watch the grouse at the ‘drumming is at the
same time @ mystery and a revelation. A
mystery because after having seen numerous
performanc_es I am as much in the dark as
ever as to just how the noise is produced. A
revelatxpu from the mere fact that the act of
drumming is ‘totally unlike' anything I have
seen before and not at all as I had pictured.

The grouse roosted quite near the log if
not occasionally on it. Perhaps one of the
most interesting features of the drumming was
to see the change in the bird’s attitude from
a skulking shadow  to a miniature turkey
cock .in all its glory. “From the moment the
bird mounted the log till he left it to sneak
away his stiff, erect attitude never left him.
I have never seen a cock grouse spread his
tail. erect,.or peacock fashion, though - this
feature of the strut is made much of by other
observers. The hen grouse in protecting ‘her
young will often assume this pose.. :

As for Calling Grouse by Imitating Their
Drumming

It has been stated that ruffed grouse can
be called by imitating their drum note, I do
not doubt it, but should like to see it done.
I have often tried it myself and as often have
failed. I think that it would be exceedingly
difficult to imitate the drumming closely
enough to fool a grouse, yet the bird may
want to be fooled or again it may be cutious.
However, I have had no experience in this di-
rection. The statement that the “whirr” pro-
duced by the grouse in drumming is essen-
tially the same as that eaused by the bird in
“flight” is to me the easiest explanation - of
that thundering reveille, the mystery+of the
spring woods.—Recreation.

plants it had got among. It was too long to
turn in the trap so it adopted the wise- method
of sounding-and turning its immense body
when its great head was on the bottom, a full
sixty feet below surface. It was well for the
trap that it did this and then slowly swam
out, for driven as are these great fir trees that
they call “piles” and good and ¢ of grai
as these Douglas firs are ;they could not
withstood the rush of the greatest of. living
creatures once it had room to work in. i S

The elder Bennett was by his contempor-
aries considered a chronic disturber of the
journalistic peace. Of them, he, in turn, enter-
tained a similarly low opinion, as the columns
of the Herald will show: His thounghts, how-
ever, were chiefly of news for his readers (he
was the first great American news getter and
news printer), and he printed . everything he
got, whether fit or not, and theljeby “shocked
the staid :propriety of his time.”

“Dom it, mon, print it and make a fuss
about it,” was his motto—paraphrased, years
later, by Story,.of Chicago, into “Raise —II
and sell newspapers.”

Whatever interested Mr. Bennett. must,
perforce, int‘e‘re_st' his readers, whether it re-
lated to a rival editor or his own personal
affairs, horsewhippings included: Thus, hav-
ing decided to marry, he invited his readers
to sojourn ‘with his inmost thoughts, to enjoy
with him the thrills that naturally precede so
interesting an event. - Neither Mr. Pulitzer nor
Mr. Hearst at a later period ever folded their
readers so closely to their bosoms as did Mr.
Bennett, in his isstue of June 1, 1840 in this
announcement at the top of his editorial page,
under a display ‘head :

To the Readers of the Herald—Declaration of
Love—Caught at Last—Going to Be Mar-
ried—New Movement in Civilization,

I am going to be married in a few days. The
weather is so’ beautiful; times are getting so
good ; the prospects of political and moral re-
form are’ auspicious, that 1. cannot resist the
divine instinct of honest nature any lfonger; so
I am.going to be married to one of the most
splendid women in intellect, in heart, in soul,
in property, in person, in mannef that I have
yet seen in the course of my interesting pil-
grimage through human life.”

* * Tcannot stop in my caréer: I must ful-
fil that awful .destiny which the Almighty Fa-
ther has written against my name, in the
broad letters ‘of life, against the wall of
-Heaven. - I must give the world a pattern of
happy wedded life, with all the charities that
spring drom a nuptial love. In a few days I
shal! ie married according to the holy rites of
-the most holy Christian Church, to'one of the
most ‘remarkable, accomplished and beautiful
young women of the age. She possesses a for-
tune-—a large fortune.. She has no Stonington

()

shares or Manhattan stock, but in purity and
uprighteousness she is worth half a million of
pure coin. - Can any swindling .bank show as
much? In good sense and elegance, another
half a million; in soul, mind and beauty, mil-
lions on millions, equal to the whole specie of
all the rotten banks in the world. ;

Happily, the patrorage of the public-to the
Herald is nearly $25/000 per annum, almost
equal to a president’s salary. ' Bit property in
this world’s goods was never my object: Fame;
public good, usefulness’in my day and-genera-
tion; the religious associations of female excel-
lence, the progress of true industry—these
have been my dreams by night and my desires
by day.

In the new and holy.condition into which I
am about to enter, and to enter with the same
reverential feelings as I"'would Heaven itself, I
anticipate some signal changes in my feelings,
in my. views, in my purposes, in my pursuits.
What they may be I khow not—time alone can
tell. My ardent desire has been through life,
to reach the highest order of human excellence,
by the shortest possible cut. Associated, night
and day, in sickness and in health, in war and
in peace, with a woman of this highest order
of excellence, must produce some curious re-
sults in my heart and feelings, and these results
the future will develop in due time in the col-
umns of the Herald.

Meantime, I return my heartfelt thanks for
the: enthusiastic patronage of the public, both
of Europe and of America. The holy estate of
wedlock will'only iricrease my. desire to be still
more useful. God Almighty bless you all.

Mr. Bennett forgot all his newspaper assail-
ants in this sentimental flight. - He .cured the
oversight, however, in a postscript, in which he
shook his fist at them all with the ‘declaration
that he'would have no time to waste upon them
and their attacks “until after marriage and the
honeymoon.”
