by good humoredly rallying the mover of
the address on his bellicose speech, then
passing on to reply to Mr. Hay, he depre-
cated the introduction of Dominion politics
Into the legislature, If the ministry, how-
ever, desired to make the natioual policy
a battle-ground, certainly the opposition
would not have cause to complain. Had
the'mover of the address had any regard for
the feelings of his friend, the member for
_Lincoln, he would not have ventured on his
tirade on the N. P., for that gentleman,
Mr. Neelon, had repeatedly declared his
approval ‘of the N. P. Notwithstanding
Mr. Hay’s denial the benefits of protection
were patent on every hand, and many of
the reform organs seeing the folly of longer
‘rying to convince the people to the con-
trary, were backing down froia their former
hostility. * With reference to the boundary
question, hon. gentlemen seemed to forget
that Outario, though only a province of the
Dominion, was premier province and con-
sequently more deeply interested than any-
other in the welfare of the Dominion as a
whole. The opposition would 18t shrink
from taking just and patriotic ground on
this and all other questions, but would not
and could not echo the violent and inflama-
tory language used by the mover of the
address. He charged that the course of the
governmeut evinced not so much a desire
to maintain the rights of Ontario as to
make political capital for their friends at
Ottawa. The proper course to have pursued
would have been to makea dignified protest
against setling aside the award of the
arbitrators and in this the opposition would
have joined, and then, failing success by
this means, either settle the matter with

Manitoba, or make a case and have it decid-
ed in the courts. It should be remembered,

however, that the trouble had arisen owing

to the refusal of the Mackenzie government

to agree to uccept the award of the arbitra-

tors, As to the disallowance of the streams

bill, he beld that it should have been dis-
allowed on its merits, as being a wanton in-
terference with private property. The re-
ference to the escheats bill was not in the

best taste as it, though no doubt uninten-
tionally, censured the judges of the supreme
court, He hoped the expectations of the
attorney-gneral as to the result of the appeal
to the privy council, would not prove as

illusory as his equally confident expectations
of a favorable result in the supreme court.

As to the new parliament buildings he did

not know whether Mr. Hay spoke by the

card when he said it was the intention of the

government to proceed with them at once,

He has hoped that the government had ab-

andoned" the idea for the present. Here-

gretted the absence of promise of relief to

the Muskoka sufferers in the speech.

There might be depression
with protection but there could not be
with good harvests and good prices. As to
new parliament buildings he considered
them absolutely necessary and the only
thing on which there might be difference of
opinion was as to when they should be
commenced. Asto the alleged anomaly
regarding the selling of timber limits with-
out the previous consent of parliament it
was a necessity of the case. Although the
government had not publicly announced
the fact, fearing to diminish private con-
tributions, they had granted aid te the
Muskoka sufferers. There was no intention
to ‘sneer at or impugn the judges of the su-
preme court in the reference to the Mercer
case, but he still hoped for a termination
favorable to Ontario. - Passing to the
question of the disallowance of the streams
till he ¢laimed that it was an unwarrantable
interferance with provincial rights. 1t was
true that the legal right to disallow
existed under the B. N. A. act but its
arbitrary and uncalled for use as in this
case was most unwarrantable, It would

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CANADIAN AUTONOMY AND THE N. P.
The Torgnto Globié and the Chicago Tri-
bune, both-free trade  journals, are at log-
gerheads on vital points on the question
of commercial relations between the United
States and Canada. First, the American
organ credity the Canadian one with the
{ admission that the N. P. has impoverished
the farmers of Canada by increasing the
price of all they have to buy, and reducing
the price of all theyhave tosell. Asthings
are understood over the border, this means
that Canadian farmers pay the duties both
{ ways—first, omall their produce going to
- the American ‘'market, and further on all
American goods that are used by them.
The Globe ngrees that the Canadian duties
on American goods are,paid by the Cana-
dian consumers of these goods, but retorts
that American consumers do in like man-
ner pay the whole, or the greater part of
their own duties on Canadian lumber and
farm produce crossing the border. Accord-
ing to the Globe the consumer pays the
duty in every case ; according to the Tri-
bune consumers north of the lakes pay the
"Canadian duty on what they import from
the states, while Canadian producers at the
same time pay the American duty on
what they export thithey. The citizen of
+the republic—happy man that he‘is {—never
| pays the duty at all, whether as producer
or consumér. We are, 8o the Tribune im-
| plies, in such unfortunate position thht we
/must pay the duties ‘both ways, whether
they be levied by Ottawa or Washington au-
thority. A leading journal in such a
/knowing place. as . Chicago ought to
be well informed on most subjects of public
interest, but we fear the Tribune is not
/well informed as to the opinions held on

he subject by the very men who are in
the habit of exporting to Canada. They
have admitted time aid again, nay, they
take great paing to impress upon their Ca-
nadian customers the fact that they have
ialways two prices—one for the home trade,
which is the regular price, and another, a
ireduced price, intended to overcome.as far
jas‘possible the Canadian tariff. This is a
fact well known to business men in all
lranches of trade in which we import from
the States, but theorists who write for free
trade papers are not supposed to know any-
thing about facts of this sort,

In trying to meet the perplexed argu-
ment of its American free trade confrere,
the Globe getsfitself perplexed, #fid,blunders
into ‘unwonted ‘admissions. We cannot
ppen eur border ports, it says, and accept
gommercial union with the States, because
this could not: be done without sacrificing our
eommercial and ultimately our national cur-
rency. Here we must say ditto to the
Globe ; for commereial union with the great
republic would most surely lose us our po-
litical as well as our commercial identity
ere long, and put “an extinguisher” upon
the new nationality of Canada. Once anne,
us commercially,and what therefwounld be left
of Canadina nationality and our separated
existence would not. be worth more than a
few year's purchase.

WE BELIEVE it is correct to say that no
country ever lowered its rate of postage
without satisfactory results. Even under
the old rates in Canada there was a deficit,
asthere is in every conntry. In a new
and growing country like this increased
postal expenditure must be expected from
year to year, and that can better be ‘over-
taken by low than high rates of postage.
Cheap postage is also a great promoter of
correspondence and consequently of popular
education. A letter-writing people are in-
variably an intelligent and progressive peo-
ple. It might be well for our postmaster-
general to open up negotiations with the
United States, and even with the imperial
authorities, upon the subject. As we have
said before, newspapers are entitled to free
carriage. The prc 2! tax upon pubtishers
is an unjust one.

Generally leany fitted for his tifling salary,
simply dressed, he seems to bear every-
where-a heavy sense of his unlucky fate to
be oppressed Ly a -supercilious company.

»# An icy calm marks him, Speaking with
suppressed voice, no drama ‘is for him so

wenchanting that he ever forgets himself,
Almost monotonous, cold, with scarcely an
“accent, the words glide from his hps, If
revenge, if love, always the same ring, yet:
intelligible. The true actor knows how to
prize such art, but accustems himself to it
so that it is strange o.Bim.if the prompter
once forgets to be a machine,

I was playing in alarge provincial town
a round of star parts. I played the Marquis
Rosa in ‘‘ Don;Carlos,” lnl found an ex-
céption to the rule, & sentimental promp-
ter. Fredersck Gans had prompted me as
Hamlet and Uriel Acosta, and I had ob-
served nothing pecaliar about him, Quiet-
ly, intelligently, not too loud, not owling
in his beard, he had carried on his busi-
ness. Inthe first scémes of the Spanish
play, he remained cold and faithful to duty.
Then comes the tale which Rosa tells tge-
queen. I was not surprised

The proceedings were at-
gended with the usual ceremony and there
was a large gathering of spectators;in the
chamber. Several ladies graced #lie occa-
gion with their presence. -There was quite
& profusion of broadcloth and white shirt
front round the aldermanic board.

The mayor and members made the de-
clarationof office and fubscribed to the
articles of qualification, the ~council - being
ponstituted as follows :

THE MAYOR'S MESSAGE.

His worship was escorted to the chair by
Ald. Love and Adamson, the senior mem-
bers of the council. He was attired in &
faultless .suit - of Dblack and  wore

white gloves and ‘a glossy plug. In
taking his seat the mayor made
a lengthy address. He veferred
to his election by acclamation, which he
considered the highest mark of considera-
tion he had eyer received from his native
city, and which he trusted would act asa
.still greater incentive to him to prove faith-

. fulto the trust committed to his care. He
referred to the fact that the year 1881, like
its predecessor, had shown a_surplus, and
ascribed this result in a large measure to

| the._ consolidation act of 1881 suggested by
Ald, Turner. Since the year 1878 there
had been a very gradual reduction :in the
rate of taxation, and the council of _1881
had been able still furthér to reduce it to
16} mills in the dollar. Speaking
of the state of the streets he
gave it as his opinion that the only true
remedy lay in the construction of block or
stone pavements. The subject of street
cleaning also came in. for attention, On the
question of public parks, he said that a
general feeling existed that the time had
come when a special effort should be made
by the city to secure additional park accom-
modation. Yorkville annexation came in
for a brief geferrence. The waterworks,
the fire department and the assessment
department, and legislation were referred
to. He thought the corporation should
own the fire horees. He expressed himself
as in favor of the freelibrary scheme, The
